ONE MILL HAS RESUMED

XOXUNION MEN QUIETLY TAKEN
TO LEECHBURG.

Potters at Wellsville May Goa Out In
Sympathy With the Steel
Workers,

PITTREEURG, Aug. L—Just = [aint
giimmer of hope that the great siael
workers' strike would be seltied was em-
bodied In & statement given out by Presl
dent Bhaffer; of the Amalgumated As-
soclation, tonight. When asked
would pursue the same policy in ordering
8 strike In the milis of the Federal Stesl,
the National Steel and the Natlonsl Tube
Compenies, as he 34 In calling out the
men in the mills of the American Tinplate
Comparny, he replied:

“If it had not been for this determina-
tion on my part, the general strike would
hive been ordered Saturday might"

Before calllng out the tihworkers, and
after falling to get any satisfaction from
the officlals of the American Ehect Tin
Compuny and the American Stecl Hoop
Company, Président Shaflféer semt a tele-
gram to Viece-Presldont Warner Arms, of
the American Tinplate Company, noti-
fring him that under article 18, section &
af the constitution of the Amalgamated
Association, he would be obiiged to call
out the tinworkers in all of ths mills
owned by the United States Stee]l Corpora-
tion wunles= the difficulty was scttied
within a period of 10 days. As 8 result
of this notlce, Mr, Arms succesded in
getting together another conference, &nd
& vain sattempt was made to settle the
dispute and prevent a strike, which wouild
fovolve the tin mills. That conferencs
was the one that broke up In the Hotel
Lincoin three weeks ago la=t Saturday.
In order to be equally falr to the other
constituent companies of the United
Etntes Btee] Corporation and accord them
the sime treatment, President Shaffer haa
sent a simiiar notice to the officers of the
Federal Steel Company, the Natlonal
Eteel Company and the Natllonal Tube
Company, giving them the same time in
which to make any ¢ffort they may de-
#lre 1o bring about a settlement, or he
will put In force this same clause Iln the
Amalgamated constitution. It s pre-
sumed that the Jdelay in lesulng the gen-
eral order will be 2t least untll the end
of the present week In the meantime
the men in the milis of these three com-
pantes will be prepared to come out when
the strike order Is lssyed.

The possibility of a settlement of ths
=trike !s bascd on the bare hope that the
officials of the three additional companies
will bring to bear sufficlent (nfluence to
urge an adjustment of the difficulty be-
fore the strike order is lesued, President
Stnfler did not express sny hope that this
would be done, nor did he even discuns
the muatter, but the Inference was gulckly
s=en that there was such a probabllity in
Elght.

The strike history of the day in
FPlitsburg Nself is not prolific of re-
sults. Considerable, however, was do-
ihg In towns surrounding. In this
city all of the |die mills are in the
same condition as before the fallure of
the vonference 10 settis the strike, and no
apparent move is being made by the man-
ufnoturers to stlart the mills, oconse.
quenily there has been no break in the
Etrikers” ranks,

The most important strike polpts to-
night seem to be Leschburg and Wells-
ville, with McKeesport a possible trouble
center, From Leechburg this telegrum
wWaE rgceelved:

“At 4 o'clock this afiernoon the Hyde
Park miil, which has been idie since the
first of the year, was started. At 3:4 P.
3, a train srrived at Hyde Park from
Baltaburg, Vandergrift and Apollo. The
traln stopped mt the works, and 5 men,
clad In warking garb and carrying dinner
buckets, left the train and hurried into
the works. Thete was no excitement,
end the millowners and managors tonight
cladm thet they now have enough men to
operate all of the filve plant milis, Senti.
nels are out, and no one Is pllowed to gel

into the mill without a password Laite
this afternoon six mlllmen from Leech.
burg sauntered down toward the mlill,
paszed the gunrds, and walked Inte the
mills, where tonight they are nt work

This makes 81 mon now employed at the
works. The mill is running tonight. The
Amulgamaled men, however, are on the
ground, making desperate offorts to keep
all unton men out They make the bold
aspertion that In two 4ays after Presldent
Bhafler ixsues his general strike order,
not o whee! will b turning In Vander-
grift, Apolle or Hyde Park.'”

From Wellsville, 0., the following report

mill from Beotidale today, and four of
the strikers descrted the union and went
back to work. Five mills wore working
today, and four are working tonight, the
largest number run any day since the
strike began.

