WORK AT HLIND SCHOOL.
Clrenlar of Information on Charac-
ter, Work and Plans.
SALEM, Aug. 5.—Superintendent George
W. Jones, of the Oregon School for the
Bliod, has issued a circular letter of in-
formation regarding the plan of work at

that imstitution for the ensulng ¥ear.

The circular sets forth the advaniages
of the location of the school and after
outlining the course of study in the coms-
mon school branches and in music. has
the following as an Indication of the
more extensive instruction to be glven
in the industrisl deparfment:

“A good gymnasium has been fitted up
with modern apparatus, and a systematic
courne of exercines will ba glven In It
throughout the sehdol term. which Is de-
elgned to develop the muscles, promots
health and vigor, and give esse and in-
dependence in bodlly movements.

““The board has authorized the !ntrodue-
1on of the sloyd system of manual train
$ng and has procu a competent teach-
*r to take rh:mr-Rn? the work. A great
number of models and tools are used
In the practice of this system, and Ity ex.
ervises develop the powers of the mind,
skill of the hand, delicacy of touch and
freedom In movemeni—matiers of prime
importance in the education of the blind.

“Piano tuning is one of the most Jucra-
tive employments in which the blind may
sucoessfully engage, and In view of this
fart » funing department has been estab-
lished and placed under the management
of a skillful teacher. A number of the
boys will no doubt take advantage of the
opportunity to prepare themselves for
this work.,

“All pupils are taught hammock and net
making and fhe giris are given instruc-
tion in knitting, crocheting, sewing, both
by hand and machine, and in the ordinary
household duties. Manua! work of this
kind not only better fits puplid to earn
thelr own living., but the training of the
band s a panacea for the despondency
anfl sadness that so often fill the lves
of blind children.”

The conditions of admission
school are thus stated:

“*The school Is supported by appropria-
tions made by Me Legisiature, and the
advantages it offers are free to all the
blind youths of the state and those whose
E'ght s =0 defective that they cannof
obtain an education in the publle school
The only erpense parents are required to
bear is in supplying their children with
comfortable clothing in such quantifies
=% to Admit of the necessary change for
washing and mending, and to defray trav.
eling expenses to and from the scheol If
the parents, reiations or friends of a child
are not able to provide these necessary
expenditures, the County Coudts are Te-
quired by law to render such asslstance,

tendance are free,

WATER RIGHTS DEFINED

TWO CASES BROUGHT UP FROM
THE EASTERN OREGON COURTS.

Must Not Turn Stream So as te In-
jure Others' Loand—Flowing Spring
¥May Be Appropriated.

SALEM, Aug. 6.—The Supreme Court
today handed down dectsiona in four East.
ern Oregon cases, three of which were
affirmed and ope reversed. The features
of the dgeclsions are:

Damages were allowed for diverting
Whler so as to injure snother’s land.

The sppropriation of water from a Bow-
Ing spring was sustalned.

Whether personal property becomes part
of thé realty was declared to be & ques-
ton of Intentlon.

Gamblers must repay double the amount
won from a player If suit is brought,

The cases In detall were as follows:

Thomas J, Brosnan, appeilant, va, W,
P. Harrls, respondent, from Malheur
County; M, D, Clifford, Judge; reversed,
Opinion by Chief Justice Bean,

