PROTOCOL NOT SIGNED

ENGLAND DELAYS SETTLEMENT OF
THE CHINESE QUESTION,

All the Minlsters at Pekin Exeoppt
Satow Are Anxlious to Finish
Tp the Business.

PEKIN, Aug. §—The forelgn Ministers
had arranged to sign the settlement pro-
tocol today, but the Britiah Minister, Sir
Ernest Batow, yesterday evening notified
his collengues that Great Britaln wag un-
able to sign. He gave no reasons, and
the meeting was indefinitely postponed.

of a few minor points, Great Britaln was
still In favor of the open door through-
out Chinn, The Forelgn Secretary also
sald that the final strength of the Legn-
tlon guards at Pekin will probably be 1800
men, and that an additional force of 000
men will be distributed at Important
points along the route to the sea, The
Secretary regarded the Anglo-German and
Anglo-Russian agreements as satisfactory
and as tending to the malntenance of
China's territorial Integrity.

VICTORIA, B, C., Aug. 6—The steamer
Queen Adelaide brings news that the
Tien Chuan Ll rising Is growing. A re-
port has reached the French force in
Pekin from Cheng Ting Fu to the effect
that a large number of defeated soldiers
of Tung Fuh Siang, comhlned with Lian
Chwang Hul, have unfurled In the gov-
ernment premises of Bhen Chow many
banners with the motto, “S8weep China
and destroy allens."”

“Om the recelpt of a report that Tung
Fuh Siang has started a rebelllon and |«
marching upon Singan,” =ays a Shanghal
paper, “the Chinese court has enlisted
braves In order to prevent him, the num-
ber of the prerent impertal bodyguard
being Inadequate to meet this force. The
braves of the two FPruvinces of Shen 31
and Ho Nan have now gathered, and thelr
number has renched some 15 or 16 battal-
lons, but they are devold of good wenpons,
The Governora and other officlales of the
two provinees are therefore ordered by the
court to procure arms for them at onece,”

From an unimpeachable source the Nag-
asuki Press learns that General Gribskl,
the Military Governor of Blagovestchonsk,
committed sulelde July 14, as he was ap-
proaching the above city on his return
from Bt.
