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CITY NEWS IN BRIEF

Monbter GrApple. Hale & Kern, who
have a contract for removing a portion o
the Sylvia- - do Grasse reef, near Astoria,
in order to straighten the ship channel,
have found It very difficult to remove the
rock after It had heen blasted. Owing to
the nature of the rock or for some other
reason, the explosive used does not shat-
ter the reef, but leaves such large blocks
that all the dredges, grappling irons, etc.,
available fall to Temove them. Hale &
Kern have therefore had a monstrous
grapple built at the "Willamette Iron &
Steel "Works, from plans prepared by J.
A. Le Sourd, draftsman at the works,
wrhlch It Is believed will "be capable of
grappling successfully with the trouble-
some fragments. This grapple Is 20 feet
in height, and weighs about 10 tons. Jt is
in fact a battery of five grapples, each
having three claws on each side. These
claws are cut into teeth on the edges so
that their hold will not slip, and the In-

side of the ponderous Jaws are lined half
way down to prevent small rocks from
falling out. It is a tremendous and com-

plicated affair, the largest of the kind ever
built on this Coast, and probably In this
country. It has been shipped to the work
and will soon be tested.

Caulked for the Union. It may not
be generally known that a somewhat
noted colored man lives In Portland in
the person of R. Crawford, 2S9 Grant
street. Mr. Crawford assisted James B.
Eads in building the famous Mississippi
flotilla at St. L)uls, which did such ef-

fective service for the-- Union at Forts
Henry, Donelson, Island No. 10, and at
VIcksburg; caulked with his own hands
for Mr. Eads the Benton and the Essex.
The last named boat was badly broken
up by the Confederate guns at Donelson,
but was soon repaired and In line again.
Mr. Crawford Is a good citizen, hale and
hearty, though nearly 70 years of age,
and has a vivid remembrance of the
breaking out of the war, and the great
rush in getting out the famous Mississip-
pi flotilla in 1S6L

August Meteors Due. The time draws
near for the regular Summer meteoric
showers which are due due.August 9, 10, 11.

These August meteors are remarkable, in
that they have trails of luminous vapor
which often last several seconds. Their
orbit Is practically the same as that of
& comet discovered in 1S62. They appear
to come from Perseus, the brilliant con-

stellation situated in the milky way, east
of Cassiopeia, and a little farther from
the pole. It may be easily recognized by
a tow of conspicuous stars extending along
the milky way, which passes directly
through this constellation. These August
showers are not so dazzling as those oi
November, but several hundred may near-
ly always be counted.

"Where He Can't Steal. ChaTles
Douglas, a cripple, of the hobo species,
who sells lead pencils and drinks whisky
for a llylng, according to Deputy City
Attorney Davis, was sentenced to the
county jail for GO days yesterday for
petty larceny. He had entered a barber
shop on First street, near Madison, Thurs-
day, and Just after he left the barber
missed a pair of nippers, valued at ?3.

SCHOOL FUNDS 'APPORTIONED

County Superintendent Divides $87,-S-25

Among the Several Districts.
County School Superintendent R. F.

Robinson has completed an apportionment
of the state and county school funds on
hand August 5 among the various school
districts in Multnomah County. The law
requires an apportionment of these funds
to be made In April and October each
year, but it is permissible to make such
an apportionment at any other date when
there is money in the treasury to dis-
tribute: The total apportionment last year
was 59 35 per capita, and it will slightly
exceed that amount this year. The total
apportionment is supposed to suffice for
the maintenance of the schools, but when
necessary can be supplemented by a spe-
cial tax levy. Twenty-si- x districts in
Multnomah County voted a special school
tax last year, mostly for building pur-
poses or to pay bonded Indebtedness. The
average of these special taxes was 8.5
mills.

to hear all about the Carnival. The ad-
vertising committee has been wisely se-

lected, and Is composed of such live men
as L. D. Cole, B. B. Rich and C. T. Bel-

cher. This committee will at once have
printed 100,000 copies of an eight-pag- e pa-

per called the "Carnival Whooper," which
will be scattered broadcast throughout the
Northwest. It will be the official outside
advance paper of the exposition.

The advertising committee has had
printed S0O0 magnificent three-col- post-
ers that tell of the attractions of the
coming Carnival, and are a credit to home
production.

Following Is the letter:
Klamath Falls, Aug. 4t 1901. United States

District Attorney Hall, Portland. Or. Dear Sir:
Enclosed find dippings from the Valley Record,
copied from the Portland Evening Tele-
gram, in reply to which I wish to say that
none of the fence enclosing Government land
on the Oregon side has ever been torn down,
as per Judge Bellinger's order- - Two of tho
gates have been opened, but that Is all that
has been done toward opening the land. If
something Is not done to force this matter it
wfll be but a repetition of the proceedings
of 12 years ago, that is, the gates will be
throwri open until things become quiet and
the matter forgotten by the public. Then they
will close tho gates once more, and Mr. Carr
will still have enclosed tho 80,000 acres of
Government land.

In regard to the letter from the United
States District Attorney at San Francisco
which Mr. Cogswell submitted In proof ot
his statement, I also wish to say that neither
Mrs. Boddy nor I ever abused the Govern-
ment officials In any way In our conversations
with Mr. Carey. Mr. Carey and Chris Franks
came to our place and Ictroduced themselves
under assumed names, but were recognized
by James Bevans, one of our men, who knew
Franks when ha was in business in Cali-
fornia.

I did not make tho statement that the land
In Mr. Carr's enclosure was not worth taking
up, but I did say that Mr. Carr tried to pre-
vent people from settling upon land. Re
even went so far as to bring "fighting men"
up from California to his Tule Lake ranch.
These men thought they could awe the set-
tlers by their warlike appearance. They pa-
raded tho country with their guns and other
implements of war, dug rifle pits, etc When
that did not work they tore down Mr. Bevans
house on his homestead, which he owns today;
fenced up his watering place and burned
11,000 feet of lumber, which Mr. Carr was
going to pay for in order to save trouble,
but so far the gentleman has faded to re-
spond. He also ordered me off the range
and told me not to let my cattle mix with
his. As late as last year he instructed his
foreman, Mr. Jones, to not allow me to run
my cattle on Government land.

ia his letter, Mr. Carey says that the real
bone of contention was the watering place,
and so it Was. Mr. Carr's fences enclosed
many long-use- d and universal watering places
and thousands of acres of Government land
on which we grazed our cattle, thus dimin-
ishing our rango and our busi-
ness.

Hoping we shall receive, and asking noth-
