RECEIVES §13.800 MORE THAN ON
PREVIOUS VOYAGE.

Stcamnahip Adate Goes to Sea After
Quick Dispatch—More April Shipa
Arrive Out—=¥Muarine Notes.

The Pacific Coast Elevalor Company
yosterday finished loading the British
bark Poltalloch, which has won for her-
s2lf undying fame as one of the very few
ships that ever escnped after golng ashore
on the Washington coast. If the Poital-
loch suffered nny from her six months'
stay on the beach, she showe but few
outward signs, and as a matter of fact,
¢he has aboard exactly one tonm more
wheat than she curried from Fortiand on
her ne putward trip from this port. While
the owners lost a few thousand dollars
by a decline of frelghts while their biz
carrier was resting on the beach, they will
recelve nearly 514,000 more for carrying
the present cargo to Europe than was
pald for the last one from this port, and
nearly 510000 more than was pald on &
former voyage in 18 The figures of
the former voyages show quite plainly
where the shipowner s securing hand-
some profits out of the business of earry-
ing wheat to Europe.

On her first visit to this port in 1596 the
Foltalloch was dispatched by Balfour,
Guthrie & Co., and carrled 166 Jong tons
of whent, frir which her owners were pald
80 shiilings per ton. the Creight money
nmnumlr.; to §7.11. The Polizlloch came
v » - bhroary, 1868 and was joaded by
‘Bib-on & Kerr, at M4s 4. which was pret-
ty well Jown trward low water mark for
freights. She Improved <lightly n  her
carrying capacity and was clearsd with
W Jong tons, the freight on which
amounted 0 $22200 Tuls trip she has
aboard 3751 long toms. and at her 40-shil-
IIng rate she will earp $5.20). While thore
1= undoubtedly a pretiy heavy margin of
profit for the shipownsr, with frelghts at
4 shilllngs and upwands, it i= stated that
the ship's balance zheet rhowad a loss
when she went out of Portland under a
2= 54 rate. With the exception of the
Brabloch, the Poltallock will be the last
vorsel to clear this month, as all of the
others in port were chartered for Sep-
tember loading.

MOUNT ADAMS GLACIERS

PROFESSOR REID TELLS OF HIS
OBSERVATIONS,

.

Made a Complete Clircuit of the
Mountain and Finds the Gia-
clers Retrograding.

Profesaor Harry Flelding Reld, of Johna
Hopkins University, returned to Portland
yesterday from his visits to Cloud Cap
Inn and Mount Adams, where he was en-
gaged in examining the glaciers, on which
he Is one of the foremost authorities In
the United Biates. At the request of the
officers of the Mazamas, whom he ac-
companied on the Mount Hood trip, he
will deliver a popular lecture, Friday
evening, on “Glaclers,” under the auspices
of tha soclety. Professor Reld iz an en-
thusiastle mountainesr, and the observa-
tions he made on the gilaciers of Mount
Hood are of great Interest and sclentific
Importance.

Regarding hls trip, Profeasor Reld sald
yvesterday: 71 left Portland three weeks
ago for Cloud Cap Inn, and my stay
there was most delightful. I have never
found a more charming place In the
mouniains than Cloud Cap Inn, and 1
was glven every attention there, I ex-
amined four giaclere—Ellot, Coe, Ladd
and Newton Ciarke. I did not get around
far enough to see closely the SBandy River
and the Zigsag sglaclers on this trip.
On these glaclers I found evidences of
the retreat of the lce. The glaclera are
growing smaller, and there Is no doubt
that the movement ls contlnulng at the
present. The glaciers are much smaller
than they have been In the past. Of
course, this Is oniy a temporary move-
ment. Glaclers shorten and then lengthen
again,

“The cause of thi&? It ls due to cllmatic
variations. The climate grows warmer
and drier, and then colder and wetter.
These changes alter the quantity of the
snowfall, and the average goes up and
down. In Europe, these changes have
been obsmerved for a period of years, &o
that it ls known that these changes ocour
at the rate of abott three a century. In
this country the obeervations have not
been made for a sufficient length of time
to calculate thelr frequency. This ls an
impartant field. of observatlon, and will
be fallowed out closer in the future than
it has been In the past.

“After leaving Cloud Cap Inn 1 went
to Hount Adams, by way of Trout Lake,
with C. E. Rusk, of Goldendale. At Trout
lee we wers joined by Dr. Goddard and
Mr. Brookes, of Goldendale. We followed
the White Salmon River to the foot of
the mountain, camped at the snmow line at
sbout the 600-footr level, and made the
ascent. The climb is totaily different from
that of Mount Hood. The latter j& wholly
a snow climb, while that of Adams s &
rock climb. The last thousand feet 1is
over a genile snow slope. The nscent
was as easy as could be. It was mol
difficult elimbing over the rocks, almost
as slmple Indeed as golng up stepa, Of
course, the mountaln s 1000 feet higher
than Hood, and you have that much more
work to do. The last part of the climb
,was liresome, as the snow is rough and
the walking hard, But the ascent Is In
no way dangercus.

