CADILLAC FOULED INVADER.

Third Race Given to the Canadian
Challenger.

CHICAGO, Aug. 13v William H.
Thompson, the Cadillac's skipper, pre-
sented the Invader with the race of the
International yachting match for the
Canada's cup by fouling the Canadian
boat at the start, in full view 'of the
judges and most of the spectators. Cap-
tain A. Jarvis, of the Invader, declined
to fly his protest flag, but the judges
steamed after the Cadillac and notified
Captain Thompson that they disquali-
fied his boat, whereupon the Cadillac left
the race. The Invader sailed over the
course. Judge Warner, speaking off-
icially, gave it out that the unfortunate
incident was Captain Thompson's own
fault and that the judges had no course
left open to them but to disqualify the
defender.

The Cadillac crossed the line at 11 A.
M. on the port tack, the Invader follow-
ing a few seconds later. The Invader
crossed on a starboard tack, but so close
were the rivals that this forced the Cad-

illac to come about. As she was right
on the buoy the Invader fouled her, run-
ning on the Cadillac's starboard quarter.
The Cadillac, after being spoken by the
judge's boat, turned back. Judge Warner
said that the Cadillac had no right to the
position she held at the start When
asked if Skipper Thompson would not
have fouled the buoy had he not come
about out of Invader's way to prevent
the four, he said;

"You would then know about as much
about it as we do."

He admitted, however, that the Cadillac
had shown protest flags.

Confidence of Llpton.
LONDON, Aug. 14. The morning papers

publish an interview with Sir Thomas
Llpton, In the course of which he ex-
presses himself as confident of the suc-

HELD UP BY COOL BANDITS

PASSENGER TRAIN ROBBED IN THE
CHOCTAW NATION.

Express Safe Blown Open, Mail Sacks
Rifled and Passengers Relieved

of Valuables.

FORT WORTH, Tex., Aug. 13. The
south-boun- d Missouri, Kansas & Texas
train, No. 3, due here at 6:30 A. M., was
robbed at Caney Switch, I.- - T., at IKS
o'clock this morning by five masked men.
The express car was blown open, the safe
wrecked and the mail sacks rifled. All
the passengers were robbed of their
money.

Caney is a sidetrack, 39 miles north of
Denlson. It Is In the Choctaw Nation of
the Indian Territory, and the population
surrounding the station Is only 125. The
train does not stop at Caney, except on
signal, and the proper signal was given.
The engineer whistled his reply to the
signal given, the train slowed down and
stopped. Instead of the hurried signal
to go ahead, the engineer and fireman
were confronted by two men with faces
veiled with black netting. About the
same time the express messenger and the
mall clerk were communicated with
through the closed doors of their car.
Three of the robbers shot wildly, and then
the call went to the messenger and clerk:
"Open up, and don't be too slow about it."

From within came no response. The
two men could not be seen. They waited
only the result. When there was no re-

ply from within the robbers again called
out: "Open the door, or we will blow it
open and blow you to hell." There was
no response to the second call, and the
firing began again, and fully 20 shots were
discharged. Still there was no response to
the firing, and the three men prepared a
small blast of dynamite against tho car
door.

In the meantime the shooting had awak-
ened the passengers. The first intimation
that it was a hold-u-p sent the conductor,
brakeman and porter back .Into the train,
and as they came In and called out, "It's
a hold-up- ," the passengers tried to hldo
their money and valuables.

The dynamite blast was exploded. It
was a small charge, and was Intended
moro to frighten than anything else. A
larger blast of dynamite was prepared and
exploded. This did the work. It tore the
ifiide off the car. The robbers leaped
through .the opening, and the frightened
messenger had nothing to do but accept
their orders. He was overpowered, and
narrowly escaped being torn In shreds, as
was his car. He was ordered to open the
safe, but he could not, as the combina-
tion was at the end of the run. The rob-
bers then put a charge of dynamite to tho
safe and blew it open. They demolished
the safe, but they got only 51 50, as the
money had all been left at Muscogee, to
be picked up by the "Katy Flyer," which
runs through the territory by day. The
passengers and clerk were forced to as-
sist the bandits work. Every mall
pouch was emptied and the mall consid-
ered valuable by them was taken.

Then, with Postal Clerk Tulley hold-
ing an empty mall sack, the robbers went
through the coaches and robbed every
passenger. They got 52SO In one coach. A
r.egro who refused to give up his money
was severely beaten. The passengers
were compelled to throw their valuables
into the pouch. Superintendent Sam
Gaines, of the Railway Mail Service, says
he does not believe the robbers got much
money out of the mall pouches.

After the work was done the robbers,
who seemed to enjoy the situation, sat
around and laughed over the matter, and
one even went back Into a car to gpt
something. After holding the train two
hours the robbers left, going east Into
the dense bottom timber, for which Caney
Creek is noted. The trainmen cut out
the wrecked express car and ran down
to Caney Station and advised officers up
and down the road, 'within two hours
posses of United States Marshals with
bloodhounds were on the trail.

The express company claims that it lost
nothing, and the conductor estimates the
passengers' loss at about 5400, not count-
ing the jewelry. Both safes were demol-
ished by the explosion, and the car is a
wreck.

The Robbers Caught.
DENISON, Tex., Aug. 13. J. B. Davis,

Deputy Marshal of Colbert, I. T., arrived
here tonight from the scene of the rob-
bery at Caney.

