Boyle Had Chance to Tie the Score
, on Blocked Ball in Mnth, but

Another hard-luc- k story.
Seattle lost yesterday's "game 2 with a

chance to tie the score in the ninth.
By. one of the most sensational plays

ever seen on a diamond, and one not
clearly understood by the majority of
spectators, the Seattle nine was retired
to return to their city without one game
of the series of live. It happened this
way: Frary, the first man up in the ninth,
was hit by a pitched ball.
