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FOREST RESERVE RECORD

SUPERINTENDENT ORMSBY'S VARI-
OUS RECOMMENDATIONS,

He Made Conflicting Reporis He-
sarding FProposed Additions—
Hermanan Guided by Them,

WASHINGTON, Aug. 13.—In order t
gefresh the memory of the Hon. 8 B
Ormsby. Forest Superintendent for Ore-
gor, and 2! the same time further en-
lighten the people of Qregon, a lberal
guotation from the official records of the
General Land Office are here made 10
show who recommended the recent and
other enjargements of the Cascade For-
est Roserve, and for what Teasons, In
official language., the enlargement Was
made, It will be seen that Mr. Ormsby’s
ropollection is somewhat at fault, at
lesst In ocertmin important particulars,
whick Iact may account for his dlrectly
confilcting recommendations in the case

&t fswoe. In spite of hix denlal that he
recommended an  enlargement of the
Cascade Reserve on the west, by the ad-

dition of 2 townships, the records show
that he 4 recommend such an addition,

apd in clear, specific language, and not
fa mere “terms such ms would justify
Commissioner Hermann in his conclu-
slon.” To be Just to Mr. Ormsby, how-

ever, it moxt be ssid that his first rec-
ommendation was before ke had made
s careful exsmination of these 231 town-
ships, and knew :nthing of what propor-
grants, patents or
..,r. er, when he became thor-
wusinted with the facts, he re-
this -wig..ml recommendation. The
question may well be relsed. however,
whether the honorable Forest Superin-
tendent acted wissly or justifiably In
reckiessly recommending the addition of
& tract of 23 townships 10 the reserve
when he knew nothing about the land
more than that It was coversd with
timber.

Ormshy's First Hecommendation,

ar 30, 1897, ehortly .after 8.
B. Ormsby il been sppointed Forest
Buperintendoent for Oregon, he submitted
to the Commissioner of the General Land
Office 3 recommendation for certaln
chenuges in the boundary of the Cascade

Fores: Reserve. At that time, acrording
te ihe official records, he recommended
that townships 22 and 23 south, ranges

Eanfl % enst, be set apart as agricuitural
and grozing land. Thls tract, he stated,
Swns bottom meadow lands, contained no
timber of commercial value, and would
not gcl &= & ecover to the water supply.
On the same date he recommended the
extension of the reserve on the west by
the foullcwing additlons:

Bagpiroing ot &nd incloding T.5 8. R 4 E,
#nd extonding sonth to and including T. 17
. i 4 E. twing 12 townships along the
wertern bosler.  Alss, beginning at and in-
Cluding T. 22 8. R, 1 W, and extending south
to and including T. 51 8§, R. 1 'W., along the
wenlers border, endl incloding 10 townships,
The remsons for extending the reseryve in this
Cirection are gond and suffclent.

First, there would stlll remaln west of the
fine of these additions 2 large amount of valu-
able timber sufficlent for all purposes for many
grars o come; Indeed, the same might be
euld if the adilitlons were two townsbips in-
mead of one, & now proposed.

Eecond, the extension of the lmits of the
reserve #lx niles furihier westward along the
groposed line would more efectoally protect
the bheadwaters of the Clacknman, Molalls,
Abergus, Butte, North, Middle snd South
Sranches of the Santism, =nd sll the east
branches of the Wiliamette and Umpgua. The
Seadwaters of the stremmi, especlaily those
slong the porthern propossd addition, have
Xhe most of thelr sources west of the prosent
Sive of the meserve, nnd this extenslon would
puly embrace whit Is necesssry to mecurs a
sufMclent water-cover for the streams above
soroiioned,

Third, because thh extension would not in-
gringe wpom the Tights of seitiers i1 any
goarked degree, for frw cliims have been Jo-
eated and few epiries made. There are, how-
aver, a few flings st the local land offices, but
fn mimt cases mafde to procure timber, and
Yot for the purpose of Clearing the land for
efllage: mor will there be in the foture, as
the territory is heavily wooded throughout, and
vaiualile only for tlmber. Thess recommends-
Lions, If carried out, would redubte the e~
perve $2,180 acres, and increase it 129,000 scres.
The mansons bere siven for the proposed
phange in the llmits of the reserve seem suf-
Beotent, and I belleve It should be mbade.

