‘Then he went
into the thickly settled rural districts and
aroused considerable interest amonz the
people. This wan largely instrumental in
ptcuting the Inauguration of the new
service, und the lling of many more ap-

STRIKE OF MACHINISTS CAUSES
MUCH FINANCIAL LOSS,
—_— . -
More Than 450 Men Have Been Idle
for Over 14 Weeks—End of Dis-
pute Not Iin Sight.

BEATTLE. Aug. 15.—The strike of the
Machiniste® Uniopn, which began late in
May, and which became more or less gen-
eral throughout the country, has of !ate
been overshidowed in the public mind by
the great strike of the Eastern steel
workers and the general labor strike in
San Francleco. Another thing which has

The Seattle machinists struck for the
Enme renson that actuated their brethren
elsewhere in the United Staites, namely,
for a4 reduction In the number of work-
ing hours with no reduction In pay. There
has been no abstraet questlon. of labor
unlonlsm involved; at first the men wers
Inclined to Ineclude a= part of thelr de-
mands the recogmition of thelr unlon and
the proscribing of nonunfon men by thelr
employers. This demand hns been walved,

Efforisn nt Arbitration.

Stronuous efforis have been made by a
number of prominent Seattle business
men to arbiirate the strike. Jacob Furth,
president of the Puget Sound Natlonal
Bank; I. D. Farrell, general manager of
the Paclfic Coust Company, sud Colonel A,
J. Blethen, edlior af the Times, have
tiken the lead In this matter. They In-
duced the men to accept the proposition
ol nine hours' work for nine hours' pay,
which was made by the employers, but
when the men accepted It the Empioyers'

They polnt out, however, that
the strike s cousing Infinlte loss 1o Se-
attle, and that speedy action toward a
settlement Is necessary; that the men can
giin thelr point by submitting the nine-
hour question to arbltration after they
return to° work, and that eventually a
demand for an ifneresse In wages can be
milde and submitted to arbitration with a
very falr ehance of fts winning out there-
by. The strikers are rejuetant to g0 hack
to work, however, without having galned
i single point, and at present the matter
Is hung up indefinliely.

Colonel Blethen saye that of the 40
men who etruck originally, 150 have lert
the eity and gone elther to Spokang or
Vancouver. In nearly every case, he savs,
these men have familles, which they have
taken with them. The conscquence, he
points out, has besn a Joss of about 750 in
the population of Seattle.
