a delegation of Denver clergymen, honded
by Dr, M. J. D. Hankin, who presénted
their views on the divorce guestlon, The
conference then resumed eonsideration of
the proposed unlform divores act, discus-
sing the gquestion whether section 1
should be elminated. This ssction pro-
vided that “No divorce ghall be granted
for any cauxe arising prior to the resi-
Gence of the complainant or defendant
in thie state which wa= not a ground for
divorce In the state where the cosise
arcse.” The point had been raised that
this section. If enacted Into law, would
work hardship in many cases. particulariy
where & bona fde resldence has been ac-
Quired by the petitoner.

time will, it lr salil, be determined by the
board] of directors at their meeting In
New York Seplember 11. A, R Myer, a
jotal member of the board, i= now in that
city, and Superintendent Page i in Virs
ginla. A disparch from Omaha quotes
Guy G. Barton, another mémber of the
board, as saying:

CAUSED BY CARLESSNESS

AT LEAST 17 LIVES LOST IN CITY
OF GOLCONDA DISASTER.

Women and Children In the Cabin
Were Penned in Withont
Chance of Escape,

——

PADUCAH, Ky., Aug. ¥.—The horror
of the City of Golconda disaster, at Cot-
tonwood Bar, four miles above Paducah,
iast night, Is just beginning to be fully
comprehended by the people of Paducah,
as body after body is brought into the
city and taken to the undertnkers. The
boat's register has not yet béen recov-
ervd, but It {8 certain the death list will
number 17 and perhaps 22 An offical in-
vestigation will be mede, as It seems that
the most culpable carelessness caused the
catnsirophe. The following s the list of
known dead:

A. A Peck, the pllot, =ays the engl-
neer deserted his post, and that he could
nol manage the boat with the engines
helpless. The englneer denies this, and
asserts that he remnined at the throttle
untll the water was waist deep. Frank
Enders, one of the passengérs, corrobo-
rated by several othere;, declares that the
effort to land brought the elde of the boat
nround so that the wind struck it with
full force, There had been almost a gale
blowing for 10 minutes, aAnd one man who
could not swim went to the pllot-house
and begged the pllot to land. When he
did fina'e" consént to land, the hurri-
cane struck the boat &8 It swung nround
In & position least able to resist it

Early thls morning the work of search-
ing for the remalng began, the party being
led by Charles Graham, County Clerk, and
Luther Graham, his brother, whose sis-
tor was among the desd, Three bodies
were recovered In the foranoon, thbse of
Miss Trixie Grimes, Miss Lucy Barnett
and Mrs. David Adams. Miss Barnett's
foce was badly lacerated. This after-
noon the bodles of Mias Grahnim and Mre
W. A. Hogan and Lucille, her f-year-old
drughter, were recovered, The position
of the limbs and the expression on the
faces, ax well as scratches and bruises,
Indleated a flerce struggle when the per-
gons were caught in the lttle cabin, The
bost 1= belng dismantled In order that
the dead may be reached.

Mrs, Charles Hayden,
1., the only woman gaved,
brifeed.

The whereabouts of Mr. Hogan, hus-
band of one of the women, and three
ehildren drowned, Is unknown, He Is' a
traveling man from Bt Loula,

The boat §& 7 yards from the Kentucky
shore, In 18 feet of water, headed down
gtream, diffioult of access In every way,
and the recovery of the dead bodles ls
procesding very slowly.

*In my opiplon the people In the cabin
were drowned Instantly, as I did not hear
& soream come from the cabin. Usually
in such accldents g steamboat wlill rock
vack and forth several times before turn-
ing over, but the Golconda went ovel
without any of this, and it all happened
so qulckly that It js & wonder any of us

got out alive'

OIL TANKS STILL AFIRE.

Five Lives Lost in the Explosion nt
Philadelphin.
PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 20—The fire
which began yesterday afternoon at the
works of the Atlantie Refining Company,
at Polnt Breegs, In the southwestern sec-
tlon of the clty, Is still burning flercely to-
night, and Chief Baxter, of the City TFire
Department, has given up hope of saving
any of the company's property. The one
hope of the company’s officlals and the
firemen wag in their ability to pump the
oll from the tanks not yet reached by
the flames Into reserve tanks in an iso.
{ated section of the yard. An explosion
lato this afternoon carried away the
pumping mnachinery and nothing remains
now, apparently, but to permit the con-
flagration to burn untll all the ofl I8 con-

sumed.

