The glass pavement which s making
its way in Parls 1z exciting the interest
of the curious. Its inventor Is a Mr
Garcher, who manufactures his product
from HNnely crushed glass, which {5 sub-
Jjected to great heat and heivy pressure.
The result Is a substance which I= sald to
be less affected by wear than the best
and hardest granite, and to support n
pressure of over 10,00 pounds to the
square inch. To break a slib of the ma-
terial a welght of nearly flve tons falling
from & helght of three feet was necessa-
ry. This glass pavement Is belng lald
down at the expense of Its Inventor In
several test places where the traffic Is

exceptionally heavy. If at the end of five
yvears the pavement has worn well the
municipallty has undertaken to adopt It
on a large ‘scale; If mot, Mr. Garcher,
who evidently has confidence in his ma-
terial, 1s under contract to rTeplace the
old pavement at his own cost. The new
pavement Is sald to be nolsy.

SOME OLD TALES RETOLD.

An English Account of Several Fa-
mous Oceanic Races.

London Shipping World.

The arrival of the Muskoka, the win-
ner of the race which s reported to have
taken place from Portiand, Or., ta the
United Kingdom, serves to remind us that
the days of quick salling are not yet
ended. In the friendly test of skill which
has just been concluded the competitors
wire the North German Lloyd's cadet
training-ship, the H. 8. Charlotte; the

Glasgow ship Marion Lightbody, and the |
Glasgow shlp Ardencraig. The winner, |

under the command of Captaln Crowe,
made the run from Portland to Queens-
town In 101 days, 26 hours.

Satisfactory as this iastest salling rec-
ord, is. It pales before the dolngs of some
of the pld-time ‘‘cracks,’”* many of which
also performed thelr speedy voyages with
almost clocklike regularity. Thes Donald
McEay, the celebrated “"Black Ball" liner,
was not only the largest clipper In the
world. but was nlso accounted one of the
fastest sallers ever bullt. Upon one ocon-
slon she took 100 troops from Portsmouth
to Mauritius In. 70 days, and her average
time for six consecutive vovages from Liv-
erpool to Melbourne was 83 days, and only
once it excceded 55 days,

The detafls of the famous race between
the three China tea clippers in 1588 are
too famillar to need mentioning here, but
the fact that a speed of over 18 knots an
hour has been made by a salllng ship
may not be so weil known. The British
clipper ship Hurricane, during the course
of one of her voyages home from Mel-
bourne, atialned this rate of salling on
several days, her best run belng i knota
In 1615 hours,

But it was after the '80s, and lndm,i

well on Into the ‘T0s, when some of the
best =alling records were made. ‘And It is
doubtful whether the performance of the
Sir Lancelot, when she covered 14,00 miles
In 5% days against the prevalling monsoon,
has ever been equalled; certalnly there
Are no puthéntle statementx to show that
it has been surpassed.

The voyage wns made in 1889, from Foo
Chow Foo to London, and her best day's
run was 5 statute miles, while crossing
the Indian ‘Ocean, the average for one
week being 30 miles a day. This was
esgentinlly a voyage under adverse con-
ditlong. Perhaps the fastest passage he-
iween England and China was that made
In 1557, when the eelebrated Amerlcan
clipper Pride of the Ocean did the run
out from*the Lizard to Hong Kong in £9
days.
