FuraxiT in the Potato Market.
There "was a flurry in potatoes yesterday,
owing to the fact that growers are not
able to dig their crops fast enough to
keep the market supplied. A buyer was
out among the growers east of the city
a day or two ago, offering $1 15 per cental,
hut he was told that men could not be
hired to dig and sack them. Yesterday
any one bringing potatos to town could
get $120 per cental for them. Buyers
say this price cannot be maintained, and
that the market will settle Jn a day or
two. Growers eay the late-plant- po-

tatos are going to be a poor crop, small
and few of them, and so they expect
prices to be pretty well maintained.

Caught 1000 Trout. Abe Tichenor, who
has returned from Trout Lake, near Mount
Adams, says a man from The Dalles
who came away when he did, brought
home about a 1000 trout This man had
been at the lake for some time and had
huHt a live box in which to keep his
trout. "When he fished he had an ar-
rangement attached to keep his fish in.
and every day when he "was done fishing
he put the catch in his live box, which
was fastened with a Tale lock. Early on
the morning he left for home he dressed
his fish and packed them carefully, and
will arrive at The Dalles with them all
in prime condition.

New Modern Boiler Shop. The old
"Willamette Iron Works- - on Front street
are being torn down to make room for
a modern boiler shop, S5xlC0 feet, which
will have a new wharf in the rear.
These works, though not the first In
.Portland, have stood lor over a gener-
ation, and from the smoke-grime-d condi-
tion of the timbers one might Imagine
that Tubal Cain has his forge there. A
donkey engine and steel cable are being
used to tear out the lower story, so that
the upper part can come down in a heap,
and a great ripping and tearing and
splintering of lumber is going on there,
and the debris is accumulating all around.
2t will take some time to get the ground
cleared for the new building. It will be
erected by the "Willamette Boiler Com-
pany, and be fitted with all the latest
and most improved machinery and appli-
ances for boiler-makin- g. The first iron
works Jn Portland were owned by

a pioneer citizen, who was
lost in the Brother Jonathan. David
Monnastes, who died a year or so ago,
started the second iron works established
here and the Willamette Iron Works
came neit.

Dzxing-Roo- m at Union Depot. The
dining-roo- lunch-counte- r, kitchen and
storeroom connected with the Union
Depot have been leased to the Pacific
Hotel Company, J. E. Markel, manager,
who will have everything in readiness to
begin business by September 15. This
company has a hotel In Omaha, and con-
trols all the eating-hous- es on the Union
Pacific and Oregon Short X.ine Railroads
between Omaha and Huntington. The
Union Depot was opened five years ago,
but the dining-roo- m and lunch-count-

have never been used. A number of ap-
plications have been received from per-
sons desirous of leasing them, but the
management has discouraged such appli-
cants, believing that the time had not
arrived when they could be operated suc-
cessfully. Now that travel has increased
and there Is a constant Inquiry for the
dining-roo- and lunch-count- er by trav-
elers, the Pacific Hotel Company has
beon permitted to take the job of feeding
hungry travelers.

Narrow Escape of vn Boy In a Runa-
way 3lix-TJ- p.

Glen Livingston, a boy of 14, came out
of a runaway accident yesteTday morning
with nearly a dozen severe bruises, and
his escape from fatal injury was wonder-
ful. He drives the delivery wagon of the
meat market on Hawthorne avenue, be
tween Grand avenue and East Sixth
street. The horse and wagon were about
75 feet from the maTket. The stable is
In the rear of the market. Livingston was
ordered to put the nag in the stable.
Scarcely was he seated in the wagon
when the horse was off like a shot. He
dashed past the market and made a
square turn In the alley leading back
to the stabla In making the turn the
wagon collided with a post. The boy was
thrown upward about 10 feet He dropped
into the wagon, but bounced out, falling
heavily on the plank roadway. Glen was
stunned at first, but picked himself up.
Dr. Johnson examined him, but found no
bones broken. On both legs were several
ugly bruises. His chin also showed evi-
dence of severe contusion, and the jaws
were injured. The physician said after
examination that it is sometimes hard
to kill a boy. The boy's injuries would
have laid a man up for a month, but
after putting on a few plasters this
joungster went ahead with his work.

Cycle Path Wanted on Williams
Avcnne.

The condition of Williams avenue be-
tween Stanton and Alberta streets almost
precludes the use of bicycles, and yet the
street is Important, as it connects at Al-
berta street with the paths to the Colum-
bia River and University Park. Tlie Uni
versity Park Sub-Boa- of Trade has
taken the matter up. Secretary A. L.
DuPuy, of the board, has asked the co-

operation of the Eleventh Ward and other
boards In working to secure a path to
connect with the Columbia River path. Ho
says: "As any of your wheelmen know,
It is extremely hard on wheels and so ar-
ranged that a bicycle behind a wagon
cannot pass without using the sidewalk,
which Is against the law."

Williams avenue has double tracks. The
planks of the old roadway were cut in
the middle, and laid outside the tracks,
providing eight-fo-ot driveways on each
side. Between these and the curbs are
narrow spaces that might be used for
paths.

ITS SCENES OF SPLENDOR.

Carnival Will Be Most
Illuminated.

Brilliantly

Actual work has been begun In trans-
forming the big Exposition building Into
the thing of beauty It will be during the
Carnival. Superintendent E. W. Rowe has
located his desk in the building and has
established his headquarters there and
started a force of carpenters to work.
An Immense amount of transforming will
be necessary, and It will be pushed with
vigor. All the fittings and conveniences
will be made more attractive and better
than ever. Some of the larger exhibitors
were out at the building yesterday and
engaged space.

At the Carnival the Exposition building
will be the most brilliantly illuminated
edifice on the Pacific Coast. There will
be 3500 incandescent lights and 120 arc
lights used, which will be more than
were ever used there before. Such a
scene and such a flood of light are pleas-
ing to all and, well worth coming miles to
see.

The general committee held its regular
meeting last evening, with the president,
General O. Summers, presiding. Consid-
erable business was transacted and much
headway was made. In regard to the Im-

portant matter of concessions it was .de-
cided that the concessions committee meet
this evening at the store of A. B. Steln-bac- h

to transact Important business.
A resolution was adopted requesting R.

B. Lamson to tako charge of the depait--
ment of amateur photography. Mr. Lam-son- 's

Military Tournament.
Already General Gantenbeln has received

Hatching: Salmon.
There will be a complete salmon-hatchin- g

plant at the Carnival. Captain E. S.
Edwards, who has charge of that de-

partment, has arranged with E. N. Car-
ter, superintendent of United States
hatcheries, to have a complete hatchery
put into the Exposition building, in the
same location as that occupied by the
former hatchery, but on a much larger
scale. As Captain Edwards expresses It,
tho plant will be 700 times better than
tho old one. It will be complete in every
particular. At former expositions the
miniature hatchery attracted much atten-
tion and was highly commended. This
year the hatchery will be one of the finest
features of the Carnival and will be very
Interesting and instructive, showing the
very inception of the foundation of a
great Industry.

Lumber Exhibit.

the Carnival is assuming definite shape.

There will be a football game by elec-
tric light at night, and a basket-ba- ll

match between the ladles of the Turn
Verien and the Y. M. C. A.

There will be a general athletic night,
filled with all sports bar work, tumbling,
diving, tennis, etc.
