office. An official of the tube works made
the statement that the company was re-
celving Ietters from-all over the couniry
from ekilled workmen making application
for positions,

It is =ald that arrangements are belng
made further to extend the strike unless
something s quickly done looking to-
wird peace. The struectural {ronworkers
and brickiayers, it Is reported, are llkely
to be the first of the outside trades calied
to strike. The bricklayers will be asked
to refuss to do any repalr work at milia
of the United Btates Steel Corporatlon,
and the structural lronworkers will be
urged to refuse to handle material made
at piants of the steel combination. This
would have the effect of tying up bullding
operations and throwlng many ndditional
men out of employment,

The furnace In the Demmler tinplate
mill at McKeesport were going all day
and the whaole plant Is lighted up again
tonlght. Miachinists and roll-turnérs ars
working Inslde. No =atiempt has bern
made to unload mew men or start the
plant, but the strikers claim they have
positive proof that tinworkers are on the
rogd.

CHALLENGE TO KNOX.

Chalirman Martin's Heply to the At-
torney-General.
WASHINGTON, Aug, 2.—H. P. Martin,
chairman of the loint commlittes of the
Antl-Trust League and Knights of La-
bor, hus replied to the lotter of Attor-
ney-Genernl Kpox, sent'to the commitiee

Tuestay, He says in part:

“We were not aware that there was
any Impropriety in a citizen or body of
cltizens publicly uddressing the chief
prosccuting officer of the Unlted Stales
I8 reference to grave violations of law
that were being committed, te the great
injury of the people of the UUnited States

“Attorney-General Knox sayps: 'Nelther
at the time of the formation of the United
Stater Steel Corporation nor at any time
was I officielly connected with the Car-
negte Bteel Company,’ This looks llke a
very sweeplng denial on the part of the
Attorney-General as to the many charges
that have been made in the public press
to the effect that he was formerly con-
nected with the Carnegie Company or the
steel trust. Butl the force and effect of
this deninl are entirely destroyed by the
remarkable admission which the Attor-
ney-General makes in the next sentence
when he says: ‘I was formerly one of
fts legal ndvisers In the conduct of its
manufacturing business’ This language
of the Attorney-General certainly looks
evasive, in view of the fact that it is
currently believed the members of the
steel combine selected one of thelr former
attarneys for Attorney-General, in order
that they might have a friend at court
in time of popular clamor for the enforce-
ment of the jaw agalnst the {rusis,

"We will give him an opportunity now
to reassure the people as to his desire
and Intention to enforce the Inw-against
trusts, Will Attorney-General Knox offer
n reward for the production of the in-
eriminating evidence against the trusg for
which we asked, and whigh he says he
does }.o: possese? Wil he announce to-
morrow that the Pepartment of Justice
of the United States will puy n substan-
tla]l reward to any person or persons who
will produce evidence that will lead to
the arrest and conviction of sny person
or corporation gullly of wviclating the
Federal statute agalnst trusts?

“I+1 him do this and Institute vigorous
proceedings against the trust lawbreak-
ens, andd the people wiT not longer have
doubts as 1o his faithfulness to his onth
of office, and he will no longer be the
target for critivlsm, Innuendo and invec-
tive on the part of the press because
of the fact that while the trusts ride
roughshod over the people, the Atlorney-
General, who is the sole officer under the
Federnl law vested with authority 1o
prozecute them, refuses to tike any ac-
tion."

Peacemnkers Not Welcomed,

NEW YORK, Aug, 22-—The reported
visit to this city of a delegation repre-
senting  the jpommercial interests  of
Pittsburg far the purpose of effecting =
settiement of the steel strike Is not re-
celevd with much Interest by the United
Biates Steel Corporatlon, From what
couid be learned this morning, nelther
President Schweb nor Chairman Garv
will recelve representatives of the stril-
ers unless they recelve positive proof
that such representatives are empowered

CONSTITUTION AND FLAG.

Not Yet Settled in Hawall as Appli-
cable to Criminal Mntters.

