ENJOINED FROM PICKETING

Sweeplng Order Agninst Chicago
Strikizg Molders and Machinists,

CHICAGO, Aug. 22 —The Allis-Chalmers

Company today secured an Injunction
from Judge Kohlsaant, In the TUnited
Btate Court, restraining the strik-

ing Ironmolders and machinists from plek-
eting any of the planis of the company
and from Intimidating or showing vlo-
fence towand any of the nonunion work-
men who were fillling thelr places,

The injunclion i broad In'its terms, and
affects by mome a Iarge number of tho
strikers. Elght lodges of machinists amd
molders and all their officers are ex-
pressiy named, and in addition 4f mem-
bers of the unlons are ordered to ohey
the injunction.

Riot at a Silk ML

PITTETON, Pa., Aug. 2.—A second riog |

occurred at the Sterling Silk Mill this
morning, more perious than a clash which
oeourred last night, and the howling mob
now surrounding ‘the mill threatens to
enter by force and drag the nonunion
girle from the mill. When the strikers
arrived at the mill they were provided
with stones and other weapons, The first
object of rttack was a small Italian sat-
tiement near the mil. The nonunlon girls
in lust night’s riot took refuge In these
houses and escaped the strikers’ fury.
There wag & clash with the Tialians thls
momning, Later, when the nonunion work-
ers nrrived, a volley of stones met them,
The mill 15 In aperation, but serious trou-
ble is threatened.

Conl Mine Strike Ended,

MATTEAWAN, W, Va., Aug, 23 —Today
the last mine in the Thacker-Logan
fisld, where a strike occurred two months
ago. wae put In operatian. All the mines
in these fields are mow running In full
with nonunion laborers, These mines
were the scene of considerable bloodshed
enrly in the strike.

VISIT OF PRINCE CHUNG.

New York Chinese Preparing to Re-
ceive Him.

NEW YOREK, Aug. 23.—Chinese mer-
chants in the clty and the Chinese Consul,
Chow Tsz Chi, have already commenced
eluborate preparations for the reception
of Prince Chung, of China, a brother of
the Emperor, Kwnng Hsu, who Is ex-
cépted to arrive in this city In about a
month. He will first visit Berlin, where
he willl convey to Emperor Willlam: sn
ofiicinl explanation of China's grief at
the murder of the German Minlster, Baron
von Ketteler, at the hands of the Boxers
in the streets of Pekin last Summer. He
will then go to Parle and London.

All Chinatown Is talking dbout the com-
ing visit, and will celebrate It as they
haive never celebrated before. Consul
Chow hopes to have 00 Chinese al the
pier to recelve the Prince. Wu Ting Fang,
the Chinese Minister at Washlfgton, and
his entire staff will come to this clty
1o welcome him. City and state ofMclals
will be asked to take part In the celebras
tion. Prinee Chung will be escorted to
the Waldorf-Astorla. A reoeption and
dinner will be given In his honor. Prince
Chung will spend 20 days in this country.
It will take six diys for him to traves
neross the coantinent to Vancpuver. The
rest of His time will be dlvided betwien
Now York and Washington.

The Aritiah Postul Service.

LONDON, Aug, 28.—A blue book con-
talning postoffice statistios for 1900 pre-
sents some interesting figures. The to.
tnl number of postal packets delivered in
the United Kingdom wns 3,723,817.000. The
experiments with motor mail services are
silll unsuccessful, but recent develop-
ments have encouraged the hope of the
ultimate establishment of this class of
service, The publle deposited In the sav-
Ings banks £140.5164%, and the total
amount due to depositors at the end of
the year was £135.540,645. The telegraph
department showed a deficlt of £652,104.
The total postoffice revenue was £15,985,-
50, and the expgndlture wis £10,004,#3.

King Edward and Emperor Willinam.

WILHELMSHOE, Prussla, Aug. 23—

A large number of toasis
weére responded to., W. H. Hensel, of
Pennsylvania, was tonstmaster. The mast
notable response was by Judge K. Town-
send, of the United States Distriet Court,
of New Haven, Conn.. who originally de-
clded the Porto Rican tariff cases, the
declston of which by the Supreme Court
has caused so much comment. In his ad-
dress tonlght he sald:

"3y, Chalrman—I was greatly Interested
yvesterday in the satiriclal, though forelbls,
address of the eminent gentleman from
Maine. 1 honor his courage, ability and
Independence, but, sir, 1 listened In vain
throughout the entire address for any
statéement of law or fact to support his
assertion that the decision of the Bupreme
Court was contrary to precédent znd au-
tharity, From the time of the Loulsiana
purchase, In 1203 down to the trenty of
Spain in 1888, the treaty-making power
of the Government hais exercises the right
to deal ns it saw fit with the status of
the Inhabitants of ceded torritory, and,
as Mr. Justice Brown savs In his opin-
lon, the =tatutes passed In pursuance of
the Loulslana purchase show the view of
Congress that a discrimination In favor
of forelgn vessels trading with the ports
of a newly acquired territory Is in viola-
tion of the clause of the Constltution that
declares that no preference shall be given
to the ports of onc state over those of
another. The same practleal construction
was put upon the Constitittion in the case
of the purchase of Florida, and In the
annexaflon of Hawall

“Now, gentlemen, 100 yeiars ago, the
Supreme Court of the United States sald
that contemporanesus construction, espe-
cially when long acquleseed In, was very
strong If not controlling, with reference
to the provisions of the Constitution. In
an Insurance company ve. Cauler, Chief
Justlese Marshall expressily left open the
question whether any act of Congress
WAS nécessary to Incorporite the Inhib-
{tants of newly acqulred territory. For
100 years we have ncted on the theory that
such nct of Congress was neceszary, that
the Imposition of different rates of du-
ty was not: In violatlon of the Constizution,
and In our Civll War we stamped out
the heresy that the Constltutlon followed
the fiag.

“And so, gentlemen. I rejolce In this
great decislon of the Supreme Court, that
the framers of the Constitution must have
intended “that this country should not
come forth born a5 & crippie Into the fam-
fly of matlons, but that she should pos-
aess all the essential attributes of sov-
erglgnty which would enable her to gov-
ern her possessions ‘étccordlng to the best
interests of the American people, and sub-
Ject oniy to those prohibitive provisions
of the Constitution which guarantee pro-
tection against interference with natural
rights.”
