fidelity, who will falthfully execute the
duties of the office In obedience to the
laws of Congress”

NONUNION MEN LANDED IN A PITTS-
BURG TIN MILL,

Effort Made by Sirikers and Sympa-
thizers to Keep Them Ont—No
Prospect of Settlement.

PITTSBURG, Sept, 12.—With drawn re-
volvers, two policemen sat on the top
sent of o cab and guarded six nonunion
workmen Into the Monongahela tinplate
plint, on the Bouth Side. this afternoon.
A greit ecrowd of strikers and sympd-
thizers pursued the cab to gnd from the
mill. The streets In the wvicinity of the
Monongsahela plant are now virtually in
a state of slege. By n system of signals
and picketing, the strikers of the Monon-
gahels plant are able to mobilize & great
crowd on short notlce. This was worked

mpplm.nmx nnd ammunition to the
revolutionists commanded by General
Hos=as for this purpose. The Governor
of Caves adids: “In a short Ume we shall
have nearly 20,000 men under 4rms in this
department.”

The information that came (o the local
agent' of the rehsllion, however, gave an
entirely different aspect to the state of
affatrs, This news tells of a battle fought

t - Macueque, Department of Bovacea,
which lasted severdl doys, The govern-
ment division under General Vasquer to
the- numnber of 8K attacked a strongiy-
Intrenched force of 100 rebels commanded
by General Benito Hernandes, with the re-
sult that the former were repuised with a
great loss.. Besides this the [nsurgents
secured 10 pack mules, carrying 20,000
cartridges. The scene of thls engage-
ment is an execellent strategle point, and
it I= sald tHat it will require an army of
more then 500 to dislodge the Liberals
from thelr stronghold. It Is not definitely
known how many were killed and wound-
ed. but the number Is zald to have heen
large. /

The alr was again full of rumors today
that the strike had been setiled. The
absence of President Shaffer from Amal-
gumated headquarters all day lent color
to the report. By many Mr. Shaffer was
supposed to be In New York in confer-
ence with President SBchwab, and others
were convineed that he was In conference
with the American tinplate officlals dis-
cussing a proposition to call the strike
off, so far ns that company is con-
cerned.,

. When President Shaffer finally appeared
at headquarters at 4 P, M. he dispelled
rll hopes by pgaying that there was no
change In the =ltoation. Immedlately
after srriving at the office Mr. Shaffer
called the natlonal officers to his room
for a conference, which lasted 40 min-
utes. Mr. Shaffer later sald: ““There has
been no conference with the steel peopls
today, as has been reported, I have not
been to New York, and I am not so:nn
there, nor am I going to Youngstown."

WORSE THAN REPORTED.

Thousands Said to Have Been Killed
in Colombina,

MEXICQ (CITY, Sept. 12—Americans
arriving from South America state that
the Colombinn sltuation s far worse than
reported by the papers. They say that
probably 5,000 men have been killed since
the beginning of the rebelllon. One man
clalms to have s=esn 1000 dead bodles piled
in heaps and consumed by hurning.

NEW YORK, Sept. 12.—According to ad-
viees from Colombia recelved by the Tri-
bune, both sidez are claiming victories.
Arturo de Brigard, Colomblan Copsul-Gen-
eral here, has recelved communication
from General Cordova, Governor of the
Depariment of Caucn.

NO EVIDENCE AGAINST HER

EMMA GOLDMAN MAY BE RELEASED
FROM JAIL.

This Would Not Mean That the Bot-

tom Has Dropped Out of the
' Conspirncy Theory.

