
PLUMBERS WALK OUf

SPOKANE IS MKELY TO HAVE A
STRIKE OX ITS HAKDS.

Trouble Is All Dne "to a Nonunion
Man Being a Member of the

State Examining Board.

SPOKANE, Sept 32. All union plumb-
ers In the city struck this afternoon be-
cause of the arrest and fining of Patrick
Dowling, a union journeymen. The union
plumbers have refused to take the exam-
ination required by the state law, beciuse
a nonunion plumber "was a member of
the examining board. The first arrest for
working without a license was made to-

day. All union men quit work, and de-

clare they will neither go back nor take
the examination until the man they ob-

ject to is removed from the examining
board. Should an effort be made to sub-
stitute nonunion plumbers the other
unions will probably walk out.

INDIAN TJEPREDATIOX CtAIM.

Washington Pioneer "Wants Govern-
ment to Par Him 93000.

OLYMPIA, Sept. 12. W. G. Palmer, a
special United States attorney, is in Olym-pl- a

taking testimony In an Indian, depre-
dation claim brought by Robert Frost, the
well-kno- pioneer, for damages sus-

tained in what Is now Okanogan County
43 years ago. At that time .Mr. Frost
suffered the loss of several horses and
ris camp equipment, and came very near
losing his life at the hands of the Indians
Tear the British line. His claim against
the Government is for J5000.

Away back in 1858. Ir. Frost in com-
pany with a party of hardy pioneers left
The Dalles for Frazer River, where there
Has then a big gold discovery reported.
After many hardships and several brushes
with Indians the party finally arrived
on the. Okanogan River on the old Hud-
son Bay trail. Suddenly one morning as-th-

entered a canyon a party of Indians
surprised them and a brisk engagement
followed. Six of Mr. Frost's compan-lon- s

were killed, and several were badly
wounded. Besides, the stock was stam-peae- d,

and among the animals and equip-
ment lost were those of Mr. Frost. After
caring for the wounded and burying the
dead the party proceeded, and finally after
other battles with the savages reached
their destination on the Frazer River.

BODIES OF 3IEN IX TRAIN WRECK.

Pireman and Four Tramps Believed
to Have Bnrned to Death.

SEATTLE, Sept 12. The bodies of
three of tne four men who are known to
have lost their lives in the wreck of a
Great Northern freight train near Wel-
lington Wednesday morning were brought
to this city by the Coroner tonight The
Lodies are those of Henry Knight, sec-
tion man; Frank Dahlgreen, engineer, and
E. Smith, a tramp. Knight's remains are
terribly mangled and Dahlgreen's partly
consumed by fire. The body of Fireman
John Campbell is supposed to have been
entiroly consumed in the burning wreck,
and four tramps who were on the train
probably met a like fate.

The Vunaway train dashed down the
mountainside, passing through the town
of Wellington at a speed of SO miles an
hour, and wont over an embankment 70

feet high. The air brakes had failed. En-
gineer Dahlgreen kept the whistle valve
open until the crash came, and by sig-
nalling from the cab warned a gang of
section men on the track ahead of their
danger. Knight the section man, was
struck and killed. The whole train fol-
lowed the engine over the embankment,
and but two of the 33 cars were saved
from total destruction in the fire that
broke out in the heap of wreckage that
is still burning fiercely.

Knight was from Denver, Colo., where
his sister lives; Dahlgreen's home was in
St Paul; Campbell lived in Seatttle, and
has a sister and uncle here.

Conductor Nordquist was probably fa-

tally injured and Brakemen Blossom and
Bonner were badly Injured.

FOREST RESERVE WAXTED.

Bnkcr City Working for Protection
of Its "Water Supply.

BAKER CITY, Sept. 12. The visit of
Experts Newell and Plnchot to Baker
City and vicinity has resulted in awak-
ening considerable Interest in the ques-
tion of preservation of the forests. Both
gentlemen were positive In asserting that
unless the forests were preserved, that
it would not be long before water would
be an exceedingly 'scarce article in East-e- m

