RUSSIAN GRAIN CROP.

Mized Reports Regarding the Condi-
tlon and Outlook.

ET. PETERBEBURSG, Bept. 20.—The Jourpal
of Commerce and Industry today wsemil-offi-
cially reports the following regarding the
grnin crops of European Hussia:

The Winter graln in quite satlpfactory In
the Southwest, where there was suMeclent rain.
In the North Caucasus, Finland and a portion
of the Waestern Provinces it is above the
average, It Is not quite satisfactory In the
goutheast, that Iy, beyond the Volga and near
the Asof Sen. It In bad to very bad in the
Voiga Valley, and tho provipees adjoining the
Volga Valley, Russrian Poland and many dis-
tricts of the Baltic Provinces.
