"There was a time In the history of the
world when xdl business-- was done, by
trading when the farmer who had a cow
to sell hunted up a- - neighbor 'who had
grain or fruit to eell,-'ari- a trade was ef-
fected. That mode of doing business soon
became inconvenient and unsulted to the
growing business world, and money was
invented. The man who had a cow to
seiL then. barterBcL.Jiisstock-- for --money
and kept the money until he wanted to
exchange it for grain or fruit, or some
other essential of life. But ;the handling
and transportation oi large sums of
jmoney became unsulted to the growing
oeeds at trade, and bank, paper was in-

dented. The. transactions of the State
'Treasury amount to about $2,000,000- - per
year, and convenience, and .safety forbid
that this business be "dank in cash.

"By this means of doing business we
can send out .money early in the morn-
ing or late at night. The .state money is
never carried through the streets, so as
4o tempt robbers to hold up a messenger.
Wje, do pot have the trpuble of counting
out cash, to send, to the bank to buy
'drajf,t,.,aria do nQt,3ia,ve to, keep tab on.
iftay .messenger to see that he has pur-
chased, drafts for the proper amounts.
The. .man who does business with us by
.snati gets a prompt .response and gets his
2noney to a manner that feecures him
Sagalnst loss.

"It happens-sometUh'e- that mistakes
Will occur, through carelessness of a' man
in writing his address pr In some other
manner, and letters go astray. In that
case. if. we were handling cash, only, we
would be compelled to send a clerk down
tqwp. to consult the bank officials regard-
ing the draft we had purchased some
time bpforg.

Sale of the Property "Will Take PJace
at Baker City on the ISth.

BAKER CITY, Oct B. Receiver T. B.
A. Price, pf Portland, is In the city on
business connected with the sale of the

Northwest Railroad, which Is to take
place In this city the 18th of this month.
There are several rumors afloat in con-

nection with this and other proposed rail-
roads in this part of the state. One Is
to the effect that the movement to build
a road trom. here to Ballard's Landing,
on' the Snake River, Is a bear movement
Inaugurated for the purpose of keeping
other bidders from coming In and bidding
oit the property and franchises of the
Northwest Railroad, which it is under-
stood is to be purchased by a prominent
New York financial Institution. Mr.
Price says that he knows of no conflict,
between the Interests of the Northwest
Railroad and the proposed road from
this city. The sale is to take place as
advertised and Mr. Price intimated noth-
ing that might be done In the way of rail-
road building from Baker City, would In
any way interfere with the future of the
Northwest road.

Industrial School for the Blind.

In the course of a few days Charles
E. Nebergall will leave for Portland for
the purpose of organizing a company to
establish and maintain an industrial
school for the blind. Mr. Nebergall is an
old resident of this city who was so un-

fortunate as to lose the sight of both his
eyes some years ago by the explosion of
a bottle of pop, which threw shattered
glass In his eyes and destroyed his sight
For a time he was a student at the State
School fof the Blind, at Salem, but the,
Legislature, at its last session, passed a
bill which excluded all persons over 21

years of age from the school, and this
threw Mr, Nebergall and several otner in--
mates of the institution out. Since leav--
ing the state school Mr. Nebergall has set
nhmit nnranlzlnir an Industrial scnooi tor
the blind, and he has met with consider
able encouragement here, where he Is
well known, and he goes to Portland with
the best of Indorsements.

Mr. Nebergall's plan Is to interest a
number of people of wealth and influence
to join together and furnish the means
to establish an Industrial school in Port-
land, where blind men and women can
become masters of Eome useful trade, by
means of which they can earn their own
living, and thus be able to take care of
themselves.

New Electric Machinery.
The electric light company has just

placed an order for about $8000 worth of
new machinery, which is to be delivered
here and set up within 30 days. The new
system will be te in" every par-
ticular. For some time past the machin-
ery at the light works has been giving
out frequently at night and plunging the
City into darkness. The machinery now
In use was brought here from Ogden,
where it had done duty for several years
in a plant in that city.

Olive Creek Ore,
Ed Tobin, manager of the Olive Creek

mine, which is owned by the Olive Creek
Gold Mining Company, came In yesterday

TO HOLD SHIFTING SAND

GOVERNMENT TREBPLAXTER EX-

AMINES BANK OF COLUMBIA.- -

Expresses Confidence in Plans to
Control Sand and Proteet Crops
' and Railroad Trnclc.

THE DALLES, Or., Oct 6. William L.
Hall, chief trep-plant- er for the Govern-
ment Bureau of Forestry, has just fin-

ished a careful investigation of the shift-

ing sand stretches that border the south
bank of the Columbia River, for a dis-

tance of about 100 miles east of this point
along which the main line of the O. R. &

No. Co. extends. This investigation has
been made at the request of Represen-- ,
tatlve Moody, who brought the attention

of Chief Forester Plnchot to the existing
conditions upon that gentleman's late vis-
it to the state, so far interesting him in
the problem that upon returning to Wash-
ington he at opce sent his chief tree-plant- er

here to ascertain the origin of the
drifts and to report upon a remedy. Mr.
Hall' spent 10 days traveling over the road
between The Dalles and Umatilla on a
railroad velocipede, accompanied by an
employe of the road, carefully examining
the character, size and direction of the
big sand drifts and dunes with a view of
determining on a line of action by which
they may be anchored.

