DEFENDS HIf POLICY,

Bredrick's Reply te Criticiam of the
War Qffice.

LONDON, Oct. 2.—The Secreiary of
War, Mr. Brodrick, replying to 8ir Charles
Howard Viooent's offer w0 rilse fresh
troops or do anyihing else to asslst the
government, declines the proposal and In
doing =0 reviewa the British position in
South Afriea obviously in answer 1o the
persistent and eearching criticism of the
Ministerial journals and members of Par-
liament, that the government is languldly
conient to let the war drag on. Mr, Brod-
rick =ays, to begin with, that nothing
Lord Kitchener his asked for has not
besn prompily sent. He ndds:

“We have, roughly, 200,000 men and 450
guns In South Africa, and over 100,000 men
are under walning at home. We have no
difficulty, therefore. in keeping the feld
firmlr up to Its reguisite sirength by
drafts. and If & further cail be made we
are in u position to meet it with the ut-
most prompiitudes. Notwithstanding, there
scems o be an impression abroad that
the close of the war !z retanded by the
soareity of troops. or the want of moblli-
ty of our columns."

This impression Mr. Brodrick combats
by reclting what the War Office Is dolng,
previding supplies for SO0 persons dl.
rectly or indirectiy connected with the
war, feeding 245000 horses and mules and
malnaining four months' resarves of food
for men and animals. BSixty-nine mobile
eolumns perfectly equipped are now  in
the field. and 19000 romounis are being
lunded moenthly. besides those captured,
Mr. Brodrick says the govermment has
never interfered with Lord Kitchener, In
whose victorious prosccntion of the war
have entire confldence. He points
out sgain the vast extont of the country.

Stayton, the New TYork attorney who
some Ume ago asked to be pllowed to
represeat Rear-Admira] +Sampson before
thoe Schley court of Ingulry, and whose
request was denled by the court, today
presented the f(ollowing letter o (lhe
court:

Ing that the court dors not at this time |
regard Mm as 2 party to the ease now |
before It, and |8, therefore, unuble to com- |
ply with his request that he be penmitted |
representation by counsel. I am further
lostructed by the Admiral to ask that
whenever the circumatances arise which
éntitlo him to representation you will
permit our sdmission as counse] in his be-
half.

“Mr, E. 8 Theall, of Washington, D.
C., my associate in this malter, and my-
s¢lf have not lhad [(aciillles which would
permit us to hear the proceedings, but
we have besn furnished with coples of the
court'd record, and beg leave to refer
respectfully to certaln pages of that pec-
ord, which contain attacks upon Admiral
Sampaon. Rear-Admiral  Schley, for in-
stance, was permitted to gay (see page )
that "the principal parties to the present
i=sue are Rear-Admirals Sampson and
Schiley.'

"Direct mllogations have been made
against Admiral Sampson and we ask the
court to refer to pages 152 to 13§ of the
record, where counsel repeatedly accuse
Admiral Samps=on, first, of conducting «
blockade with his vessels st a distance as
great as that which was selected by Ad-
miral Schiey for his blockade; and, sec-
ond, of permitting the Colon to remmn
for an Indefinite time after hiz areiyval in
full sight of his squadron, without mak.
Ing an effort to destroy her.

“On page 2} of the record, counsel wns
aliowed to deeclare that despite Admiral
Sampson’s officlal report, In which he
stules that the battle of July 3 was fought
under hiz command, as a matter of fact
Admiral Bampson did not command on
thai day. Surely these allegations invalve
the honor of a naval officer. . .

“"While we fnlly realixe thit Admiral |
Bampson is not & party to the case, us |
the ¢ourt staten (n Its letter of the 20th |
of September, yet notice has been glven
that an effort will be made to deprive
bim of his honors and even of his honor
and good name, and he |s accused of per-
mittlng an enemy’s vessel to lle undis-
turbed In hls preasnce, and all that, us a
naval officer, he holds dear Is (nyolved, and
wWe ask you to decide morely that he \a ‘in.
