
HEALTH OF THE ARMY

SURGEOX - GEXERAX, STERNBERG'S
REPORT IS FAVORABLE.

Investigations In. Cuba Prove That
Yellovr Fever Is Transmitted

Tjy Mosquitoes.

WASHINGTON, Oct 1L Surgeon-Gener- al

Sternberg has made his annual re-
port to the Secretary of War. He says
the health of the Army has been unusually

good during the calendar year 1900.

The admission rate to hospitals for all
causes In the Army, volunteers and regu-

lars, with a mean strength of 100,389, in
1&00. was 2311.81 per 1000 of strength, as
compared with 2178.06 in the previous year,
but during 1899 only 29,280 men out of a
total of 103,546 were serving in the Philip-
pines, while during the past year C6.S82

out of a total of 100,389 were thus serving.
In the Philippine Islands, with a mean

strength of 66,882, the admission, rate was
262L96, compared with 2395.52 in the pre-

vious year, this Increase being mainly
due to sickness among the volunteers. The
regulars, on the" other hand, showed a
marked decrease in the ratio of admission
for disease, which fell from 2454.10 to
2197.73. Two-thir- of the admissions for
disease were caused by malarial fevers
and diarrheal diseases.

The deaths from, all causes amounted to
28.75 per 1000 of strength, as compared with
30.SS in the previous year. Disease occa-
sioned 20.26 deaths, the principal cause be-i- rg

dysentery, which, with other Internal
diseases, gave a ratio of 9.008. The rate
irom injury amounted to 8.49. The death
rate in China was large, 47.76 per 1000 of
strength, 23.62 from disease, and 24.14 from
injuries.

Since the close of the calendar ,year,
1900, the health of the troops in the Phil-
ippines has been steadily improving. The
health of the troops in Cuba during the
year was excellent. As a result of Amer-
ican occupation, nearly every city and
town has had its sanitary conditions im-
proved.

Speaking of special diseases, General
Sternberg says:

'The steady decrease of late years in
the admissions for alcoholism among the
men of the regular Army is a matter for
congratulation. Military officers may be'
said to be unanimous In their opinion that
this is mainly the result of the establish-
ment of the post exchange or canteen at
military posts. There is less drunkenness
among troops in active service than in a
command doing garrison duty in times
of peace."

Reporting upon the study of yellow fe-
ver by a board in Cuba, General Sternberg
tays:

"The resuts obtained were especially val-
uable, showing that the "bacillus icteroldes
bear no causative Telation to yellow fever,
and that th emosqulto serves as an inter-
mediate post for the parasite of this dis-
ease. Further experiments of a most In-

teresting character demonstrated that yel-

low fever is transmitted to nonimmunes
by the bite of a mosquito that has pre-
viously fed on the blood of those sick
with this disease; that yellow fevercan
also be produced by the subcutaneous in-
jection of blood taken from the general
circulation during the first and second
days of the disease; that an attack of
yellow fever produced by the bite of the
mosquito confers immunity against the
subsequent Injection of infected blood;
that yellow fever is not conveyed by
clothing, bedding or merchandise soiled by
contact with those sick with the disease;
that a house may be said to be infected
with yellow lever only when there are
present in it mosquitoes capable of con-
veying the parasite of the disease, and
that the spread of yellow fever an be
most effectually controlled by measures
directed to the destruction of mosquitoes
and the protection of the sick against the
cites cf these insects."

General Sternberg says the results of
the investigation are of im-
portance, asvthe surgeons are now in pos-
session of knowledge which enables them
to stamp out yellow fever.

IN FAVOR OF 3IACKAY.

Attorney-Gener- al' Report on the
Pacific Cable Question.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 1L Attorney-Gener- al

Knox made a verbal report to the
President and Cabinet today regarding
the result of his investigation Into the
Pacific Cable question. His conclusion was
that under the law of 1866 any domestic
company may land any cable on tne
shores of the United States or its pos-
sessions. The President and Cabinet are
convinced by the verbal report that no
executive action is called for at this time.
The President will go over the subject
more in detail with the Attorney-Gener- al

tomorrow, and wlli review the whole mat-
ter in his message to Congress.

The law of 1866 is the same law under
which the Postal Telegraph Company
claimed it had the power to land a cabla
at Havana, but the claim was disregarded
at the time by the Secretary of War.

