ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 14.—An In-
teresfing came affecting the military has
just besn reported here, and is causing
considerable comment in the Rusalan pa-
pers. April 3, Lieutenant Kilykoff, of the
Thirty-seventh Dragoons, &nd & certain
nobtleman, Mallnkoffsky, had an exchange
of words In the local zoologleal garden.
Lieutenant Klykoff placed his hand on
the handle of his revolver and ordercd
Malinkoffsky to desist from addressing
him. Malinkoffsky did not at once obey,
and the Lieutenant drew hiz weapon, and
after a scuffle fired three times, Malin-
koffsky dled from the effecta of one of
the bulleta.

Kiykoft has been tried in a military
court and condemned to & year and o
half imprizonment.

PETERSBURG, Oct. 14.—It can
now be foreseen that the widespread crop
fallures. the consequent famine and the
rellef work of the government and of phil-
anthropista will be engrossing subjeects in
this emplre during the approaching Win-
ter. The word famine is not used In the
official publications, which speak of fam.
Ine-stricken districts as “‘places that are
in an unfavorable conditlon as respects
the harvest,” but the facts that are freely
admitted show that the struggic to keep
the peasant population allve until a new
harvest will be harder than has been
known since 1891-Z. The extent of the
disaster can be vaguely surmiséd from an
Inspection of the government report,
willoh names the Province of Viatka as
among those where thers was an “Insufi-
clent harvest.” and which giver the
Amount of governmental assistance re-
quired at 7§2,000 poods ofrye.

Te Take Over Tramway System.

LONDON, Oct. 15—"American enter-
prise in Russin,” says a dispatch to the

CUBAN  ELECTION LAW

GOVERNOR-GENERAL WO0OD WILL
PROMULGATE IT TODAY.

Several Changes Made In the Draft
Adopted by the Conatitu-
tional Comvention.

HAVANA, Oct. l4—Governor-General
Wood will tomorrow promulgate the elec-
tion law. Soeveral changes have heen
made In the draft that was adopted by
the constitutional convention. The pro-
vielon making It necessary for uninscribed
Bpaniardg to secure from the Secretary
of State a document showing themselves
eligible to vots %as been stricken out,
as it was considered In conflict with the
treaty of Paris,

Instead of the constitutional eonventlon
taking charge of the elections, a central
board of scrutiny will recelve and trans-
mit to the Governor-General full reports
85 to alli matters perteining to Phe elec-
tlons. Upon receipt of the complete re-
turns the Governor-General will announce
the date for the aszsemblage of the Cuban
Congrees, the procinmation of the Presi-
dent and Viee-President, and the formal
transfer of the government of the islands
to the government to be established. The
date of the eiections has been changed
from December 31, 1801, to February 14,
1802,

The Presidential and Benatorial electors
will ussemble In the capitals of the prov-
inces to elect the President, Vice-Presl-
dent and Sepators.

Havana Postal Fraod Cases.

HAVANA, Oct, 14.—The Indictments In
the postofice fraud cases have not yet
been made publie. It Is known, however,
that the fiscal has asked that C. F. W,
Neely, Estes G. Rathbone and W. H.
Reeves, the Indlcted officlals, be =en-
tenced to Imprisonment for terms ranging
from M to 20 years.
