LONDON, Orct. J&—When the hesring
of the charges against Theodore and
Laura Jackson (Ann Odelin Disp de Barr)
was resumed in the Pollee Court today
the woman entered the dock dressed in
spotiess white. Bhe placed ber hands to-
gviber before ber faco and clesed her
eFes In the attitude of prayver, The crowd
in the courtroom was eilent. The hearing
was devoted to revolting testimony of
the behavior of the male defendant to-
ward a joung womnon who was one of
the wvictims of the puir. The slleged de-
ceptions were seemingly accompanied by
hypnotic Infitence As the prisoners left
the dock they wers hissed by the spec-
intors. Jackson cried: “Keep quiet, you
reptiies.” The testimony was of such a
charecter that the London papers, which
ususliy print verbatim reports of sen-
sationa! criminal trinls, say that in this
instance they sre unable 10 do so.

King Leopold's Proposed Visit,

BRUSSELS, Oct. 1£—In regard to King
feopold's proposed wvisit to the United
Biates. It I# understood here that His
Majesty has entertained Lhe idea for
some time. though absolutely nothing is
known In court circles as to when he
intends o carry out _his purpost. There
gre no slgns of preparations belng made
for his departure. Members of the royal

household consider that as-the chambers
have been convoked and as parllnmentary
life is in full swing, the present is not the

Notorieons Brigand Captured.

ROME, Oct. 16—The notorious brigand,
Muesolina, has been caplured, afier o
fierce resistance at Urbino, He had long
terrorized Calabria, and Is credited with
having committed 25 murders. Owing to
sympathy shown himr by the peasantry he
had always escaped caplure, despite the
immense reward the government offered
for hig arrest. His career as an oullaw
began ¥ years ago, when he waa libernted
from what he considered unjust lmpris-
onment. He vowed to kill the 15 wit-
nesses who were responsible for his con-
victlon, and he 1s sald actuslly to have
dispatched IL

Effect of Eight-Hour Law.

PARIB, Oct. 16—The Central Committee
of Coal Owners, replying to a government
Inquiry &= to the working hours In mines,
says: "An eight-hour law would reduce
the cutput more than §500,000 tons. Thou-
sends of miners over half of France would
be thrown out of work. Tn the other
half of France thoe competition of for-
elgn coal flelds would leave such a smsll
margin between the cost of production
and the selling value that a reduction of
wages would be necessary.”

Order Rextored at Seville.

MADRID, Oct. 1&—In the Chamber of
Deputies today, the Minister of War, Gen-
ernl Weyler, read a telegram from the
Captain-General of Seviile, announcing
thaet order had been restored there and
that the city had resumed s usual as-
pect. General Weyler also Introduced a
bill reducing by #0000 men the army en-
listment for 182 Senor Moret, Minister
of the Interior, declared that the dis-
ordere in Gljon had been fomented by
the Carlists.

dayonets and ball-eartridges, attacked the
quarters of the Durhamse. Bevere fighting
followed, during which many of the men
were injured. A number of the Durhams
mre suffering from dangercus bayonet
wounds.

Rioting in Bessarabia.

VIENNA, Ort. 16.—~The Neust Abena-
biatt reports that there has riot-
ing in Kircheneff, Bessarabla, where 1000
students attacked and wrecked the house
of the Governor, the headquartsrs of the
police and the office of the Official Ga-
sette. Many encounters took place be-
tween the students and the police and
11 persons were killed and 36 others In-
Jured,

The crose-¢xamination was conducted
by Mr, Hanna, who guestioned ths wit-
ness In deitall concerning thh signal to
the Oregon to use her 13-Inch guns, ask-
Ing the witness why he remembered it
apecially.

“Fecause 1 sent 1t myself,"” was the re-
ply.

“Did you slzo seénd@ the others on which
you have refreshéed your memory bY
referring to s our book?”

