Miss Mary Foy tnok a comparatively new
subjoc:, “Our Foreign Ststers.” meaning
the women of foroign birth living among
us. She @welt _upun the neccssity of
cleser personal contact, that they “may
become more it to milse AmiTicun clti-
sens, She sald In part:

“We pmich thelr chiliren through the
schools, The men must be somewhat n-
fluenced by contect with American men
In busines=. The women may learn many

things in-imiation—they may even learn
to be business women—butl they cannot
grisp 1he highest idenls of the best
Americans without direct sympathetic

oommunication with onr best women—
with women lke yoursclves—intelligent,
patrintic and fall of sympathy. There
must somoething In the home to sup-
plement what i= being done at school, and
it j= to Impress this that 1 am before you
this afiernoon.

“Once gel & woman to understand that
*her boye and girls may rise o any helght,
Fprovided they have {t In themselves to
carry themselves there, and she will be-
come u typical Agnerican mother.”

The most notable nddrexs of the ses-
sion was delivered by Mrs. Strickiand
Ciark. the firwt woman Inwyer in Detroit,
Mich,, but now a resident of Los Angeles,
Her tople was “Equal Pay for Equal
Worlc™ Mre, Clurk approved of the prin-
ciples, but thought It was rarcly the case
that women could render “equal sorvices'
ax itbey becume wage-varners, sither at
an early age or after mature years, while
man's service was continuous through
many years. “And ™ she sald, "a career
which sacrifices wifehood and motherhood
¥ not the pgoal of the movement {or
woman's advancement, nor is it con.
ducive to the evolution of mankind.*”

The following remarks called forth
much ardmated discussion:

“But that 1t Is in the dlvine aconomy of
being, or thaot It 8 in accordance with
nature’s laws, that women, as a class,
should strive for or even accept o posl-
tion of equallty in the world's industries,
I 4o mot belleve. A clvilizrtion that re-
quires it i= crude. A phllosophy that de-
mands It 1s g philosophy of sorleiy that
1s reactionury wather than reformatory:
snd soch teachings as those. notsbly of
Mre, Charlotie Perkins-Stetson-Gliman
snd Dllve Schrelner, in the Cosmopolitan
of two years ago, are crude and abnormal
¢ryings for that stnte which, If attalned,
would Jead us hack to the savagery of the
past. In what state have we ever found
the women of the race the Inborers of
the race? In savagery always."

Women and Forestry.

The forestry law passedl by the Penn-
sylvania Leglsiature in 1887 is sald to be
the best In the United States, and {a
largely dus to the efficlent work of the
Etate Federstion of Women's Cluba. who
have accomplished wonderful results in
thig line of work. In recognition of thelr
services, Governor Stone hes appolnted
Miss Myra L, Dock a member of the
Biate Forestry Commission. Miss Dock
is eminently fitted for the position, as
sho has for years mnde forestry a study,
both in this country and abroad, in Ger-
many, having stulled under instroctors
who gave specinl pttention to the Black
Forest. Her lectures and writings heve
glven ber a world-wide reputation, and
she 18 considered an autbority om park
and clity Improvements. AMiss Dock s
erlso one of the best-known clubwomen
of the Eanst. Would that her spirit might
#nter into the clubwomen of Oregon, and
fuch & ory be ralsed sgainst the wanton
destruction of the magnificent trees of
this =tnte end city that would at jeast
rtay the ax till the Legisiature could be
2sked to prevent such vandallem.

Joect might be made tempiing in such at-
tractive hablllments,

Specinliles or Lay Workers.

At tha convention of the National
League of Women Workers, Misa Vir-

ginia Potter, of the Far and Near Club,
‘suggested that in home departments a
‘class be formed of “epecialists or lay
worker«”™ where club members who have
any specialty in home or housework could
demonstrate 1t for the bemefit of those
less expert In that particular iine, giving
‘ms examjfen, fine ironing, darning, mend-
ing, the shining-up of household articles,
In conclusion =he said: *“I should Uke
%o Inciude In our specinity classez the use
of the hammer, putting up curtains and
pirtures, the laying of carpet =nd ofl-
cloth, the mending of roller shades, and
sverything which we women have to do
50 often and do so badly just for the
want of a lUttle knowing how."

The large Cam-
bridge Club, of Brookiyn, will devote this
year to the same study, and has a well-
lald out and comprehensive programme
arranged, expecting to employ distin-
gulshed lecturers from time to time,

FEELING IS MORE CONFIDENT

Businéss on Berlin Bourse @uict But
Stronger.

