He Had Only Readied the Co aline
Question "When Court Adjourned

Haaaa'i Address Concluded.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 5. The time of
the Schley court of Inquiry "was entirely
devoted today to hearing argument in the
case of Admiral Schley. Mr. Hanna fin-

ished his argument in behalf of the de-
partment which had been begun yesterday
and Captain James Parker began, but did
not conclude his presentation of the case
of Admiral Schley. Mr. Hanna today con-
sidered the retrograde movement, the
bombardment of the Colon and the charge i

made against Admiral Schley of disobe-
dience of orders Captain Parker bad
only reached the coaling question when
the court adjourned. He defended the
conduct of his client at all stages of the
campaign, so far as he went. It is ex-
pected that Captain Parker will conclude
his speech tomorrow, when Mr. Raynor
will begin. '

Admiral Schley reached tne courtroom
&t an early hour, and his friends were
gratified to find that the severe cold with
which he suffered yesterday had disap-
peared.

Mr. Hanna's Address.
In opening Mr. Hanna briefly reverted

to the cruise of the flying squadron from
Cienfuegos to Santiago for the purpose of
showing that neither the Vixen nor the
Merrimac had been thoacause of delay on
the voyage. He continued his discussion
of the retrograde movement, saying that
but one explanation had been given for It
in Admiral Schley's dispatch, namely, the
Inadequacy of the coal supply, although
In his testimony before this court Admiral
Schley gave four reasons for leaving his
station off Santiago.

Mr. Hanna contended that while Com-
modore Schley was acting under the or-

ders contained In dispatch No. 8, when
the retrograde movement began. May 26

that order was superseded by the dis-
patches delivered on the Brooklyn May
27 by Captain Cotton In command of the
Harvard, and in one of which it was
:?ald that "all the department's informa-
tion indicates the Spanish division is still
at Santiago," and to which the order waB
added: 'The department looks to you to
ascertain the fact that the enemy, if
therein, does not leave without a decisive
action."

Mr. Hanna took Issue with Admiral
Schley that this was a suggestion and
not a mandatory order. "So far from be-
ing suggestive, doubtful or uncertain are
the terms of this order, that they ap-
proach the verge of reproof," said Mr.
Hanna. "Their Incisive distinctness is
notable, so much so that I think few sub-
ordinate ofilcers, having turned their
backs on a task to which they had been
assigned, would care to be arrested 4n
such act by a telegraphic order from a
superior couched In such terms."

Mr. Hanna quoted Admiral Schley's dis-
patch of May 27, in which he experienced
regret over not being able to obey orders,
saying 'that as It was written after the
Cotton dispatch had been received. "It was
an explicit confession that the Cotton tel-
egram was an order." Commenting upon
this dispatch he declared that it was "the
most remarkable one to be found In the
annals of the American Navy."

He asserted that the weather was rough
only on May 25, and that, therefore, Com-
modore Schley's assertion that the wea-
ther had been boisterous and the sea
rough every since leaving Key West was
unjustified by the facts.

The speaker also controverted the state-
ment made in Schley's dispatch to the
department to the effect "that it is not
possible to cruise toward Cape Cruz in
Summer owing to south wind?," quoting
several witnesses to show that the wind
'was not far from the south. Quoting the
expression from the same dispatch, J'lt
is to be regretted that the department's
orders cannot be obeyed," Mr. Hanna re-
marked:

"Most undoubtedly. It was a criti-
cal time and the action of Commodore
Schley in abandoning his station before
Santiago, thus, as he himself titates, fail-
ing to obey the department's orders,
created grave anxiety In our national
councils."

Taking up the coal supply of the fleet
as required by specification 6 of the pre-
cepts, Mr. Hanna said that It would ap-
pear from the evidence that the flying
squadron was on May 27, 189S, fairly well
equipped with coal.

Specification No. 7 was next considered.
This required an Inquiry as to whether
every proper effort was made to capture
the Colon as that vessel lay in the har-
bor at Santiago, and referring to It, Mr.
Hanna said:

"Certain cautionary orders issued by the
department to Rear-Admlr- al Sampson
have been cited as forbidding the ex-
posure of vessels to the fire of batteries
and as justifying Commodore Schley'g
conduct of the retonnolssance
of May 31. Assuming that the substance
of these orders was communicated to
Commodore Schley by Admiral Sampson
at Key West on the 18th of May, 1898, it
is clear that they have no application to
the conditions existing at Santiago on the
31st of May. 1898."

