The East Side Improvement Association
held a long and busy., session last evening
at the office of Justice Vr'eeland, East
(Morrisoa street, W. D. Fenton, presi-
dent, s in the chair, and after reading
and approval of the minutes, the report
of .the committee on constitution and by-
law's was read. The committee is: E. G.
.Jones, Rus3ell E. Sewed, J. E. Worth, J.
F. Cordr,ay And C. A Bejl. Mr. Jones,
as chairman, read the report with an ap-
propriate address, which was adopted with
the thanks of the association for the able
manner in which the committee had dis-
charged its duties. The report follows:

In making: its report on the by-la- and con-
stitution of this association, the committee of
which I have the honer to be chairman begs
to call the attention of our members to certain
fundamental principles involves in an effort
made to perpetuate any organization, founded
along: the lines that promise the greatest indi-
vidual freedom or expression, and the most
effective results growing out of concerted action
by any body of intelligent men, all working to
a comman end.

It is always much easier to criticise than
it Is to commend. A captious temperament
is always an indication of either a low order
of intellect, or it is positive evidence of an
unsottled balance of powers that promises lit-
tle In the way of material intellectual ad-
vancement It is noted in all cases that as
any community grows its people show a td

desire to Indulge in petty gossip, and
the, one deciding Issue between the metropol-
itan and the provincial is often the difference
between the broadening Influences of Intellect-
ual activity and the narrowing trend of mental
stagnation founded on the small talk confined
almost wholly to the discussion of personal
affairs.

The East Side Improvement Association Is
formed for the purpose of work. The work It
will be called upon to do will be the moat
potent In Its results of any of the
efforts previously made by similar organiza-
tions, founded along popular lines, in this com-
munity. The keynote to the real work of the
association Is the theme touched on In the
president's address at the last meeting; the
strong appeal we hope to make to the feeling
of civic pride that every citizen Is called upon
to show In his community. Work of this kind
is because the effort. If successful,
is always contagious, and this little beginning
in eur modest hall on the East Side may lead
to the establishment of state Improvement as-
sociations, all working to the common end, the
greatest advancement and the best welfare of
Oregon as a whole.

The strength of any organization is always
found In the strength of Its centralized author-
ity. The Initial step In the formation of any
society of large membership Is the effort w
olect executive officers of ability, men In whom
the Individual members can repose the great-
est measure of confidence. Any effort made
along permanent lines looking to the concerted
action of Individuals must have leadership.
This leadership, to be effective, must have the
backing and support of its following. Tho as-
sumption even that any of the promoters of this
movement on the East Side are working for
selfish ends In any narrow sense Is too pre-
posterous to be worthy of consideration. We
have elected as officers of the association the
best men we found available. The executive
committee Is composed of representative men
wno are making even a sacrifice of personal
interests, with the view of being able to render
some assistance to the important work we
have undertaken.

It is the opinion of this committee that the
policy of the elub should be clearly outlined by
the president and the executive committee, ir
the executive committee will take the Initia-
tive in outlining tho Important work that the
club may be called upon to do, I think we are
safe in assuming that every individual member
will lend his fullest support, willingly ani
cheerfully, to the part he may be called upon
to do In furthering the ends of this association.
We will rely wholly on the wisdom and tho
sense of justice of the president and his asso.-clat-

on the executive committee, and If these
men are not loyal to the important trust we
have reposed In them during this, the first
year of the association's existence, wo will
take care next year to elect men who will serve
the Interests of the association to better pur
pose.

In drafting s, an impprtant consid-
eration has been the necessity which exists for
a permanent constitution. With this object In
view,' more especially In Its bearing on the
deliberations of a" body of large membership
such A? wo hope to secure In the Immediate
future, safeguards have been provided which
will effectually prevent the passage of

