Yesterday he hung
around the house and drank at intervals,
and became very xick with palee in his
stomech durlng the coutse of the after-
noon. Ultimstely be went to room I, oc-
cupied by W. Elllson, and the party had
dinner together.

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NEW BRIDGE OVER SLOUGH

Contractors Push Work on Rosdway
to Columbia River.

The contractors are pushing construc-
tion on the new portion of the long
bridge across Columbla Slough to the
Columbla River, It begins at the south
end of the old bridge and takes a straight

BROOKLYN STREET RAILWAY.

It In to Be "illl.-._—d to Sonthern Fa-
eifie Carnhopn.
The track for the Brookiyn-street rall-

way wil be completed across the Grand

avenue bridge over Stephens Slough the
frst of next week. At present the west
half of the bridge {s being overhauled and
strengthened.. All the cips of the bents
for the entire length of the bridge are
being repluced with new timbers, The
upright timbers of the bents scem to be
sound.
