Ordinance 1018, mentioned in Auditor
Deviin's communication, provides that,
upon the City & Buburban Rallway Com-
pany agreeing to lay and have complsted
by July 1, 184, a modern rall the entire
length of Morrison street, and to pave
the street betweon the tracks and for a
foot outaide (bhe tracks, With atone blocks
wpon & cotncrete foundation, or any cther
improvemsnt of a ke Kind =s may be
approved by the Board ef Public Works,
the company s released from maintain-
ing the present aaphait pavement on its
right of way on Morrison street, and Is
authorised to repalr and maintain Morri-
son street from Froot to Chapman, by re-
maoving the aszphalt from between the
tracks and for u foot outside the tracks
and putiing down a plank rondway, In
accordance with specifications of the En-
Eineer.

The Clty & Buburban Rallway Company
proeceeded Lo repalr Morrison street, in ac-
cordance with this agreement, and had
compieted the Tepalrs from Chapman
wireol down to Park sirest, when the work
was stopped, as 1s alleged tn H. C. Camp-
beil's reply to the guery of the Councll,
“on account of the matter having been
talked over with the City Engloeer and
the Board of Publle Works and athorough
understanding having bern arrived st and
Aagreed upon beiween ourselves and thie
honorable body."

Mr. Chase continued: “The company or-
dered the rils and was anxious to put
them down at once, Iif they could get them,
and desired to be allowed to quit the
plank repalr pending the arrival of the
ralis. The matter never camo before the
board and the board never authortzed the |
improvement 10 be stopped, Mr. Swigert,
of the City & Suburbun, met me in Mr.
Mille" office. and it was concluded that i
would be better to walt a while and have
the wrooved ralls put down than to com-
plete the planking. We gave a taell
conpent. When the company found that
they could pot get the grooved ralls thig
season, they proceeded to fill up the hodes
along the track with crushed stone, as a
temporary repalr, till the ralls should nr-
