at that exigeat tima If it comes, of a
large Increase-in the men of the Navy
from an existing reserve—an Incrense
which must, In the main, be made from
the peafaring class, who, bhaving ac-
quired the habit of the sea, are at home
on the water. There Is no better way of
insuring such & rveserve than by the
measure now urged. Our pressing need
is for such a reserve—a body to go to the
fromt en board ship at once upon the
outbrenk of war, or when it Is imminent
Next to this will come the defenso of the
coast, and for such purpose the Nawal
Militia will be essentinl 1 see reasons
for both organizations, and have hereto-
fore done sll possible to ald the one now
existing—the Naval Militia, and to ocon-
vince Congress of the necessity for the
authorisation of the other—the national
naval reserve.

Of smokeless powder the secretsary says:

“The menufscture of smokeless powder
has progressed satisafetorily, both at the
Governmont works “and at those of pri-
vate manufacturers. The Depurtment in
June last ordered a board of naval officers
ond chemists Lo revisy the spectfications
for the manufacture of smokelesz powder,
and to draw up rules for {is test, exam-
ination. and storage both In magasines on
shore and on shipboard, and gpecific tn-
Mructions on thess palnts have been is-
susd throughout (he service. In saddition
& general examination and chemical test
were made of all wmokeless powder In
the naval e-er\‘k:c. &nd the resulits are
satisfactory.”

The capaclty of the armor plants is
now ahout S0 tons & year of armor of
the best quality; and at the Instance of
the Department the manufactursrs are
making proparations to Increase their
cutpet to IO or 120 tons a year in
arder to complete dellveries In accord-
snte with prosent cantracts and also in
onder to be ready to provide armor for
additiona]l vessels should they be muthor-
i3ed by Congress. They have already
turned out more armor than was antlcl-
pated. Under authority vested In the De-
partment by Congress contracts wers
signed November 3 1900, for over 3700
tops of armor required for vessels author-
laed and buliding. Comparing the tests
made in this country with reports of
those made nbroad, our armor seems to
hmhestthumnntpmihpm-
duoed. and the price at which it ts ob-
tained ix lower than that pald abroad.
Deliveries amounting to nearly 300 toos
have already been made under con-
irects.
