SPEAKERS FOXJITO DIFFICULTY IN
KEEPING THE SUBJECTS JUPAUT

Proceedings of the National Conven-
tion, Watph Began Its SesVlona

at Waihington, Yesterday. I

"WASHINGTON, Nov. 19. Many o .the
manufacturing industries oil the United
Stated i?ere represented at the National
Reciprocity Convention, which began, its
eeexloas here today. There were 300 del-
egates present in response to a call is-

sued by the NaUona t Association of
Manufacturers at a meeting in Detroit
last June. The convention is representa-
tive of all sections and its object is. to
give expression, to the views of manufac-
turers generally on the subject of reci-
procity. D. A. Tompkins, of Charlotte,
N. C, was chosen temporary chairman
and Theodore C. Search, of Philadelphia,
permanent chairman.

The convention adopted resolutions of
greeting to President Roosevelt pledging
its support and expressing its confidence
in his administration. Mr. Search In tak-
ing the chair outlined the work before the
convention. He said In part:

"Our aim has been to forestall tariff
agitation, not to encourage it It Is the
duty of the convention to harmonize as
far as possible the widely different opin-

ions represented In this body and to re-

duce to clear and forceful expression such
principles as we hold in common. We are
here to harmonize our views, not to em-
phasize our differences.

"This is no time or place for sentiment,
for theories or for statement that can-

not be fully substantiated by facts. Cof-le-e

and tea are about the only great sta-
ple articles of commerce which we do not
produce, and It reciprocity be limited to
the use of these two commodities as a
basis for negotiations we cannot expect
to make much progress. To Insist upon
strict adherence to such a principle In mak-
ing application of reciprocity la virtually
to oppose Its use in any practical farm.
The reciprocity that Is wanted today Is a
reciprocity that means something and
promises something In the shape of tangi-
ble advantages for our commerce, not
merely expressions of kind sentiment
toward all the business world, but an
actual giving- - and taking of concessions
that will open wider for us the markets of
the world and broaden the distribution of
our products."

The convention then took a recess until
2 o'clock.

The American Protective Tariff League
decided to decline the invitation of the
National Association of Manufacturers (o
b'e represented as a body on the floor of
the convention. Fully 100 delegates, repre-
senting various associations of manufac
turers, are members of the American Pro-
tective Tariff League, so that tho organi-
zation is well represented.

Committee announcements and the read,
ing of papers, largely technical, occupied
the afternoon session. A representative
committee was appointed to call on Pres-
ident Roosevelt at noon tomorrow.

Charles H. Clark, of Philadelphia, made
a strong plea to the convention for pro-
tection. He took a position against any
modification of the tariff end against tar-
iff concessions, such as he believed to be
in contemplation. Ho contended that past
experience showed that a reciprocity
treaty was not beneficial to the country.

Frank Lenke, representing the Manu-
facturers Club, of Philadelphia, favored
the creation of a department of commerce
and manufactures to avert extensive fluc-
tuations In business conditions brought
about by agitation.

George J. Seaburn, of New York, advo-
cated the upbuilding of a strong merchant
marine and the construction of an lfctb-ml-

canal as paramount in importance
to reciprocity treaties. He advocated re-
duction In the war revenue tax, but not
on the Dlngley tariff. His speech, which
he said was New York's contribution to
the meeting, urged against procrastina-
tion in general commerdial reciprocity.

George Llewellyn, of "Wheejlng, W. Va.,
Interested In steel billets, arraigned the
United .States Steel Company. He said
that before its organization his company
had been able to buy Its materials at a
figure that enabled It to sell to all the
markets ot the world, but since the or-
ganization of the steel company this
trade had been seriously interfered with,
and the present outlook was that his com-
pany's trade with South America would be
Qxiinguished shortly.

Tho night session, devoted to the subject
of racplrooity with the Spanish-America- n

countries, developed the fact that the dele-
gates were having a difficult time In
avoiding making straight-ou- t Wen-tari- ff

speeches while striving to confine them-
selves to the dlscussion'of reciprocal rela-
tions. President Search Interrupted Mr.
Rice, one of tho speakers, one time, tell-
ing him to confine himself to reciprocity,
and not to arlft upon the tariff question.
to whioh the latter retorted that he did
not think any one could talk reciprocity
without talking . tariff, a reply whldh
brought out great laughter.

BIG GOLD SHIPMENT.

Larset Sam Ever Sent to Eurppe in
One Stcnxusblp,

NEW TORK. Nov. 19. Ladenburg
Thalman 5s Co. today engaged $500,000 in
gold for export. The big Lloyd German
liner Kaiser Wllhelra der Grosse, which
sailed for Europe today carried in her
treasure-roo- m coin and bar gold valued
at more than $7,000,000. It was carefully
stowed away In oak casks and iron-bou-

boxes and was under seal in th
specie-roo- It was tho largest sum
ever sent across tho Atlantic in a single
steamship and represented tho engage-
ments made by the larger financial houses
of New York since the final shipments
of last week. Most of tlfc gold goes to
meet foreign obligations not paid by bal-
ances.

