
REDUCE SUGAR DUTY

Means of Stimulating Pro-

duction in Philippines.

ROOSEVELT-WIL- RECOMMEND IT

Alio Redaction of the Duty on Cu-

ban Sugar In Return for Conces-

sions "When the Independent
Government la Set Up.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 27. President
Roosevelt, in his message to Congress,
will recommend the advisability of re-
ducing the duty on Cuban sugar in return
for trade concessions when the independ-
ent government in the island is set up,
and also the reduction of the duty on
sugar from the Philippines as a means of
stimulating the production of sugar in
those Islands. This information the Pres-
ident conveyed to several prominent vis-
itors with whom he talked today.

IX THE CLASSIFIED SERVICE.

Rnral Free Delivery Officials Are
Brought In.

"WASHINGTON, Nov. 27. The President
today signed an order bringing the rural
free delivery service into the classified
civil service. The order became effective
immediately, so far as the 250 clerks, spe-
cial agents and route agents of that serv-
ice are concerned, but provides that un-

til regulations are formulated for the ap-
pointment of rural carriers, such em-
ployes shall not be treated as within the
classified service. These carriers num-
ber 0000, and are steadily increasing. Va-
cancies, other than those of carriers, will
be filled by appointments from eligible
registers of the commission. Rural car-
riers will not have to undergo a scholastic
examination. Appointments of them will
be made from persons resident of the
neighborhood, wholly for fitness and ir-
respective of political or personal consider-
ations. Transfers will not be allowed on
the position of rural free delivery carrier
to any other person in the classified serv-
ice.

Wu Wants to Debate the Question.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 27. Wu Ting

Fang, the Chinese Minister, called upon
President Roosevelt today. In the course
of the interview the of the
Chinese exclusion act was discussed.
When the Chinese Minister emerged from
the White House he declined to say
whether his government was protesting
against the of tile exclusion
law or not. "All we want," said he, "is
justice and fairness."

As he was 6aying this, the Minister was
greeted by Senator Foster, of Washing-ta- n,

who is himself very much Interested
in the Chinese exclusion law. "Senator,"
said the Minister, turning to him, "you
are a fair man. Remember that justice
and right have neither color nor race.
We do not ask for favors; we only ask
for equality."

In the course of his conversation with
tho newspaper men Mr. Wu suggested
that he would be willing to meet any
three American editors who fayor exclu-
sion and debate the question before an
impartial tribunal.

DIstribntion of Batteries.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 27. Lleutenant-Gener- al

Miles has prepared a general or-
der providing for the distribution of bat;
teries of light artillery as follows": Fort
Sheridan, two batteries; Fort Snelllng,
two; Vancouver Barracks, two; Presidio
of San Francisco, two; Fort Leavenworth,
three; Fort Riley, three; Fort Sam Hous-
ton, two; Fort Niagara, two; Fort Doug-
las, two; Fort Ethan Allen, two; Fort
Hamilton, one; Fort Myer and Philippine
Islands, three each.

If permanent accommodations can be
provided at the staatlons named, the fol-
lowing distribution of field batteries will
prevail: Fort Sheridan, two; Vancouver
Barracks, two; Presidio of San Francisco,
four; Fort Leavenworth, two; Fort Riley,
three; Fort Sam Houston, two; Fort
Douglas, two; Fort Ethan Allen, two;
Fort Hamilton one; Fort Myer, one;
Philippine Islands, three; Havana, one;
Fort Sill, one; Fort Walla Walla, two;
Fort, D. A. Russell, one; Fort Robinson,
one.

Reducing Indian Agencies.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 27. The President

has amended the civil service rules to
provide that whenever the position of an
agent at any Indian agency is discon-
tinued and the duties devolve upon the
Superintendent of the Indian Training
School located at the agency, the agent
may be made a classified employe at the
agency. The agent will be subjected to
tests of fitness prescribed by the Secre-
tary of the Interior and Civil Service
Commission. The number of Indian agen-
cies has been gradually reduced from 57
in 1893 to 49 at the present time. The in-

tention is to retain in the classified ser-
vice such agents as prove their efflcleqcy
and ability.

