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ANARCHY HIS THEME

Senator McComas Spoke on
Its Dangerous Spread.

WOULD EXCLUDE THE CLASS

Power of Congress (e Deal With the
Subject — Hoar Suggested a
Penal Coleny—Other Basineas
of the Sesnte.

WABHINGTONX, Dec. 5. —McComas, of
Maryland, made an extended and care-
fully prepared speech in the Senate lo-
day with anarchy as his theme and was
followed by some brief remarks by Hoar
on the dificulties In the way of dealing
with anarchical associations. The Senate
passed a blll extending the Hfe of the
industrial commission untll February Ii
next, 1o complele the work it now has In
hand. The committee which will con-
tider an approprinte tribute to the late
President McKiniey wns also appointed.
The Scnate adjotrned until next Monday.

The announcement that McComan |
would Inaugurate the discussion on the
suppreasion of anarchy and nnnrf'hlsu|
filled the galleries with a goodly number |

of spectators. Before the routine busi-
nese waf tnken up, Hale secured the
adoption of s resplution that when the |

Senste adjourn today It be until next |

Monday. The heavy Influx of petitions,
hills, ete, continued, much time belng
taken In their formal reception.

MeComns was then recognized In sup-
port of hin bill introduced yesterday pro-
viding the death penalty for assaults
upott the President, or for inciting, ad-
vising or procuring such assaults. The
Senntor spoke of the dangerous spread
of anarchy; President Carnot, Prime Min-
ister Canovas, the Empress of Austria,
King Humbert and President McKinley
having been foully aszassinated by an-
archists within the last seven yearm. It
was humlliating, he sald, to consider the
impotency of our Federal lnws to punish
this fearful crime. The Senator spoke
of the revolutionary propacanda under
the gulding hand of Herr Most and the
Nihilist Hartmann, and the formiation
since 1551 of anarchist groups Congress
must now legislate against this peril
with courape, firmness, conservatism and
prudence. The Constitutiona] power of
Congress to deal with the subject was
discussed at length and supported by
numeroun references to  the Supreme
Court declsions. In the course of his
speech the Senator argued that interna-
tlanal comity called for action on our
part to suppress the origin of plots In thix

country ngainst forcign rulers. He sald:
We should emnct laws to expel and
sxelunde allen anmrchists We shall, at

thiz session, with unanimity re.enact the
Chinese excluslon ret I will cheerfully
vele to exclude the hordes of China and
¢venit the competition of £ hinsse cheap
Inbor. Far more readily will 1 vote to
rxciunde allen anerchists here now. We
have naturalized and nntive anarchists
in our midst With these we must con-
tend in other fashinons Why should we
not, an we may, expel allen anarchists
for caussT"’

The Senntor also urged nomersos
amenfments of the Iimmigration laws
with a view to excluding anarchists. In
conclusion he =said;

“At all times the bDody of the plain
peasple whom Lineoln loved and wpon
whom MceKinley leaned are Its unfafling
defenders.  This great people, (acing the
WdAspus point of anprchism, taught by
thelr sorrow to think stralght and see
clenr, now rate more highly than ever
the wvalpe of thelr government, Mare
than ever before are now rpevepled to
them its Dlessings, Ita glory and ita
power. "

At the conciusion of McComes' remarks
Hory epoke briefly along the same (inck,
He sald that wiiie he heartily agreed
with much that bad been sald, yet the |
great difficnliy In all these cages of creas-
sination was that the assassin was wiliing
nnd anxions to plve up hls Hfe.

ISTHMIAN CANAL TREATY

TEXT OF THE CONVENTION WHICH
WAS SENT TO THE SENATE,

Prealdent Rooseveli’'s Letter Trans-
mitting the Treaty, and Secretary
Hay's Report Upon It

WABHINGTON, Dec. §~The new Hay-
Pauncefote treaty, providing for the con-
struction of a canal across the Isthmus
| of Panama, which was sent to the Ben-
| ate yesterday, Is as follows:

The TUniied States of America and
| His Majesty Edward VIL of the Unit-
ed Kingdom of Great Britaln and
Ireland and of the British Dominlons be-
yond the seas King, and Emperor of In-
dia, belng desirous to facilitate the con-
Firuction of a ship canal to connect the
Atiantic and Pacific Oceans, by whatever
| Toute may be considered expedient, and
to that end to remove any objection which
may srise put of the convention of the
18th of April, 180, commonly called the
Ciayton-Bulwer (reaty, to the construc-
tion of such ecanal under the auspices
of the Govermment of the United States
without Impairing “ths general principle™
of neutraligation eslablished in article §
of thut convention, bave, for that purpose,
appointed an thelr Plenlpotentiaries:

The President of the United States,
John Hay, Secretary of State of the
United States of America: and His Maj-
ity Edward VII, of the Unlted Kingdom
of Great Britaln and of Irciand and of the
British Dominions beyond the sean King,
und Emperor of India, the Right Hon
Lord Pauncefote, G. C, B.,, 6. C M. G.,
His Mujesty's Ambassedor Extraordinary
&nd Minister Plenipotentiary to the United
Biates who, having communicated 1o each
other their full powers, which were found
to be In due and proper form, have agreed
upon the following articles:

ARTICLE I
The high contracting parties agree that

the present treaty shall superssde the
| aforem loned convention of the Ith
of April, 1550

ARTICLE 1.

It = agreed that the canal may be
constructed under the ausplces of the
Government of the United States, elther
directiy st its own ecost. or by gift or by
lvan of money to individuals or corpora-
tions, or through subscription to or pur-
chase of stock or shares, and that. sub-
Ject 1o the provimons of the present
treaty. the sald Government shall have
and enjoy all the rights lnecident to such
construction, as well as the exclusive
right of providing for the regulation and
management of the canal.

ARTICLE IIL

The United States adopts as the basis
ef the neutralization of such ship canal,
the foliowing rules substantially as em-
bodied In the convention of Constanti-
nople. signed the 3th of October, 1888, for
the free pavigation of the Bues Canal,
that s to say:

1. The canal shall b free and open to
the vessels of commerce and of war of
sll mations observing these rules, on
termns of entire oguality so that there
shall be no discrimination aguinst any
such nation of ita citizens or subjects, In
respect of the conditions or charges of
traffie or otherwise. Such conditions and
cg?rsea of trafMic shail be just and equit-

L The cann! shall never be hlockaded
nor ahall any right of war be exercised
nor any act of hostillty be committed
within t. The United States, however,
shall be at Uberty to maintain such mil.
ltary police along the canal as may be
necessary to protect it against lawless-
pess and disorder,

not revictual nor take any stores in the
cunnl, except so far as toay be strictly
neccssary, and the transit of such ves-
scls through the canal shall be effectied
with the least possible delay in acenr-
dance with (he regulutions In force and
with only such Intermission as may re-
mult from the necessities of the service.

under the present treaty.

Britain to facllitate the construction of &
ship canal to connect the Atlantic and
Pacific Ocenns by whatever route may be
considersd expedlent, and to trat ¢nd to
remove any objectlons which may rise
out of the convention of April 15, 1850,
commonly ecalled the Clayvion-Bulwer
treaty, to the constructlon of such canal
under the auspicea of the Goveronment of
the United States, without impalring the
‘seneral principles’ of neutralization es-
lablished In article 8 of that convention,
