NEED OF THE . IMPROVEMENT

3Ir. Scott DIuciikkcs the Project "With

the Chamber of. Commerce Trus-
tee Various Resolution

Adopted.

At the regular meeting of the Chamber
of Commerce tnjbtees yesterday mornins
H. "VV. Scott spoke on the subject of Up-

per Columbia improvement. Resolutions
were adopted declaring In favor of the
passage of a rivers and .harbors bill at
the present session of Congress, direct-
ing the publication of a monthly summary
of the work of the Chamber, protesting
against the proposed sjMem of leasing
Government land, and increasing the sal-

ary of the assistant secretary to $160 per
month. Nine new members were rectiv ed.
Preliminary arrangements for holding the
annual meeting of members were made.

Upon the opening of the meeting letters
were read from Senators Simon and Fora-ke- r,

acknowledging receipt of th$ resolu-
tions of the Chamber of Commerce urg-
ing improvement of the Columbia, and
fromthe Boards of Trade of Dayton and
North Yakima, indorsing the resolutions
of the Chamber on. the same subject.
"Later In the day a letter was received
from the President's private secretary, ac
knowledging Teceipt of the resolutions and
saving that they had been referred to the
Secretary of the Treasury. Then 3Ir.
Scott, who had been invited to be present
to discuss the open-rl- project, talked
briefly on the subject.

Mr. Scott spoke of the two
projects that for the Upper

Columbia and that fsjr the lower river or
bar. He said both must be puhed to-

gether, and neither lost-- sight of. From
this point of view he regarded It as very
important thai the support of all the In-
land Empire Senators and Representa-
tives be obtained, and that the delega-
tions from Washington and Idaho work
with the Oregon men to further the im-
provement enterprises in every way j.ks-sibl- e.

In order to keep the matter before
Congress, it must be pushed on these lines
and on all other lines that can be devised
bv Interchange of opinion with commercial--
bodies of the Interior, by petition, by
personal letters, etc We must also keep
this country before the people of .he
United States, not permitting them to for-
get our commercial importance. "Mr.Scott
drew attention to the fact that it would
not be possible to get an independent ap-
propriation from Congress for the Colum-
bia River alone; 'what we do get will come
in the general scheme of river and harbor
work, and through the regular channels.
Therefore work directed to the end in
view should be conducted with rpference
to the manner of Its accomplishment. lie
said it might be possible to get contracts
for certain parts of the work, though that
plan is not looked upon with favor at
"Washington. He looked upon the Lewis
and Clark celebration as 'a useful enter-
prise to the Pacific Northwest, because it
will bring this region before the public
mind of the whole country and keep fresh
our industrial and commercial needs.

Mr. Scott did not think the dfrect influ-
ence of river Improvement upon trallkv"
of the Columbia Bain would be much, be-
cause of certain disadvantages of water
carriage and because the river touches buta small part of the productive country.
But the indirect benefit would be yery
great. An open river would regulate
freight charges from the entire Columbia
Valley to Puget Sound, as well as to Port- -

imu.-io- r me wasnington railroads cros-
sing the mountains will rnnko iii mi
rates that are made by the lines down
the Columbia River. He said the rail-
road rates were much too high; that we
had not yet derived any benefit from thefact that the haul dowfc the Columbia
from the interior producing cpuntrv is ona water level. The rates are what they
would be if the road had passed over thetop of the range insead of coming through
the Columbia Gorge. The water-lei- el

route had not yielded any advantage tothe producers. A material reduction inrates rnlsht be made in time, he thought,
but opening the river to free navigation
would settle the question at once evonthough. the traffic should continue' to be
carried by the railroads.

At the clo.-- of llr. Scott's address therewas a short informal discussion of it.President Hahn spoke of the disposition
of the people of the Interior to think Port-land interests advocated the Lower Co-
lumbia improvement almost to the exclu-sion of the needs of the upper rher andasked for the .support of The Oregonian
in the efforts of the Chamber of Com-merce to advance the cause of the upper
liver. Mr. Scott freely promised thisthough he would not admit the implica-
tion that the paper had not been earnestand energetic in Its support of that cause.
.He said if there was any way in which thepaper could do more efficient work forthe upper river he would be delimited tobae it pointed out, and he would himselftry to find a way to do more. A vote ofthanks was given Mr. Scott for his ad-dress, and to The OregoniRn for its sup-port of free navigation on the Columbiaand Its tributaries.

A resolution was adopted protestingagainst the passage by Congress or anvmeasure authorizing the leasing of publiclands for grazing purposes. Such meas-ure was declared to be against the policyof homebuilding fostered by the Govern-ment, and Senators and Representatives
were requested to work agalnt it. An-other resolution requested "our Senatorsand Representatives In Congress to aidthe officers of the National Rivers andHarbors Congress to bring about the pas-sage of the rivers and harbors bill at thepresent session of Congress," and It waspussed. By another resolution- - It wasmade the duty of the secretary hereaftertp publish a monthly bulletin of the wnrkdone by the Chamber, and mail a com-t- o
