jlICHIGAX'S DECISIVE VICTORY
OVER STANFORD AT PASADENA.

.Playing of the Ana Arbor Mea Wm
So Fast and FnrioHS That the Cal-

ifornlans Were Bewildered.

PASADENA. Cal., Jan. L By the de-

cisive score of 49 to 0, the Michigan Uni-

versity, football team today defeated
Stanford University. The score is quite In
proportion to the general superiority of
the Eastern men at the game of football.
It does not, however, tell the story of
Stanford's desperate but futile efforts
against defeat. Michigan's superior
knowledge of the' game showed in every
play. At kicking, general team work,
running, tackling and bucking the line, the
Michigan men excelled. Perhaps the
strongest feature of their playing was the
phenomenal punting by Sweeley, Mich-
igan's right end. In very exchange of
punts Stanford lost ground, which she
could not regain. In the first half Stan-
ford showed well for the first 20 minutes,
forcing Michigan's line for small gains
and holding her opponents when they
went against her line. Gradually the
Michigan boys forced the ball down the
field for steady gains through center and
around the left end. By a series of bril-

liant plays that never failed to score, and
again by the most superb team work ever
shown on a football field in. California,
Michigan took the ball to Stanford's three-yar- d

line. Here the Californlans took a
fletermined stand, and, encouraged by the
shouts of their partisans, withstood the
terrible battering of their line until they
secured the ball on downs, and then be-

gan a systematic and determined assault
on Michigan's invulnerable line. Stanford
tried every trick known to their men to
advance, only to resort to punting with
consequent loss of ground. Again Michi-
gan hammered the line for steady gains.
Clark, Stanford's left end, was disabled
in a fierce scrimmage, and was replaced
by. Preston. Michigan's star fullback.
Snow, scored the first touchdown, and
Shorts kicked a goat Score: Michigan
6, Stanford 0. Three times In the first
half Michigan succeeded In sending a man
over the line, but once falling to add a
goal. The first half ended with the score:
Michigan 17, Stanford a

The second half was an exhibition of
fast football. Michigan went at their op-

ponents with all the knowledge of the
game and the weight of their players.
They hit Stanford's line in the middle and
they went around the ends. They ad-

vanced 10, 16 and 20 yards on a play, on
fake passes, fake kicks and every other
known football device. In fact, so fast
and fierce was their play that Stanford
was bewildered, and knew not how to
stop the encroachment on. her goal. Once
or twice again the Californlans held the
conquerers for downs, but the arrested
progress of the Ann Arbor men was ex-

tremely brief. Again and again Snow for
Michigan went over the line for touch-
downs, and Shorts kicked goal until 49

points had been scored. For Michigan the
brightest star in her ranks was Snow at
fullback, though he scarcely eclipsed
Sweeley and Hernstern. Traeger, for
Stanford, played a brilliant game, his
tackling being one of the features.

The day was perfect, though possibly a
trifle warm for football. The field upon
which the teams met was as level as
a floor, but very dusty. The crowd, the
largest that ever attended an athletic
event In Southern California, numbered
about 7000. It presented all the animation
and much more of color than the average
football crowd.

SAILORS COULDN'T SCORE.

Portland "Wins Football Game by
Foar to Nothing:.

After a hard-foug- ht game, attended by
quite a crowd of spectators, the doughty
tars of the Seamen's Institute could do
nothing with the Portland Football Club
at the association football match yester-
day, at the Bishop Scott Academy
grounds, and the result was: Portland 4,

Institute 0. The sailors played plucklly,
hut they were outclassed by the checkerbo-
ard-like combination of the shore folks.

Although the game was slated at 10:30
o'clock the kick-o- ff did not take place
until 11:19 o'clock, and the crowd waited
49 minutes In the cold. The Portlands
were not to blame, as they were ready
to start on. time, but the sailors were kept
at work on their ships until the last min-
ute, and consequently were late in start-
ing. This should ' be remedied In future
games. The referee should blow the
whistle on time, else interest in the sport
will lag.

Portland started by kicking up hill, and

NICHOLAS AND LOUBET.

Exchange of New Year's Greetings
Between. Paris and St. Petersburg?.
PARIS, Jan. 1. New Year's day was

observed throughout France as a public
day. In Paris the weather was muggy.
President Loubet received the usual visits
froha the Cabinet Ministers and the Pres-
idents and ts of the Senate
and Chamber of Deputies. Mounted re-
publican guards, drawn up In the court-
yard of the Elysee Palace, rendered the
customary honors to the visitors. Later
the President, escorted by a detachment
of cuirassiers, returned the visits. He
was warmly cheered by the people. The
large number of Americans who thronged
the saloons of the United States Embassy
this afternoon attested to the popularity
of the United States Ambassador, General
Horace Porter, and Mrs. Porter, who Is-

sued an open Invitation to all Americans
to attend their New Year's reception.
Practically tho entire American colony
here responded.

