BACONNOT POPULAR HERE

MAYEF HE WROTE SHAKESPEARE
AND MAYBE HE DIDN'T.

What's the Difference! Asks Port-
land Students — Contreoversy Is
Dead and Can't Be Revived.

The cabled announcement that an Amer-
lcan woman, now living in London, Mma,
Gallup, clalma to have discovered a
cipher ruoning through the playas popu-
larly supposed to have been written bY
Willlam Shakespeare, which proves the
real author to have been Lord Bacon, has
not stirred the depths of lterary Port-
land.

In times pastthe controversy between the
suppogters and dissenters of the Bacoaulan
theory has had its place in the discus-
sions of literat! here. But the guestion
seems to have been settled to the satls-
faction of those Interested and the re-
vival of Interest In London will ind no
counterpar: here.

When Ignatius Dennelly's startling
book, ""The Great Cryptogram,” was firat
published, many coples were sold in Port-
land and viclnity., The volume had few
supporters and many critics. Now It la
forgottep and conslgned to oblivion along
with IMam Jennings Bryan and other
meteory that flashed momentarlly across
the horizon and then disappearsd in the
outer darknesa.

Inquiry at book stores yesterday falled
to reveal sany tumultuous haste on the
part of buyers to revive the controversy,
There has been no demand for Doanelly's
book or for others bearing on the same
subject. A few of the stores keep a single
volume of some of the more Important
works, but tucked away wailing for the
possible purchaser, not exposed fof the
pleasure of the probabls customer. At
the Portland Library are a half, dosen
booka devoted In whole or In part to the
Baconlan theory, but the dust is still on
them, and thelr names are seldom men-
tioned.

‘““The Baconlan theory is not taken serl-
ously,” sald Librarian D. P. Leach yes-
terday. “‘Donnelly had his day, and others
have written to support the contention
that Bhakespeare did not write the piays
and poems which are accredited to him.
At one time there existed an ardent partl-
sanship on both aldes, but now excilemene
has simmered down, and untl] some tangl-
ble evidence s adduced, I do not anticl-
pate any revival of interest.'

A. C. S8andford who Iz well known to
Portland book-lovers, is a stanch sup-
porter of the Baconian theory, as he has
bean for years. “And others belleve In
It, too,” sald Mr. Sandford yesaterday,
“but are afrald to say so for fear of In-
viting , eriticlam from the newspapers. I
know nothing of the cipher sald to have
been discovered by Mre. Galiup. It is not
relevant to the controvemy, unless proved
beyond any possible doubt. But the advo.
cates of the Baconlan theory rest thelr
case on the mass of llterary proof that
has been brought forward establishing the
fact of Bhakespeare’'s lack of literary
ability, the coarsensss of his personal
habitsa and the fact that no manuseripts
by him have ever been discovered,

“For 25 years 1 was secretary of a
Shakespeare Club In Racine, Wis, and,
after studying his works, | desired to
know msomething of the man. I obtalned
books both in this country and abroad,
and the more 1 read the less I knew of
the man reputed to be the author of the
masterpleces of English |lterature, Sev.
eral books have been written which go
far towards proving that Bacon and not
Shakespeare wus -the author of works at-
tributed to thes Intter."

One of the volumes which Mr. Sandford
cites as wrgument I8 titled “"Bacon wvs.
Shakespeare; Brief for Plainuff,” written
by 'Edwin Reed, a distinguished New
York lawyer. Librarian Leach sald yes-
torday that the book had been read by a
prominent Portiand Miwyer, and that he
had returned It as unconvincing, saying
that the argument was aspeclal pleading,
which In law signifies skillful jugglery of
Inw In an attempt to bulld up & logleal
argument without foundation

Beveral lawyers and other professional
men who are well read were approached,
but evinced no Interest. In fact, they
were bored by the query and flatly avowed
thelr Indifference to the discussion, As
ona of them expresssd It: “What's the
difference? The value of the works at-
tributed to Bhakespears will not be jes-
sened in wvalue If 1t shall be proven that
Bacon was the author in fact.”