Presitent Bhaffer arrived at headqunr-
ters at 11:45 A. M., and 15 minutes later
called the newspaper men to his private
oflice. When asked if a settlement could
have heen reached In New York Saturday
had they walved their rights at the
Painter, Lindsay & MeCutcheon and the
Wellavlile plante, he sald:

"*The Amalgamated Association could
huve mettled In New York If we had
kiven up these mills, but we could not do
that. Just ss lomg as we can fight we
are gning to fght for them. They are as
much of us now as any of the other
lodges. Thelr fight 15 ours and our fight
is thelrn.”

Becrotary Morrison was seen, however,
and he asurcd Mr. Shaffer that the Fed-
eration ef Labor would give fAnancisl
support.

“1 bave requested President Gompers to
come to Plitsburg this week for a con-
ference.” sald President Shaffer, “and 1
expect him here”

Prestdent 8haTer recently explained thut
before an order for a strike in {esued a
circular letter will be senty out from the
geners] offices Lo all lodges of Lhe or-
ganization explaining the situation fuily.
The sirike order will then be tecelved

without the least misunderstanding on the
part of the members,

Doubt Is expreseed {n some quarters that
the strike will spread further. It 1
suggesiad that the emplayes of the Fed-
eral Bteel Company, Natlonal Steel Com.
pany and Natlonal Tube Company are
the sirikers’ maln source of vevenue, and
to call them out would deprive the asso-
ciation of the funds necessary lo carry
on the strike. Another reason given is
that *he Amanlgamatled Assoclation hav-
ing signed contracts with all these com-
panles Jor one year beginnipg with June
1, 1, wouw ve violating these contracts,
giving Mr, Morgan and his  assoclates
trump cards they would not heslinte to
use.

The Chronlele - Telegraph =ays this
ufternoon: *“One of the ofMicials of the
Lafayctte Lodge, Lawrenceville, of the
Amalgdimated Association, this morning
arnounceéd that there would be no gen-
eral strike ordered. He != authority for
the statement that the directors of the
stecl corporation are dissatiafied with J.
P. Morgan's attitude, apnd are making
every effort to open negotiationa wilh
tke strikers,. The oMclal I# one of the
leading steel workers of the oity, and
the Inforence Is that he has recelved an
ineide tp from the higher officlals”

An intimation has been magle that there
i £tlll one hope of ending the strike soon,
and that Is by the mturn o work of
the men at the Painter, Lindshy & Me-
Cutcheon and Clark miila Thess mills
were nonunion last year. The men went
out when the strike wne ardered, and
they are now members of the Amalgn-
mated Association. In the offorts L0 se-
cure an adjustment of the strike, how-
ever, thelr status has been an embarrass
ing factor. It s sald that 30 men In
these mills desire to go tc work. The
Immediate effect of such a move would
be to eilminate them from consideration
of any basis of settlement. Buch a course
would leave the Amalgamated officlals in
& position to sccept Mr. Morgan's terms
with honor,

The &tvel strike, though only begun, la
already belng felt In Pitisburg. Many
leading business houses have found busi-
ness dropplng off, =0 as to mnke the re-
moval of clerka !mperative. Two days
lzst week the clearing-hotise reporis
nhowed n decrense compared with last
¥eur. The situstion st the local mills Ia
unchanged.

Interviews were had today with local
and natiopal ofMcials of varlous labor or-
ganizations on the Amalgamated sirike.
Bimon Burns, president of the Window
Glass Warkers' Axsoclation said:

“The Glass Workers' »Association s In
thorough sympathy with the Amalgamat-
ed men. We will glve them substiantial
ald, when It 8 necessary.”

L R. Thomas, president of the Patlern.
makers’ League, sald:

“We will give the Amalgamated Asso-
cintion all the assistance in our power.
At A recent meeting of the Metal Trades
In St. lLouls, st which I was present, a
messnge was gent to President Shaffer of-
fering ald and sympathy."

L N. Ross, member of the Natlona: Ex-
ecutive Board of the Nnights of Labor,
said:

“The Knights of Labor have offered and
will glve them practical ald when they
need It,”

John Pryall, general speretary of the
structural iron workers, sald:

“The Amalgamated Assoclatlon will
have the sympathy and help of all or-
ganized labor.” .

John Kunszler, president and treasurer
of the American Fillot Glass Workers'
Union, =ald:

“Without regard to our sympathies, I
prefer not to interfere in the Amalgamat-
ed troubles by making u statement.”