This was s suit to resirain the diversion
of and Interference with the water of a
certaln spring in Malheur County, known
as Fox spring. Prior to August 4, 1860,
the land upo nwhich It Is situated was
unoccupled publle land of the United
States. In November, 1898, pinintiff out
a diteh some 30 feet long through the
rim or embankment inclosing the spring,
through which, In April, 1899, he con-
ducted Its watera {nto o "kind of a trail
or ewnle that the snow water had made
through there, and run It through this
channel” to his sremises, a quarter of a
mile distant,, where the water was used
for stoek and other purposes, the surplus
galng to waste, In May, 189, Brosnan
filed what he Intended to be n notice of
locatlon of all the waters of the nprmt
but which proved insufficlent for want of
a definite description, and soon thereafter
‘he contracted with some workmen to en-
large and develop the spring and lay plpe
therefrom to his premises, so as to pre-
gerve all the water for uss during the
Summer months, when it was his only
natural water supply. Befors ' however,
any of thl» work was done, with the ex-
ception of opening out and enlarging the
trench previously dug, the defendant took
up the land on which the spring is situ-
ated as a homestead, and forbade the
plainti from taking or using the water
therefrom. The defendant, in his answer
and testimony, admitted the existence of
the spring, and says that at the time he
enterad upon the premises there wans about
| an Inch and & half of water flowing from
it through an opening in the rim or em-
bankment down to the plaintiffs prem-
lses, The eourt below declded in favor of
the defendant, holding that the waters of
the apring were not subject to approprin.
tlon, for the reason that there s no nat-
ural siream flowing therefrom, and it (s
not tributary thereto, nor does it form
a part of any natural water course. The
opinlon of Chief Justice Bean sdays In
part:

“The argument is that the waters of
o pereénnlal spring are not subject to ap-
propriatign unless they flow In a natural
channel or form part of a water course,
There seem to be but few cases in which
the rights of the approprinitor of the wat-
ers of such & spring, as against a subse-
quent grantee of the Government, have
been considered. If the water risek to
the surface %0 as to form a stream, |t
may, of course, be appropriated, even
by the construction of ditches up to the
spring. Where one gtes upon piibs
lic unoccupled land of the United States
and diverts the water thereon from [ts
natural source, and puts it to some bene-
ficlal use, bhe thereby acquires a right to
continue such diversion and use as against
a subsequent settler uwpon the land,
and it is unimportant whether the diver-
nlon Is from a natural waler course or
nt spring or a wall formed by percola-
tion,

“Whatever doubt may exist elnewhere
upon the question, it would seem that the
right to make such an appropriation of
waste, spring or seepage water finds rec-
ognition In the legirlation of this state
isesslon Inws of 188, page 15). The de-
cree of the court below is reversed and
one entered here In plalntiff®s fawor.™

J. L. Alberson, responaent, v, The Eik-
Creek Gold Mining Company, appellant,
from Unlon County: Robert Eakin, Judge:
affirmed. Opinion by Justlce Wolverton.

The principal question involved in thls
case ls concerning the circumstances
which warrant the conciusion that per-
sonikl property has become part of the
realty by being affixed thercto. The opin-
lon says:

“Latteriy, the strict rule that whatso.
ever Iz affixed to the soll partakes of the
nature and becomes & part of the realty
Itself has been much relaxed to meet the
requirements of manufacturing industries
and trade relntions, wo that now the gues.
tion whether an article of personaity, In
its original state, has become a part of
the frechold, depends upon three condl-
tlone—annexation, real or constructive;
adaptabllity to the use or, purposs of the
réalty to which it Il attached, and the
intention of the party making the annexa-

fon to make It & permanent socession
to the frechold. In the case at
kar there was annexation and adaptabll-
Ity, so that the question of intentjon only
remains, and that is & mixed question of
fact and law. The fact comprises the in-
tentlon, and when this is ascertained the
law fixes the status, The Intentlon to be
sought Is not the undisciosed purpose of
the actor, but the Intention ilmplied and
manifested by his act. It 18 an Intention
which setties, not merely hls own rights,
but the rights of others who have or may
acquire interests In the property. They
cannot know his secret purpose; and thelr
rights depend, not upon that, but upon
the Inferences to be drawn from what is
external and visible.”