““Mount Adams has no sharp and well-
defined summit llke Hood. Its summil 1s
broad and long, the middle part being
about 800 feet higher than the two ends,
We had a fine, clear day and a magnifi-
cent view., We saw Hood, St. Helens, Jef-
ferson and Rainler. Hood stands up a
beautiful peak from that direction.

“After that, Mr, Rusk and I spent about
two weeks making a complete circult of
the base of the mountain, keeplng about
at the level of the snow llne. There is a
trall ali the way If you can keep on I,
and we took a pack horse and saddle
horses with us. Mount Adams has elght
glaclers, many of them large onos—iarger
than those of Mount Hood—and fed dl-
rectly from the summit. This high col-
lecting ground glves them a great volume,
The retrograde movement of the glaclera
Is also apparent on Mount Adams. There
has been a great fall of snow this year,
which obscures the observation in many
places, but whera wan could see clearly
there are plenty of evidences of this back-
ward movement. There s no evidence of
an advance on any of them.

“Mr. Rusk has been a careful observer
of the xlaciers on the mountain. He made
the first ascent In 158, and has made very
good observations, Indeed.

“The north and east sides of the moun-
tain are the finest, and these are the least
often seen. Kllckilat glacler s the largest
and gives rise to the Big Muddy River,
A stream that rushes down a steep do-
acent of about B feet to the mile. An-
other branch of the stream rises from
Rusk glaclier, The stréam Is muddy and
turbulent, and has been very appropri-
ately named.

“We found a fine glacier on the north
side that had not been named, and we
called it Adams glacler. Thi=s comes
straight down from the top, and widens
out at the bane.

““The mountain {tself is volcanle, but has
not the symmetry of Mount Hood. It
has several main craters, and many small
parasitic cones. These were the small
craters of volcanoes, of jater actlon, prob-
ably not more than a few hundred years
ago. We visited four of thess, which lay
at a helght of from 600 to 7000 feet.
Mount Adames has a much greater lava
spread than Mount Hood, while Mount
Hood hax more cinders,

“We found glacial scratches that Indi-
cate that the snow area wns once much
greater In extent than at the present time.
I am confifent that these marks were In

J the glacial age, when the mountain was

covered with a4 mass of snow that ex-
tended for several milas down the slope.
“We roturnéd by way of Glenwood,
drove to White Salmon, crossing over to
| Hood River.”

RESCUED HIS BEST GIRL.

Bat Doughty Lover Found Guilty
of Defacing Bullding.

An acrimonlous hearing toek place yes-
terday in the Municipal Court, before a
jury, In the case In which John Sweeney
was accused of defacing a bullding at
Seventh and Couch strests, on the com-
plaint of T. E. Earle. Sweeney was found
gullty, and sentence was suspended.

The evidence was thit Sweeney had a
room at the Earle home, and that he had
pald sattentions to Miss Amelia Earls,
Mra. Earle’s 16-year-old daughter, but that
the parents frowned on his sult. Mrs,
Earle testified that when her daughter,
Bweeney and Mr. and Mre. Lyle all came
home together, last Friday night. she
took her daughter in her own room and
pleaded with the girl not to keep con:-
pany with Sweeney. Her husband came
into the room just then, the door was
locked, and her daughter eslled out to
Sweeney: “"Jack. kick in the door.” Swee-
ney came up, broke open the door. usea
abusive language toward witness, and
was ultimately mrrested, when Policemen
Balley and Gibson arrived. Witness ad-
mitted having locked the door on her
daughter, so that the girl could not go
out. Bweeney had threatened to kill every
person In the house. Witness had known
Bweeney for 19 years, and 4id not wish
him to keep company with her daughter.

“*Then why did you rent him a room In
your house?' asked F. L, Olson, the at-
torney for the defendant.

"“In order (o get along, I must rent my
rooms, and If & man pays his rent apd
behaves himmelf 1 do not object to hix
presence in the house," returned the wit-
nese.  “Bweeney's room rent is paid ‘up
to the fist Inst I 4id pot touch my girl
after T got her Into the room.” Mr,
Earle tertified that when Bweeney came
into the house, witness said: “Sweeney,'l1

you come into my house 1 will kill you."
, in return, threatened to kil

_every one In the house. The defendant le

not rooming at the house now,

Bweeney was then examined In his own
defense, and he admitted having broken
down the door when he heard Amella’s
oall for help. but denled having abused
Mra, Earle or her husband, and did nol
threaten to kill any one. Before he broke
the door down he heard the girl scream.
“Don't hurt me." Sweeney s about 3
years old, and Is a respectable-looking
man. He drives a team.

Amel'a Earle testified that she s 16 years
old, and that she had called to Bweency
for assistance.

Lawyer Olson made an appeal to the
Jury for the defendant, and asked for a
verdiet of not gullty on the ground that
the door wag not badly injured; that the
damage was done by a lover springing t«
rescus an Imprisoned swestheart, and that
it was probable Sweeney might marry the
girl some day. Mrs. Earie shook her head
in dissent.

SUED ON KIS BOND.