"The following men have been arrested
on the chaTge of having committed the
robbery." said Mr. Davis: "E. C. Rich-
mond, Bob Alford, George Brown, John
Gibson, Tom Edwards and Jack Barr.
These men were arrested at Caney and
taken to Atoka this morning. The oper
ator at Caney, when he heard the shoot-
ing, suspected the tTaln was being held
up, and put out the light in the station
and telegraphed to Atoka, 11 miles away,
for officers. Within two hours after the
robbery was committed, bloodhounds
trailed these men to their homes. We
found the wet clothing identified by pas-
sengers as that worn by the robbers. We
found three masks, and found In the. fire-
box of the cook stove, when the arrests
were made, the shoes of the men arrested.
The tracks were measured, and fitted the
shSes exactly."

This afternoon the men were given a
hearing in Commissioner Ball's court at
Atoka', and in default of 55000 ball were
remanded to jail. Two men connected
with the robbery Todo away on horseback
and have not been captured. Postal Clerk
George E. Tulley this evening finished
straightening out the registered mall
taken out of the pouches, and said:

"There is practically no loss on the reg-
istered packages. There was a consign-
ment of $4000 worth of stamps for the
postoffice at Sherman in the pouches that)
were sacked, but these the robbers did not
take."

CHICAGO BANK SWINDLED.

Depositor Got With. Thirty
Thousand Dollars.

CHICAGO. Aug. 13. It leaked out here
today that one of the Chicago banks was
recently swindled out of 530,000 in cash
In a skillful manner. An effort Is being
made to keep the matter secret, and not
even the name of the bank is given. A
depositor of several years' standing ap-
peared one day In the president's office
with a draft on London for 6000, which
wsa perfeotly good. The depositor In-

formed the president he desired to deposit
his London draft, and at the same time
to check against it, presenting his check
for 530,000 for the president to O. K. The
latter put his initials on it and thought
nothing of it. The depositor went out Into
the bank and deooslted his London draft,
and on the following day presented a
check for 530,000, which was paid, the
teller knowing that amount was to his
credit, on the books. Later in" the day
he again appeared at the window and
presented the check for 530,000 which had
been initialed by the president. This
check was also paid. Nothing more has
since been seen of the depositor.

DENTAL EXAMINER ARRESTED.

Campaign Against "Diploma Fac-
tories" Brought to a Climax.

CHICAGO, Aug. 13. Dr. Jacob H.
Smyzer, secretary of the State Board of
Dental Examiners was arrested tonight
on two warrants Issued by Judge Kava-nag- h,

charging him with forgery and
with Issuing forged reports for the state
board. The arrest was made at the In-

stance of James H. Worman, United
States Consul at Munich, Bavaria, and
brought to a climax his charges against
the state board which caused Governor
Yates to demand the resignation of the
members of the body. After the arrest
Mr. Worman declared with emphasis
that it was but the first step in what
would be one of the "hottest sensations

of several years in Chicago." Smyzer
was released on 53CC0 bail.

May Have Been Murdered.

Hartsel, a wealthy cattleman living on a
ranch east of here, is missing, and It Is
believed he has been murdered. He was
in the habit of carrying large sums of
money on his person. His horse was
found tied to a post near a stream, where
It had evidently been for several days.

Large rewards have
been offered for Hartsel's discovery.

SCHLEY COURT WITNESSES.

Official Statement by Acting Secre-
tary HacUett.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 13. Acting Sec-
retary Hackett, of tho Navy Department,
gave out a statement today In relation to
the witnesses to be summoned before the
Schley court of Inquiry. It Is as follows:

"There have been numerous Inquiries
by the gentlemen of the press as to who
are to be the witnesses before the Schley
court of Inquiry. I recognize the Intense
public Interest that attends the convening
of this court I also take Into account and
respect the professional zeal .of the press,
and the earnest desire of each gentleman
to obtain early and full Information for
his particular newspaper. It has been
found necessary, however, to say some-
thing to put an end to dally Inquiries on
the subject This is done with no pur-
pose or desire to keep anything from the
public. The court will convene on the 12th
of September. What witnesses will be
brought before the court In. behalf of Ad-

miral Schley is for the Admiral himself
to say. No one can possibly know what
witnesses the court is going to summon
before them.

"The Judge-Advoca- te of the court, on
the 29th of July, addressed a letter to
Admiral Schley, requesting the Admiral
to communicate with him In relation to
the witnesses. If any of them were lo-

cated at a distance from Washington,
whom he might wish to have appear be-

fore the court. This was done because it
was taken for granted that most of them
were officers of the Navy. It was highly
Important that they should be within
reach when wanted to testify.

"Admiral Schley responded with a par-
tial list of those whom he thought ho
would likely want present, stating that
there would doubtless be others. He wa3
told that he would have a right to call
others as witnesses, and was also In-

formed that some of the persons named
by him might possibly be called by the
Judge-Advocat- e.

"The whole thing Is in the preliminary
stage 'to arrange that officers of the
Navy who are cognizant of the facts in-

volved will be where they can be reached
In season to attend as witnesses If
needed."

Beyond this statement, Mr. Hackett de
clined to answer specific questions as to
particular witnesses, especially as to
whether Admiral Sampson was on the list
prepared by the Judge-Advoca- te of the
court, and he further announced that here-
after he would decline to answer all In-

quiries regarding matters relating to the
Schley court.