On May 17, 11, Soperintendent Orms-
by made the following statement to the
Commissioner, counteracting the effect
&f hiy prior recommendation:

I beliove the limit of the reseree on the srest
pite will remsiz as i mow is, The Innds
Sring along this lUme and outside the reserve
prarly all pessed imo the hands of corpora-
tiors and individunis, and the ressrve In not
Jlkely to be oxtonfded. Nor are there agri-
pultural lands within ita Himits to call for fits
purtallmint. 1 coosider tuiw line then will be
permanent.

Bereame Better Informed.

It i5 assumed thet between the time of
ghe MNret recommendntion, and the jast
guoted letier, Mr., Ormsby ascertalned
gnore efinitely the character of the Jands
originally recommended to be included
in the reserve, and finding them to be,
for the most part, in the hands of corpo-
gations =2nd private owners, saw the
golly of including the two wvast tracts
in the reserve, therehy creating vast and
wxtended base for lisu selectlons, which
would be enjoyed by these holders, and

prcicularly the Oregon & California

{irond Company, whose grant extends
fote these -twn tracls.

The above clted reporid are now on file
in the Genera! Land Office, belng writ-
ten in the characteristic backhand of Mr.
Ormsby, The guotstions were made from
the originud papers, by permission of
Commissioner Hermann, who expresses
& desire to put an end to the clamor that
hue been ralsed by The Oregonian over
the recent enlargement of the Cascade

Reserve, and 1o what he terms an ‘‘un-
Jurt nnd optrageous sttack upon Mr.
Crmeby.” While Mr. Ormsbr’s recom-

smendntions in the end Q4 not include
the two strips to the west of the Cascade
Reweryve, those recommendntions on fils
! the time the printed report on pro-
poead forest reserves was lasued did con-
tain guch s recommendation from My,
Ormsby. Hence his denunciation of The
Oregonian’s SBalem correspondent is alto-
scther unjustified.

If Mr. Ormsby had withheld his first
recommendstion until he had had sppor-
tunity u to examine the tracts
on the western boarder of the reserve, he
would probably never hove gone on ree-
ord as foavoring soch nn addition, The
facts, ar they exisl, seem to Justify the
convlusinn that in his wild gdesire to
eppear mctiva, he ruthed forwars,
prompiy upon belng commissioned, with
& greit recommendatlon, which Thas
perved 10 alscredit his Judgment ever
since.

But & further perusal of the records
will throw additional light on the topic
Eate In 12 the Goneral Land Office re-
forred 1o Mr, Ormsby a series of petl
Hone. signed by Geornge W. Johinson and
others, praying that the eamt Hne of the
geserve be moved slx miles further east,
batween the east fork of Hond River on
the north, and YWhite River on the south,
and that all of township I north, range
11 enst, almo be Included in the reserve.

Repurt on Petitions.

Under date of Decembor 20, 1888, Super-
fntendent Ormsby made a very full and
getslled report an the petitions, as well
ss on other treots of land, which he him-
gelf deemed sultable for Inclusion in the
reserve, After describing the topog-
gaphy of these tracts generally, Mr.
Ormshy, in hiy report, stated:

T 1 X, madd 1 &, R 11 E., contain rome
srricuiturs! land whish has been Qled upon or
enterad. T. 1 X, bas 20 homestead filings in-
cludlng an apgrogale of 4% sectione, and ofe
oash entry of i section. T. 1 & has 186 home-
wend entries. Inciuding an aggregate of sbout
four sections, in addition fo 12 cash entries,
nclufing 2%, seotionn

Ormshy lhad been informed that sey-
sral persons bolding homestead clalms

on land in these two townships had
signed the petition in question, but, by
compiring with the records, could {@en-
tify but one such. He concludéd from
that that the settlers Were not anxlous
to be included in the reservation. He
gays the land in the two townshipe Is not
better adapted for agriculture than forest
purposes. For these reasons he recom-
mended that townships 1 north and 1
south, range 11 east. be not Included In
the Casesde Forest Reserve The report
cantinyes:

The conditions o T.2, 3and 4 8, R 11 E,,
sre somewhat different. In T. 2 8. there were
12 homestead Alings. representing entries made
for the purpose of obiaining the timber and
for speculstion.

He sdds that the final proof in this
case 1s but an organized syvstem of per-
jury. The lands In question will not be
sottled upon and improved. They are €§-
sentially forest lands, &nd in no way
adapted to agriculture.