Briefly the story of the fire may be thus
summarized: All of those reported as
misking after the explosion laet night have
been accounted for. The roll of injured
pmounts to more than 100; many of these
are trivial cases, not taken to hosplials;
a few are serfous and may prove fatal
The fire s still raging and is eating up
oll at the rate of $100,000 a day. The fire
must lterally burn liself out. The coop.
ernge shop hns been swept away and in
its destruction 40 men narrowly escaped
death.

Barthworks have been thrown up to
keep the Schulkill River from becoming
flooded with blazing oll. The firemen
say they are working In the dark. There
{» danger all around them, they say, and
they do not know where the danger spots
are. Insurance men and firemen early to-
dny snid the loss would not be less than
$£500,000, but since then great quantities of
refined petroleum and benzine have been
copsumed, and severnl tanks have been

| rendered useless by the flames.

The Round-House Exploalon.

Stanxel wae & student at Syracuse Unl-
versity. Jackson. Keller and Nagie were
inborers. The vicinlty of the wrecked
roundhonuse was a scene of wreckage and
ruln today. Twenty-five houses are prac-
tically In ruins, several of them. having
been turned around completely on thelr
foundations., It was generally reported
that fhe building contained 600 pounds of
dynamite, 1000 pounds of gilant powder
and & guantity of gasoline. The prop-
erty damaged by the oxpiosion 18 estl-
mated at §30,000,

Fast Train Wrecked.

JACKSONVILLE, I, Aug. 2L—Ths
fast Kansas Clty passenger train on the
Alton Road was wrecked at midalght at
Prentice, & slding elght miles north ot
here, by running Into a freight. Several
tralnmen were killed and Injured, but it Is
thought the passepngers escaped with
slight Injurles.

Freight Shed and Cars Burn.
OMAHA, Aug. %0.—The freight sheds
and %5 londed and %5 empty freight cars
belonging to the Union Paclfic Raliroad
were burned at the transfer depot of that

company in Councll Bluffs today, causing
o loss estlmated at nearly $100,000. The
sheds were full of frelght recently un-
loaded, which was also destroyed. Switch
engines hurried to the scene of the fire
and succeeded In bauling away severnd
hundred cars which otherwise would have
been burned. The transfer passenger de-
pot was conslderably damaged, but the
fire department concentrated its efforis to
save the bullding and It escaped serious
damage.

Furnlinre Warehouse Destroyed.

BUTTE, Mont., Aug. 20.—The warehouse
of the HKennedy Furniture Company
caught fire tonight and before the fames
could be got under control the bullding
and contents were damaged to the extent
of $i0,0m, fully {neured. The origin of the
fire ls not known.

SCHEME TO DEFRAUD.

Plot to Evade Immigration Laws
Unenrthed.

NEW YORK, Aug. 2. — An alleged
schéme to defraud the Government &nd
evads the immigration laws by securing
the admission of undesirable immigrants
by means of forged papers and collusien
hetween ships' officers and inspectors of
Immigrailon developed yesterday., If the
story of an inspector, told to Assistant
Commissloner of Immigration McSweeney,
Is barne out In the United States Court
today, when an officer of the steamship
line will, the Times says, be arralgned,
there will be & genera] Investigation of
departments in the !mmigration burean in
this clty.

According to the Inspector's story he was
approached by the officer of the steam-
ship and told of a scheme to defraud the
Government in which he was Invited to
joln. This scheme in brief was that im-
migrants, mostly Itallins and all of the
undesirable elass, be entered on the ship's
books as American citizens, and on the
voyage provided with forged papers made
in Burope, with which to earry out their
c¢lalm of previous resldence. For this the
immigrants were 1o pay $5 each, and #0
or T could be landed avery trip, or alto-
gether 3000 or 4000 every year, The In-
apector repuried to Commissioner Me-
Sweeney, and was told to acquiesce. ke
dld s0. and when the ship arrived on Sun-
day, the immigranta were landed, but
never got further than the pler. The
ship's offloer was then arrested.