HONOLULU, Augy IB-—~The question
of the Constitution and the flag 15 not
yer settied In Hawall, as applicable 1o
criminal matters. - The Supreme Uourt has
just begun a special term (o consider the
cases of @ number of prisoners relensed
by the Circult Court on the ground that
they were illegally convicted becsuse, af-
ter annexation, they were found guilty
and sentenced on verdicts of mine jurors,
It 1s contended by AGlormey-General Dole
that the recent insular decisions contained
nothing to indicate an oplnion by the
Natlonal Supreme Court that the fikst 10
amendments 1o the Constitution “‘follow
the fing.” but that the sald declsion sim-
ply covers the polnt that annexed terd-
torles cease 1o be forelgn, as far 8= tarisr
considerations are concerned, s soon as
annexation s complete.

The Bupreme Court here heard long
arguments on the questlon yesterday,
Therc arc about 25 convicted men whoae
caser depend on the declslon of tha ques-
tiog, and civil Interests are also at stake.
The issue s ax 1o whether the Consti-
iution followed the flag, mno! only es 1o
tariffs, but Iocluding all its provisjons,
and this it iz claimed, the court at Wasl.
Ington has not yet declded.

Two brothers who had followed the sea
for 11 years. without ever seeing ar hear-
Ing of one another, ope having been long
ngo glven up for lost, met on & Honolulu
street last Friday, one as master of u
vessel and the other as a1 enman looking
for a berth. They are Captain Ludwig
Borensen, of the Awmerican schooner F.
M. Slade, and Frederick Sorensen, one
of the crew of the burned hark Empire,
Frederick ran away from his home In
Denmark 31 years ago, snd noihing has
been heard of him there since.

TAKES ADVANTAGE OF THE CIA.II.‘S\
APPROACHING VISIT.

A French Fleet Said to Be Taking
on Supplies at Toulon—Early
Settiement Expectied,

PARIS, Aug, Z.—According to the For-
eign Office offlcials this afternoon, there
Iz no news-and no change in the situation
of the Turkish embrogllo. This, how-
ever, was. noticeable—the officlale were
more reticent than yesterday. While re-
asserting that no naval demonstration 18
cantemplated, they refused to confirm or
deny the truth of the news contained
in special dlspatches sayilng that three
battle-ships and a ecrulser which arrived
#t Toulon this morning are taking coal
and provisions on board. They satd they
had ne information on the subject. In the
meanwhile. the Turkish Ambassador
Munir Bey, is absent, and at the Turkish
#mblissy only minor officlais are vizlbie,
They assume an alr of absolute Indiffer-
epce and ignorance of the whole matter,

Talking to the correspondent of the As-
socinted Press, one of the cldest mem-
bers, who has been connebeted with the
diplomntie corps for over 25 years, sald:

“The Sultan's hand contains one trump
just now. It Is not likely that Frunce
will run the risk of opening the Eanu_e_rn
questlon on the eve of the Czar's visit,

The newspapers here, under the (nfiu-
ence of the overwhelming Jjoy at the
Czar's approaching vislt, ‘are gaying
seant attentlon to Constantinople, and
are generally taking the view thut the
matter wiil =zoon be settled to France's
satisfactlon. The Temps (semiofticlal)
suys there Is nmo question at present of a4
noval demonstration, and hints that if 1t
becomes necessary France may imitate
the example of Austria, which once, un-
der similar clrcumstances seizaed the
custom-hous<s of certaln Ottoman ports,

The Sultan's Blafl.

NEW YOREK, Aug, 2—Edward Bruwarg,
the French Consul-General in this clty,
ridlculed the possibiiity of a war betwesn
his country and Turkey,

“The trouble arlses,” he sald, “over the
wharves In Constantinople. A French
company bullt wharves there. They were
to charge vessels for docking privileges
and the Turkish Government zuarantetd
the Income up to a certain fixed sum yenr-
ty. If the Income from the wharves did
not reach thiat tmount, the Turklsh Gov-
grnment wae to make up the difference,
The {neoma did not reach the sum fixed
and the company wants Turkey to make
good itz guarantea.