BUFFALO, Sept, 12—The District At-
torney hers announced publicly this af-
ternoon that he had no evidence agninst
Emma Goldman, and that unless soma
turned up, no requisition upon the stata
of @iinols would be made for her. This
does not mean that the bottom has
dropped out of the conspiracy theory, It
simply means that no evidence has yet
been secured to connect her with the
crime. If she s released she will be kapt
under the closest survelllance, and it will
be easy for the aulhoritles to place thelr
hands upon her If she s wanted later,
Thers 18 & hope here, however, that some
way will be found to hold her at least un-
tll inwvestigntions now In progress by the
gecret service people In all the principal
citlies where anarchist organizations ex-
Ist are completed, She was arrested
wholly upon te responsibility of the Chi-
cago police under the general order sent
out by Superintendent Bull to apprehend
all persons who might have knowledge
of the attempted assassination. While no
evidence has been found agalnst the
Goldman woman, the officials ars satis-
fled that Czoigosz crossed her path, and,
in due time, it ls beileved, whatever con-
nection, if any, there was between them,
will be dlscovered. The secret service men
will trace Caolgoszr’ whereabouts back,
step by step. One of the things which Is
desired s a complete report of the leo-
tures the President's,assaflant sald In-
spired him to commit the deed. 4

THE ANARCHIST PLATFORM.

Kind of Literature Czolgosz Han

Been Feeding Upon.

BUFFALO, Sept. 13,—The Courfer says
this morning:

Superintendent Bull has now In his pos-
session the code of Instructions imparted
to the selected assassin, Creolgosz. The
platform of the Free Soclety was also add-
e¢d to the cumulative evidence of the an-
archist conspiracy yesterday. The docu-
ment binds Its members together to advo-
cate the work for the destructlon of the
existing social order, and continues:

“As, In former, times, no privileged class
ever relinquished Its tyranny, no more
ocan we take It for granted that the cap-
Itallsts of the present day will forego
their privileges and thelr authority with-
out compulsion. It Is therefors self-avi-
dent that the fight of the proletarian
against the upper and the middle classes
must be of a violent character, and that
mere wage comllcts can never lead to
the goal.

“We show by numerous {llustrations
that all attempts which have been made
in the past to do away with the oxisting
monstrous soclal svstem through peace-
ful means—for example, the ballot-box—
have been useless, and wil] be so In the
future, We know, therefore, that tha
ruling class will not voluntarily relinquish
its prerogatives and will make no conces-
#lons to us. Under all these circumstances
there Is only one remedy lefi—foree.

Our platform s simple and divided ==
follows:

“First—Destruction of existing class
domination through Inexorable revolution
in International activity.

“Second—The bullding of & Free Soclety
on communlistic organizations or produc-
tlons.

“Third—Fres exchange of equivalent
products through thes productive organiza-
tlon without jobblng and proft-making.

“Fourth—Organization: of ‘the educa-
tional system upon a non-religlous, =zcien-
tifie and equal basls for both s

“Fifth—Equnal rirhts for all without dis-
tinétlon of sex or religion.

"“8ixth—The regulation of publlec affairs
through agreement between the independ-
ent communes and confederacles.”

VIEW OF EMMA GOLDMASN.

She Says Her Accusers Are Coming
to Their Senses.

OHICAGO, Sept. 12—Emma Goldman,
the annrchist agitator, arrested Tuesday,
spent a comfortable night and was ex-
tremely cheerful when she arose today.
Bhe was not allowed to see the newspa-
pers, but when told that the tenor
of dlspatches Indlcated a lack of evidence
agninst her, she smiled and sald: *“The
gentlemen seem to be coming to thelr
senges,” Bhe then sald:

"I would nurse the President of this
country as tenderly as I would a hard-
working man whose hands were solled
with toll. If I were not in jall, and If the
people about the President would let me,
I would nurse him and nurse him well.
To me the President is slmply a sick man.

I am a tralned nurse, and I have the
sympathy of a woman, the sympathy of
an anarchist for suffering mankind, 1
would not be an' manirchist; I could not
be, without sympathy. It I8 not sym-
pathy for a ruler, but sympathy for a
mian—the man who sufféers, or the wife
who suffers.