Oregon.
A hasty exalnation of the source of

Baker City water supply convinced Mr.
Plnchot that the only means of insuring
a good supply at all times was to take
every precaution to preserve the timber
growing on the mountain elopes. With
the purpose of heeding the advice of
Mr. Plnchot Attorney F, L. Moore is
circulating a petition asking for the es-

tablishment of a forest reserve at the
head of Elk Creek. This reserve has
been .recommended by a special agent of
the Interior Department but the Commis-
sioner of the General Land Office an-

nounced some time ago that he would
rot indorse the establishment of any
more forest reserves until the Unlfed
States land laws were amended in regard
to lieu lands to be selected In place of
lands set apart for reserves by state land
boards and individuals. The United States
Land Office at La Grande has been In-

structed o withdraw the lands embraced
in the proposed reserve from entry, which
is considered as favorable to the estab-
lishment of (he reserve, but in order
to make it a sure thing, if possible, tne
citizens of this city generally are signing
the petition.

Oregon Farmers Can See AH Kinds
of Creamery Machinery In

" 'Operation.

SALEM, Sept 12. Modern methods In
dairying, which have recently become
of great Interest because of the develop-
ment of that industry in Oregon, will be
fully illustrated at the "State Fair. Prac-
tical working creamery machinery, of
every kind, will be In operation, arid every
firmer will have ample opportunity not
only to learn what machinery Is best
suited to his needs, but also how to uso
it so as to assure success. The cream-
ery department has been enlarged to
about four times Its original size, and all
the plans for the new building were made
with a view to securing the greatest con-
veniences.. In this building farmers may
see the best practical arrangement for
the handling of dairy products and may
get ideas that will be valuable to them
In erecting buildings for their own use."

The creamery exhibit this year will be
opened under the most favorable circum-
stances. In the center of the creamery
building there will be a large refrigerator
with bfoad glass windows, so dairy pro-
ducts mav. be displayed to the best ad-
vantage without possibility of injury
from, warm weather. Those who send
butter to the fair can rest assured that
it will be In perfect condition when the
judges examine It and those .who visit
the dairy department will have the pleas- -
ure of looking upon perfect rolls of gold-
en butter, displayed In as neat and clean
a room as could be desired.

New Art Department.
One of the new wings of the pavilion

will be devoted to the art department
and to displays of fancy work, etc. This
new room Is a most attractive addition to
the State Fair buildings. All the windows
have been placed high In the walls, and
are Tvld'e enough to admit an abundance
of light. Oil' paintings, photography,
crayon sketches and other art productions
will be placed on the wall In a position
which will give them the most favorable
light effects. The room formerly used, in
one corner of the pavilion, was unsatis-
factory In many respects. It was dark,
because the window space was too small
and all the light came from one side. It
was dusty, because It was In an Incon-
venient corner of an old" building. In
the new art department all this Is over-
come, and those who exhibit their pic-
tures or needle work will have the as-
surance that their productions arc dis-
played in such a manner that they may
be judged upon their merits. There Is
an airiness about the new art department
that makes it the most cheerful place on
the grounds, and It may be expected that
this spacious room will be Allied with vis-

itors at all times.
Will Be Ten Fairs in One.

Judging by the space that has been
taken by the 10 counties which will make
exhibits of their products, It may be said
that this will be the predominating fea-
ture of the fair. There will really be
10 fairs in one, for each county will send
the best specimens of each of Its prod-
ucts.

Washington County has reserved the
largest space. That county will have a
floor area 42 feet by 22 feet, with walls 20

feet high. When the walls have ben
covered with grasses and grains, arranged
in artistic designs, and tables and pyraT
mids have been covered with fruits, both
fresh and preserved, and the floor space
has been covered with vegetables, shelled
grain, manufactured goods and samples
of all the thousand and one products of
old Washington, there will be a display
that alone will be worth coming to the
fair to see. Tho men who are preparing
the exhibit are not telling their com-

petitors what they are going to have in
their booth, but It may be safely said
that no product of Washington County
will be slighted.

Benton and Linn Counties have each a
space 28 feet square, and though Benton
County Is somewhat the smaller In area,
It Is understood thatlt doesn't propose
to be backward about competing with Its
nearest neighbor.

Polk, Marlon and Yamhill Counties havo
each a space 2S by 22 feet Marlon has
been putting up some county exhibits in
recent years that are hard to beat. It
has been successful in securing honors
because some of its citizens took the
pains to prepare and arrange complete
displays of her products. Some have en-

tertained the Idea that Marlon has an
advantage because the fair js held In this
county. This apparent advantage is over-
come by the fact that the Southern Pa-

cific Railroad Company transports all ex-

hibits free of charge, and also by a rule
laid down by the board that in judging
the county exhibits allowance shall be
made for deterioration In shipment Two
other counties put up such good exhibits
last year that old Marlon trembled le?t
it should fail to secure first prize, and It
Is safe to say that a number of the other
counties are coming to the fair this Fall
with a determination to get first place In
spite of the efforts Marlon's representa-
tives are putting forth.