Beginning near" Mosler, 12 miles west of
this city, the sand stretches along the
river's edge in a narrow ribbon, gradually
widening and making into the valley until
at this point It completely covers a strip
one mile wide, ranging from low dunes
to drifts 20 feet high, sweeping on up
the Columbia until it merges into the
sandy sage plains above the mouth of
the Umatilla River. To Illustrate the
shifting character of these drifts, 20 years
ago the valley above this city was a
bi i""'" ui,uu wumu uome wcic pat- -
tureo. mancer gardens cuinvaiea ana. a
city race track maintained. Today, an

vCiaBc i. iki Ui ea.m uviuaevery sign of vegetation, shifting so eon
finally and rapidly in the high winds of
this section that it is a serious menaace to
the traffic of the railroad company, To
this drifting sand alone was due" the
wreck of a gravel train September 13,
when two engines, derailed by a sudden
drift on the track, plowed into a drift of
sand, killing two of the most trusted en-

gineers on the road. While more serious
on account of loss of life, this wreck Is
only one of many where heavy destruc-
tion to rolling stock and expensive delays
to traffic have been experienced by the
railroad company for years. The' loss and
damage is small when compared to the
endless expense of the large force of
sand shovelers which the company is com-
pelled to keep on hand along these sec-
tions of the road in order to keep their
track clear.

Regarding his observations, Mr. Hall
states that no' doubt exists in his mind
concerning the ultimate success of a sys-
tematic .effort to control the sand dunes
by means of forest trees and plants. "The
whoe subject," he said, "has two ob-
jects in view; first, the protection of prop-
erty, and second, the reclamation of the'
miles now lying waste in the Valley of
the Columbia, in the lowest portions of
Which there is little arable land where
no proteetlon from the wind can be had.

DO

Proper judgment In planting of trees, with
a judicious mode of procedure in the
starting of wind breaks will, without
doubt, reclaim the upper lands of the val-
ley, and turn the course of blowing sand
from the tracts now covered. v

"Regarding wind breaks, It Is estimated
that every foot of height protects one rod
of ground, hence a Lombardy poplar wind
break, of an height of 60 feet,
properly set out. would reclaim practi-
cally 1000 feet of land. For these breaks
poplars, cotton-wood- s, or locusts are most
servlcable, with a planting of choke-cherri-

and currant bushes at intervals, wil-
lows serving best near the water's edge.
In this of reclamation the Gov-
ernment stands ready to with
any one, irrespective of the extent of the
enterprise, and will as readily give aid to
a farmer towards the planting of five or
ten acres of land as to a corporation for
large tracts. The supply of this great
sand bed lies along the upper river and
tributaries. From there it is washed in
large quantities, during the freshets and
floods, being deposited In clean, shining
layers along the borders of the river,
whence the winds take it back across the
valley from the banks to the bluffs as
soon as dry."

ALEUTS DYING' OFF.
Rapid Decline in the Native Popula-

tion of the Archipelago.
WASHINGTON. Oct. .6 The rapid de-

cline of the native population of the
Aleutian chain oT islands is told in a
report Just received by the Marine Hos-
pital Service from F. J. Thornbury, its
assistant surgeon at Dutch Harbor,
Alaska. The report says that formerly
there were 120 villages orv the islands with
a native population variously estimated
at from 1500 to 2500. Now in the same
district there are only 10 villages and 10Q0

Inhabitants, .exclusive of whites, of whom
300 are Creoles (mixed breeds, with Rus-
sians and other nationalities) and" 100
Aleuts. The report says;

"Last year Unalaska had 353 Inhabi-
tants, 116 of whom, or nearly one-thir- d,

died. According to data obtained from
the Russian priest ot the Greek Catholic
Church, Rev. B. P. Kashereroff, who has
the only mortality .records kept ip the
village, there being no health, officer or
even physicians, 30 deaths were ascribed
to "cojd," 24 to consumption, S3 tp mea-
sles and 7 to old age; 5 were drowned.

"The remarkable mortality from measles
among. 'the natives in Alaska during thepast yeax appears ascribable largely to
the bad sanitary environment and lack
of 'precaution against exposure. On the
KuBkowlm and ii other sections on the
mainlamC"from one-jhal- f to two-thir- of
the natives died, anjl many were left

in the mud .houses where they
lived, surviving members immediately
deserting the huts, whlchlatter often con-
tain from one to two dozen natives living
regardless of family relatfopp. As many
ad half a dozen dead oodles have been
seen by prospectors In a single hovel, and
numerous 'dead bodies were seen lying
about on the ground, partly eaten by
foxes. There .are nnmerqug-instance- s of
whole villages being, deserted, the few
surviving natives having p. superstition
about staying, where so many of their
number had 'died.