Five members of the Cabinet, Secre-
taries Xong, Hitchcock, Wilson, Attorney-Gener- al

Knox and Postmaster-Gener- al

Smith, were present at today's meeting,
which was devoted largely to the consid-
eration of appointments under the Va-

rious departments. The question of
Southern appointments generally again
came up. and the President reiterated his
policy of appointing Republicans, if suit-
able applicants could be found, and if
not. of appointing gold Democrats. His
policy in this respect meets the approval
of the Cabinet.

Admiral Sampson's Condition.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 1L Medical re-

ports indicate that Admiral Sampson is
recovering from the fatigue of his journey
South, and that the more favorable sur-
roundings of his present home are work-
ing for his betterment Beyond a little
added brightness in his bearing, however,
it is stated that his condition remains
practically unchanged. The Intense head-
aches from which he suffers recur less
frequently than heretofore, and this, in
itself, is a great relief to him. The Ad-
miral continues to take short walks, ac-
companied usually by Mrs. Sampson. The
principal obstacle in the treatment of his
case is said to be a great constitutional
weakness, which makes it impossible for
his system to respond to the physician's
treatment Recurring periods of absolute
forgetfulness also have a depressing ef-
fect upon the patient

Meally Case at Monterey.
WASHINGTON, Oct It Ambassador

Clayton's Intercession In favor of W. H.
MealSj', an American citizen jailed at
Monterey without bait was by direction
of the Department of State. It appears,
however, that the Mexican proceedings
up to date bave been perfectly regular.
Meally was charged with having retained
certain court papers, and as he would not
surrender them to the court or furnibh
a satisfactory explanation of his conduct
he was committed to jail for contempt
of court until he complied with the order.
The present proceedings are in the nature
of habeas corpus, and are being watched
by Mr. Clayton.

Claim-Jumpi- ng in Oklahoma.
ANADARKO, O. T.f Oct 1L Colonel

Itad liltt Indian agent here, has applied
to Secretary of the Interior Hitchcock for
troops to eject United States Deputy Mar-
shals and others from Indian allotments.
Two hundred claims were jumped the
night of October 5. The persons settling
on the Indian allotments assert that the
allotments are fraudulent and that a
head right of 320 acres is not legal. This
opinion Is concurred in by the ablest law-
yers of the territory. Frank Farwell,
chief of the Indian police, has instructed
his men to proceed at once to serve no

tice upon all who have settled upon Indian
allotments to vacate at once. Uo trouble
is feared.

PASSES KOT ABOLISHED.

Plan Killed at Meeting: of Western
Officials.

CHICAGO, Oct 1L Railway passes will
not be abolished December 31 next The
plan to wipe them out of existence was
killed at a meeting here today of the exec-
utive officials of Western roads. They
will meet again November 5. The scheme
to abolish passes--, in all probability will
be resurrected about a year hence, as
B. H. Harriman and other railway mag-
nates are firmly imbued with the Idea
that the officers and employes of the
railroads and members of their families
should pay regular rates when they travel,

--the same as all others. When a vote was
taken on the question of abolishing
passes, nearly all the big Toads voted In
the affirmative and all the .smaller roads
voted against it T"he majority against
abolishing passes was decisive.

SALE POSTPONED.

Omaha & St. Lonls Road Will Be
Disposed of Today.

COUNCIL BLUFFS, la., Oct It Rob-
ert H. Kern, special master In chancery,
mounted a platform at the Omaha & St.
Louis freighthouse at noon today and an-
nounced that the sale of that road, set
for today, had been postponed until to-
morrow. The master gave no reason for
the postponement beyond stating that It
was on telegraphic orders of Judge
Thayer, of St Louis. There were present
a large number of railroad representatives
and other speculators. A stir was created
early in the day by a report that a repre-
sentative of 'the John W. Gates combina-
tion, of Kansas City, was present and
would make the bidding spirited, as It
was known that the Wabash road was
anxious to secure control of the property
and would have a representative here to
name the company's figure. The Wabash
has run Its through trains between Omaha
and St. Louis over the road for some time,
and it has been understood in railroad cir-
cles that the Goulds would pay $3,000,000
for the property.

ST. LOUIS, Oct U. Judge Amos M.
Thayer, of the United States Circuit
Court said to a representative of the As-
sociated Press that the postponement of
the sale of the Omaha & St Louis Rail-
road today was simply to accommodate
those who were under the Impression that
the auction was to take place tomorrow.