The witness sald that he hagd made
them. He d!d not regall that the Oregon
had made any résponse to the signal to
that wvessel. Mr. Hanna also called at-
tention to an entry in the signal books
of the Brooklyn and the Bt. Paul of a
message for Admirfal Sampson. It ap-
peared that as read by the 8t Paul, the
signnl was ay follows:

Licutenant Webster gave a brief ac-
count of the battle of July 3 He sald
that when the signal was given to clear
ship for ®etlon. he had run forward.
having charge of the forward gun deck
battery. He had then seen the Texas
and the Towa a little abaft the Brook-
Iyn's beam. When the engines were
atarted the Brooklyn had headed directly
toward the harbor, the helm being
chinged frequently untll after firlng was
begun, when thé helm was put hard
eport. He estimated that the enemy’s
vessels were 1400 to 1600 yards distant
when the Brooklyn began its turn and
that after the loop was completed it was
2200 yards, {ncrensing to 280 wards when
the Vizeaya turned It

Bombardment of the Colon.

Speaking of the bombardment of the
Colon May 31, the witness sald he had
observed it from the Brooklyn, and that
while ha had noticed that the first shots
fell short, he had seen one laler which
he thought had fallen under the Colon's
counter. He had gotten the Impression
from this engagement that the ghore bat-
terles were stronger than they had pre-
viously been supposed to be. He thought
after that time that these batteries were
manned with elght-Inch guns,

On cross-examination Captein Lemly
had the witness read from the log of the
Brooklyn an entry to the effect that the
Brooklyn had steamed out at night. The
Judge-Advocate asked only a few ques-
tlons on hls own account, but put two or
three at the instance of the court, as fol-
lnwr

“When the fiylng squndron was block-
ading Clenfuegos, dild the column of ves-
sels at night keep on a line perpendlicular
to the shore line, or on a line nearly par-
allel to the shore line?"

"My recollection !s that the line was
perpendicular to the shore line,”

“How d!d' the Spanislt glilps bear to-
ward the Brooklyn, when the Brooklyn's
helm was put hard aport July 37"

“It seems to me the Teresa was nearly
broad on the port bow, the Vizcaya per-
haps three points on the port bow. The
helm had beegy eased sport before that,
80 It had changed their bearings some-
what. It was hard to tell at the begin-
ning of the turn how they bore"

“What were the relative positions of
the Brooklyn and thé Colon when the
Colon passed the Vizcayn? How was the
Brooklyn heading at the time?

“The Colon passed Inside the Vizcava
at a distance of about 2000 yards. So that
at that time her range would probably
have been {800 yards, She bore the same
bearing as the Colon at that time, for-
ward of the starboard beam about two
points. The Brooklyn was heading
probably mnearly west."

The court adfourned untl! tomorrow.

Secretary James R. Branch's report
ghowed a balance on hand of $1587, and a
total membership of 58, an Increase dur-
Ing the vear of 8 per cent.

Charles T. Phillips, of New York, read
& paper on the “Business [n Forelgn
Countries Analogous to Trust Companles
in the United Btates." He said that,
strictly speaking, there are no trust com-
panies In Europe or the Orfent and none
in the Latin-American countries, barring
one erected upon a purely American foun-
datlon and one or two In a nascent state.
*The Ideas," sald he, “underlylng bor-
porate ﬂduclunshlp are the produoct of
our speclal development.” Concerning
trusteeship, Mr. Phillips sald that in Eua-
rope the Individual trustee Iz In  such
esteem as 10 meke the success of cor-
porate trustesshlp on a very large scale,
at least for the {mmediate present, ex-
tremely doubtful. As to the provisions
for care of long-time deposits, both the
English and Continental banks furnish
Americn with precedents eminently wor-
thy of respectful gtudy.

The speaker briefly deseribed the mort-
gnge banks of Germany and Austrla and
some other European countries, créated
to ald agricultore, but limited in respeet
to thelr duties as fiduciarles and enlarged
from the role asslgned In Prance and,
to some exteat, In other countries, to
boards of trade, chambers of commerce,
ete., In matters relating . to bankruptcy
and recelverships.

As to regulation of credit, Mr. Phillips
declared that the United States had
proved Itgelf to be, In respect to the
common financlal needs of all who must
work for a living with either heads or
hands, the least democratle of the great
clvHized powers. As the result of & more
dircet and democratic policy than ours,
the corporations In France most ennlo-
gous tn our companies have obtalned a
proportion so large as to make even the
most prosperous of our trust compgnies,
and of our banks as well, seem very small
Indeed.