BERLIN, Oct. 20, —Notwithstanding

much news  from the industrial centers,
the Bourse Jast wesk was comparatively
ttrong. The volume of business remains
siight, outsiders holding aloof. Never-
theless the feellng is somewhat more
confident.
. A favorable factor was the buying of
conl and Iron shares for forelgn account.
It is asserted that considerable French
money was Invested In such securities
during the week. and especislly In coul
ghares, upon the expecialion of & coal
strike In France. Wednesduy, from 100,-
00 to 200,000 marks were Invested In
Harpener coal for Paris account. There
has alsc been some. British buying.
Nevertheless, conl shares generally were
neglected, domestic investors belng In-
fluenced by American imports of coal and
the impending reduction In prices. The
improvement In coal and [ron shares
reached four polnts this week. The coke
market s described ax “very [feeble"
Siocks-are aRccumulating, and it s con-
sidered certaln “that the sltuntion must
Increase the restrictlon of the ouiput to
80 per cent.

American rallroad sharea were the
strongest featurc. Northern Pacifie pre-
ferred was heavily bought by New York,
gaining 418 polnts yesterday, On the
week the galn was 6.62 polnts, the closing
quotation being 1462 Forelgn rentes
wire generally strong, particularly 'in
Chines: loun, owing to the signing of the
peace protocol. Itallans were strong on
the fall of gold premiums, but Spaniards
wore weak.

In conssgquence of the condition of the
money market, domestic lonns were
weak, Imperial threes lost .06 and Prus-
sian threes 4. There was much short
selling of both. Forelgn holders algo
sold.  Another cuuse of weakness was the
rate of new loans, annd the belief that
the government continues to =scil the
loans privately, antlcjpating the Issue.
It ¥s now regarded as certaln that con-
slderable new loans will be founted after
the new year, both imperial and Prussian,

Frivate discount advanced on the week
% of a polnt to @ per cent, which was
malntained, The Impulse to this was
chiefly the scarcity of money In Parls.
Considerable French paper was offered
here for discount., Another  causs was
the Reichsbank's return for the week,
which proved somewhat unsatisfactory,
It is sald the bank his been compolled to
prolong a number of bills In order to
1;::!n-\'em Insolvencles and other difficul-

Tho Bourse gave conslderable attetitlon
to the negotiations between the Alge-
melne Elekiricltaets-Gesselschaft, of Ber-
lin, and the Schuckert Eleotrical Com-
pany of !\'ur_l:.mburs. for establishing a
community of “interest, arranging prices
und saving expenges in selllng. The
shares of the latter company Improved
strangly In consequence. ‘

German works are now securing orders
for locomotives in Indla, This Is ex-
pinined by the possibility of more rapld
delivery, owing to the fact that the Brit-
ish works have heavy orders ahead. The
Prussian rallway authorities wil -soon
order 400 locomotives,

THE LAW WILL NOT HOLD

STATUTE PROTECTING GAME 18
PROBABLY DEFECTIVE.

Diseriminates Agninst Boys Under 16
Years 0ld and Hunters From
Outslde States,

OLYMPIA, Oct, 3.—The Legislature of
1511 passed & game law that it was hoped
would cure defects In former laws and
lend greater protection to game gener-
ally. But it has become apparent thal
.the measuredls sadly defective. One of
the pro ong of the new Inw Is to the
effect that boys under 16 years of age
arc exempe from its regquirements and an-
other !s that hunters from outside siates
gre discriminated agalnst, These twao
dlscriminative features of the law are
causing the various game wardens of the
state conslderable trouble and it is not
improbable will cause the law to be de-
clared unconstitutional, In fact a Bu-
pericr Judge I Spokane County has al-
ready ‘declared the law unconstitutional
on the feature relative to exempting
boys, and it Is likely that the other weak
spot in the law will be brought into the
courts =oon.

In this county iz a man who is ready
to be arrested for killing deer without
first having procured the $1 license, and
the County Attorney is apparently doubt-
ful about securing a convictidn shauld he
cause the arrest. It I8 Known that an
agreement has been entered Into between
a number of sportsmen whereby they are
to help test the law In case this man is
charged with Its vivlation. An appar-
ently honest effort was made in the 1eg-
fsleture to make the law effectlve, but
it would appesr that the présent measure
is wholly lacking in many points. Nu-
merous hunters pay no attentlon to the
taw, partlcularly since the season for
Killing deer opened.

STUDY OF HISTORY.

New Class Organizes at Oregon Uni-
versity.