Of the eighth specification of the pre-
cept, concerning the withdrawal of ships
of the flying squadron from the vicinity
of the harbor at Santiago at night, Mr.
Hanna said:

"It does not appear from the testimony
adduced before this coure that uiX?88618
fLm h!y,Sf3 ?n SmSk""?1M&l$12Z Si Ia and. the ex--
tent and character of such withdrawal
need not be discussed."

Taking up the blockade of Santiago, Mr.
Hanna said he did not feel competent
to discuss It, and, therefore, would con-
tent himself with outlining Its charac-
ter.

Mr. Hanna said that beyond the Brook-
lyn's turn, the battle of Santiago was
not Involved in the .Inquiry. He said that
Captain Cook and Navigator Hodgson evi-
dently had observed Commodore Schley's
movements on the day of the battle from
a different standpoint. He quoted Captain
Evans, of the Iowa, and Lieutenant Nich-
ols, of the Oreson, to sustain the con-
tention that the Texas came to a stop.
By this, hergued. a battleship was not
only Imperiled, but delayed by the danger
of collision at this critical time. The
loop of the Brooklyn was, he concluded,
the only movement of that day that had
called for any explanation. Mr. Hanna
hadnot? concluded his argument when at
1 o'clock the court took its usual recess
for luncheon.

After recess Mr. Hanna continued his
remarks concerning the Brooklyn's loop,
contending that It was not made to avoid
the Brooklyn's being rammed, as there
was no, such effort at that time. He
quoted Commander Walnwright's testi-
mony to the effect that the Brooklyn's
turn left a gap for the escape of the
enemy.

Mr. Hanna also discussed the reported
colloquy1 between Commodore Schley and
Lieutenant-Command- er Hodgson, which
forms the 10th count in the precept, in
which .Schley was supposed to have said
during the turn: "Damn the Texas." The
remark, Mr. Hanna said, showed a lack
of interest In another ship of the fleet.
He expressed the opinion that there was
much to sustain Mr. Hodgson's recollec-
tion of this incident. He also discussed
the question of the correspondence be-
tween Admiral Schley and Lieutenant-Command- er

Hodgson 'on this subject.
With his remarks upon the correspond-
ence, Mr. Hanna concluded his speech at
2:23 P. M., having spoken for about four
and a half hours.

Captain Parker Opened.
Captain Parke?, junior for Ad-

miral Schley, then began his address In
sup port-'o- f .Admiral Schley.

"I doubt," said Captain Parker, "If the
naval history in the world presents or
has ever represented a case of the 1m-- 1,

portance and character of that in which
we have so long been engaged. I doubt
if a tribunal more exalted in the char-
acter of the persons who compose it has
ever sat in judgment upon a brother offi-
cer. I doubt if an officer with the long
character and standing and conduct that
Admiral Schley has always displayed was
cvor called upon before to ask an Investi-
gation of his conduct as a victorious
commander of a fleet."

Continuing, Captain Parker compared
this case with the charges made In con-
nection with the buttle of Lake Erie. In
that case there might have been some
foundation, but In this there was no foun-
dation whatever.

"There is no accused here," ho said;
"nobody is on trial, and yet the case has
been conducted as though Commodore
Schley were on trial. We get it in the
order of the argument now being made
here, so that we are compelled to con-

sider the inquiry as a trial."
Taking up the events of the campaign

in their sequence, Captain Parker spoke of
the Interviews between Admiral Sampson
and Commodore Schley at Key West, say
lng that he would not give Admiral
Schley's testimony on this point. He
pointed out. however, that Schley was
not then informed that the Spanish fleet
had left Curacoa, notwithstanding Samp-
son had been In possession of this-- in-

formation for three or four days. He
then quoted Sampson-'- s orders to Schley
to proceed to Cienfuegos and there estab-
lish a blockade, and quoted Schley's testi-
mony to the effect that Sampson told
him he had at that time no adylces as- to
the whereabouts of the"SpanIards. Speak-
ing of the cruise to Cienfuegos, Captain
Parker said It was Inconsistent to criti-
cise Admiral Schley for stopping to'take
Captain Chester on board, while, at the
same time, criticising him for not calling
Captain McCalla aboard.