"measures growing out of hasty action
on the part of the association as a whole. This
is a body that hopes to be enterprising,' but It
is alsp an association of men who realize fully
and clearly the necessity for reasonable delib-
eration In the discussion of all important mat-
ters 0iatnay-,b- e called to our attention. The
rumber of standing committees has .been per-
manently provided Tor. Provision has been
made however, for Increasing these standing
committees as the exigencies of the future may
demand, 'but only after that cool deliberation
which will prevent hasty action In this matter,
an action that may possess the elements of
an act. Important work called for
by valuable suggestions made by members in
open fneetlngs that demands immediate action
may, taller having been reported on by the

e, be referred to a special
may be appointed at the pleasure

of the president and the executive committee.
All matters brought up for discussion in open

meeting should first be reported to the proper
committee for attention. The favorable or un-

favorable report of this committee at a
a report made In a dispassion-

ate way after what' will always have been a
full tjnd a fair discussion of the Intrinsic
merits of the' measure under advisement, will
prove of inestimable value to tho association
la theVeffbrt made to determine the advisability
of giving its official sanction to any act. It
must not be forgotten that the responsibility
for the success or the failure of any action
taken by Its members with the sanction of the
association must rest with the association it-

self, and the commendation of any work is al-

ways determined by Its success. If the meas-
ure Is,an important oqe in the beneficial effects
promised, it is worthy of being considered care-
fully before It is put to vote for final passage.
This deliberation alone is assured by committee
work. If It is too unimportant to claim this
deliberation. or if it possesses bad features
which' a fair and dispassionate discussion of
its merits alone will determine, no member
will urge its passage in open meeting.

The Work of this association Is largely edu-

cational. It has been the aim of the promoters,
first, to Impress members with the necessity
which exists for needed public Improvements,
along certain lines. The wider In-

fluence of the organizations, however, will be
found In the .publicity that may be given Its
deliberations. It Is all very well to crowd the
claims of the district we represent for popular
attention, but, as this committee understands
the purposn of the association, this demand
should not be allowed lo degenerate Jnto a
scramble for "rights." as this term Is under-
stood in partisan politics. As taxpayers, we
do not want to Increase the general burden of
taxation, and any recommendation made by the
organization for the benefit of the East Side
district that does not promise some correspond-
ing benefit to all of Portland will Impair the
efficiency of the association as a working body
of men who may be most anxious to see a
rapid advancement in the way of the material
growth of that part of Portland- - lying east or
the Willamette River.

The reading of papers on Interesting topic
by members capable of presenting these trea-
tises, before open meetings, will go far towards
keeping up the popular Interest In the asso-
ciation Itself. The chairman of the committee
on sidewalks, for Instance, might prepare a
valuable paper on tho subject his committee
Js calledUupon to handle. This matter could
be treated on the basis of the initial cost of the
Improvement, the lasting properties of the
different materials used in construction, cost
of repairs, effects of different walks on clean-
liness, and even the health of the community,

Addrcft of W. L. Boise.
Following adoption of the report, W. I.

Boise made a brief but opportune address
on what the association had already ac-
complished in the early stages of its ex-
istence. Among other things he said:

I have been asked by many what we propose
to do, and I will answer as brlofly as I can:

First Our most lmportuui work Is the filling
in of the streets between Union anue and
the rlvor. and, eventually, the blocks as well.
If we accomplish this, and I firmly believe we
will. It will make that section of our city
the beat manufacturing, shipping, wholesale and
Jobbing location. In Portland ; It will greatly
reduce insurance rates, and. If done by dredg-
ing. It 'will deepen the channel In the river
and at our wharves. This district Is cen-

trally located, and already has the best, and
practically only, convenient railroad facilities
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In the 2lty; and offers advantages to prospect-
ive wholesale and Jobbing houses and manu-
facturing Industries to locate In Portland that
no other city In the Northwest can offer, and.
In that respect, Is not only of benefit to our
side of the river, but to the entire City of
Portland and the state as well.

I believe ihat a good retail business on this
side of the river would follow as a natural
consequence.

Second We want to fix up our streets, our
sidewalks and establish attractive driveways,
not only for our own pleasure, but for tha
benefit and pleasure of the city generally.

Third We want to promote the Idea sug-
gested by Senator Hunt of making our homes
more attractive. There Is no home, I care not
how small It may be. but that can be made
to look well by being nicely painted and tne
lawn put In order.

Fourth We want to encourage manufactur-
ers to locate In our midst; wholesale and ll

merchants to come on this side of the
river, and to assist In the development of all
classes of business generally, and to, patronize
those who are already here, as well as those
who may hereafter come.

Fifth We want to secure a depot for better
passenger and shipping facilities. We want
better fire protection and better public school
accommodation.