Trcnunry Ofllclals Not Apprehensive.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 19, Treasury

officials feel no apprehension whatever on
account of the cxportatlons of gold. Sec-
retary Gage today said that he would not
make, at this time, any statement In re-
gard to the matter, but it is known that
he regards the shipment as a very nat-
ural movement, in view of the quite gen-
eral demand for money In Europe, and
that he believes there is nothing in tha
situation to cause the least uneasiness.
On the contrary, tho Treasury officials
say tho business affairs of Europe with-
in the last few years' have become so
intimately connected with our own that
a monetary stringency or disturbance of
any character there should be deplored,
and. if possible, relieved for the common
good. At this tlmo there is an unusual
demand for money In several European
financial centers and it was to be expoct-e- d,

it is said, that United States invest-
ors would take advantage of tho in-

creased interest rates and ship their
funds to the best market The officials
do not believe, however, that tho ship-
ments will assume very large propor-
tions, especially as any considerable
Withdrawals would so increase rates at
hqme as to make foreign shipments un-
profitable.

And then came
this terrible blow, striking down all the
hopes, that his words, of the day before
had raised, so far as personal participa-
tion In carrying them out could go. 1
cannot express to you the universal, over.
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whelming sorrow that was everywhere
and everybody expressed. It was not
only from the King and Queen upon
throne, but from and every sort and
condition of men. It was natural that
the King himself should manifest, as
did from the first that ter-
rible disaster until the grave had closed
upon the ashes honored President,

COLUMBIA RIVER JETTY.

Major Scars Says Its Plan I p. Mi-
stake,

o

LENA, Crook County, Or. (To the Edi-
tor.) Every public-spirite- d citizen may
well be grateful to Judge George and The
Oregonlan for the cogent and clearly il-

lustrated article lp the Issue of October
21, qn the subject of a Jetty at the mouth
of the Columbia River, whioh has Just
reached me in this distant camp on. the
Upper Deschutes, 40 miles frcui a post-offic- e,

IfThe engineer, who has made the regime
of rivere a study, has been amazed at tne
amateurish methods called "scientific," by
which that river, from its mouth to Port
land, has been and is being tnutllateq in
Jetty building and the present barbarity
in dredging. v

The radical mistake in the existing sys
tem of treating the Columbia's outlet Is
found In the application of the wrong 1

formula to that work, for which, Indeed,
no prepedent exists on this or any other
continent.

This blunder has been ably stated and
its correct treatment suggested by Judge
Qeorgo in the article referred to, und?r
the sub-titl- e, "Mistake of Present Jetty,"
in the detail at the top of the fifth col-
umn, touching the obstruction pf the
"free, entry qf the flood tide Into the
basin at the mouth of the river."

The "committee of 1SS2" was governed,
apparently, by laws applicable to little
livers, of which tho outpouring volume Is
small In comparison with the tidal In-

flow. Such streams suggest no relation
to the mlghty river, which conveys to the
sea the rainfall and snows of a water
shed covering 2S0.000 gquat miles of th
earth's surface. The important fact in
this unique instance is that the tidal
storage as a securing element on the ebb
Is an Insignificant factor for useful work,
when compared with the enormous volume
of the river waters.

The rising tide at the mouth of the Co-

lumbia should be regarded as a dan re-
pressing the river waters for six hours,
then to be rehioved and allow the ac-

cumulated volume to rush In their con-

centrated might to the deep waters; qf the
ocean.

But this power must be as I have said
and now emphasise, "concentrated." Sci-
ence in the engineer's art knows but one
way of doing this, and that way Is to
make as narrow a channel as the ' de
vnands pf commerce will permit, for the
scouring effect, by which commercial
depth Is to be maintained will be In In-

verse proportion to the width of that
channel.

The height of the Jetty should aid this
repressing action of the tide, Instead ot
admitting Its waters to deposit their load
of sand inside the channel and then re
tire clarified over the wall by which they
entered. Thp outflow of tho enormous vol-
ume of the liver instead of being diffused
by a wide channel and Itsi velocity thereby
reduced, being restricted by a nrro'vv'
channel between high walls, will carry
out the detritus brought from above and
by the same action open a channel of aug-
mented depth.

Suppose a channel 40 feet deep to be the
desideratum, what shall bo Its width?
Such la the problem facing u3 for solu-
tion. The moving volume of in
the Columbia may be learned by ob
servatlon. The depth t)f 40 feet being a
constant factor and a velocity sufficient
for moving the obstructing material on the
river bottom being ascertained, as It eas-
ily and practically may bo found, wll
any man of scientific pretension suppose
the remaining factpr the width of tho
channel will be even as great as one
mile? Not only will the channel at the
mouth of the Colunfbla be de3pened and
the bar thrown far out at sea into deep
water, but the fiats, which deprive Ae.
torla of its harbor capacity, will be
dredged by greater velocity of the cur-
rent. In all the lower river.

It Is the right time; for agitating this
question, so Important to the commercial