Civilizing the Indian.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 27. Senator

Quarles, of Wisconsin, chairman of the
committee on Indian affairs of the Sen-
ate, who made a tour of the Indian re-
serves last Summer with Indian Commis-
sioner Jones, today talked to the Presi-
dent about the Indian question generally.
He agrees with Commissioner Jones In
the belief that to make the Indians

should be the aim of the Gov-
ernment, and that its attainment would
solve the problem. In a general way,
he thinks the first steps must be the
breaking up of tribal relations, the allot-
ment of lands In severalty and the ad-
mission "of the Indian youth to public
schools. The Indian eventually should
become a citizen.

Vo Change In Tariff Laws.
NEW YORK, Nov. 27. Congressman

Sereno Payne, of Auburn, N. Y., chair-
man of the committee on ways and means,
has just conferred in this city with Sen-
ator Aldrich, of Rhode Island, chairman
of the Senate finance committee; National
Committeeman Josoph Manley, of Maine,
Congressman Galusha a. Grow, of Penn-
sylvania, and others.

"Will there be any changes In the tar-
iff law at the next session of Congress?"
a New York Times reporter asked Mr.
Payne.

"No: in my opinion there will De no
changes In the tariff laws," replied the
Congressman.

Irrlgutlonlsts Talk "With Roosevelt.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 27. Thomas F.

Walsh, president, and General W. A. Max-
well, secretary cf the executive commit-
tee of the National Irrigation Associa-
tion, saw the President today. They told
him that the expansion of the Internal
trade and commerce of the United States
by the creation of more homes in the
West wag the object of their association,
and that hey fully Indorsed the report
of Secretary Hitchcock on the subject of
Irrigation. After seeing- - the President
they said his attitude on the subject was
perfectly satisfactory to them.

NEW YORK, Nov. 27. Colonel F. L.
Denny again testified in the court-marti- al

of Colonel Meade. He continued the
line of evidence begun yesterday. Major
Lauchheimer was recalled to the stand
and asked whether he could reconcile 'his
-- utement that he was somewhat intoxl- -

cated by drinks he had at the Puritan
Club, with testimony given by members
of the club to the effect that he was per-
fectly, sober.

WRECK AND FIRE.

engines of the Immigrant train exploded
and the east-boun- d engine turned over
Into a ditch. Two firemen and one engi-
neer of the west-boun- d train were killed,
but the fireman and engineer of tho other
train Jumped and escaped.

As soon as the news of the disaster
reached Division Superintendent Burns,
at Detroit, special trains were dispatched
to the scene of the wreck from Adrian,
Detroit, Peru and Montpeller. A special
train from Detroit, carrying E2 physicians
and surgeons, started for Seneca, and was
given the right of way. When It reached
the scene of the wreck the work of suc-
coring the wounded was well under way,
the train having been preceded by a spe-
cial from Adrian bearing all the surgeons
in the city, who had been at work for
an hour when the Detroit contingent ar-
rived. The flames, however, had retarded
the work of rescue. The wounded had
been placed on stretchers In the coaches
sent from Adrian.

"Wounded Taken to Adrian.
At 10:45 o'clock, the first train loaded

with wounded left the scene of the wreck
for Adrian. The dead were left behind to
be carried in on a later train.

The wrecking train ordered from Mont-
peller, SO miles, away, arrived shortly aftei
9 o'clock, but the heavy vestlbuled cars
of the east-boun- d train lay between it
and the burning Immigrant cars, so that
but little aid could be rendered to the
rescuers.

When the special train bearing the
wounded reached Adrian, the Injured were
carried in ambulances, drays and deliv-
ery wagons to tho hospitals, until they
wero filled, and private residences in the
neighborhood were placed In service.

Among the great list of dead only a
few names are known here at present.
One Is Miss Dido Dentsoed, of Tuppervllle,
Ont. She was alive when rescuers reached
her, and with her expiring breath said:
"Notify William Moore." That was all.

Others dead are: James Brown, porter.
Detroit; Job Witchell, shoe manufacturer,
Detroit; E. N. Denell, Detroit; George W.
veomans, capitalist, Kansas City, Mo.

Detroit People Injured.
A special to the Tribune from Adrian

gives the following Detroit persons as
among the injured: George Sweeney, F.
B. Richardson, express messenger, head
cut and both legs mangled; Mary Dolman,
injuries slight; H. B. Whitney, an Ontario
railroad dispatcher, seriously Injured.