The customary exchange of tho New
Year's greetings between St. Petersburg
and Paris occurred today. The Czar tele-
graphed as follows to President Loubet:

"Tsarkoe-Sel- o, Jan. L On the occasion
of the new year, the Empress and myself
desire to express to you our best wishes
for France and for you personally. Among
the most agreeable remembrances of the
year Just closed, that of the few days
passed in the beautiful country, friendly
and allied to us. Is specially dear."

President Loubet, In reply, sent the fol-
lowing message to the Czar:

"I am deeply touched by the good wish-
es of yourself and Her Majesty, for
France. My country preserves a grateful
remembrance of the second visit you
deigned to devote to her, and will rejoice
jto learn of the happy and lasting Impres-
sion that your recent stay In France .has
left In your mind."

"St. John's, N. F., Jan. L This gov-
ernment has not considered the renewal of
the modus vlvendl, and hopes there will
be no occasion to consider the

of a measure so detrimental to the
Interests of the empire and the colony.
The government has not received any
advice from the Imperial Government as
to what has been done with regard to the
negotiations with Franco since the New-
foundland delegation left London last
May. All the colony's representations to
tho Colonial Office have been unanswered,
and no reply has been received regarding
reciprocity with America, although the
Imperial government's desire respecting a
discussion of that question between Sir
Wilfrid Laurler and Sir Robert Bond has
been fully compiled with, and the result
has been reported to the Colonial Office.
The successful management of the colo-
ny's affairs by the present administration
Is manifested by a financial condition un-
paralleled In Its history. We only require
justice at the hands of the Imperial gov-
ernment, In the removal of the restriction
as to treaty, shore and trade relations
with America, to assure us a position of
permanent prosperity."

The Anglo-Frenc- h modus vlvendl cover-
ing the lobster question on the French
shore of Newfoundland expired yester-
day, and apparently no arrangement with
France Is In sight.

French Professor to Lecture.
PARIS, Jan. 1. 'Professor Leopold

of the College of France, will sail
for New York on the steamer La Savoie
January 11, to deliver a series of lectures
at American universities under the auspi-
ces of L'AIUance Francalse, on French
society and social questions. Professor
Mabllleau Is also Intrusted with missions
In behalf of the ministries of public In-

struction and commerce. He will Investi-
gate and draw up a report on the social
side of American education, and will also
report on the best site for and means to
be taken to organize the proposed French
Industrial College in the United States.
The professor will put himself In com-
munication with various American tech-
nical institutions. He will stay three
months In the United States.

Urlbe-Url- be Invades Colombia.
NEW YORK, Jan. 1. According to ca-

blegrams just received by Dr. Restrepo,
head of the Colombian Revolutionary
Junta here, General Urlbe-Urlb- e, the rev-
olutionary leader, with 3000 men, has. In-

vaded Colombia for Venezuela. The In-
vasion was made in the Colombian Prov-
ince of Santander. The dispatch came
from General Vargas Santos, a Liberal
chief living In Curacao. Urlbe-Url- be Is
confronted by General Gonzalez Valencia,
according to the advices. In the rear of
the government force 13 said to be a
Liberal army which recently took posses-
sion of the town of Bucuramanga. Four
battalions of government troops In that
town. It Is said, joined the Liberal forces
In a body.

Franco and Italy.
ROME. Jan. 1. The French Ambassador,

M. Calllebarrere, speaking at a reception
of the French colony here today, took oc-

casion to allude In the most friendly terms
to the relations between France and Italy.
He complimented Italy on the astonishing
material progress made by this country
during the past year, declared that there
was no longer any Mediterranean problem
between the two countries, and added that
all other negotiations had likewise been
settled on a lasting and satisfactory ba-
sis.

Donhle Duty on Bounty Sngar.
LONDON, Jan. 2. On the ground that

in spite of the sugar duty Imposed last
year, the price of sugar Is now lower
than ever, owing to the enormous imports
from Germany, the Dally Mall today ad-
vocates doubling the duty on bounty-fe- d
sugar, but leaving the duty on colonial
sugar unchanged. The paper says such a
course would avert the ruin now threat-
ening the West Indies and would be an
effective means of persuading foreign na-
tions to abolish sugar duties.

Wesleyan Fund Raised.
LONDON, Jan. 1. By a special collec-

tion taken up last Sunday, which realized
65,000. and by promfses from other quar-

ters, "the Wesleyan Methodists have prac-
tically completed the collection of the
Wesleyan Methodist twentieth century
fund of 1,000,000 guineas, which was start-
ed three years ago. This fund was col-
lected for evangelistic education and phil-
anthropic work.