A dispatch from Wellsvilie, 0., snya:

“President Henry B, Henderson, of the
potters’ local lodge hero, was arrested
late tonight on a charge of riot, for which
the warrant was lssued Inst Saturdsay.
The arrest was delayed untll tonight by
the aathorilies, In the hope, It 1s sald,
that Henderson could be held In il all
night. National Trustee M. J. Breanon,
of the Nattonal Brotherhood of Operative
Potters, wasx on hand and immedistely
furnished bail"”

ATTITUDE OF THE FEDERATION.

Mny Lend Its Mora! and Material
Assistance.
WASEINGTON, Aug. §.—Secrctary Mor-
rison, of the American Federation of La-
bor, who Is In charge of the headquarters
hero In the ahsence of President Gompers
in Philadeiphin, sald today that it Is im-
possible to forecast what the organiza-
tlionn aMliated with the Federation may
do to asesiet the strike of the Amalga-

mated Assoclation men.

“If the antagoniem of the trust reaches
such proportions that the American Fed-
eration of Labor is forced to come In and
protect the recognised rights of ofgan-
izod labor,” contlnued Mr, Morrison,
“President Gompers undoubtedly wiil call
the executive councll of the Federation
together to take ull meoensures NECESEATY
The nffiilated organizations of the Amal.
Eamited Assoclation have the right to eall
on the Federation for moral and material
AExialanee.

‘The organigations afMliated with the
Federation,” he sald, “have complete au-
tonomy a8 to such action, ©Of course,
the Federation may advise with the unitons
and such advice usually i= followed to the
jetter. Although the looal autonomy pro-
visions of its constitution prevents the
Federntion from ordering a gpeneral sym-
pathetic strike, the executive council, in
«wame of a strike or lock-out, can levy a
weekly assesgment of 1 cent per member
on all aMiated unlons for not exceeding
10 weeks In any ohe year'"

Simon HBurns® Offer.

PITTSBURG, Aug. 3—Simon Burns,
president of Lthe Natlonal Window-Glass
Workers' Assoclation, and General Master
Workman of the Knights of Labor, made
n propoeition this afterncon to the Fitts-
burg Leader that he will agrse lo pay
as high a per ceni ns=essment out of his
salary each week o ald e Amaigam-
atedd Associatlon ae any National officer,
cxdMeer or member of any organization
in the country. If they will agree ‘o this,
he says he will give his entire salary na
president of the Window-Glass Workers’
Association. He has not drawn any sal-
ary as general master workman of the
Krights of Labor, on account of the or-
der's finangial condltjon, but will alss (n-
clude that when he reccives it. The of-
fer, he says, Is Intended particularly for
tke Natlonal officers of the American
Federation of Labor,

MORE NATIONAL BANKS

—_—

OVER SIX HUNDRED ORGANIZED
UNDER THE NEW LAW.

.

Four Hundred and Fifty of These
Have a Capital of Less Than
Fifty Thousand Dollars.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 5§ — Mr. Dawes,
the Controlier of the Currency, has ls-
sued the following statement regarding toe
résults of the passage of the act of March
4, 1900:

“The impetus given to the organization
of Natlonal banks by the act which be-
came a law Merch 14, 1900, still continues.
During the 184 months since the passage
af the act thers have been organizefl in
the Unlted States 085 National banking as-
soclations, with an kggtegate caplial of
$34.207,000, accompanied by a bond deposit
aggrogating 310,006,200, Of these banks, 467
were organized with a capital of less
than 356,008, the total amounting to §il,-
$R2.000, and 208 with a eapitsl of $5).000
or over, the aggregate amounting to $2..
55,000, Included in the total number of
organizations are 02 banks with a cap-
Ial of %.600,M00, which were conversions ol
state institutions, of which were oap-
itallzed for less than 0,000, and 25 for
60,000 or over.

“Viewed from a geographical standpolint,
the Middle Btates lead in the total
number of organizations, namely, 214 of
which 164 were with cspital of less than
#0000, and 60 with capital of £0,000 or
more/ The aggregate capital stock of the
?':lnn organized in this sectlon was $i1,.-

"In the Bouthern States 18 banks were
organized, with sn aggregate capital of
SR 453,000, 100 of which were of the smaller
class, and B of the larger.

"The next greatest number of organisa-
tions ocourred Iln the Western States,
namely, 135, with ageregate capital of
$4.385,000; 113 of these banks were of the
smaller clags, and 28 of the larger.

“In the Bastern States, 15°banks, with
s capltal of §7.114000, were organimed, of
which 7 were with caplial of less than
§60,000, and 5 with & capital of 350,000 or
more.