In this case, John H. and Frank J.
Davey had taken an oplion on a mining
clalm and bought mining machinery from
Alberson, to whom they subsequently
gEave a morigage. Befors the mortgnge
on the machinery was given, they had
affixed the machinery to the reaity, and
before it was recorded they had decided
“to purchase the realty under thelr option.
After the morigage was recorded they
forfelted their rights under the purchase
and the land was thereafter sold to the
Elk Creek Gold Minjng Company, When
Alberson sought to foreclose the mort-
gage the mining company clalmed the ma.
chinery.

The Supreme Court Folds that when the
Daveys deelded to make the purchase
they thereby manifested an Intentlon to
make the personalty part of the really,
But since the mortgage wng recorded be-
fore the Elk Crec¢k Gold Mining Company
secured its interest, they bought with
notice, and the machinery will not  be
considered part of the realty so far as
concerns the mortgagee. The decision of
the lower eourt ls therefore - aMrmed.

John Meyers, respandent, vs. John Dil-
lon and Charles Mellguist, appeliants,
from Unlon County; Robart Eakin, Judge:
afMrmed. Opinion by Chlef Justice Bean.

This action was brought under section
8528 of HIll's Annotated LaWs, to recover
double the amount of §950 alleged to have
be¢n lost by oplalntiff at a game of
“tweniy-one"” carried on at the time by
the defendants as proprietors. The jury
found that platntiff had jost $200, and the
court entered judgment for $400, from
whicrh Dillon appealed,

The Bupreme Court) In affirming this
Judgment, holds that under section 778,
gubdivision 13, of Hlll'e code, common rep-
utation was competent evidence of the
ownership of the gambiing device. It ix
glso Theld that when a defendant has
pleaded gullty to a charge In a criminal
action, his plea may be |ntrodueed In évi-
dence In & civil actlon to show an admle-
slon of the facta. The jury's finding that
4 $%0 was lost by plalnti®® is held to be
proper and sufficient to warrant the court
in entering Jjudgment for double the
amournt.

placed In the new channel, wherchy the
water was returpned to and flowed In
aceustomed bed, and that sald dam wns
carried out before pialntiffs Injury
curred, which was occasioned by a freshet
In sald river. The reply having denied
the allegations of new matter in the an-
swer, & trinl was had, resulting In n ver-
dlot for plalntlff In the sum of $N0, fnd
defondant appeaied.

The questions which were presented
on nppeal are numerous, and all arise
upon rulings made in the lower court on
the admission of evidence, Flaintiff In.
troduced In evidenca a deed to property
not deseribed in the complaint. Upon dis-
covering that the land described In the
deed was not mentioned In the complaint,
the court withdrew the evidence and In.
siructed Lhe jury to disregard It, The So-
preme Court holds that the error was
thus cured

Plaintiff Introduced In evidenice a map,
and his witneases testifled concerning aob-

examination exhibited gnother map (o tent
the witneeses' knowledge of the relative
Jjocation of gbjects, but this crosfs—exam-
Inntion was not allowad, and the Su-
preme Court holds that 11 was proper
not to permit witnesses to testify regard-
ing a map that had not been Introdoced
in evidence.

On cross-examination the plaintiff wns
atked: ""What In the effect of putilng a
dam acros= 4 stream? Does (t make the
stream run faster or does {t deaden the
witer?”' Heald, that an obfection to this
question was properly sustalned, tor this
is not a matter requiring- expert (esti-
maony, and If the jury were not capable of
understanding the effect of a dam, the
matter ls within the knowledge of the
court and should be declared by the court
to the jury.

Plaintift having testifled that his land
before the damage was worth 299 per
acre, and that he had never vaiued it so
low as 320 per acre, the defendant then
undertook to show by the County Asses.
por's records that plaintiff had sworn that
hiz iIand was worth 515, The court re-
Jected this evidence, and the Supreme
Court sustalns the ruling upon the ground
that the value expressed on the assess-
ment blank is placed there by the As-
sessor, while the landowner swears only
to the list of his property and not to Its
value,

Beveral other assignments of error are
consldered, but the Supreme Court sus-
tains Judge Eakin In every particular.