Dicycle Company Secks Mestitation
for Alleged Shortage.
Charges of dishonesty and fraudulent
misappropriation of funds are urged
against W. B. Kernan, a local bicycle
merchant, as the basis of a soit filed
yesterday by the Miami Cycle & Manu-
facturing Company against the Unlled
Btates Fidelity & Guaranty Company.
The amount mentioned In the suit s
$1837 98, which it is alleged that Kernan
aprlmnr'.atrd when aeting as an agent of
the ¢ompany in Portland. The Miaml
Cyele & Manufacturing Company seesks to
recover this sum {rom the United States
Fidelity & Guaranty Company, whicn
bonded Kernan for $5000. iKerman, when
interviewed last evening, stated that he
was Indebted to the bleycle company for
an amount considerably less than F1S00,
and denled that he had appropriated thls

or any other sum from the company.

In the complaint it Is alleged that while
the bond was in full effect, the plaintiff,
the bleyele company, ehipped and deliv-
ered to Kernan a large number of hi-
cycles and bleyele parts, known as ‘re-
pairs”; that Kernan =old and disposed of
the bicyeles and repairs, so recelved by
him, and fraudulently and dishonestly
converted the proceeds thercof to his own
use, and also a large number of the bi-
cycles and repalrs; that he has, ever neg-
lected and refused to pay the plaintift for
the same, the amount of which Is sald to
be §1K37 8. In an aMdavit made by Harry
Walburg, treasurer of the company, the
statement ls further made that the com-.
pany authorized and instituted through
W. K. Thomas an investigation as to
Kernan's status and condltlon, nnd that a
subsequent investigation by Judge L. R.
Webater and Thomas G. Greene, complered
October 11, 1800, disclosed, after all re-
coveries and credits were allowed Ker-
nan, a shortage in hls accounts amounting
to $I837T 88, caused by his alleged dishon-
esty, This state of affalrs was submlitted
to the notlce of the guaranty company,
according to the compiaint, but the Int-
ter has falled to comply with the terms
of the bond Issusl for Kernman.

THE CANADA THISTLE.

Warning From New York Agalnst
This Pest.

RANDOLPH, N. Y., Aug. §—(To the
Editor.)—In an issue of recent date you
mention that the Canada thistle In getting
a foothold In Oregon. This Is a lament-
able thing, for where the thistie goes (t
carries dlsastrous resuits. It is the pest
of Westarn New York, but as this part of
the country is used for dalry purposes, it
is= not as bad as where general cropping
Is followed. The Canada thistle does not
thrive on a well regulated datry farm.
One hundred miles north of here, where
lnrge gquantities of whent, oants, corn and
beans are ralsed, this pest causes much
trouble, as every time a rool Is broken
& fresh, healthy plant springs up.

There Is no great amount of wheat
ralsed here, s0 most of the trouble is ex-
perienced in ralsing the oat crop. The
maethod heére to keep this pest In check
is to cultivate the land as liitle as possible
and not let the thistle weed. Pastures
here are seldom plowed, but when the
land ls cultivated, It is reseeded as soon
as poseible, For Instance, a large meadow
that Is getting thin i= taken and a few
acres, say five to seven, is put to oats
and corn, and that portion In oats Is
sceded at once. That part in corn may
be worked down and reseeded In the
Fall, or kept for oata the next Spring.

A good deal of corn Is sowed for the silo.
Generally, 1t s put In with s drill, with
every alternate tube belng used, and
sowing from one-fourth to three-fourths of
& buzhel to the acre. This leaves It In
rows 14 inches apart, and It soon shades
the ground. Bowed corn Is conaldered an
excellent crop to seed after, and whers sod
is turned under it is rvolled firmly down
and a heavy seeding of ttmothy and clover
Is put on when the corn is sowed., Per-
haps seeding In corn would not do aa
well In Oregon, becausa of the dry Bum-
mer, bul here we get frequent showers
In July and August.

It is stated here as a fact that if the |

thistle ls cut for two or three years In
July or August it will kill it In this

way pastures are kept temporarily free
from it

The writer has seen in a heavily seeded
meadow thistles wilt and dle, and others
that appeared to ripen and had no seed
in them.

if this pest gets a firm foothold in Ore-
gon there will be trouble, for the soll
there Is very rich, the Winlers are mild,
and wheat, oats and barley are among
the staple crops. But there Is a bright
ray of hope in the fact that the thistle
is not really at home on a dairy farm.

Ancther thing, ‘strange as It may seem
If hay containing a small per cent of
thistlas js cut before the thistle gets
tough and woody, horses and cattle eat It
as readily as they do the hay. This Is
about the only redeeming feature In the
whole situation, but It Is so slight as 10
amount to nothing when compared to the
other side of the question.

8o, fight the Canada thistle as you
would & rattlesnake, and In doing so the
rotatlon of wheat after wheat In Ore-
gon will be serfously Interfered with.

Mike It & crime to let one go Lo ssod,
and keep the land well seeded to timolhy
and clover, and cut early. Farmers here
put on no lexa than 12 to 16 quurts per
acre, and often a Nttie red top ls used