T. 4 8, 6. 11 E.,, has three permanent sel-
tiers, representing three quarter sectlons of
land. Thrre were also three cash entries and
one siate selection (school), representing one-
balf eection.

Thi= wa= at-thnt time the status of the
Innd in the three townships under con-
sideratlon, and  which recently have
been added to the reserve by order of
the President,

In support of his belief that this ex-
tension should be made, Mr. Ormsby
said:

I think it can be shown that the Depirt-
ment bus a good and valld reason for acting
in the matter, regardless of what- may be
aeseried or clnimed by opposing interesta.

in summarising his reasons for recom-
mending the ineciusion within the reserve
of these thres townships, Mr. Ormzby
said:

Because the lands are essentially forest lands
snd valuable for forest purposes only.

Because the timber now remaining on thess
lands should recelve such protection from dep-
redntlon by individuals and destruction by fire
as may be glven It inxide a forest reserve,

Bacouse the amount of land on this territory
that may be cultivated is mo limited and the
expense of clearing It and rendering IL fit for
cultivation so great af to preciude Its settie-
ment {or use for agricultural purposes.

To better emable thoss parts now depleted
by the woolman's ax and by fire to produce &
pecond growth and restore the forest.

Becauss no reason can be glven why any
of the territory east of the Fast Fork of
Hood River should be Included In a forest
reservation that will pot apply to the jands
in question.

In those considerations I have not taken no-
tice of the fact that there are several home-
stead entries on these lands, but they do not
represent bona fide setilers, except In the In-
stanices mentloned, and should have, T think,
ititle influence in declding this questien. I
would thersfore respectfully recommend  that
T. 2 3 and 4 B, R, 11 B, be included In
the Cascade Reserve.

Went Heyond the Petitions,

Referring to township § south, ranges
$ and 10, Mr. Ormsby states that these
townships are not mentioned In the
Johnson petition, and says:

There ls no expressed desive to have these
lands included In the reserve, but 1 shall ask
the Department to consider the matter of
incloding them within its limits, I have not
been able to determine why this tervitory wis
omitted when the ressrvation was establizhed.
1 hear that & corporation known. as the Clear
Lake Irrigution Company wan operating on
this land at the time the lines of the reserve
were established and the (nfluenpe of thin
ecompany may have had something to do In
determining where the linea should run, but
operations have been suapended for some time*
and the company seems to have abandoned the
enterprise, But even If it should resums,
there s nothing in the rules and regulations
governing the reserve that ‘would interfere
with its rights and privileges. On a former
occasion 1 passed through these lande, and
have walted only for an oppoftunity to Include
thermn with otheérs to be added to the reserve.

The ossentinl reasons why this territory
should be inciuded In the reserve are the
following:

The entire territory is well timbered, which
standls intast save two or threa conniderabls
areas where it hanm been desiroyed by fire.

It is e=sentinily forest land; it is not adapiad
t0 agriculiure and there are but two home-
siend eniries on sald imnds.

The Oxk Grove Road passes directly through
it, and there is no break in the timber from
the Summit House 10 the eastern boundsry of
this land. At presetit the forest rangers patrol
the Oak Grove Road to the limit of the reserve
adjoining this land, leaving 12 miles of this
road, passing through thick timber, unguarded,
This land should be Included, then, es &
moans of safety to other parts of the reserve,
Thesr considerations I think sufficient to war-
mnt the recommendations that the two town-
ships, § B, B. § and 10 E., be Included in
the limits of the Cascadle Reserve.

At this point in the report, a correc-
tion Is noted by Mr. Ormsby, as follows:

1 have previously stated that I find settiers
po focated on T. 1 N. and 1 5. as 1o make
the diviglon of thess townships Impracticable,
and sc It appesred on examination, but on
designating the entries on the plat it appears
that the 8 4 of 1 8. has no entrien, and as It
fn esnentially the same In every particular, 1
will change iy recommendation to include
that also,

in speaking of T. 5 8, R. f and 10 E. I wish
10 include o sirip about two miles in widlh
lying between the south lne of thess town-
shlps snd the north itne of the Warm Eprings
Reservation, = part aof which Is not surveyed,
thus extending the reserve to the north lins
of the Warm Springs Indian Reservation.