The names have not yvet developed, but
during the day the case will probably comé
out In court.

Explaina the Brookliyn's Loop.

NEW YORK, Aug. %.—Walter B. Ad-
amg, of Gloucester, Mask., o seaman who
claimg to have been stationed at the
wheel of the Brooklyn In the battle of
Bantlago, Is quoted as glving a new ex-
planation of the loop made by Admiral
Schisy's flagship, acvording to a special
from Bellows Falls, Vi. Adams says that
when the Vizeaya was polnting her course
with the evident intention of ramming the
Brooklyn, Commander Hodgkins, the nav-
lgating officer, Insued the order to put the
wheel hard down. This would have thrown
the PBrooklyn directiy toward the Viz-
caya, Adams says he understood the or-
der, but fnvoluntarily threw the helm hard
up, cauzing the Brooklyn to swing away
from the Spanish ghip. Noticing his mis-
take Insiantly he eased Lhe wheel down,
and in getilng the ship back ta her
course the loop was formed, which, Mr.
Adams says, was not over half a mile In
length.

Amerlcan Imports to South Africn.

WABHINGTON, Aug. 0. —The State Dep
partment has recelyed a long report on
conditlons in South Afriea from Consul-
Genern) Btowe, at Cape Town, dated a
few days before his resignation was re.
celved at the department, The war and
the plague, =zays Mr, Stowe, have pre-
vented customs officials from collecting
the usual annual statistios, covering the
trade for the calendar year 1900, and as all
imports for the use of the imperinl and
colonial military forces are admitted duty
free, It 1s Impossible to make nn accurata
comparison with the trade of the preced-
Ing year. However, the flgures avallable
show that the Imports from the United
States In 1000 were greater than those of
1899, and that this country still stands see-
ond among the nations exporting direct to
Bouth Africa, and in addition ships a large
amount of supplies via England.

Snbmurine Boat Lannched.
NEW YORK, Aug. #.—The socond of
the new submarine boats for the Nawvy
was launched at Ellgabeth, N. J., today.
The wvessel was named the Moccasin by
Miss Griace Day, of Virginla, sister-In-law
of Senator Martin, of that state.

NEUTRALITY OF NICARAGUA

Zelnyn Will Not Meddle in the South
American Troable.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 20—Chester
Donaldson, United States Consul at Man-
aguna, Niearagua, hus arrived here on a
two months’ leave of nbsence, during
which he will visit his old home In New
York City. He I8 a civil engineer by pro-
feeslon, and has been in Nlcaragun for slx
yvears. In speaking of affalrs on the isth-
mul, he sald:

“l do not believe that Nlcaragua will
join forces with Venezuela, The Republie
{s -at peace, and the revolutionary spirit
has dled out nltogether. Presldent Zelaya
rules with a strong hand and he has be-
come very popular. He will not allow
Nlearagua to beeome Involved In the trou-
bles of the South American states.

“In his last message to the Nlcaragua
Congresd, Fresident Zelaya took a declded
gtand in favor of having the isthmlan
canal constructed by the United States.
That ia the popular sentiment. The pee-
ple are all looking forward to the con-
struction of the canal

“In commerce with Nicaragua the Unit-
ed Btates has been making great progress
during the past two years and now holds
first place. In the last year the |mports
from New York, New Orleans and San
Francigco have been greater than from
England and Germany combined. As to
exports, we do not get our shara of the
coffee because moat of the coffes planta-
tlons are owned by CGermans, and they
ship the product to Germany. But we got
nearly all the hides, rubber and skins and
about three-fourths of the gold.

“The Influence of the United Stntes is
stronger In Nicaragua than that of any
other couniry. Presldent Zelaya has often
eald to me that he looks to the United
States as the protector of the =mall Re-
publics, and in case of trouble would look
fist to this country. He told me not
lorg ago that he would never make a
treaty with any other power that would
be detrimental to the Interests of the
Unilted States.”