“There comes in another question. You
know France has a postoffice of her own
In Constantinople. Turkey does not like
that. She says it Interféres with her pos-
tnl merviee, but France will not consent
to do away with her postoffice, ‘Then Tur-
key trick to force France, She says: 'Very
well, You keep your postoflice and we
ghall keep the money belonging to your
wherf comppny. When you abollsh the
postoffice we shgll pay the wharf com-
pany.' Now Franee intends to have both
the postoffice and the wharf company’'s
money. She has seen the sSuccess your
couniry has had in collecting meney from
the Sullan, and she {= golng to collect the
money due her.

“But war! No. This Is what you call a
bluff. It l= ke two children. One says:
‘T will not play with you,' and goes home.
Then they do not speak untll one apolo.
glzes or o friend makes It up between
them. You mny think of war when France
sends Munir Bey, Turkey's Ainbassndor
In Paris, his passgporis. France wlll pot
do that, though Munir Bey is not very
well Hkad in Paris."

Mehmet Webb, the Turklsh Consul-Gen-
oral in this clty also shld that he did not
think there was a possibility of war be-
tweens France and Turkey.

Abdul Mamid May Give In.
LONDON, Aug. 25—"It iz belleved in
official cireleg In Constantinople,’” says a
special from the Turkish capltal, “that
the Sultan will dccord full satlsfaction
to M _ Consting without coerclon on the
part of Frunce, and that the Incident will

[ have ended within 4§ hours"

JAPAN'S POLITICAL MUDDLE.

Disscnsions in the Present Cabinet—
The Manchurinn Question.
YOKOHAMA, Aug. '3, via Ban Franocl¥co,
Aug. M —8igng are rife of an ear]y
break up of the present Cablnet. That it
s destined to defeat as soon as Parlia-
ment convenes has long heen a foregone
concluslon, but It |s now confidently pre-
dloted that before It comes to that rock
it will perlsh from Internal dissenslon.
Whepn the Diet meets interesting devel-
opments may be expected n the attitude
of the House of Peers. It has ambitions
very different from those of upper houses
in the Old World Parliamente, being by no
means content to be considered 8 nonentl-
ty In legisiation nor to malntain o merely
consgervatiyve dlgnity, 1t proposis to be &
vital and active factor inm Japanese poll-

tics,

It was largely because Marquis Jto ig-
norel this fact that his Cabinet went to
pleces, He thought because he had a
strong party behind him in the lower
house that he was s¢cure, But the peers
nsseried thelr power with telling effect
mnd his only resource wns to (nvoke the
muandate of the =oversiga in order to car-
ry hia messures, The fact that the most
conscrvative part of the government Is
becoming Intensely radleal and aggres-
slve excltes much Interest and comment,

The mnative press is still dwelling upon
the fallure of the councll of the powers
to bring the Manchurian guestlon to a
definite setilement and strongly Inslsts
that ull the peace negotintlons will prove
n shum untll =uch setilement Is miNie.
Ryesia Is récognized ax the only galner In
the whole courseé of the Chinese trouble,
ond that =he has cirrled all points in the
peace arrangements Is universally con-
ceded.

The vaote of the Corean Government upon
the export of cereals from that country
seems destined o make trouble with
Japan, Innsmuch as it not only serlously
nffects hdr extensive trade with the pen-
insule, but it Is also claimed to be In vio-
latton of the treatles bhetween the two
countries. It Is nlleged also that the
drouth In Corea Is 8 mere local affalr, and
will not In the least affect the total out-
come of the year's, crop. This question
has long been g source of friction between
the (w0 governments.

The money market is showing a declded
Improvement nnd stocks are on ths rise
in u fashlon which scem= to mean a2 gen-
uing revival in business. The change I»
attributed to the fine weather which has
put the rice crop out of danger. Ellk Is
nl=o lopking up and there {5 also a prom-
ising Inflow of specle.

CRISIS IN WORLD AFFAIRS.

Viewns of n German Politieal Philox-
opher.