“By what I have =aid, 1 do not mean
to retract other statements I have made
of my opinion of the Presldent. As a
President my opin' n of Mr. McKlinley Is
not high. Last W ter I nursed back to
health o woman vho was an Intimate
friend of a Philadelphia detective on
whose testimony 1 served a term of seven
months in 15898 The officer met me un.
expectedly, and in affright begged me no
to revenge myself on the woman for the
suffering he had caused me. I told him
be did not understand anarchy, but 1
guess he understandz now; for never was
woman more tenderly nursed than was
thiz friend of my persecutor.”

Migs Goldman denled that there was
such a thing as a constitutlon by which
anarchists might be governed.

JOHANN MOST ARRESTED.

Annrchint Ef.ll!or Locked Up ms o
“Suspleloas Person.”

NEW YORK, Sept. 12—Johann Most,
the anarchist, was arrested this evening
and locked up at police headguarters, The
arrest was made by Central Office Detoo-
tive Fernocson. Herr Most was at his
headquarters in Gold strest when the ar-
rest wis made. Herr Most gbjected vol-
ubly to the arrest, but to no purpose, and
he was locked up at pollce headquarters
as "a susplclous person.”” Captain Titus
refused to allow Most to see any one or
to make a setatemeni. The Captaln de-
clargd he would not allow the prisoner to
pose as n martyr before the public.

The ‘complaint ngainst Most, which
covers five and a half typewritten pages,
{5 based on and quotes in full an editorial
which Most printed In the Frelheit, the
organ of the anarchists, and of which
Most Is the editor.

MAGGIO BOUND OVER.

The Anarchist Was Swenated, but

Refused to Dvulge Anything.

SANTA FE, N. M., Bepl 1L—Maggio,
the anarchist, has been taken from Sii-
ver Uity to Albuguarque, where he was
crozs-examined and sweated, but refused
to divulge anything wupon the subject
of the President's assassination, although
witnesses were present to prove that he
predicted that the President would be
assassinated. He was bound over for
courrt on the charge of conspiracy to
murder,

LEAVENWORTH, Kan., Sept. 12.—8e-
cret Beowiee detectives who have been
in Leavenworth since Mondany night jook-
ing up evidence sgainst Antonlo Magglo,
who Is under arrest In New Mexico,
charged with having knowledge of a plot
to kill President McKinley. are sald to
have hinted that the Itallan knows more
about the alleged plot than Is generally
supposéd, They examined Frank Mag-

Elo, the suspect’s brother, and made In-
quirfes for an Itallan musician who was
chummy with Antonlo, and whose presént
whereabouts nre unknown. The detectives
left the city last night and were followed
today by & third Secret Service man who
continues the Investigation with the ald
of the local police,

FRICK AND THE ANARCHISTS,

Yisibly Affected at the News of the
Attempted Asxnssination.

NEW YORK, Sept, 12—H. C,
who arrlved here from London on the
Oceanic, was visibly affected by the re-
parts ot the attempted assassination of
President McKinley, and of the lutest
news that besldes the would-be assnsain
Crolgosz, Emma Goldman was already In
custody.

I3 will be remembered that at the time
of the rlots at the iron mills at Home-
stead, Pa., fn 1882, Alexander Herkmann
attempted to kill Mr, Frick at his office
at Plitsburg. Emma Goldman was the
closest friend of Berkmann, and was
later arrested as an accomplice, but for
lack of proof was discharged Berkmann
is now serving out a long sentence in the
Plittsburg Penitentiary.

“I hope that the Prestdent will live. His
death wounld be a sertous hlow to the
great commercial {nterests of this coun-
try, which have grown along such health-
ful lines during his term at the head of
our Government,” sald Mr. Frick. "The
country cannot afforé to losa him.™

There is such &
thing as a breich of the peace of the
United States to be distingulshed from o
breach of peace of the commonwealth ar
state, and the Federal Government un-
doubtediy has the power to prescribe n
suitable pennity for n breach of the
penae”