Lane, Douglas, Jackson and Wallowa
are the other counties which have taken
'space, and each of these will occupy
an area 14 by 22 feet. More space may
be taken later. It does not follow that
because a county has the smallest space,
it cannot take flrsfprize. The prizes are
not for the largest exhibits, but for the
"best exhibit of agricultural ana Hort-
icultural products from any one county In
this state, variety and quality to be con-

sidered, and to be the product of 1901."

It will thus be seen that Marlon cannot
use any of the material exhibited last
year, and that If It does not put up the
"best," variety and quality considered,
It must fail. .

Five Large Premiums.
For the county exhibits there are of-

fered five large premiums. They are as
follows: First. $300: second, $250; third.
$200; fourth, $150; fifth, $100. These pre-

miums are In themselves sufficient to war-

rant the effort It takes t3 get up an ex-

hibit and the honor of securing first place
Is worth more than the premium. The
10 counties which have arranged for ex-

hibits have made wise provision for an
advertisement for their resources. Strang-
ers who visit the fair will go away im-

pressed with what they have seen, and
will not forget the unquestionable evi-

dence of vast natural resources.

NEW RULES FOR SCHOOL TRIALS.

District Cleric Will Hereafter Reduce
AH Testimony to Writing.

SALEM, Sept. 12. The State Board of
Education has promulgated two new rules
regarding trials before district School
Boards. Heretofore when any sort of griev-
ance had been tried before a district board
an appeal might be taken to the County
Superintendent which latter official would
take testimony anew, The object of the new
rules is to require that the testimony bo
reduced to writing when taken in the first
Instance, arid only this testimony shall be
considered on appeal.

The first of the new rules is known
as "Rule A." and will precede rule No. 1

in the printed rules. It Is as follows:
"In all trials before the district Board of

Directors, tho clerk of said board shall
personally furnish the defendant, In writ-
ing, a copy of the charges preferred
against him, and also the time and place
where the matter at issue will be tried;
provided, that ,at. least five days shall
elapse between the time that the de-

fendant shall receive said and the date
of trial. In all such trials the board
shall have authority to hear and receive
testimony for ejther party, and for that
purpose may subpena witnesses and ad-

minister oaths If necessary; and the de-

fendant shall have an opportunity to be
heard In person or by an attorney."

Rules 1 to 5 will remain unchanged.
They provide that an appeal may be tak.
en by filing a complaint with the County
Superintendent within 10 days, upon which

the County Superintendent must direct the
clerk of the School Board to certify to
him a copy of the records and proceedings
relating to the decision of the board.
When the transcript has been filed, the
County Superintendent must set a date
for hearing, and notify all persons In-

terested of the time and place of the hear-
ing of the appeal. Rule 6, which for-

merly proved that the County Super-
intendent should take testimony, has been
changed by the adoption of the second
new rule which reads as follows:

"Rule VIL At the time fixed for
the hearing, both the complain-
ant and the defendant shall have
an opportunity to be heard either
in person or by attorney, but no evidence
shall be considered by said superintend-
ent except that produced before the Board
of Directors ,from which the appeal is
taken. After 'hearing such argument, the
bounty Superintendent shall make such
decision as may be just and equitable, and
when the aforesaid decision has been
made, he shall Immediately notify all per-

sons Interested of his decision."
It will be noticed that there is nowhere

a direct requirement that the testimony
before the School Board must be In writ-
ing, but since the trial on appeal Is to be
upon the "records and proceedings relat-
ing to the decision complained of," It fol-

lows by implication that the records and
proceedings Include the testimony. The
manner of taking the testimony, whether
by shorthand, or by writing out in full,
is left to the board. The purpose of the
changes In the rules fs to simplify proceed-ur- e

by requiring that the testimony be
taken but once, and that all parties -- be
given an opportunity to be heard at that
time.

BAKER COUNTY MINES SOLD.