MEN TOO LONG ON DUTY.

Cause of Recent Train Wreck Near
Wenatchee, Wash.

SPOKANE, Wash., Oct. 1L The Cor-
oner's jury at Wenatchee, investigating
the Great Northern railway wreck of
October 7, returned a verdict severely
censuring the company and certain off-
icials, Implying that carelessness caused
the death of H. H. Hlxson and Samuel
Stallcup, victims of the wreck. The
jury said:

"We find said collision to have been
caused by a partial oversight in. deliver-
ing orders on the part of John H. Wat-kin- s,

day operator at Wenatchee, and
also by an oversight In the train dis-
patcher's office in Spokane. We hold tho
Great Northern responsible for the wreck
on the grounds that the said John H.
Watkins was overworked, having been
on duty 20 hours of the day preceding
the wreck."

Watkins testified that the train ar-
rived at Wenatchee at 8:10, and it is
yet to be decided who was at the key
in Spokane when the train was cleared at
Wenatchee, as evidence concerning the
man on duty in Spokane is conflicting.

Burlington Extension to Salt Lake.
CHICAGO. Oct 11. The Pest today

has been given of reports that the Bur-
lington will extend Its lines from Guern-
sey, Wyo., to Salt Lake City, Utah, to
connect with the San Pedro, Los Angeles
& Salt Lake road. The line will be built
by an independent company, but members
ofrit will be directly allied with the Bur-
lington. For all practical purposes the
new line will be part of the Burlington
system and there is no doubt that it will
be In corporated with the present com-
pany ultimately. It is also likely, though
a more distant prospect, that Senator
Clark's road will come Into the Burlington
family."

DUKE REVIEWED TROOPS.

Royal Party Will Visit Niagara To-
day.

TORONTO, Oct. It Thousands of loyal
Canadians joined in the reception to the
Duke" of Cornwall and York today. The
events of the day began with a grand re-
view of 10,000 troops and a march past,
which was highly commended by English
army experts present The Duke seemed
highly pleased with the work of the colo-
nial troops. In the afternoon the degree
of LL. D. was conferred on the Duke by
Toronto University. Lord Mlnto, Governor-G-

eneral of Canada, Introduced .the
Duke to Chancellor Meredith. The intro-
ductory speech was made in Latin. The
Chancellor, in conferring the degree, re-
ferred to the occasion more than 40' years
ago when a similar honor was conferred
on the present King of England. The
brilliant Illuminations of the city continue.
The Duke and Duchess attended a re-
ception at the Parliament building to-

night, which was largely attended. The
royal train will leave for 'Niagara at 10
o'clock tomorrow morning.

CECIL RHODES' CONTRIBUTION TO
THE LIBERAL FUND.

S '

Conditioned Upon Party Not Advo-

cating; WiUidravraJ From Esypi
Prominent Men Contradicted.

LONDON, Oct 11. The Spectator
will print letters from Cecil

Rhodes and the late Francis Schnad-hor- st

who from 3S55 to 1892 wasthe or-

ganizer and adviser of the Liberal party,
sustaining the sensational allegations
made some months ago that Mr. Rhodes,
In 1891, gave 5000 to the Liberal party
on the condition that Mr. Gladstone
would not bring about the evacuation of
Egypt by the British troops. Both Sir
William Vernon Harcourt and Sir Henry
Campbe'll-Bannerm- (the Liberal lead-
ers) have publicly declared this to be
false. In a letter covering this corre-
spondence, Mr. Rhodes sums up as fol-
lows:

"I met Mr. Schhadhorst in London urtd
he asked whether I was willing to sub-
scribe to the party funds. I said I was
prepared to do so, provided tne policy
was not to scuttle out of Egypt, and
that, in the event of a home rule bill
being brought forward, provision should
be made for the retention of the Irish
members at Westminster! I understood
from Mr. Schnadhorst that he would con-
sult Mr. Gladstone, which quite satisfied
me, as I looked upon Mr. Gladstone as
the Liberal party. Mr. Schnadhorst ac-
cepted the contribution upon the condi-
tions defined in the letter appended."

In this letter Mr. Rhodes demanded
that his contribution be kept secret and
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Cecil Rhodes.
that the check be returned if the Irish
were not represented at Westminster. But
he added a postscript, saying:

"I am horrified at Mr. Morley's speech
on Egypt. If you think your party hope-
less, keep the money, but give It to some
charity. It would be an awful thing to
give my money to breaking up the em-
pire."