A, paper entitled, “Powera of Fiduci-
aries Outside the State of Thelr Appaint-
ment,"" was read by Fredcﬂck Vierling,
of Bt. Louls.

“Trust company forms " ra[d H., M.
Young, of Chicago, “should teil thelr gtory
g0 plainly that any ong of average In-
telligence could wunderstand how they
were to be usged. It should never require
the services of a chartered accountant to
chack o proper sy=tem of frust pecount-
Ing, and grrors should be discovered auto-
matlcally. The carh scouritles shonld
never be in the custody of the same clerk
that Kecpe the books.”

CLEV‘ELAND Oect, 16.—Secretary Hyer-
son Ritchle. of the McKinley Nationni
Memorial Assoslation, stated today that
he had recelved reports Indicatng that
railway organizations are being rapidly
formed in all sections of the country b¥Y
the trustees and homorary members of
the organization. Judge W. R. Day haws
appointed an auxlliary commitiee In Can-
ton, Alexander H. Revell has begun the
work of organization In Chieago and Iili-
nols: David R. Francls {n 8t. Louls and-
the Bouthwest: C. N. Bliss 1s arranging
for an auxiilary assoclation in New York:
George B. Cortelyou has taken up the
work at the Natlonal capltal, Henry T.

Minnesota and ‘the Northwest. Indeed,
from all of the (rustees and from the
Governors of the states and territories,
who are all honorary members, as well as
from Individuals and socletles there come
promises of active efforts and of wide-
spread organization among the people.

The first purpose of the Me-
Kinley Natlonal Memorial Assoclation Is
to erect A tomb which will be the Na-
tlon’s tribute, typical in strength, beauty
and dlgnity of the man who les beneath
it; this secured, the association then in-
tends to contribute toward the rearing of
a noble memeorial at Washington. Auxil-
iary organizations should be formed in
every eliy, town and hamlet, which will
be in direct touch with their state commit-
tee and with the general movement.

Presi-
dent McFarland, Becretary Walsh, Chalr-
man Bell and Vice-Chalrman Edson, rep-
resenting the Memorial Arch Association
called to mnotify Presldent Roosevelt of
his election and to ask his approval of
the hroject, which was explained to him.
President Roosevelt expressed a cordial
interest in the matter and indicated a de-
sire to see 2the project succeed. Afterward
the representatives of the Memorial Arch
Assoclation talked with Becretary Cor-
telyou, who is the Washington repre-

MOLOKAI LEFER SETTLEMENT.

Heport by Chief Quarantine Officer
Cofer, of Hawall,
WASHINGTON, Oct, 16.—There are now
805 lepers and 164 ciean persons at the
Molokal leper settlement in Hawall, ac-
cording to a report just recelved from
Chief Quarantine OMeer Cofer, In charge
of the Marine Hospltal work {n Hawall,
All these are housed, fed, clothed and
governed for $0.000 a year. The report
pralées the hopeful and cheerful way in
which these poor people resign themselves
to their fate. Surgeon Cofer reports he
made careful inquiry as to the chemces
of the Infectlon of clean people working
among the lepers, gnd that the gesneral
opinion was that In time they would be-
come lepers. In the last 10 years, however,
only 10 clcan res!dents have become lep-
ers. 'The Board of Health has initiated
a new system for preventing the lepers
and thelr relatives and friends from em-
bracing and kissing cach other by march-
ing the wvisltors immediately from the
steamer landing to & corral with 5 double
fence, The friends are compelled to re-
maln Inslde thls inclosure and the lépers
gather around and talk through the bars,
YVisitors are permitted at any time under
this svstem, instead of only once n year,
as formerly. The results of known ex=
posure te leprosy show an uncerialnty as
to the chanpels of Indlvidual Infectlon,
which makes the disease one of the most
difffoult to operate malnst, Women are
said to be less liable to it than men. The
three oldest patients &t the settlement ar.
rived In 1574, 1576 and 1570 respectively. The
recruits to the seftlement each year dur-
Ing the lnst decade range from 132 In 1890
to 9 In 19K, ahowing a gradunl decrease,
despite the fact that the hunt for lepers
through the iz!ands never before has been