EUGENE, Oect. 19.—Professor Joseph
Schafer. head of the department of his-
tory of the University of Oregon, has
organized a class of history, composed of
post-graduate students and under-grad-
uates doing work fn sophomore history
and above. The class will mest twice a
moath on Wedneaday evenings, and stu-
dents doing work In it will be granted
university credit for the same. The pur-
pose s to train students In the methods
and prinelples of historical research and
critielsm, and to this end a text will be
uzed on the subejct, Professor Schafer
intends to brihg before the students ex-
amples of historical rescarch and com-
plete -explanations of how the work
i carried on. Both Dr. Strong and Pro-
fessor Bchafer, who have done consider-
able work In this line, wili deliver a series
of lectures explaining the methods of re-
senrch work In history. In connection
with this work, the members will be ex-
pected to study various specimens of his-
torical lterature. Reports will be made
on the same, which they are to study and
compare for the purpose of developing a
proper conception of what constitutes
good historleal style.  Above all, each
member will be expectéd to undertake
during the course of the year, under the
directlon and constant supervision of the
instructor In history, a nractlcal applica-
tion of that which he learns in his class
about historical research work.

Professor Behafer has introduced into
his department a course on westward
expansion, or a study of the history of tha
settlement and development of the United
Btates westward from the Alleghany
Mountains. This course 15 Intended for
graduate students, or those of the ad-
vanced under-graduates who have com-
pleted the required work leading up to
the course.

A speclal feature will be a detalled study
to be made of the nld Northwestern Ter-
ritory, comprising the States of Ohlo, In-
diana, TIllinols, Michigan and Wisconsin.
The members of the class are each to
prepare a thesis and during the course of
{ts preparation to make reports and formal
lectures, the alm belng to trace the wvarl-
ous lines of development, including the
political, economiec and soeclal features,
from the beginning of setilements in
Ohlo at the clo=e of the 15th century to
the present tlme.

A list of toplcs for the theses follows:
Sketches of the political history of the
Northwestern States; progress of popula-
tlon In the Northwestern States; stages of
economic progress In the Northwestern
States: commercial development in the
Northwestern Btates; development of edu-
cation in the Northwestern States; soclal
changes In the Northwestern Btates.

There has been a speclal effort on behalf
of the university authorities to eccure a
falr equlpment for this course. The de-
partment of history now has at lis com-
mand a callection of the publications of
the leading historieal societles In all
these statés, as well as a large number of
state publications. This Is the one part of
our courtry which we may now study
with some detall. says Professor Schafer,
The chief purpose which Professor Schafer
has In view In presenting this couree In
the history of the old Northwestsrn Ter-
ritory is to prepare and train the young
men of Oregon for & proper study of our
own history. The work of the historieal
societies of these older states, since they
have made an exhaustlve study of the
early history of thelr states and have
formulated, through experience, the best
method to pursue in original  rescarch
work of this kind, affords some excellent
suggestions fer students of Oregon his-
tory. Oregon Is a comparatively old
staté, yvet s0 far no attempt has been
made to prepare a history of the state on
strictly sclentific methods. The Pacific
Northwest offers a fertile field for his-
torical work. and the department of his-
tory of the State University will endeavor
to Insnire Its students with the desire to
explore this field, and to produpge his-
torical works worthy of the name.

IMPORTANT LAND OFFICE DECISION

Case Involving the Ownership of
Breitenbusah Hot Springs,
OREGON CITY, Oct. 20, — Regisler
Moores and Recelver Galloway, of the
Oregon City Land Office, have handed
down thelr declsion In one of the most
important contests that has been heard
before them for many months. The case
Is 8 B. Ormsby vs, Claude H. Mane-
fleld and involved the ownership of
Breftenbush Hot Springs, situated In the
Cascade forest reserve. Mansfleld filed on
the land March 15, 1901, and made proof
May 8, but in view of the contest, which
was filed the same day, a certificate was
not fssued to the eniryman. Mr. Mans-
fleld took up the clalm 13 years ago, and
ag time went on others realized that the
land would some day be very valuable,
The Corvallls & Eastern Rallroad took
an actlve interest in the flght, as their
road now runs to within about 10 miles
of the springe. and when the line is ex-
tended. as It eventuaily will be, the hot
springs are llkely to become a popular
resort. Several months ago Manstleld
was offered 330,000 for a half Interest In

the claim. )

When the case came before the Land
Office the contestant was represented by
Judge H. H. Hewltt, of Albany, anda
Mansfleld's attorney was G. (3. Bingham,
of Balem. Ormesby lg Forest Superinten-
dent. and It I8 #ald that he flled hls
protést In the iInterest of others. He
alleged that the entryman had never made
settiement on the clalm, neéever had &

residence on the same, and It had never
fn good faith been his home; that he had
never cultivated any part of the land;
that the alleged improvements were In-
considerable in value, and werg not made
with any reference to any Improvement
of the land: that mo settlement or cultl-

'vation wes made on the lands befare they

were withdrawn from settlement: that
lands embraced [n the entry are within
the boundaries of the Cascade forest re-
serve and not subject to private eotry,

except by settlement before the setting

apart of =uch reserve and continuous
resldence since the same were With-
drawn: so the cancellation of the entry
was prayed for.