"We can't," he said, "blow hot and cold
In the same breath. , Tho truth is there
was no real delay in the voyage." Re-
verting to the claim that Commodore
Schley had not made proper efforts to lo-

cate the enemy at Cienfuegos, Captain
Parker said that the task of landing a
boat on the coast was an exceedingly
dangerous one.

"There is no evidence." he said, "to
show that Captain McCalla made any at-
tempt to send his men on shore except
during his cable-cutti- expedition, when
the results were disastrous. He assumed,
and rightfully assumed, that the people
there were enemies, and he acted accord-
ingly."

As for the Cienfuegos blockade, he hold
that it was sufficient that no vessel had
gone in or come out without permission.
Moreover, the Admiral had taken all the
steps possible to ascertain whether the
enemy was there.

The question of the signal lights on the
shore at Cienfuegos was also reverted to
and the speaker said It was certain that
Commodore Schley had not known any-
thing of their significance until Captain
McCalla arrived. What earthly reason
Captain Chadwlck had for not communi-
cating the signals to Schley, Captain Par-
ker said, was beyond his comprehension.
So far as seen, Captain Chadwlck was
'the only person to whom McCalla had
communicated his code.

"I contend that up to this time, so far
as the blockade Is concerned, so far as
his conduct Is concerned, there is abso-
lutely nothing shown by the testimony In
this caEe from which the slightest suspi-
cion of fault can be placed upon Commo-
dore Schley."

The speaker then read the "Dear
Schley" letter of May 20, in which Ad-
miral Sampson said he had decided not
to change his plans to hold Cienfuegos,
as he felt that even if Cervera had taken
refuge in Santiago, he must inevitably
still go to Cienfuegos, and commented
upon it at some length. He contended
that "both this dispatch and No. 8 had
been sent at a later date than had been
suggested by the naval officials. Sampson
had, he said. Instructed Schley to re-
main at Cienfuegos, notwithstanding the
department's advice to proceed to San-tlga- ft,

and In No. 8 discretion had plainly
been, given to Schley- - r

"Suppose," he said, "he had gone off
and It . had been found that the Spaniards
were there, he would have been con-
demned, and justly, and in case of a
court-marti- learned friends here would
have thundered against him. I say that
no criticism Is deserved for the Com-
modore's conduct at Cienfuegos."

Taking up tho passage of the flying
squadron from Cienfuegos to Santiago,
Captain Parker said that if the court will
take the trouble to look at the logs of
the various ships, the members will see
that there is nothing in that charge.

"I prefer to take what the officers wrote
at that time rather than what they may
say now."

Captain Parker claimed that In the pass-
age from Cienfuegos to Santiago the
speed of the slowest vessel of the squad-
ron must be the speed of the squadron.

"It would not have been the common
sense Idea of the situation," he said, "to
have abandoned the collier and make all
speed for Santiago."

Captain Parker also commended Com-
modore Schley's conduct of the cruiso
to Santiago. He had, said the speaker,
acted according to the dictates of his
best judgment a judgment which, the
Captain said, was better than of less ex
perienced officers, an experience which had
been gained in command "under circum-
stances of a very important nature, in
the Arctic, around both capes, on either
sea, and under every sun." "He was," Cap-
tain Parker continued, "at least as like-
ly to be correct as those young officers
who, for the first time In their lives, were
given command of a small boat."

Taking the fleet "to the southward from
Santiago, May 2G. Captain Parker de-

tailed the meeting with thd scout boats
and said that the condemnation of the
Commodore tor not communicating with

Pns Jewell and Wise was puerile.
"An w,se had t 3 '" said, "was
fn ,, thn v.. ,,, ,, farif ,'rnnna
tion, and he would have been asked to
come on board. It Is the business, the
clear duty, of any subordinate officer, to
make known to a superior any informa-
tion he may have."