Lewis and Clark Report.
The report of the Lewis and Clark com-

mittee follows:
Your committee on Lewis and Clark 1005 Ex-

position report that they hold a meeting at 04
Grand avenue, and, after full discussion, de-

cided to make the following recommendations:
That a mass meeting be held at Burkhard
Hall, which can be hired for ?14, In the near
future, when a demonstration for raising sub-
scriptions be undertaken. Speakers of promi-
nence are to be invited to make short ad-

dresses. At this meeting an appeal for sub-
scriptions Is to be made mainly In the name
of the East Side Improvement Association, the
subscriptions to be made in tho names of tho
individuals. This recommendation Is made so
that the organization should receive full rec-
ognition for whatever It may accomplish.

The committee also suggests that the asso-
ciation take a decided stand for the Exposi
tion and pledge Itself to promote It In all 1

legitimate ways. The subjoined resolutions aro
also submitted respectfully for the considera-
tion of the association:

Resolved. That It Is tho sentiment of the
East Side Improvement Association that It
should be the civic pride and desire of every
citizen of Portland to support the efforts to
have a Lewis and Clark centennial celebration
in 1005 at Portland; that every organization
should use all legitimate means to promote
enthusiasm In Its behalf among all citizens;
that It most heartily commends the splendid
subscription of Hon. Henry W. Corbett, be-

lieving that It will tend to promote enthusiasm
In every source and encourage large subscrip-
tions from others to the fund; and be it fur-
ther

Resolved, That It Is the sense of this associa-
tion that the proposed Exposition should bo
conducted along conservative lines, strictly
with the means provided and raised, and that
it should be managed by successful business
men, to the end that high honor and credit
should redound to the City of Portland, and
great profit be reaped by the entire Pacific
Northwest.

The resolutions were unanimously
adopted, but the were
referred back with Instructions to consult
with the general committee as to the
suggested public

Miscellaneous Reports.
H. H. Newhall. chairman on streets,

reported progress in all lines of street
work. He said that the disposition is
toward adoption of permanent material
for City Auditor T. C.
Devlin, on Invitation, made extended re-

marks on the work of the charter com-
mittee.

City Engineer W. B. Chase reported that
measurements had been taken of East
Morrison and other streets as to the num-
ber of cubic yards required for fills; He
said that for filling up East Morrison,
between East Water street and Union
avenue. It would require 60.000 cubic yards
of material. He said that for-oth- streets
these figures might he considered about
what would be required. The matter waa
referred to the executive committee.

driveways, said that the committee had
taken the matter up with the County

ing made.
W. L. Boise called attention to the

overcrowded condition of street-car- s of
the City & Suburban Railway Company
on the Mount Tabor line between 5 and 7

in the evening, and also In the morning,
and said that with so great patronage
better service should be given. This mat-
ter was referred to the proper committee,
with Instructions to press a remedy for
the matter.

On motion of J. J. Murphy, after a long
speech, the matter of extending East
Water street south to Inman, Poulsen &
Co.'s sawmill was referred to the proper
committee.

Reports were then read fromthe com
mittee on stating that
steps had been taken to place shelters on
the bridges for pedestrians; to gather
data showing traffic on the bridges, to be
used to influence regulating the closing
and opening of the draws. It was stated
that Manager Koehler, of the Southern
Pacific Railway Company, had agreed to
Investigate the necessity of providing bet-
ter passenger and freight
on the East Side. The report was adopted.

Rufus Mallory reported action taken in
the matter of leasing Hawthorne Park,
and recommended that an arc light be
placed at the Intersection of East Twelfth
and Hawthorne avenue. On motion, the

was adopted, which car-
ries with it a that two
arc lights he placed on East Burnside
street between East Twentieth and East

where John F. Cordray
said there were no lights at all. The mat-
ter of getting these lights was referred
to the committee on public utilities.

O. M. Scott, on fire protection, reported
that petitions were being circulated for
Improvement of East Madison, East Main,
East Salmon, East Taylorr Belmont, East
Washington and East Oak streets, and
that when these streets are improved the
Water Committee will put down a

water main on East First street. He
said that it was considered probaljlc that
these streets would be improved. It was,
he said, to lay the largo
main until these streets were Improved.
City Engineer Chase said that the peti-
tions called for elevated roadways. The
report was adopted.