At this hour, owing to Imperfect facili-
ties for getting news, It does not seem
likely that details of the wreck will be at
hand before tomorrow morning. It Is es-

timated that more than 500 persons were
on the two trains.

All the immigrants on the west-boun- d

train are believed to be Italians, en route
from New York westward. The depot at
Seneca and comparatively uninjured
coaches have been utilized as temporary
hospitals.

Two relief trains are on the way from
the scene of the wreck at Seneca, bear-
ing the wounded; The trains will not
reach Peru until 3:45 A. M. The general
hospital of the Wabash system Is located
in this city. v

Those Hnrt Jfnmber ISO.
The last reports from Adrian are to the

effect that there are 80 dead and 150 In-

jured, of which 25 cases are serious. Fif-
ty of the SO dead were killed outright.

The Engineer's Statement.
Engineer Strong makes the following

statement:
"I was running G5 miles an hour, when

I saw a light on the west-boun- d train.
I shut down to 50 miles. We had seven
coaches and baggage car. I jumped, as
did my fireman. The first car was strong
and was not smashed. The second col-
lapsed, but not a soul escaped."

Wlllard Stearns, editor of the Adrian.
Press, who had just returned from the
wreck at 2:30 A- - M., telephoned partic-
ulars to the Associated Press. Mr.
Stearns said the cause of the disaster was
the misreading of his order by Engineer
Strong, of the Continental Limited. Tho
order read, "pass at Seneca," but Strong
understood It to read "Sand Creek." The
conductor of the train read the order
rightly. He did not know that tho en-
gineer had misunderstood It, and supposed
that his train was going on a siding.
Finding that the train was running rapid
ly, the conductor put on the air brakes
himself, but he was loo late, and Just
then the erglneer set the brakes to try
to avoid the force of the collision The
engineer's legs was broken, and ho was
otherwise injured.

Seven dead were taken out of one car
of the Continental Limited. All those on
that train who were killed were on that
car which was between the smoker and
dining-car- s. The bulk of the Injured per-
sons were taken to Peru, Ind., and Mont-
peller, O., the tracks of the Detroit &
Lima Northern and Cincinnati Northern
being utilized to get around the wreck.

Scene Begysars Description.
Mr. Stearns said that the scene of tho

wreck beggars description. The night is
bitterly cold, and as there is but one farm-
house adjacent to the scene, there was
but little shelter for tho sufferers. Mat-
ters are In an extremely chaotic condi-
tion, and there are scarcely any facilities
for Identifying the dead. The railroad
will not permit the uss of Its wires, the
only ones available, for carrying the
news.

The Latcct Estimate.
DETROIT, Mich., Nov. 27. The latest

estimate of the dead in the Wabash wreck
near Adrian, Mich.. Is that there are 0
dead and 125 injured. Of the latter It Is
said that 25 will die. Tralnloads of In-

jured have been taken to Adrian, Mich.;
Montpeller, O., and Peru, Ind. Of the
dead, 50 are Italian Immigrants who were
on the west-boun- d train. It Is estimated
that there were 50 persons in the day car
of the east-bou- train, and of these 30

are dead.

Davis H. Waite, of Col- -

orado, Fell Dead at His Home
at Aspen Yesterday.

SOUTH BEND, Ind., Nov. 27. Hon.
Clem Studebaker died at 11 o'clock today.
The funeral will be held at 1 o'clock Sat-
urday afternoon. The burial will be pri-
vate.

Hon. Clem Studebaker was born in Ad-
ams County, Pennsylvania, March 21, 1831.