“In the Pacific States, Including Hawall,
there were 2 organized, with an aggregate
cupital of §.,M3500. Of this number, 13
were of the smaller class and nime were
with a capital of §0,000 or more,

“The smallest number of organizations
in our geographleal division was in the
New England States, namely 10, with a
capital of $LI000. Four of the number
were of the smaller class, and #ix had a
caplial of /LD or over,

“On March 14, 1800, there were in opera=-
tion 3617 banks, with a caplial of $a18 508, -
03; bonds on deponit te¢ securs eircula-
tion, $24.611,570; elrculation secured by
bonds, 306370767; bonds secured by law-
ful money deposited hy banks placed In
voluntary liquidation In the charge of re-
celvers, and those redueing cireulstion
ENONEBE.  On July 81, the number of
bunks had Increased to 4M7: capital to
P50, 656,655, honds on deppslt to mecurs olr-
culation to 32956643 circulation secured

NEXT CONGRESS WORK.

Cullom Does Naot Expect Any Tarlt
Leginiation,

CHICAGO, Aug b.—After a r‘su to
President McKinley at Canton, Benutor
Cullom says thers la not likely to be any
general tariff legislation next Winter, but
that some of the pending commerclal
treéaties ought to pass the Sennte.

Asked as to the story that Senator
Hanna had gone to Canton to get ald
from the President In sellllng the stenl
sirike, Benator Cullom said:

“l know there Is nothing In that re-
port. Benator Hanna, President MeKin-
ley and myself talked of the strike, as
we did of other matters of current inter-
est, but there was no suggestion from
Benator Hanna at any time that he was
mixing vp in the matter at all.”

Bpeaking of the action likely ta be
taken by Congreas mt the next session,
Senntor Cullem sald:

“We shall have to enact some legista-
tion regarding the Phillppines, but not
much, 1 think. Porto Rico s now all dis-
posed of, and there Is nothing to do for
it. As far ss Cubu 18 concerned, It has
accepted the American proposals, and we
have nothing more to do than let it aione
and allow 1t to work out its own aalva-
tion. From all the Information I can get,
the feeling is growing stronger in Cubsa
every day In favor of a final annexation
to thls country. It will grow stronger
and stronger na the Cubans find thelr
nelghbora in Porto Rico enjoying the
benefits of free trade with this country,
which they are debarred from."

“What prospect Is there of tariff legis-
latien by Congress next Winter?* was
asked.

“l do mot think there will be any, at
least in the form of m general revision of
the tariff. Of course, ! am not In a
position to epeak authoritatively for the
President, but I fee! I am representing his
ldeas when 1 say that.

"“There are, however, some things we
ought to do which will amount to & par-
tial revislon of the tariff. There are at
present pending before the Senate some
ten commercial treatles. These troaties
are all of & reciprocity character, and if
they are ratified it wlil amount to a change
In the tariff with the countries with
which they are made. It seoms to me
ax At it would be wise to ratify st least
rome of them. A feeling has grown up
abroad that the United States 1s disposed
to mot In what may be called a hogglsh
manner in its trade relatlons, and If thess
reciprooity treaties canp be drawn sp as
to be for the mutum! advantage of both
countries entering into them, I think it
would be beneficlal all around.”

NEW YORK, Aug. 5.—For the purposs
of securing mors uniformity In the ap-
pralsement and classification of Imported
merchandise, United States Appralsers at
varlous ports of entry throughout the
country wiil meet here In annual confer-
encé at the publle stores this week. The
gesslone, which will last for several daya.
will begin tomdrrow, and besldes Mr.
Wakeman, Appraiser at this port, It 1s
expecied that Appralners will be presont
trom the vorts of Chicago, Philadelphia,
Bostan, Baltimore. Buffalo, Detroit,
Cleveland, S8an Franclsco and New Or-
leans. Owing largely to these anoual
conferences, which are ordered by the
Treasury Depurtment, there is now
greater uniformity both In regard 1o
value and the ciassification of dlfferent
kinds of merchandise brought into the
United Staten,

A new aystem of bhandling and expe-
diting the business to come before the
conference has been adopted, and wiil be
tried for the Orst time at this week's
sessione. At the last conference It was
decided that each Appmiser should pre-
pare his questions for submisslon to the
New York office before the conferéence as-

HReprimanding of Major Doyen.