In conclusion, Mr. Ormsby recommends
the prayer of the petitioners applying to
the above noted sectlons be granted. As
regards township 1 morth, and the north
half of township 1 south, range 11 east,
he recommends that their prayver be not
granted. He sglso indorsed their pstition
as regards the other three townships, and
recommended that all herded stock be
excluded from the tract which has sub-
seguently been added to the reserve.

Hermann Followed Ormaby.

The records of the Land OfMfice con-
clusively show that Commissloner Her-
mann, in recently recommending the ad-
dition of 18080 acres to the reserve,
acteéd In exact accordance with the rec-.
ommendation of Mr. Ormsby.

The Commissloner, referring to Orms-
by's recommendation of December 20, 1897,
sald In a letler to the Becretary, last
June:

It apprarz that this recommendation was
made before the status of the lands was fully
asoertained; snd subsequently, on May 17,
1601, Suaperintendsnt Ormahy submitted = fur-
ther repart, in which he stated that the lands
iying slong the wesi side of ths reserve have
nearly all passed Into the hands of corpora-
tions and Individumls. An examination of the
tract books of this office, &s regards these
townships, shows that the lands have been
approprinted to such & large extent that therw
dors not Temain suMicieat vacant, unocoupled
land thersin to warrant the tracts Lelng added
to the reserve.

After quoting further from Superintend--
ent Ormeby’'s recommendations, given
ebove, the Commissjoner says:

The reported status of all these townships of
the sastern boundary of the reserve s borne
out by the reconds In this offies,

On June 14, 1601, Benator Mitchell for-
warded to the Land Office a letter {rom
Forest Bupervisor W. H. H. Dufur, In
which he urged granting the prayers of
the Johnson petition with rezard to all
lands, with the exception of township 1
north, township | south, and the east half
of township 2 south, range 11 ¢ixt, which
he suggest= belng excluded on account of
the esetllement therein.

The Commissioner, in concluding his
recommendation to the Seeretary, sald:

I am of the opiaton that reasons aseign~d
by Supserintendent & B. Ormsby In his reports
of December 20, 1839, and December 24, 1000,
for the recommendation made by him regard-
ing the Iands which he deems It advimable 1o
have added to the reserve. are good and suf-
ficlemt to warrant the enlargement of ths v
serve me propoderd by him:

The Commissioner also recommended
the exclusion from the reserve of town-
ships 2 and 33 south, range § east, and
that they be restored to settiement, as
was done by order of the President.

The letter of W. H. H. Dufur, sbove
referred 1o, relative to the Iands |¥ing
east of the reserve and north of White
River, Is in part as follows:

I think from what T have besn informed
that in all probability 1 E. and 1 N., also the
E. 4 of 2 B.. snhould not be attached to the
reserve, for the reason that too many claims
have been fled upon theee lasdn 1a my

judgment it Ia nothing more than justice and
right to. grant the petition of the cltizens
asking for this sxtension.

1 am informed there are something like 1000
names to the petition. The people live mdjn-
cent to and are vitally !ntsrested In the ex-
tenalon. A iarge number of the streams that
supply these people with:water for Irrigation
purposes, «tc., head upon this district. Therse
Is also a large amount of timber upon sald
district, and in opder to secure a permanont
water supply and bave the timber taken care
of, they have asked for thls extenxion, and
In my judgment 1t mhould bhe granted.

The Multnomnah Delegntion,

The complete flles of the General Land
Office have not yet been fully reviewsad.
The following petition, signed by Senators
and Representitives In the Oregon Legis-
lature, not bearing a date, Is found smong
other papers, but does not sdéem to have
been glven much welght or eonslderation.
It is intéresting as far as it goes, how-
ever:

George W. Johnston, of Dufur, and about 1000
settlers, and recommended by Superintendent
Ormsby December 20, 1800; also by leiter of
January 2, 1001, on file in your oMor with
the report, I would say that It Is now my
opinion that the resommendntion of Captain
Ormsby should oe adopted. 1 would also sug-
gest that if the supervisors’ recommendations
are to be approved, that action be taken ax
speedily as possible, before the sheep move
inta the proposad reserve,

The petitioners, as I recall 1t, ssk to have
five townships on the ehat side of Hood Rlver
added to the resérve. The supsrvisor very
properly reports agalnst 1% or two town-
ships, and recommends Including three which
the petRioners pray for, and after visiting the
tarritory, sdds two other townahips further
south of the reserve. These townships are
niong the headwaters of stréams running into
the Dufer sefllement, excepling the twe on
the =outh, which are on the slope foward