Will Tench Chinene at Columbin.

NEW TYORK, Aug, 20—That General
Horace W, Carpentier, of this ecity, Is the
hitherto unknown donor of $100,000 for the
endowment of a chair of Chinese at Co-
lumbla University, 15 stated as a fact by
the World, Presldent Seth Low, In an-
nouncing the donation at the commence-
ment exercises In June, did not reveal the
name, and thers hax been much curlosity
on that score. General Carpentler was at
one time president of the Bank of Califor-
nia, and Mayor of Oakland. He Is reputed
to be a millionalre, and made much of his
money In trading with China.

PARISIANS ARE JOYFUL

CZAR ACCEPTS LOUBET'S INVITA-
TATION TO VISIT FRANCE.

Xicholas Wil Land at Duakirk and
Witness the Army Manuevers—
Other Forelgn Newna,

PARIS, Aug. 20.—The Parisians wera
delighted today by the unexpected an-
nouncement that the Czar has acoepted
Fresldent Loubet's invitation to witness
the ciose of the grand maneuvers at
Rhelms, and that he will Jand at Dun-
kirk after having previously witnessed
with President Loubet a review of the
northern squadron, which will
Hils Majesty 1o French waters. It is also
sald that thHe Csarina will apcompany the
Czar during his visit to France. There ls
a drop of bitterness, however, mingled In
the cup of joy, and that Is that the Czar
will 'stop on his way for the purpose of
seeing Emperor Willlam, But the papers
are consoling the Parisians with paser-
tlons that the Interview between the Czar
and Emperor Willam will take place at
gea off Dantzle, go the Czar wlll not set
foot on German soll before treading that
of France.

The Temps says the visit was personally
arranged between Presldent Loubet and
the Czar themsalves through the Interme-
diary of a Russlan court official, Presl-
dent Loubet only informed the Minlsters
a fortnight ago, when the matlter was
practically settled.

The Temps also says the Forelgn Office
has no news of an Intended meeting of
the Czar, Emperor Willlam and King Ed-
ward at Kiel, SBeptember 7, as telegraphed
from Herlin this afternoon. The Farelgn
Office thinks It can even deny the truth
of the story.

The papers are already publishing elab-
orate so-called officlal programmes of the
visit, but the correspondent of the Asao-
ciated Press learns from the Foreign Of-
flce here that these are largely Imagin-
ary; even the exact dates of the arrival
and departure of the Czar are not fixed,
The only thing certain lg that he will ar-
rive between Septéember 16 and 20, He
will remaln four or five days, and will
join the Czarina, who will come by tha
land route to Complegne, to which place
he will proceed from Rheims, where he
and Presldent Loubet will review 150,000
troops about September 19, The officlals
af the Farelgn OfMce Intimate that the
exact datey are purposely withheld, In
arder to prevent the plotting of anarch-
ists and others.

Color Line In London Hotels.
LONDON, Aug. 2.—The Afro-Américan
delegates to the Internntlonal Eoumenleal
Councll, which Iz to meet In Wesley's
Chapel, In City Road, London, next manth,
are plready arriving. Thelr advent s
causing mnexpected difficulty at one of the
hiz hotels In the West End, where a
large number of Americans are stayving.
The Iatter, amaged by the announcement
that =ome 200 colored men were coming,
formally protested <to the proprietor, as.
suring him that such a thing would not
be permitted In the Unltad States, and de-
manding that the colored people be ac-
commodated in & separate part of the
hotel, The proprietor declined to Interfers,
with the result that some of the Ameri-

cans are alrendy arranging to leave.

Although they are not
able longer to undertake extensive opera-
tions, thelr apparently inexhaustible sup-
plies of food enable them to malntain an
obstinate resistance without retaining
anything or defending the smallest portion
of this vast country. Thls wraring down
process |s necessarlly alow, rendering the
employmernt of & large number of troops
stlll necessary. Great patience !s still re-
quired to sea the imevitable end of an
insensate resistance which, while {t can-
not affect the result, has become unjua-
tifinble In prolonging the war and the suf-
ferings of women and children.”