BERLIN, Aug. 22—Professor Edwin
Susn the eminent publiclst and paleontol-
ogist, has given an Interview respecting
the industirial and political prepondsrance
of the United States that atiracts much
&ttention, wespeclally as it confirms the
American views of continental manufac-
tursrs and economists,

The professor, =surveying Internntifonal
relagions from the standpoint of a political
philgsopher, observes that while the
French Revolutlon was occasioned by the
abuses of the privileged clanses, the pres-
ent glluntlon hax been caused by n revo-
lution of material conditions. The de-
elining nationnl sentiment should be re-
placed by a movement for the common
defense of the Ceniral European states
against the American trusts, which are
moving to conquer the forelgn markets
more surely than they could be conguered
by battle-ghipa,

*The American balance of trade hse

reached an unparalleled fAgure, Tt s
& serious question {f tha present political
units of Central Europe are strong
enough to make an effectlve defense, tak-
ing Into account the physleal conditions,

The present shifting of the cénter of
gravity of the woril'e forces will cre-
ate three great units—China, Russia and
America. When China is equipped with
rallronds the people will find that she
has the most capable merchants and the
cheapest labor. Russia will have the
largest army and be the greatest peasant
state, European eapltal will flow to the
United States and will be an Important
increase of her economic prosperity. )

Of the three the United States has de-
cidedly ‘the lead. Its policy I8 com-
merclal aggression beyond doubt and
states llke the American Unlon and Rus-
&ia have galned far more In the way of the
mobhilization of thelr powers from the con-
struction of railroads than such coun-
tries n= Germany and France,

CONTROL OF HARVEY PATENTS,

Considerailon of Companien

Ameriea. England and France.

LONDON, Aug. 22 At mestings of the
Harvey Steel Company of Great Britaln
and the Harvey Contlnental Steel Com.
pany today It was agreed to sell the com-
panies to the Harvey United Steel Com-
pany. E. Marshall Fox, chairman of the
Harvey Steel Company, sald to a repre.
sentative of the Assoclatsd Preas:

“Today's negotfations consolldated the
New Jersey Company, the Harvey BStesl
Company of Great Britnin, the Harvey
Continental Steel Company and the Har-
vey Process Assoclation of ¥rapce under
the title of *The Harvey United Steel
Company.” Albert Yickers, Colonel Hun-
gsacker, of the Carnegle Company, Herr
Klupfel, of the Krupp Company, and my.
self will constitute the board of directors,
We are not manufacturers; we simply
control the Harvey patents.'

Protext Agninst Verdict.

BERLIN, Aug. 22—A storm of protest
throughout Germany has followed the
verdict and sentence In the second trial
of Sergeany Hicket and Sergeant Marten
on a charge of murdering Captaln von
Kroslk, of the Prusslan Cavalry, last Jan-
uary. The papers are unanimoys in thor
condemnation of the methods of Germun
military tribunals. The new trial which
results in the acquittal of Sergennt Hiok-
et and the convictian and s=entence to
death of Sergeant Marten produced npo
cvidence In the oplnlon of the press gen-
erally, beyond thal upon which the ac-
cused were acguitted In the flrst trial,
although the military authoritles offersd
# Iarge sum for fresh evidence.

The publlc prosecutor nsked for a ver-
dict of manslaughter only, but the mill-
tary judges returned a death sentence,
Revision will probably be granted In def-
crenco to publle sentiment,

Pacifle Russian Diplomacy.

NEW YORK, Aug. 22—The correspond-
ence in the new blue book, says the Lon-
don correspondent of the Tribuns, shows
thnt Lord Salisbury and Lord Lans-
downe have been mildly contentious rath-
er than aggressively strong respeciing the
Imperial Rallway of North China. Pro-
tests have béen made, but the real con-
test has been between the Russian Gov-
ernment and its own troops, and disel-
pline has been forced at the risk of sacri-
ficlng emall advantages of posltion. The
correspondence polnts to the essentnlly
pacific charncter of Russian diplomacy
under the guldance of the Czar, who haa
déclined to make use of the opportunity
offered by British embarrassments In
South Afriea.

Gold Money In Ausiro-Hansary.

VIENNA, Aug, 2. —The directors of the
Austro-Hungarian Bank have decided to
begin the introduetion of gaold currency
by a small issue of 20-kroner gold pleces.
The governments of the dual monarchles
have collected a sufficient reserve of gold
bullion to begln to replace paper money
by gold. The gold will be merely ex-
perimental, in order to accustom the pub-
llg to the clrculation of gald., The pres-
ent generatlon ¢in Austro-Hungary has
ngver seen gold eirculating and §t s
feared that the gold will be hoarded by
certaln classes of the population. If, how-
ever, the Issue proves successful, o lnrger
one will be made.