New Owner Proposei t? Develop
Them at Once

BAKER CITY. Sept. 12. Frank E. Wil-
son, of Salt Lake City, Utan, yesterday
purchased the Kearsarge, Friday and
Gold Bug mines. In the Virtue mining dis
trict for $10,000. The claims belong to
Michael Mahone and G. W. McCarthy, of
Baker City. Little work has been done
on any of the claims, except the Friday,
where" a shaft of 200 feet has been sunk.
Mr. Wilson has announced that he will
begin the development of the property at
once. These properties are located within
10 miles of Baker City, and in a mining
district in which several rich mines are
located.

Mill for the Gem Mine.
The Gem mine, In the Sparta district,

will soon be equipped with a
mill. Most of the machinery Is on the
ground, and is being put In place as fast
as- - possible. It was necessary to con-

struct a ditch about three miles long in
order to furnish sufficient water for the
mill. This has just been finished.

As greater depth has been attained It
has been found that the ore became baser,
and it was necessary to concentrate It In
order to save the gold.

MINE WILL RESUME WORK.
Shorty-Hop- e Ditch and Pipe Line Is

to be Greatly Enlarged.
ASHLAND, Or., Sept 12. An early re-

sumption of work is expected at the
Shorty-Hop- e mine, a few miles from here.
The president of the company and mana-
ger of the mine, Horatio S. Sanford, of
Ashland, has received Instructions from
the board of directors In the East with
that J end In view. The mine has been
closed down for several months, awaiting
necessary additions and improvements
and a renovation of the property. The
ditch and pipe line, one and one-ha- lf

miles long, which conducts the waters
of Wagner Creek to the mill,
on the company's property, Is to be en-

larged from 200 inches to 500 inches, and
Engineer Jesse McCall began work on the
new survey of It yesterday. When the
improvements contemplated are made the
Shorty-Hop- e will be in exceptionally fine
shape for profitable work. It Is also In-

tended to the company un-

der the laws of the State of Oregon, Its
operations being conducted under those
of West Virginia.

The company will open
an office in Portland, and the fievelopraent
work on its coal properties near Knappa
will during the coming Win-
ter.

GUILTY OF MANSLAUGHTER.

Three Men Mnit Anier for Sot Pro-
viding Medicine for a Slclc Child.
VICTORIA, B. C, Sept. 12. A Coroner's

jury this morning found Eugene Brooks,
a Zionlte elder, and John Rogers, a clerk
in the Hudson Bay fur department, guilty
of manslaughter, because they did not
provide the Rogers child, who was suf-
fering with diphtheria. with medical
treatment the child dying. Brooks of-

fered prayers for the chlldjs recovery. A
second child also died and an Inquest on
it will also be held. This Is the second
time Brooks has been committed for man-
slaughter, the previous case being ex-

actly similar, but he escaped on a tech-
nicality. The Attorney-General- 's depart-
ment has taken the matter up.

Anthracite Coal Find.
NORTH YAKIMA. Wash.. Sept. 12. A

party of prospectors from North Yakima,
who have been working In an unexplored
region of the Cascades, about SO miles
from here, returned yesterday with sam-
ples of anthracite coal which they recent-
ly discovered. They say they have had
it analyzed by an expert, who pronounces
It true anthracite, as good In every re-

spect as the Pennsylvania coal. Today it
was tried in a furnace. It burns wK'h no
smoke, and with hardly perceptible flame,
and a line white ash without cinders is
left. The samples brought out are almost
entirely free from bone.

The partv has located 13 claims on its
discoveries. Five veins of the coal have
been opened. It has been traced for sev-

eral miles. The veins are from 3 to 13

feet in thickness. The samples brought
out were taken from a hole 20 feet deep.

British Columbia Mines Sold.
VICTORIA, B. C. Sept. 12 M. K.

Rogers, of Seattle, representing the Am-
algamated Copper Company, has, accord-
ing to recent arrivals from the North,
purchased the Bonanza group of mines on
Observatory Inlet, on the north coast of
British Columbia, paying 546,0C0 for the
property. The claims were discovered
by an Indian a year ago.

For Indian Policemen in Alaska.
WASHINGTON, Sept 12. The Secretary

of the Interior has allotted ?2000 for the
use of the Governor of Alaska, in employ-
ing native Indiana for police duty In dif-

ferent sections. It, Is believed this amount
will compensate 20 Indians.