In 1892, Mr. Rhodes again wrote to Mr.
Schnadhorst, drawing attention to a
speech by Mr. Gladstone, foreshadowing
a scuttle out of Egypt, and expressing the
hope that Mr. Schnadhorst would do his
best to check the mad step. But, he, said,
"If your expected leader remains ob-

durate, I shall certainly call upon you
to devote my subscription to some pub-
lic charity."

In' Mr. Schnadhorst's reply, he says
Mr. Rhodes' money had already been
spent, as he believed it was given mainly
to help the home rule struggle. Mr.
Schnadhorst, however, assured Mr.
Rhodes that Mr. Gladstone's utterances
were only an expression of pious opinion,
that Sir William Vernon Harcourt was
also annoyed by them, and that no scut-
tle out of Egypt was likely, as he had
seen Lord Rosebery, then slated for For-
eign Minister, who would not permit It,
being "a strong man who will take his
own course, very different from the pli-
ant, supple Granville."

"On the reception of this," Mr. Rhodes
says, "I bothered no more, as upon Lord
Rosebery's appointment I-- knew that
Egypt was saved. I leave your readers
to decide how far Sir Henry Campboll-Bannerm-

is justified in characterizing
the original statements as a lie from
beginning to end. According to their
statements, neither Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerma- n,

nor Sir William Vernon
Harcourt are acquainted with the facts.
But, I, naturally, assumed that Mr.
Schnadhorst was speaking with author-
ity."

The Westminster Gazette this after-
noon published letters showing that Mr.
Rhodes' "remonstrance to Mr. Schnad- -

"horst concerning Mr. Gladstone's speech
on Egypt in 1892," was sent through Wil-
liam T. Stead, who, in writing to Mr.
Rhodes that he had forwarded the letter
entrusted to him, says that Mr. Glad-
stone, on hearing that Mr. Rhodes was
dissatisfied with the Premier's views re-
garding Egypt, wrote to Mr. Stead that
he did not know Mr. Rhodes' views on
Egypt.

"From this," writes Mr. Stead to Mr.
Rhodes, "I infer that Mr. Schnadhorst
never informed Mr. Gladstone of any-
thing you said to him."

The Spectator's revelations are gener-
ally commented upon as a mare's nest
and the Spectator itself, in an editorial,
unreservedly withdraws Its statement
that "Mr. Rhodes bought up the evacu-
ation policy for 5GC0," and expresses at

for having made it.
The Unionist papers, Including the

DEPRESSION IN GERMANY.

The Empire Pasalna-- Throuo-l- i a Crit-
ical Period.

NEW YORK, Oct 11. Says the Berlin
correspondent of the Journal of C6mm-erc- e:

"Germany Is undoubtedly going through
its saddest economic experience since the
empire was founded. The
pride with which German buslness men
have hitherto contemplated their excellent
reputation abroad for commercial honor
has suffered a most severe blow. The
Frankfurter Zeitung admits In a recent
market review that in no similar period
of business depression in Germany have
so many, cases ,of 'disgraceful frauds and
common swindling' been exposed. How-
ever, It is felt here that the sensational
character of many of the disasters of the
past year have given foreign observers
an exaggerated Impression of the state
of things prevailing in Germany, not only
that these disasters have created a false
view as to the average of Germany's busi-
ness integrity, but that they have magni-
fied unduly the proportions of the Ger-
man crisis as seen from abroad.

"It Is pointed out that Germany has a
total of about 5500 joint stock companies,
and that the number of companies that
have failed or got Into financial difficul-
ties constitute but a slight proportion of
the whole. Still the Bourse views the sit-
uation very pessimistically. Besides the
many unfortunate factors in the situation
itself, additional uncertainty comes from
the tariff again- - Business men do not

i know what will be their condition under

the new tariff law, which goes Into ef-

fect January 1, 1904, The great crisis In
the German iron industry, for example,
is chiefly due to the fact that all con-
sumers of pig-iro- n committed the vast
folly at the height of the boom of plac-
ing contracts for iron for several years
in advance, and at the high prices tuen
prevailing. Many of the capitalists tnat
have recently got themselves Into finan-
cial difficulties brought on these diff-
iculties by excessive expansion.