The Register and Recelver declded in R-
vor of the entryman. Thelr opinlon says:
“The evidence In this case was volumin-
ous and contrfadictory, The evidence of
the contestant, however, Is general In
its character and not so direct and spe-
cific as that of contestee and his wit-
nesses. As a rule witnesses for contest-
ant admit only a general knowledge of
the clrcumstances surrounding the case;
have made only casual visits, and admit
geclng Mansfield at Intervals upon the
place, and that he made various improve-
ments. Baker and Hughes, both of whom
tried to fille upon the premises, are the
only witnesses who positively deny that
Mansiéld made any resldence or Im-
provements. In this they nre contradicted
by other witnesses for the contestant.
The testimony for the contestee ls posi-
tive and specific; that of contestant s
general and negative In Its character. In
making proof on the clalm, Mansfieldl and
his witnesses swear that his residence has
heen continuous for-13 years, and Mans-
fleld himself swears that In all that time
he was never away (rom the claim more
than three 'or four months at one “time,
except once when he was slck, when he
was away five months. [t ls evident,
considering the location. of the elaim and
the serlous  [liness of Mansfield
and his wife; -that he has worked
under serious disadvantages, which, In a
sense 8 least, have ehhfinded the strength
of his positjon as sn entryman. The
avidence covering the 13 years thiat have
clapged since he firat-sottled on the clalmy
shows In the aggregate much more in
the way of residence and cultivation than
Is shown by th& majority of homestead
entrymen making proof on the public
lands. As In every case, there is some
evidence purporting to show want of good
falth and want of compliance with® the
law upon the part of contestes, but the
burden of prbof Is always upon the coh-
testant, and a homestepd entry cannot
be set aside on a mere suggestlon or
susplolon of non-complance: with the
law.”” The contestant s glven 30 days In
which to appeal tb the Commissioner of
the General Land Office.

Two carloads
of lumber taken from the old Masonlc
Hall at Umatlila have been shipped in.

The Blackhawk mine, near Alamo, which
was recently sold by H, W, Tracy to
Michigan capitalists, is to have a flve-
stamp mill at once, the machinery belng
now on the way.

At a meeting of the Monument School
Board last week it was declded that new
eeats, maps, curtalns, ete,, be purchased
and other Improvements in the way of
fences and outbulldings be made.

Ten more stamps are belng Installed at
the Quebec mine, near Alamo. The com-
pany has concluded to change the power
at the mill from steam to water, and with
that end In view has secured a number of
whter rights.

Isanc Guker and R. B, Clayton have re-
ceived a payment of 33500 on thelr Fre-
mont group of mines, which they recent-
1y s0ld to the Standard Mining Company,
says a Grant County paper. Thaelr final
payment on the property will be made
January 1,

C. C, Masten has mnde arrangements
with the Astorin & Columbla River Rall-
road to establish a flag statlion at Burn-
flde, 1% miles west of Svensen, Mr. Mas-
ten has had bullt a long platform with a
protecting rail in the rear and a bench
for the accommodation of the publie.

Quince trees in the Milton district show
an excellent yield this Fall. The quinces
dre larger and somewhat better than last
year, and prices are good. Culture of the
quince, however, has been almost entlrely
overlooked In the Walla Walla Valley, and
faw are seen In stores, unless Imported.

School Buperintendent Mack, of Grant
County, has apportioned the sum of
$8200 72 to the varlous school districts of
Grant County. Of thls amount he appor-
tloned $50 to each district, and $5 for cach
teacher employed during the past year
Immedliately preceding the apportionment,
The rest of the apportionment per cap-
ita Is §0.0088 to each child of school age.

M, R, Yates and Frank Light have been
for soma time Interested In perfectlng a
corn-planter, says a Pendleton paper.
They have recently recelved a model made
In Chicagn after thelr ideas, which shows
the corn-planter as It will be placed on the
market. The planter plants corn at dis-
tances of 3 feet 8§ Inches to 4 feet apart,
being provided with an automatle checker,

Work s progressing rapidly at the
Virtue mine, near Baker Clty. A force
of 8 men Is employed In replacing ma-
chinery. Prospecting is going ahead on the
hill, and preparations are under way for
work In the new tunnel, which !s now
being timbered. The steam pipes are
belng fitted, It being the purpose of the
owners to heat the ¢ffice and all mine
bulldings by - steam during the coming
Winter.