In the absence of information by the
captains jf the Yale and Minneapolis,
Captain Parker held, Commodore Schley
had a right to suppose that Captain Slgs-
bee had given all the information to be
had from the scouts. Captain Parker
said that officer was "curiously blind,"
not purposely blind, but "curiously blind.
He not only had not been able to find
out anything about the Colon, but when
she was there and In plain sight on May
23, a clear, bright day. when Slgsbee was
off the harbor sketching he failed to see
her. This is to me one of the mysteries
of the campaign."

Cdntlnulng, he said that with the in-
formation given, Schley had acted wisely
in turning back to Key West

"Whether he acted wisely and his judg-
ment is Sound Is for you, gentlemen of
the court, to say, not with the Informa-
tion that has come since, but with the
ljght that the Commodore had at that
time."

Going back to' the cruise to Cienfuegos-- ,

Captain Parker referred to the sendingaway of the Eagle. He said that Com-
modore Schley had not sent that vessel
away from choice, but because of hisgreat need for auxiliary cruisers. Captain
Parker referred to the dispatch from thedepartmenttrecejved at Mole St. ifjcholas,
May 26. "proceed at once and inform
Schley and also senior officer present off
Santiago, etc.," he read from the dis-
patch.

"That dispatch does not contemplate atall that Commodore Schley Li at San- -
I tiago," he continued. "It Is to Inform

Ctmmodore-Schle- y and also the command-
ing officer off Santiago. So that at that
time the department evidently did not
contemplate that Commodore Schley had
arrived at Santiago, and yet we have
heard It said he was due there on the
24th."

Quoting from the dispatch. Captalp
Parker read: "The department's Informa-
tion Indicates the Spanish division Is still
at Santiago."

."Is there anything positive about that?"
he asked. 'ilf the department haa choseri
to,say that the Spanish squadron was at
Santiago, that would have been another

1 thing, but It did not say that There
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were .still some doubts apparently in the
mind oC the department on that subject,"

Referring at this point to the testimony
of Capaln Slgsbee, Captain Parker said it
was not necessary to impeach anybody'
veracity.

"But slippery memory, after all these
years. Is a very unsafe thinsr to ro by."
he continued, "and the memory of four or
five pei sons as to what Slgsbee said is
better than that of Slgsbee. I think the
court can be sure that Captain Slgsbee
did say to Commodore Schley when he
came aboard the Brooklyn .that 'the
Dons are not there.' "

Again quoting from the dispatch, Cap-
tain Parker read: "The department looks
to you to ascertain facts."

"Did ndt the Commodore ascertain
'facts?" he asked. " 'and that the enemy
therein d&es not leave without decisive
action,'" he Continued reading. "Well,
was there not decisive action?" ho asked.
"The poor old Spanish Admiral came out
with his flags flying gaily at his mast-
heads on that Sunday morning, and be-

fore 1 o'clock of that day he saw his
ships on the beach, burning, blown up and

--all destroyed. He came on board the
American ship without shoes for his feet
and hat for his head, in a pair of draw-
ers and an undershirt. Decisive action!
Was there anything more decisive than
that?" ,

Captain ,Parker took up Commodore
Schley's dispatch, forwarded hy the Har-
vard, and defended the position taken by
the Commodore In that message. He then
referred to tho sentence in which the
Commodore informed the department that
he had been unable to obey orders, "earn-
estly as all have striven." If a subordin-
ate Informs us that he is unable to obey
orders we do not charge him with dis-
obedience. We may censure him for bad
judgment, but for nothing more serious.
Failure under such circumstances is not
always disobedience. We can all look

Whack and see how we could have done
differently.

"Now, I say that' Commodore Schley
never had any orders. It was merely a
suggestion as to what he should do. He
was, to. And out if that squadron was
there, and to see that it 'did not leave
without a decisive action. Even If it Is
true that the Commodore committed gross
errors of judgment, wnlch I do not ad-
mit, he had no motive but to do his
whole duty, as from the beginning he had
always done it, no more, no less."