The secretary was Instructed to Indorse
the petition to the the
Wells-Farg- o Express Company, asking
that the East Side express office be "re-

tained.
During the evening the best of good

feeling prevailed, and even one present
felt that the East Side Improvement As- -
sociatlon had started on a career of great
usefulness to that part of the city and to
the whole city as well.

The membership at the close last night

FIGHT OVER WATCH CHAIN

Story of a Row Between Detective
and Jeweler.

The details of the fight which occurred
between Detective Joseph Day and W. C.
Gardner, the Morrison-stre- et Jeweler,
Were related yesterday in the Municipal
Court when Gardner faced a charge of
the larceny of a watch and chain on the
complaint of David Wittenberg. Gard-
ner is an elderly man, of suaVe manners,
and he was dressed in black clothes, with
a black tie. His right eye was discolored,
due to injuries received In the fight in
resisting arrest.

Bertha Kilduff, 14 years old, who for-
merly worked for the Wittenbergs, testi-
fied that some time ago she took the
gold watchchain from her . employer's
house and took It to Gardner's place. "I
told Gardner that my mother had sent
me with the chain," proceeded Bertha,
"and he '.gave me.' 40 cents for JL Ho said
that tho chain was not pure gold."

Mrs. TCIIdnff tcctJflad that when She

found out that Bertha had taken her
employer's gold chain and had sold It to
Gardner, she saw Gardner about the
matter, and he stated he had almost dis-
posed of It to a young lady whose name
he did not know, and that it would take
about $3 to get it back from her,

Detective Day testified that when he
visited Gardner's store and asked for the
chain Gardner said: "I don't have it.
I will get it In 'a day or two, after I see
the woman who has it. After the ar-
rest, the chain was found on Gard-
ner."

Gardner admitted giving Bertha 40
cents for the chain, on the understanding
fhat her mother had sent her to dispose
of it. "I had no idea the chain was
stolen, or I wouldn't have taken it,"
proceeded the witness. "When Day came
he asked me for the chain which was
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stolen, and when I said I could not give
him any stolen chain, as I don't keep
such things, he used language "

"Never mind the language. Proceed
with what he did to you," ordered Acting
Municipal Judge McDevitt.

"I told him I had given a chain to a
lady, and that if he meant this chain I
could only give it to him when the lady
returned it," went on Gardner. "Day
reached over a showcase, and struck me
and rapped mo over the head with the

butt of his revolver. Then I got 'out the
rifle to defend myself, and was taken to
the police station. The chain is a plated
one, and worth about S4." Six witnesses
were examined on Gardner's behalf, and
they all testified as to his favorable repu-
tation for truth and veracity. The case
will be decided today.

GOOD WORK BY MISSIONS.

What the Presbyterians Are Doing
for Common "Welfare.

The work of the Third-stre- et and City
missions is carried forward under the
auspices of the First Presbyterian Church.
Plans have been entered upon for thor-
ough, systematic effort The Third-stre- et

mission, 69 North Third street, Is largely
devoted to the welfare of the men of that
district. It sustains a large and

reading-roo- which is always
thronged with readers, and which during
cold, damp weather is hardly adequate to
the demand for a comfortable, quiet shel-
ter. Five evangelistic services are held
here every week. A number of the city
pastors supply the Tuesday evening serv-
ices. Wednesday and Sunday afternoon
and Sunday evening services are con-
ducted by the superintendent of the mis-
sion. On Friday evenings two Christian
business men give practical gospel talks,
and a Bible class is held on Thursday
evenings for the Christian men of the
mission.

In addition to these religious services
a free entertainment Is given every Satur-
day evening. The character of the en-

tertainments varies. Familiar medical
talks, stereoptlcon exhibitions, concerts,
talks on travel and popular addresses on
good citizenship are subjects that give the
general trend of the Saturday evening
work. The attendance upon all the serv-
ices is appreciative and growing.