When he was four years old the family
moved to Wayne, now Ashland County,
Ohio, In wagons. His father, John Stude-
baker, followed the trade of blacksmlth-In- g

and wagon-makin- g. In 1S50, Clem
Studebaker wenH to South Bend, where he
taught school during" the Winter of 1830
and 1S5L In the Spring of 1851 he found
employment in the blacksmith department
of a company manufacturing threshing-machine- s,

receiving his board and 50 cents I

a day. In February. 1S52, he, with an
elder brother, started in the blacksmith
business. A Government contract for 100
wagons, which was executed to the entire
satisfaction of the Government, gave them
a start, and from that time the firm grew
to its present large proportions. He was
twice a lay delegate to the general con-

ference of the Methddlst Episcopal church;
twice delegate to the National Republican
Convention; United States Commissioner
for Indiana to the Paris Exposition of 1878,

also to the New Orleans Exposition; was
president of tho Indiana board of world's
fair managers; a member of the Carriage
Builders' National Association since Its
organization, and one time its president;
was appointed by President Harrison a
member of tho Congress
during the Winter of 1SS9 and 1690; was a
member of the" board of trustees of the
De Pauw University, and president of the
Chautauqua Assembly.

of Colorado Fell Dead
While Peeling Apples.

ASPFN, Colo., Nov. 27.

Davis H. Walte, of Colorado, fell dead
here at 9 o'clock this morning, while peel-

ing apples. He had been In good health
up to the very moment of his death. It Is
believed that the cause of death was heart
trouble.

Davis Hansen Walte was born at James-
town. N. Y., April 9, 1825. During the
early part of his life he was engaged in
mercantile pursuits at Russell, Pa.t and
Fond Du Lac and Princeton, Wis. Ho
was a member of the Wisconsin Legisla-
ture In 1857. He taught school for a time
and later published a newspaper at James-
town. N. Y. In 1876 he removed to Lamed,
Kan., where he was elected to the Legis
lature. He moved to Colorado in 15i9,

practicing law at Leadvlllo and Aspen.
He was a Republican In politics until
1892, when he was a delegate to the Popu-
list convention at Omaha. He was nomi-
nated for Governor of Colorado in that
year by the Peoples party, and was elect-
ed. H.s administration during 1893 and
1894 was tempestuous and eventful. Twice
he called out the state militia, the first
time to maintain order In Cripple Creek
during the miners' strike, and the second
time to scat his appointees on the Denver
Fire and Police Board, whose authority
had bten disputed by the old board, and
who hud becjn forcibly excluded from the
City Hall. Governor Walte was a candi-
date fop in 1SD4, but was de-

feated by Charles A. Mclntyre, Repub-
lican.

CAPTAIN DIAMOND FINED.

Police Officer Paid JJIOOO for Neglect
of Dnty.

ALBANY, N. Y., Nov. 27. Police Cap-

tain Thomas J. Diamond, of New YorK,
who was tried here on a change of venue
from New York County, was today found
guilty on the charge of neglect of duty
In having failed to have suppressed dis-

orderly houses in his precinct. He was
sentenced to pay a tine of $1000, or to be
imprisoned in the Albany County Peni-
tentiary for one year.

In passing sentence Judge Herrick spoke
of the fact that conviction meant to the
captain that after 17 years of an unusual-
ly vigilant and Intelligent service he must
now begirt his career In life anew. For
the benefit of police oltlcers and for the
public as well, the Judge maintained a
seeming distinction between the punish-
ment of Bissert, Captain Diamond's ward-ma- n,

who was recently convicted of ac-
cepting "protection money" from keep-
ers of disorderly houses and sentenced to
five years and six months In the state
prison and the comparatively mild sen-
tence imposed on the captain, that while
It had been supposed the latter received
a portion of the money collected by the
wardman, no evidence In support of that
supposition had been adduced. The Judga
also spoke of the fact that disorderly
houses "by a large portion of our com-
munity are regarded as necessary evils
In large cities, and police officers wink
at their continuance and allow them to
violate the laws as long as they do pot
flaunt their violations of the law before
the public."

Without expressing an opinion as to

whether the tolerance of this class of
houses is morally right or wrong, the
court said: "It is something that is done
probably by every police official in every
large city in the state, and that there Is
not a police captain probably in any pre-

cinct In the City of New York, or in the
City of Albany, for that matter, that
might not be convicted of exactly the
same crime that you have been convicted
or."

The fine was paid under protest, and
Captain Diamond will appeal from the
judgment against him.

NEW YORK, Nov. 27. There is uncer-
tainty as to whether Captain Diamond
loses his place In the police department
by reason of his conviction. Commission-
er Murphy said today that he would not
take any action until he had received a
transcript of the case and had consulted
private counsel. He said that Blssert had
been convicted of a felony, while Cap-

tain Diamond had been convicted of a
misdemeanor.