WASHINGTON, Aug, b6—The charges
and specifieations against Major Charles
A. Doyen, fleet marine officer of the North
Atlantie Bquadron, who was tried by
ecgurt=martial recenily at Newport, the
findings of the court sentencing him to
loss two numbers and be publicly repri-
manded, together with the actlon of the
reviewing authority In the depariment
here, have been published in general or-
ders, The reprimand authorized by the
court {8 contalned In the following In-
dorsement of Acting Becrotary Hackell:

“An officer should be deeply mortified
by the publication of an order announcing
to the service the fact of his trial by
general  court-martlal and a finding
that he has been Incapacitated for the
performance of duty by reason of indulg-
ing in alcoholie stimulants. Such publ-
cation will be regarded as & sufficlent per-
formance of the duty lmposed upem the
department by the court, namely, that
Major Doyen be reprimanded by the Sec-
retary of the Navy."

Claim of Caddo Indians.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 5.—8ult was Insti-
tuted’in the SBupreme Court of the District
of Cohynbla today by a number of Caddo
Indians and white men who have married
Caddo women, asking that a writ of man-
damus be issued agnlnst the Becretary of
the Interior, compeiling that official to
approve selections of lands In the newly
opened lands In  Oklahoma Territory,
which have been made by them, and to
withdraw the lands from settiement. They
base their claim upon an old act of Con-
gress granilng lands to members of In-
dian tribes affiliated with the Wichita In-
diune, A rule to show cause returnable on
the 13th inst. was fssued by the court.

CUMMINS HAS LONG LEAD

WILL PROBABLY CONTROL THE
IOWA STATE CONVENTION,

The Oppositlon Have United to
Make n Common Fight Agalnat
His Candidacy. -

CEDAR RAFIDS, Is.. Aug. 5—Cum-
mins agalnst the feld, and the fortunes
of the field In the absolute contral of a
steering and siftiing commitiee, Is the site
uation tonight In the fight for the Guber-
nitorial nomination In the coming Re-
publican #tate convention. The commite
tee I8 composed of two representatives
of each eandidate for Governor, with
the exceplion of Cummins.

The déterminallon of the candldates to
make a common light against Cummins
was reéached this moming In n confer-
ence that lasted from an ¢arly hour un-
tl noon. it was decided to force the
contest, first of all. before the commiltes
on credentials, where the opposition to
Cummins hopes to take from him 2
votes. There are three contests to coms
before the commities, Involving Jack=on
County 18 votes, In Carroll County 13
votes and In Polk County elght wvotea.
The contests are all agalnst the Cam-
mins men, and a mighty effort will be
made to uneeat them. The make-up of
the credentials committee s st In
doubt, the opposition to Cummins clalm-
ing seven out of Il members, while the
Cummins people clatm four, with exeel-
lent chances of getting two more. Tha
make-up of the commitiee ts not of prime
importance® as, no matter how the con-
tests are declded in the committee-room,
they will be brought before the conven-
tlon In the shape of A majority and a
minority report, und right here will come
the tug of war that will reveal the full
strength of the Cummins people and that
of those whe are agalnst them. It la
admitted by both sides that the winner
of the fight on the report of the cre-
dentlals committee on the floor of the
convention wiill name the next Republie-
an candidate for Governor, The Cum-
ming men cloim that they will be able
to win the fight on the floor of the con-
vention; no mnatter how the report of
the committes goes, but this claim e de-
nled strenuousiy by the managers of
the other cundldates, They clalm to
have in opposition to Cummins an aggre-
gate of 5 to 850 votes, and these, they
eay, when handled solidly, will not only
prevent the nomination of Cummins, but
will insure the cholee of any other man
who may be selected by the steering
committieo,

It was declded by the conferdmce this
morning that If the Cummins faction tri-
umphed on the floor of the conventlon in
the fight over the roport of the creden-
tials committee, a bolt should be made
to some other eandldate, and the full
strength of the opposition thrown to him.
The Cummins people lasugh at this, and
say that after they have won the fight
on credentlals there will be nothing to
do but count the dead, and among them
will be nobody mnamed Cummins, Cum-
mins can, with the strength he owns at
the present time, practically concentrate
the vole for Judge of the Supreme Court,
and he Is Ukely to put that strength
where 1t will bring the largest return for
hin own candidacy.

There has been some talk of enforcing
In the convention a unit rule. It was
first suggested by the opponenta of Cum-
ming, but the managers of his candidacy
clalm that the matter s one of Indif-
ference to them. There are several coun-
tiem that are |nstructed for Cummins
that are also instructed to vote as a
unit, and the question !s about as broad
as It Is long. The mutter will ba prob-
ably laft to the cholce of the Individual
delegations, As the matter stands to-
night, Cummins has a long lead,

Exponition Bullding Burmed.