Hofman's Flylng Machine.

LONDON, Aug. 2—Enginesring de-
scribes minutely R. J. Hoffman's flylng

machine, which s nearlng completion In
Berlin. as bélng very similar to G-
feszor Langley's, but adds that It has

some essentlal improvements, including n |

water tube boller and a compound con-
densing engine.

Jhe condensation s effected by carry-
Ing the exhaust steam through hollow
ribs of the wings, where it la exposed to
strong ourrents of air, The propeiler
makes 5 revolutions per second and the
wings sprend npine feet. The working
model welghs seven pounds.

Crar May Intervene in Hoer War.

BRUSBELS, Aug., 2.—The Indepen-
dence Belge today prints a dispateh from
Copenhagen which says It Is reported in
Russian circles that the Czar has declded
to broach South African intervention to
Empiror Willlam and Presldent Lonhet,
Ha considers the time opportune for
friendlr medlation.

Are Friendly Disposed.

NEW YORK, Aug. 30.—The report that
King Hdward and the Czar will meot at
Copenhngen, says the London correspond-
ent of the Tribune, indicates a disposition
on' thelr pari to éstablish the same friend-
Iy relutions between the soverelgns of
the two countrles which existed when
Vietorla was living, The relutions he-
tween the Germnn and Engillsh  royal
families are already as closs ns possible,
although the gossips, npparently without
authority, are striving to make & mateh

CONSERVATIVE POIST OF ViEwW.
Colomblan OfMcer Says Castro Wi
Be Overthrown,

NEW YORK, Aug 20.—Genersl H. 0,
Jeltrles, second in command 4o General
Alban, ls quoted by the Colon correspon-
dent of the Herald as saying that he
belleves President Castro will be over-
thrown, .
“There will be no ddelnration of war,"
General Jeffries safd: "In 1804, when Pres-
fdent Zelayn, of Nicarngua, Invaded Hon-
duras, there wes no declaration of war.
There are no declarations of war In these
countries, There 15 nelther/honor nor re-
spect between one natlon and another,
While affalrs are qulet naw, they may
not remaln so0. Only small bands of rob-
bers and bushwhackers are in the coun-
try, Venezuela recently called General
Uribe-Uribe, intending to send him Into
Colombla, but there will be no war with
the machinations of President Castro or
those of others who are abetting the Lib-

erals.

"It s time the United States put down
fts foot and sald, ‘stop.’ Nicaragun
has sent here four expaditions.
That government {s supporiing for Presl-
dent of Costa Riea n  oandidate who
served four years In the state prison of
New York for counterfelting. I do not
say that all Liberals are thleves, but all
thieves are Libeérals

“Sinece the Lileral governments have
ruled, these countrles have all hecome
bunltrupt. Nicaragua had previously been
recognized by the world ag an Americian
Switzerland, and was (n a fourlshlng
condition, owing noboly, awning rallroads
anid ownlng ships, heving a surplus with
Its exchange at 15, The exchonge iz now
at 200,

“Nicaragun, Heuador and Venczueln are
now In misery. Their best peaple nre
emigrants, and are forced to flee for thelr
lives after being robbed of all by thelr
government, The countries are now in a
stnte of anarchy. Liherty is translated
into robbery and libertinlsm, No Wons-
der Mme, Roland eried, ‘Liberty, how
many crimes are committed In thy name.’

retary flso Indlentes clearly that no wire
exists. Ii states that the conservatives
of Colombla have resolved to assist in a
revolutionary move ngalnst Venezueln and
her government.

NO ECCADOREAN INVASION.

Relntions HBetween That Country
nnd Colombin Penceful.
WASHINGTON, Auxk. Z—-The Colom-
blan Minister, Dr. Martinez Silva, today
revelved an offieial letter from the Min-
ister of Colombia at Quito, Ecundor,
which reporis an engagzment near To-
maco, in which a force of Colomblan rov-
olutionlets were defeated snd nmmuni-
tion and prisoners taken.