After the present crisis is over an In-

teresting chapter can be written upon the
intimate relations of the German banks
With industrial capitalists, The jaunty
confidence with which all foreign criti-
cisms Qf the system was dismissed here
up to a year ago, has certainly given
place to a more reticent attitude among
financiers and they are now much more
willing to admit the dangers of the

FAIRLY WELL RECEIVED.
Brodrlclc's Statement on the African

Situation.
NEW YORK, Oct. 11. The Tribune's

London special says:
On the whole, Mr. Brodrlck's state-

ment concerning the South African situa-
tion Is fairly well received, but two or
three of the Conservative papers are not
satisfied with It, continued the Tribune's
London correspondent. If Ministerial op-

timism was unwarranted 12 months ago,
why, It is asked, should the public have
faith In It today? If the Government can-
not contrive to wind up operations with-
out much further delay, there is little
comfort In the fact that the nation is
employing a great many men and horses
and spending enormous sums of money
over 'the still unfinished task.

Sir Michael Hlcks-Beac- although he
did not say much that was new in his
speech, afforded the information that the
special object of the proclamation of mar-
tial law at Cape Town was to stop sup-
plies of ammunition which have been
making their way through Cape Colony
to the Boers. General Buller talked gar-
rulously about the coincidences and dealt
freely in innuendoes, biit he was merciless
in attacking his own reputation. His at-
tempt to connect the visit of same black-
mailers of Aldershot with articles writ-
ten by men like Spencer "Wilkinson and
others of the highest character, for the
press, was farcical. He does not seem to
know that men like the Duke of Cam-
bridge have turned against him on hid
record.

The best explanation which has been
received regarding the proclamation of
martial law in Cape Colony is that Lora
Kitchener insisted upon having "soma
means of protecting the army against
traitors in the rear, who were more dan-
gerous than the Cape rebels, hiding and
fighting in the mountains. Whether o
not there was any controversy between
Lord Kitchener and Sir Alfred Milnei
over the proclamation is an open ques-
tion, but the( report that another comma-

nder-in-chief in South Africa would
have been requisite if it had not been
Issued is generally credited among mili-
tary and .Government officials." -

v AFFAIRS IN AFGHANISTAN.

New Ameer's Brothers Did Not Ac-- v
quiesce in His Accession '

LONDON, Oct. 12. "According to of-
ficial intelligence from the Ameer of Bok-
hara," says a dispatch from St. Peters-
burg to the Daily Telegraph, "the brothers
of Hablb Ullah Khan left Cabul secretly
with their partisans the moment their
father died, and. therefbre, cannot be said
to have acquiesced in the accession of
their brothei. Hablb Ullah, indignant at
their flight, has taken measures to de-

fend the capital and sent strong detach-
ments to prevent their return, or to en-
deavor to capture them as rebels. He has
further resolved to ask assistance of Em-
peror Nicholas and the Ameer of Bok-
hara." ,

SIMLA. Oct. 11. Hablb Ullah Khan, tho
new Ameer of Afghanistan, has officially
informed Lord Curzon, Viceroy of India,
that he will follow in his father's foot-
steps, hoping that the friendship existing
between the Afghan and British Govern-
ments will continue to increase.

Rnssla'8 Attitude Toward Turkey.
NEW YORK, Oct 11. The Berlin cor-

respondent of the Times says the attitude
of Russia toward the dispute between
France and Turkey is watched with the
greatest Interest In JBerlln. and that it
would be manifestly regarded as unfor-
tunate If the Porte were compelled to give
way by the double pressure of the influ-
ence of France and Russia. The Sultan,
the dispatch adds, has recently come to
regard Germany as his best supporter
and counsellor among the powers, and
he would be disappointed to discover when
joint pressure was applied, that his reli-
ance on Germany was of no avail to
him.

The statement that France has made
proposals to Russia asking for the sup-
port1 of her claims and that the reply of
Russia Is only a promise to observe a
benevolently neutral attitude, Is not be-

lieved in Berlin. The St. Petersburg For-
eign Office, It is observed, would scarcely
make public through the German press
its rebuff to French overtures.

Zola an Admirer of an Anarchist.
NEW YORK, Oct. 11. The Paris cor-

respondent of the Times Says that neither
Anatole France, the famoua novelist and
critic: Jose de Heredla, the poet, nor
Sebastian Faure, the anarchist, appeared
as it was expected they would do, as
witnesses tor the. defense In the trial
of Laurent Tallhade, charged with incit-
ing to murder in an article in the anar-chf- st

newspaper Llbcrtaire. The first two
had praised the literary gifts of the ac-

cused in letters to the tribunal. M. Zola's
deposition, says the correspondent, excites
otUpefaction, and It would be curious to
explain the state of mind of this great
writer when his admiration for Tallhade's
style le?ds him to excuse the dangerous
tendency of Tallhade's articles.