Concluding his remarks for the day,
Captain Parker said:

"That brings us to a discussion of the
reconnolssance, which I think

can be summed un In a verv tp.vr words.
We have rhad the testimony of all the I

gentlemen wno were ciotned with no re
sponsiblllty in the case, that they could
and they would, etc. Well, perhaps they
would, undoubtedly they could have gone
in, the whole of them, and risked the
ships and been called fools for their pains.
They might have come out successful;
they might have done something to the
Colon which was not, done; they might
have sunk her. 1 do not think that is in
the least probable. There is one little

about this matter. We are per-
mitted to get up to the first of June, and
we see by the log of the Colon that she
was there until 1:35. At 7 o'clock in the
morning the commander-in-chie- f, Admiral
Sampson, come there, and the Colon was
pointed out to him, and then she lay for
four hours and a half without a gun be-
ing fired nt her. I am not blaming any-
body for this. The exercise of the slight-
est judgment" the speaker said, when
the clock struck 4. "Time's up," said Ad-
miral Dewey, and without giving the Cap-
tain an opportunity to conclude the sen-
tence, tho court adjourned.

Indianapolis Wants Schley.
INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Nov. 5. Admiral

Schley will be Invited to Indianapolis. It
was eo decided by the governors of the
Board of Trade today, and they will ex-
tend an invitation to the distinguished of-
ficer to be their guest November 21, or
such other early date as would suit his
convenience. The occasion will be made
a public one, and everybody will be In-

vited to a reception at the Statehouse.

Schley Will Visit Knoxvllle.
KNOXVILLE, Tcnn., Nov. 5. President

Lockett, of the Knoxvllle Chamber of
Commerce, called upon Admiral Schley in
Washington today, and prevailed upon
him to accept the invitation to visit
Knoxvllle. Dewey and Hobson personally
urged Admiral Schley to, accept.

Oregon Urged to Make Subscriptions
Before 003.

The Oregonlan Is In receipt of the fol-
lowing letter from Charles M. Reeves, sec-
retary of the committee on legislation for
the world's fair at St. Louis:

St. Louis, Oct. 20. At the suggestion of Colo-
nel Henry E. Dosch, Commissioner and Gen-
eral Superintendent of Oregon exhibits at the

Exposition, Buffalo, N. Y I
send you this communication, with the view of
enlisting your in securing Oregon's
exhibit at the Louisiana Purchase Exposition,
St. Louis, 1903.

Of cours. it will be to tho Interest of your
state to have as creditable representation as
possible at the St. Louis World's Fair, as that
win in a laige measure attract attention to
the proposed Lewis and Clark Exposition,
which your state Intends to hold in 1003.

As Oregon's Legislature does not meet until
January, 1D03, I think it highly Important
that an honorary commission to take charge
of the preliminary work should be creafed by
Governor Geer at the earliest possible moment.
I would thank you to take up the matter per-
sonally with him.

This course is being pursued in a number of
states whose Legislatures meet at the same
time yours does, and advices from there in-
dicate very satisfactory results, in spite of tho
fact that the wprk is being carried on either
with the aid of private subscriptions, or with-
out money altogether.

1 am now preparing some data for Governor
Durbin, of Indiana, who has promised me to
act as soon as the information is placed be-
fore him. Indiana is far more backward than
Is Oregon, and Oregon has, I think more rea-
son to wish comprehensive representation here,
and jet the Governor of Indiana assued me
In a personal Interview, a few days ago, that
such a commission would be able to eecuro
highly satisfactory results.

The enclosed clipping from the
giving an interview with Chairman

Charles H. Huttlg, of the committee on state
and territorial exhibits, of the Louisiana Pur-
chase Exposition, will, no doubt, be Interesting
to you, and help you to understand the work
of this committee.

The article to which Mr. Reeves refers
contains an outline of a plan by which it
is hoped to secure early action by the
states, and prompt subscriptions. The
Governor Is to appoint commissioners.
The, plan provides then that these per-
sons shall begin a systematic movement
in the states in question for raising funds
from business associations, private indi-
viduals, corporations and other institutions
for a state exhibit. The subscriptions thus
obtained will be understood to be binding,
but the plan provides for the reimburse-
ment of all parties making these subscrip-
tions out of state funds which may be, ap-
propriated by the Legislatures at their
next sessions. Thus the funds will be
available nearly or quite a year before the
Legislatures convene. In the event that no
appropriation is made by the state, tho
funds that have been subscribed will not
be refunded, such being the understand-
ing. It Is argued, however, that If tho
railroad interests, banking institutions
and other strong financial-concern- s furnish
the needed funds in advance, with the un-
derstanding that they will be refunded Jf
the Legislature makes the necessary ap-
propriation, such active methods tvIU be
adopted to Induce the Legislatures to
make the appropriations that there can
be no such thing as failure.