The Boys' Brigade of the Third-stre- et

mission- - meets every Monday evening from
7 to 8:30 o'clock. Boys from 9 to 17 years
of age are admitted. Military drill, gym
nastics and occasional social gatherings
afford good pastime for them, in all of
which tho boys' highest interests are
sought

The City mission, corner Ninth and
Davis streets, is- - assigned the work for
the children's special welfare. It sup-
plies good Sunday-scho- ol privileges for all
children In the district who are out of
Sunday school. In connection 'with the
Sunday school, the Boys' te

League has been reorganized, with over
80 members, and is holding two meetings
each month. The last evening a stere-
optlcon talk on "The Sun's Planetary Sys-
tem" was given. At tho next meeting an
Illustrated lecture on "The Birds of Ore-
gon" will be given." Industrial branches
of the City mission work are the kitchen
garden and the sewing class. The kitchen
garden offers first-grad- e work in the do-

mestic science course. Lessons in sim-
plest household occupations are presented
tn an attractive way, with the accompani-
ment of sopgs and games. Instruction is
free, and in charge of a principal, assist-
ant and musician. Girls and boys be-

tween the ages of 7 an J 18 are Invited.
Primary class meets Monday at 3:45
o'clock; advanced class, 3:45 Tuesday.
The sewing school meets at 3:30 Friday
afternoons.

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HORSE GETS INTO COURT

SAMUEL STRBIDIN FOUND AND

CARED FOR STRAY ANIMAL.

Owner, Ed "Wilson, Now Sues Him for
Unlawful Detention and 300 Dam-

agesCourt Proceedings.

A story about a horse which went astray
was detailed in Judge Cleland's court
yesterday during the trial of the suit of
Ed Wilson against Samuel Streibin to re-

cover possession of the animal, and also
for $300 - damages for alleged unlawful
detention.

Stre'bin's account of the affair set forth
that he found the "horse in his pasture
one morning and took care of It for six
months. In the meantime he advertised
and endeavored otherwise to ascertahvtne
owner, and he also went to the Justice of
the Peace at Troutdale and recorded an
estray notice. Finally Wilson appeared
and claimed the horse, and proposed a
settlement. Streibin said he agreed to the
proposition, and did not go ahead and sell
the horse, as he could have done accord-
ing to law. He demanded $35 as expenses
for keeping the animal, and refused to
surrender it until paid.

Wilson testified that when he saw Strei-
bin the latter said nothing about any

They brought the horse to
Portland and put him In a stable. Strei-
bin was to meet him there at a certain
time, and did not do so. Wilson stated
that he removed the horse to another
stable and made arrangements for a sale.
Then Streibin and Detective Cordano ap-
peared on the scene and told him he was
under arrest. It was agreed before tney
reached the City Jail that the horse
should be returned to the stable and left
there until a settlement of the dispute was
effected". Before this was done Streibin
took the horse away.

C. H. Piggott, counsel for Wilson,
that Streibin failed to comply with

the estray law, and therefore has no claim
upon the animal. John H. Hall appeared
as attorney for th defendant. Judge Cle-la-

took the matter under advisement.

CONFLICT OF CREDITORS.

Division of Assets of Bankrupt Com-
pany Cannes Litigation.

Arguments relating to the failure of
Helstand, Warner & Co. and the

Warehouse Company, of
Oakesdale, Wash., and other points, occu-
pied the time of Judge Frazer yesterday.
There were nine d'fferent motions and
demurrers altogether under consideration,
and the attorneys engaged were Wallace
McCamant, F. D. Chamberlain, J. Is.
Teal, A. P. Tlfft, Greene & Bauer and
G. G. Gammans.

The liabilities of the defendant compa-
nies amount to about $100,000. R. L. Sabln,
secretary of the Merchants' Protective
Association, Is In possession of the prop-
erty as assignee, and among tbs principal
creditors are: Ames & Harris, George W.
McNear, Balfour, Guthrie & Co., Allen &
Lewis and W R. Morrison. The differ-
ences are over the distribution of the
assets, and the affair is exceedingly com-
plicated. Ames & Harris contend that
their claim of about ?5000 was secured.
McNear and Balfour, Guthrie & Co. con-
tend that the formation of the Heistand-Warn- er

Warehouse Company, which suc-
ceeded Helstand, Warner & Co., was
irregularly or fraudulently done. Allen &
Lewis and Morrison own stock in the
concern as security, and the issues conse-
quently are numerous. Judge Frazer de-

nied several of the motions, and will pass
upon the other and demurrers later on.