They will
find that if they can get together on this
matter and achieve success, they can do
the same with other matters, and an ag-
gressive, united community can do almost
anything.

"The circumstance of the expansion of
National territory and trade beyond the
Pacifio is fortuitous for thl3 enterprise,
for it gives a reasonable excuse for bring-
ing the commercial end of the celebration
forward in a way that will attract general
attention.

BULGARIA'S REPLY.

Repudiates Responsibility for the
Brigand Outrage.

SOFIA, Nov. 27. The government has
forwarded to C. M. Dickinson, the United
States diplomatic agent here, who re-
cently left this city for Constantinople, a
reply to hi? note of November 12, con-
cerning Miss Stone, the American mis-
sionary. It Is merely a refutation of tho
official, views already published, repudi-
ating the responsibility of Bulgaria and
alleging that the officials had given every
assistance possible in the matter.

Urges Government to Act.
NEW YORK, Nov. 27. "I have no Idea

where my wife and Miss Stone are now,"
said Gregory M. Tsilka to the Sofia, Bul-
garia, correspondent of the World. The
husband of the American missionary's
companion In captivity by the brigands lb
In a state of wretched nervousness and
apprehension. "I have not heard
from my wife since October 27.
I believe that she and Miss
Stone are well, but they are suffering
acutely from the great cold and the
storms In the mountains. I do
not expect under the present cir-
cumstances that they will be released for
many weeks."

Mr. Tsilka has made a passionate appeal
to the State Department to do something
definite with either the Turkish or the
Bulgarian Governments for the rescue ot
the captives.

POSTAL SERVICE REFORM

REMEDYING ABUSES IN SECOXD- -'

CLASS MAIL MATTER.

Postmaster-General- 's Annual Report
Service in Alaska The Par-

cels Post.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 27. The annualreport of the Postmaster-Gener- al was
made public today. .Discussing the
abuses of second-clas- s matter he says:

"In my annual report for 1S99 I said:
'The most urgent need of the postal serv-
ice is the rectification of the enormous
wrongs which have srrown ud in the ner- -
version and abuse. of the privilege ac-
corded by law to second-clas- s matter.'
Tlmo and experience only emphasize this
statement. It is the most urgent need,
because It alms at the one great over-
shadowing evil of the service, and be-
cause It underlies and overtops all other
Teform and advance. It would relieve the
department from the one oppressive bur-
den wnich cripples and weighs It down,
and which stands as a constant and
formidable barrier gainst Improvement
and progress for the benefit of all the
people In many directions. Deeply im-
pressed with this conviction, the depart-
ment has taken positive steps, in. orders
issued on July 17, 19C1, to correct the
abuses and accomplish substantial re-
form, so far as It Is possible by

action.
"It is difficult to determine accurately

the exact ratio which the cost of handling
and carrying the second-clas- s mall bears
to the aggregate cost of handling and
carrying all the mall. Though three-fift-

In weight. It manifestly could not
be fairly charged with the same propor-
tionate share of the cost. A considerable
portion of it Is handled In bulk. On the
other side, the cost In time, space and
labor In handling individual pieces of
second-clas- s mall Is greater than that of
the first class. To reach the best attain-
able estimate, superintendents of the rail-
way mall service and SO postmasters of
representative cities, large and small,
were asked to give their Judgment, based
upon the practical work of their respec
tive branthes, as to what proportion of
.their total expense Is justly chargeable
to second-clas- s matter. The railway mall
service answered 35 per cent. The answers
of tho postmasters ranged from 10 per
cent to 40 per cent, though most of them
vary but little from 20 per cent. Taken
altogether, the average Is 20 per cent,
and this may be accepted as the substanti-
ally correct ratio. But this Is the rela-
tive cost only In the po3toffices. It takes
no account of transportation. In that
branch weight Is the decisive item. In-
cluding this service with the other esti-
mate. It Is extremely conservative to
say that the second-clas- s mall, which
makes three-fifth- s of the weight of the
mails, may fairly be charged with one-four- th

of the cost. This certainly under-
states rather than overstates the truth.
The cost of the malls for the last fiscal
year was ?115,55,920. One-four- th of that
amount is $28,888,730. The revenue from
second-clas- s matter was $4,294,445, leaving
an actual net cost and loss to the Gov-
ernment of $24,594,2S5.