Rnvasres of the German Storm.
BERLIN. Oct 11. Further reports of

the ravages of the recent storm have been
received from various points. In Gotha
a whirlwind did much damage. The
Burschenshaft monument, in process of
erection, near Elsenbach, was partially
demolished. The Rhine is rapidly rising.
It has already risen 16 feet at Cologne.'

The health authorities at Bremen have
adopted special quarantine regulations
against vessels from Asiatic ports on the
Black Sea, owing to an outbreak of the
plague.

Trial of the Horos.
LONDON, Oct. 11. The hearing of the

case of Theodore and Laura Jackson, who
have been passing under the name of
Horos, charged with conspiring to defraud
women of moriey and jewelry by fortune-cellin- g,

and against whom other serious
charges are made, wa3 resumed today.
Victims corroborated the opening speech
yesterday of Charles W. Mathews, rep-
resenting the Treasury. They detailed the
fantastic performances and vows connected

(Continued from First Page.)

by the Hawk. It Is In evidence here that
the Hawk carried No. 8 to Commodore
Schley and this letter commences: 'in
reply to your letter, No. 8, I would state,"
and so on. Then it says: 'Regarding

Information from McCalla." Now
don't that refresh your memory upon the
point that when he received No. 8 from
the Hawk he received with it the in-

closed information from Captain McCalla,
which is the memorandum?"

"He probably did. He might have re-
ceived lf a dozen times. That was
not the first time it was sent"

"Does not that settle It that he i got
it from the Hawk?"

"I do not knov that it necessarily does."
Lfeutenant Marsh was then excused.

Captain Chadwick Called.
The last witness of the day was Captain

French E. Chadwick, at present In com-
mand of the Newport Naval Station. He
went on the stand at 3:30. and had not
concluded his testimony when the court
adjourned. He was questioned by Mr.
Hahna concerning the code of signals ar-
ranged by Captain McCalla, of the d,

with the insurgent Cubans near
Cienfuegos. He replied:

"Capiain McCalla arrived off the reefs
of Key We3t at noon on the 19th of May.
He came on board, and was there some
time with Admiral Sampson and myself.
After coming on deck he spoke to me,"
and said he had made an arrangement
with the Cubans off Cienfuegos by which
they could communicate with the ships.
He said he did not care to have anything
said abput it, as he was going back the
next day, and his would probably be the
first ship there. He was accidentally de-

layed at Key West by his inability to get
coal 2nd water until the next day, so that
Instead of leaving on the 20th he left on
the 21st"

"Was this system of signals reduced to
writing V

"No."
"What was said, if anything, about re-

ducing them to writing?"
"He was anxious about them. He did

not want the code to get out publicly. He
seemed to have an Idea that the Spaniards
might get hold of it and get the Cubans
into trouble thereby."

"To whom, if you recollect,' did you com-
municate this system of signals, or in-

formation respectingvit?"
"My memory is entirely at fault regard-

ing that. I cannot say positively that I
communicated it to anybody."

"Did you, communicate it to Commodore
Schley? If not, why not?"

"The signals were not communicated to
Commodore Schley because Captain Mc-
Calla said he was going back the next
day at once, and would give them to all
the ships off Cienfuegos himself."

"Was Commodore Schley then in Key
West?"

"He had left on the morning of the 19th
for Cienfuegos."

"Some hours before McCalla --arrived
with this system of signals?"

"About three hours before."
"Do you remember communicating thl3

system yourself to Captain Evans?"
"I have no recollection of, it."
"Do you remember whether Commodoro

Schley was advised at that time that Cap-
tain McCalla was- - operating off Cienfue-
gos,. or not?"

"He had been informed that McCalla's
ships would form a part of his squadron.
I do not remember any part of the con-
versation. Commodore Schley was on
board the New York on the afternoon of
the ISth until 4 o'clock, and, as he was
going to Cienfuegos the next day, we sup-
posed he would be given the information."

Schley on the Flagship.
"You have referred to a visit by Com-

modore 'Schley at Key West Can you
btate anything that occurred there in
Commodore Schley's presence bearing
upon the subject of this inquiry?"