CONSPIRED TO MASSACRE

PLOT TO "WIPE OUT AN AMERICAN
GARRISON IN PHILIPPINES.

Revealed- - by ji Native Woman Con-

vention of Federalists Wife 6t
Lnkban to Be Deported.

MANILA, Nov. 5. A plot to massacre
the American garrison at Moncada. Prov-
ince of Tarlac, Island of Luzon has been
revealed by the wife of one of the con-
spirators. Several town officials are im-
plicated. The woman who revealed the
plot hid a detective beneath a house In
which the leaders of the conspiracy were
meeting. Arrests followed and many in-

criminating papers were seized.
The plan was to set fire to a house close

to the barracks, after dark, and when
the soldiers came out to assist In extin-
guishing the flames, 150 conspirators,
armed with bolos, were to rush on the
guard, capture their arms and proceed to
massacre the garrison.

Commissioner Wright today took the
oath of office as Governor. He will be
Acting Governor during the convalescence
of Governor Taft, who probably will be
unable to resume his duties for some
weeks to come. The newspapers approve
of the appointment. ,

Th.e United States Philippine-- Commis-
sion tpday passed the treason laws, with
sllghtalteratlons. Several Filipinos spoke
against them.

The Federalists are holding a convention
to arrange for a petition to Congress, ask-
ing that body to grant autonomy to the
Philippines, with a Governor appointed
by the President of the United States,
with veto power over the'twd houses, tho
Senate to consist pf 30 members, 14 of them
to be named by the Governor and 16 to be
elected. In case of the death of the Gov-
ernor, it is proposed that his duties shall
devolve upon the President of the Sen-
ate, temporarily. The.lqwer House, ac-
cording to the proposed plan, shall con-
sist of a representative for each 100,000
inhabitants. Finally, the Federalists de-

sire that every Filipino be pardoned for
political crimes arising from, the war.
The sessions of the Federalist convention
were noisy and turbulent. The chairman
had difficulty In controlling the conven-
tion.

Paterno has been expelled from the Fed-
eral party, Buencamlno saying that his
union with Sabella RIos for the forma-
tion of another party debarred him from
connection with the Federalists. "The
petition," Buencamlno also said, "to be
sent to Congress must be as pure as
crystal. It would not be so if Paterrio
Were allowed to participate In it."

Paterno was formerly president of the
Filipino cabinet. Buencamlno

is one of tho directors of the Federal party
and was at one time a member of the

Filipino Congress.
Advices from Tacloban, capital of the

Island of Leyte, report that the pres-
idents of Various towns in the island have
waited upon Brigadier-Gener- al Smith and
complained to him that the people are
unable to procure food because of the
blockade that Is maintained along the
Strait of San Juanlco. .General Smith
replied that the strictest kind of a block-
ade would be continued until the people of
Leyte brought In their guns and gave the
authorities full information concerning
the insurgents who infest the country.
All the arguments of the officials of the
towns were unavailing.

General Smith has ordered the deporta-
tion of the wife of General Lukban, leader
of the Samar revolutionists.

The wife of General Lukban was the
main cause of the refusal of the Samar In
surgents to surrender.

One hundred
and seventy-fiv- e houses were burned and
5000 pounds of rice and 2000 pounds of
palay were captured.

Tho United States transport Warren,
owing to an accident in the Inland Sea,
will be docked at Nagasaki, Japan, where
the United States' transport Sheridan Is
being repaired.

(The transport Warren left Nagasaki
Sunday for San Francisco with 318 sick
and insane men, 72 naval officers and men,
118 casuals, 23 cabin passengers and 28
prisoners on board. These passengers
were transferred from the transport Sher-
idan, which has been detained at Naga-
saki since October 18, because of a broken
tall shaft. As the Sheridan had on board
the Congressional party which has been
visiting the Philippines, it is probable
that the Senators and Congressmen who
formed the party embarked on the War-
ren and are, therefore, once more de-

tained in Japan.)