"Under the practice hitherto prevail-
ing there has been a great Inducement
ta these private publishing enterprises.
The two cardinal factors have been cheap
paper and nominal postage. The produc-
tion of legitimate newspapers and peri-
odicals involves costly news service, large
editorial staffs, expensive corps of con-
tributors ahd all the elaborate machinery
of a complete intellectual and business or
ganization. But the manufacture of the
kind of papers and periodicals which do
not come within the terms of the law
costs very little. Tho chief Items are
white paper and distribution. In 1S83 the
postage rate on second-clas- s matter was
reduced from 2 cents a pound to 1 cent.
The price of white paper at that time was
nearly 6 cents a pound. Since then it
has gradually declined to 2 cents a pound
or less, and with this great and con-

current reduction. In the cost, both of
raw material and distribution, there Is a
direct and Immense premium on thesB Il-

legitimate outgrowths. The result Is the
uprising of thousands of peri-
odicals which are established primarily
for advertising purposes. They have few
or no legitimate subscribers; they make
up lists either by procuring names and
sending the papers to them for nothing,
or by offering premiums substantially
equal In value to the subscription price,
and so .circulate at a nominal rate, thus
being outside of the Jaw at every point.
They obtain advertising on the basis of
this illegitimate circulation, and it makes
a profitable business, for the chief cost
to the publisher Is the white paper, and
the chief expense of the undertaking falls
on the Government.

"The Government Is thus not only con-
tributing largely and rightly to the dis-
tribution of legitimate newspapers and
periodicals with a public object and com-
ing within the law, but it ia paying a pub- -
sidy of 512,000,000 a year for purely pri-

vate publishing enterprises, run solely for
private profit. How great a burden this
Is and how it stands in the way of just
undertakings will be plain on. a moment's
consideration. This wrongful subsidy
would pay substantially the net cost of
extending rural free delivery over alt the
feasible part of the whole country. It
would pay, if not all, at least the greater
part, of the loss of revenue Involved In
penny postage on drop letters. It would
pay the cost of three battle-ship- s. It
would pay the largest amount that ha
been proposed to be set apart for the
upbuilding of a great American merchant
marine and leave $3,000,000 to spare every
year.

"In this work of reform the legitimate
newspapers and magazines have an Inter-
est as Immediate and vital as that of the
Government and people themselves. No
criticism falls on them and no laying ot
the ax at rooted evils menaces their po-

sition. They ask no favors. They stand
on their rights. With their fixed place,
their public object and their regular tody
of readers, they are tho direct objects of
that deliberate and enlightened public
policy which In the Interest of the people
fosters the recognized sources of public
Intelligence. They observe and fulfill the
requirements of the law. And because
they do they have tho more concern. In
eliminating those which do not."

Regarding the parcels post, the Secre- -

tary says:
"Though the parcels post conventions

have existed for several years between
the United States and various countries
of this continent, the convention with
Germany was the first made with any na-

tion in Europe. Its operation has been
awaited with Interest as throwing light
upon the question of extending such rela-
tions. The results of one year's experi-
ence are now available. The aggregate
weight of parcels received from Germany
was 2S3.690 pounds, as against 51,484 pounds
sent from the United States; the average
weight of the former wa3 7.44 pounds and
of the latter 2.44 pounds. To all coun-
tries with which we have conventions we
sent 252,791 pounds, and from them we re-

ceived 281,813 pounds, of which all but
about 48,000 came from Germany. Other
countries In Europe seek parcels post con-

ventions with us, but It may be a ques-
tion how far a foreign service of this
character should be extended before a
domestic parcels post shall be inaugu-
rated. The establishment of a domestic
system Is a question for Congress."

On the subject of Alaska mail service,
the report says:

"Much thought has been given to the
needs of Alaska. The existing service of
four malls a month from Skagway, via
Dawson, Circle City and Intermediate
points, to St. Michael and Nome was ar-

ranged last Winter, and will be main-
tained during the present season. Addl-tlon-

service has been provided whenever
made necessary by the fluctuating tide
of settlers, and the department endeavors
to follow the prospectors as closely as is
practicable. There is now a ly

service between Valdes and Circle City,