"My only distinct recollection In regard
to a conversation was Commodore Schley's
statement to the Admiral that he desired
to be perfectly loyal. He said that he
was pleased to be under his command;
that he could be assured that he should
be entirely loyal in all his conduct."

"At what time did you fall in with the
flying squadron?"

"We anchored at Key West a little be-

fore 4 o'clock in tho afternoon of the 18th
of May, and found Commodoro Schley's
squadron there."

"Did Commodore Schley go on board
the flagship?"

"He came on board."
"Were you present at an Interview?"
"I was present there the whole time he

was there. In the cabin the only persons
who were present permanently, so to
speak, were Admiral Sampson, Commo-
dore Schley and myself. There were some
different persons coining and going."

''Did Commodore Schley come aboard
Admiral Sampson's flagship on June 1, off
Santiago, when the latter reached there V

"Yea, sir; he came aboard in the Vixen."
"Will you please tell the court what oc-

curred during that Interview? "Was there
anything said with regard to the feasibil-
ity of conductng a blockade off San-
tiago?"

"Yes. I remember Commodoro Schley
spoke in my presence, and, I think, to
myself, as he was leaving the ship, saying,
'You cannqt blockade those ships in there
if they want to come out' I remember
that."

The Judge-Advoca- te Did you have any
information whatever, from any source,
that Cervera's fleet was going to make a
sortie from tho harbor of Santiago on
July 2?'

"None whatever, within my recollec-
tion."

Takirg the witness for n,

Mr. Raynor asked: "Do you recollect
the dispatch, which will be found In the
official report of Admiral Sampson, dated
May 2D, which congratulates Commodore
Schley upon his success? I will read the
dispatch. 'Following telegram was sent
to Commodore Schley to both Port An-
tonio, Jamaica, and Mole St. Nicholas:
"I congratulate you on success. Maintain
close blockade at all hazards, especially
at night. Very little to fear from torpedo-bo- at

destroyers. Coal in open sea when-
ever conditions permit. Send a ship to
examine Guantanamo with a view to oc-
cupying it as & base, coaling heavy ships
one at a time. Appraise captured coal;
use it if deslrtd, and afterward send ship
in as prize" '?"

Objected to
"I remember that very well because I

protested --against his congratulations. I
asked him why he persisted, and he said:
'Want to encourage him.' "

"You recollect that because you pro-
tested against putting that in the dis-
patch?"

"I said that under the circumstances I
thought it was Improper."

"Did you meet Admiral Watson at any
time and have a conversation with him?"

f Admiral Dewey I don't think that has
anything to do with it You know what
we want We want all the facts relating
to these specifications, and we don't want
anything about conversations with Ad-
miral Watson, Commodores or anybody
else on other subjects.

Mr. Raynor This testimony has all gone
In. It ought not to have gone In.

Admiral Dewey Of course it ought not.
You ought to have been watching.

"I did object to it twice and then, when
I stated that it was something In refer-
ence to something that occurred before, I
did not want to disagree with the court"

Judge-Advoca- te No objection was made
to conversations after June 1 relating to
the blockade as .maintained pripr thereto.

Mr. Raynor Did you at anyv time ap-
prove of the blockade which Commodore
Schley maintained before June 1? What
was your opinion?

Judge-Advoca- te I object.
Admiral Deyvey The court does not

want the opinion.
Mr. Hanna We ha.ve not asked opin

ions of officers commanding ships regard-
ing that. We" have carefully abstained
from so doing.

Mr. Raynor Then I will ask you in
reference to the leaving of these vessels.
You have stated that it has been in tes-
timony here that this signal code with
the Cuban Insurgents was not made
known to- Commodore Schley. Have you
not fallen into a slight error in point
of time? Did not the flying squadron
leave Key West before McCalla got to
Key West, and have not you inadvert-
ently fallen Into error in point of this?
You could not have given Commodore
Schley the code because you did not have
it until Captain McCalla got there. Isr
that not the reason?

The witness admitted that this was so.
"Captain Evans has testified here that

he knew it Could you give me the
source from which he derived his Inform-
ation?"

"I do not remember speaking of It to
Captain Evans, nor that I told him to
communicate It to Schley. When McCalla

j came in, it was expected that his ship
would reach Cienfuegos about the same
time as the Iowa and the Dupont and
McCalla said he would carry the signal
agreement back with him. That signal
was really for the benefit of the Cubans
and the McCalla memorandum was for
Commodore Schley. The memorandum
was full and explicit In that.regard. If I
may explain It a little farther, by the
afternoon of the next or the afternoon
of the day after McCalla came In. in-

formation was received of the arrival of
the Spanish squadron at Santiago. So
that any question of the Insurgent Cu-
bans about Cienfuegos dropped out of
sight"

"You say that after the arrival of Cap-
tain McCalla information was received of
the arrival of the Spanish squadron at
Santiago? Will you kindly give us the
Information and ffom whom It came?"

News of Cervcrn.
"The first Intimation we had was by a

telegram from the Navy Department
mentioning that 'the information may
well he correct' Next dnj Lieutenant-Command-

Staunton was in Key West
and saw Captain Allen, who gaid that the
evening before he had received commu-
nication from Havana that the Spanish
squadron had gone into Santiago, and he
was only waiting until the evening of the
20th to have It corroborated, as the oper-
ator who sent the Information put him-
self In communication with our office In
Key West only onCe a day, about G

o'clock in the evening. Staunton came
with that information and then went up
in the evening to wait a second telegram,
which corroborated the first and which
caused Admiral Sampson to believe that
the Spanish fleet was in Santiago and also
caused him to write the second dispatch,
directing the movement toward Santi-
ago."

Mr. Raynor Is this the telegram you
refer to: "The report of the Spanish
fleet being at Santiago de Cuba might
very well be correct," go that the De-
partment strongly advised that you send
word Immediately by the Iowa to Schley
to proceed off' Santiago de Cuba with his
whole command, etc.

"That Is the telegram I refer to."
"Did I understand you to say that that

caused the belief that the Spanish fleet
was in Santiago?"

"No sir. What caused the belief was
the information received from Captain
Allen, of the Signal Corps, who was in
charge of the telegraph office in Key
West. He Informed Lieutenant Staunton,
who was in Key West at noon on the
20th, that this Information had come
over night from Havana."

"Could I Interrupt you just a min-
ute? Was No. 7 the dispatch referred to
(the 'Dear Schley' dispatch) being sent In
answer to this inclosuro?"

"Yes. That was sent after receiving this
dispatch."

"Did the Admiral then telegraph the
Department practically a paraphrase of
this letter No. 7?"

Word Sent to Schley.
"This dispatch and thet telegram to the

Department ' paraphrasing" it were pre-
pared on the night of the 19th and were
sent that night, I think. At noon of the
20th, Lieutenant Staunton 'saw Captain
Allen In Key West and came back with
the assurance from Captain Allen that
the Spanish fleet was there. Then the
doubt in Sampson's mind was relieved
and he then wrote a dispatch to he sent
by the Marblehead, which we were ex-
pected to get off hourly. She, however,
was delayed and the flagship got under
way at 4 o'clock In the morning of the
21st and went over to Havana. From
there, as there was more possibility of
delay In the Marblehead's departure than
was expected, he sent the Eagle and the
Hawk with a copy of this dispatch and
a supplementary dispatch to Commodore
Schley, also with verbal Instructions to
the commanding officer of the Hawk to
move at once toward Santiago."

"Is this the dispatch you refer to, No.
8? 'On tho 21st, the following instruc-
tions were written at Key West for Com-
modore Schley and sent at 3 A. M., to
the "Marblehead to be delivered with all
dispatch: "The Spanish squadron prob-
ably at Santiago, four ships and three
torpedo-bo- at destroyers. If you are satis-
fied they are not at Cienfuegos, proceed
with all dispatch, but cautiously, to San-
tiago de Cuba, etc." ' Is that the dis-
patch that was sent to Commodore Schley
after the doubt was removed In the mind
of Admiral Sampson of where the Span-
ish fleet was?"

"Yes."
"You have stated that he became cer-

tain on this subject?"
"He became assured, or at least my Im-

pression Is that ho felt ' assured after
the receipt of the second word from Cap-

tain Allen In regard to the matter. That
was on the evening of the 20th."

"Was that an assurance, may I ask
you, of whether the Spanish fleet was at
Santiago, or whether it had gone into
Santiago?"

"At Santiago." "

"Does. It .state anything about having
gone in and come out?"

"No; that they were there."
At this point In Captain Chadwick's

testimony, the court adjourned for the
day.
