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DENIAL TO CHARGES

Surveyor-General of ldaho
Makes Statement.

HOW HiS OFFICE IS CONDUCTED

Ao Hecent Troable with Olivil Service
Commission, and Contracts Were
Awnnarded Without FPavorit.
ism—Politlas in It

Burveyor-General Joseph Perrault, of
l4aho, makex indignant denjal to the
charges that have been proferred against
bim before the Department of the In-
terior at Washington, D. C. He was in
Portlend wyesterday, having come to the
clty from Bolse to place his daughter In
sichool at St. Helen's Hall, and while here
he discussed the attucks which have been
made upon him.

Mr. Ferrault hns been n well-known
figure in Idaho politics for years. He has
been actively prominent in  Senator

Bhoup's campaigns, and he was appoint-
ed to the office of Burveyor-General by
President McKinley in 1557 at the instance
of Benatoir Bhoup. His torm expires Jan-
uary 12, and in the scramble for the office
charges have been openly made reflect-
ing seriouszly upon Mr. Perrault, person-
mdly, and as an official of the Government.

He In accused of personal Incompe-
tence, favoritism in letting awards for
surveying contracts and defiant disregard
of the rules of the Clvil Service Commis-
Blon governing the appointment of em-
pioyes. To each of these specifications
Mr. Perrault mukes a vigorous reply. He
denles tholr correctness separately and in
toto, and sayr that the asnimus back of
the accusations has Its origin with politi-
cul opponents of Benator Shoup, who are
nitacking him because of his cloge rela.
tions with the Benator,

It has been publlcly sald that Surveyor-
General Perranlt wae a harness-maker
before belng appainted to the office, that

men stated that he obstructed work in
the office by his Incessant conversation,
and that they could do more work In his
absence than with his help.

“Of the two others who were finally gis-
charged becayse of  incompetence, oOnDo
was & pister of my immediate predeces-
sor, whp did no work whatever, and was
popuiarty referred to as the soclal de-
partment of the office. The other clerk
was & hack driver, whe had been ap-
pointed by Surveyor-General Straughan,
and when let out of office returned to
that occupation. He was indompetent
to fAll the position.. The trouble over
the civil sérvice rules happened In No-
vember of 38, and since that time 1
have had nd trouble whatever, either with
the Civil Bervice Commission or with
the Department of the Interfor. When-
ever It hay been necessary to have addl-
tional clerical or other help I have ap-
plied to the Civil Service Commission
for it, and they have designated persons
from the eligible list, who were subse-
guently appointed.

“In the case of Lalloman no one was
appointed In his place. Later 1 request-
el an addittonal draughtsman from Land
Commissioner Binger Hermann, who sub-
mitted it to the Civil Sggvice Commission,
and they recommended Mr. Nieberding,
who was appointed, Mr. Nelberding was
& capable and comipetent man, and came
from Oregon, where he was for some tUme
employed by the 0. R. & N. Ca.
Later I asked for anothér man., and the
Commissioner notifled me that therd was
no one available on the #ligible Hst, and
I was asuthorized to employ ah expert
draughtsman, pending an eligible man
from the civil service Hst.

name on the eligible list, and was there-
fore tankem on the office force as a per
diem man.

PORTLAND MEN ARE DOING WELL
IN THE NORTH.

Salmon Canneries and Mines Briag
Rich Harvest — Progress of
Devel

Attorney George Clark, of Ketchikan,
Alaska, s In Portiand for a few days,
being on his way for a visif in San Fran-
clseo. He brings tidings of success in the
north. for a number of Portland peopie.
He was surprised to find that those suc-
cesses had not been heralded through
the community. ;

“Why, If Seatttle men had achieved such
successes in Alaska,” sald Mr. Clark yes-
terday, “the papers there would be fliled
with remuarkable storfes about the wealth
of the country and the charm of Its great
avenpe of approach—Seattle. But here in
Portland 1 find almost mno altention is
given to those matters. The people who
do well keep it pretty much to themselves
and go right ahead and repeat the process,
There 8 more Portland money in South-
eastern Alaska than of any other clty,
but you don't seem to make much of it
down here. And the Portiand men are do-
ing well there, too, 2

“Judge M. G. Munley and his brother,
Tom, had a salmon cannery at Cross
sound and another at Shettisham. They
sold out last year to the trust and cleanéd
up 10000 by the tion. J. T. Barron
and his associat had a cannery at
Thiinkett, which they sold fof F0000 1,
. Hammond is putting In & 30-stamp mill
at the Bea Level mine, 4 miles south of
Ketchikan, on Thorn Arm, where Port-
land men have spent 350,000 in blocking out
a fine hody of ore, rich in free gold. SBam
Davis, of Lipman, Wolfe & Co., and M.
W. Rountree, bave invested about 15,000
in a splendid copper property on Chol-
mondelay Sound.

“The Alaska Gold Mining Assoclation,
composed of several Portiand men, among
them befng Dr. Benson E. Wrighs, P. H.
Cowan, J, W. Opdyke, Ben Backman,
George Orton and Lee M. Ciark, has a
very promising gold ledge on Windham
Bay, known as the Littie Bawin. It Is In
the Juneau mining district. The ledge |8
22 feet wide, with a I4-inch seam or chute
of mica schist. and white quarts, carry-
ing thick bodies of galema and stringers
and nuggets of gold in refkless profusion,
and averaging 51000 to the ton, This mine
i* a mile and & fQuarter from the beach
and dbowt a quarter of & mile from the
mill of snother rich mine. The bay is
navigable for the largest shipa. Prepara-
tions are now being made to put in ma-
chinery aod open this mine on a large
scale, It 1s a marvel of richness. [

“This association also gwas the Garnet
mine, -nemr the mouth of the Stikeen
River and about six wmilth from Fort
Wrangel. Thousands of tons of garnet
are in sight there, but it has a somewhst
limited market., being used .chiefly for
manufucjuring emery paper. The Alaska
Monarch 18 another of the properties of
this Portland assoclation, located 25 miies
nerth of Ketchiksan, on Port Stewart. It
ts three miles from navigable water, The
face of a three-foot ledge assays 322 10
in free gold. We will get to work on all
these properties as #o0on A8 arrangements
can be made, and there can be no doubt
that they will add much to the wealth
of Portland. There are many such prop-
ertes In Alaska, but, of course, It takes
capital to develop them. An cnormous
quantity of gold will come from louth:
eastern Alaska In the era now dawning.'

NEW RULE FOR AGENTS.

Telegraphers Fear It Trenches om
Union Agteement.

Last month fhe management oOf the
Bouthern Pacifica Oregon lines sent out
the following clroular to agents: )

In & case whire passecgers purchase tickets
or truvel on mileage, request their bagxaxe
checked Tor passenger trains passing an agency
station at a time when the agent & not on
duty (or station closed), agent will arrange Lo
accommodate such passengers, check thelr bag-
gage apd be on hand at train time to deilver
bagghge to the train baggageman. Overiime
will be pald for this additlonal wervioe at ibe
rate of one hour's pay for each call

This was signed by Superintendent L.
R. Flelds, and approved by Manager H.
Koehler. There are {ntimations along
the line that the circular has been the
subject of considerable discussion. among
the ngents at one-man stations, where the
agent is also telegrapher, on the ground
that in some cases the train schedules are
such that the agent does not have eight
consecutive hours of rest out of the 34
hours, which Is one of the ilems of the
agrecment between the telegraphers and
the rallroad company. The officers de
that any friction has arlsen or 1= lik
to arise over the enforcement of the new
order, however.

The Rallway Employes’ Journal, a San
Francisco publication. alleges that it has
recelved @ large number of communica-
tions from Oregon agents respecting the
new . Southern sacific order. The paper
discusses the maltter In this wise:

The sgents who have writtén regardigs this
circular are much perturbed 'as to its Intent,
and fear that It is not in harmony with the
telegraphers’ schedules now in eoffect, and that
it means the gradual breaking down of the
schedulen,

The clrenlar not only does not cdnflict with
the telegraphars’ schedules, but, oo the con-
trary, i» the very thing that many of the
agents on the lines In Oregon contended for in
1500, ' shorily after the firwt schedulo became
oprrative.

Prior to tha sdoption of the first schedule,
which became effective September 1, 1809, the
agents &t most of the “‘one-man'’ stations on
the linea in Orogon main llnes Were required
to mest Lrains at varfous hours of the night,
which reduced their rest and sleep to such an
extent s to make the work very unsatinfac-
tory to them—eo much so that it was gply &
question of time under thode conditions when
thelr health would be permanently fmpatred

The firmt telographers' schedule changed this
by WuAranieelng “one-man’’ agents elght con-
secullve hours’ rest out of every 34, and 50
cents per call for coming om duiy to meet
traln® or perform any other labor outside of
helr 12 cormecutive hours of service, *

Having bwen on duty within the bours as-
signed them by the wsuperintendent, for 12
hours, they have performed thelr stipulated
dny's work for the salary shown In the sohed-
ule, and }f required to remain on duty longer
are allowed overtime st the reguisr rals per
bour of thelr monthly wage, bul not less than

25 cents per hour. but If they go off duty at |

‘ihe end of thelc 12 hours of sérvice, and after
. off duty has slapeed, however short
that Period may be, and are agein summoned
to duty outxide of their reguiar hours to meet
or serve trains or for any other purpose what-
soever, they are entitled o ane hour's pay,
but pod leas than 50 cents, for coming on duty
for any time, however short., ap If It extend
over an hour they are then allowed overtlme
pro rata of thelr monthly salary, but not less
than 25 oents par hour thereafter.

course, specinl calls or serving trains
after hours may not. under the terma of the
schedules, occur at & time which would break
into the eolght consecutive hours’ rest. Fur
exzmple, an agtnt whose assigned hours are
fromm 7 A. M. b 7. P. M. may be kept on
dutly ar summossd to service for any purposs

overtime be held or brought om duty after 11
P, M, us be must then begld to take his rvest
in order to receive the sight consecutive hours
off duty by T the following morning, at which
time the 34 hours from the time his daily serv-
began will have expired

If, howsver, ha is allowed to go off duty at

o'clock and § o'clock in the morning. making
it Imposaitile to bring “‘one-man’’ agents on
for both of those trains without comfiicting
with the esight comsecutive hours of rest =l-
lowed them.

The management generally declded to have
ona of the traine served at night. which could
In most cases he done by the agent without
beeaking Into the elght-hour period, but the
expense would be 50 cents per night for meet-
‘og one train, or §15 per month, and efforts
were made to arrangs with young men, mail-
carriers, or other outdiders, to wsell tlkets,
handls bagxage and meet tralns without per-
forming any telegraph mservice, of which they
wege ignorunt, and pay them 35 or $i0 per
month, sving the Aiffernace to the company.

Some of the “one-man’ agents strongly ob-
Jected 1o this at the time. as thoy desired to
meet the o= train that 4id not break intos thelr
eight cotmecutive hours of rent, and theretly in-
crense thelr compensation about §13 per month

Now that the superintendent has (seged a

the "ont-man” agents contended for, two yesrs
agn, they should be pleased instead of alarmed
for the result.

Circular 157, isstied by Superintendent Filelds,
reads In perfect harmony with articles 13
and 19 of the existing wage contract, am! the

These are matters which can be ecanily deter-
mined by experience. [ the overtime thekets
are roturned unfll the amount allowed
meeting treins sealed dJown from 50
25 cents, or the rest article Is mot adhered to,
then cireular Na. 137 will lead up to Infrings-
menia of the schedule., but not otherwise.

Line to Connect Great Northern and
Noarthern Pacific In Montana,
The Spokane Spokesman-Review quoles
a "St. Paul milway contractor’ to the
effect tAnt it haz been definitely decided
to bulld a link connecting the Great
Northern at Knalispe!l, Mont., with the
Northern Pacific at a point a short dis-
tance west of Missoula, Qreat Northern
sarveyors are sald to have been In the
field for three montha, and will have thelr
work so far along that bids for the work

may be recelved In March.

“It. will not be definitely known what
the route will be until the surveyors now
engaged on the work make thelr report.”
rald the engineer guoted, “but enough is
known to say that the road will follow
the western shore of Flathend Lake,
thence down the valley of the Flathead
River to a Jjunction with the Northern

H miies west of Missoula.
“The distance between Kallspell

distance via rafl will not exceed ¥ miles
The Crow's Nest coal fields will thus be
reached by bullding a llne north from
Coltmbia Falls to the International boun-
dary, or mather to connect with the Mon-
nings at a polnt near the intgroational
boundnry, The Crow's Nest coal Helds
will thua be reached with about 7 miles
of road, making the (otal disiance from
the coal mines to Jocko about 1T miles
The distance from Jocko to Butte via tne
Northern Paclfic Is 172 miles.”

It develops that President James J, Hill
had the bullding of this line (n view when
he began negotiations for the control of
the output of the Crow's Nest Coal Com-

pany’'s mines at Fernle, B, C., and the
merging of the Great Northern with the
Northern Pacific and the Burlington.

will be constructed for the purpose of
furnishing the Northern Paecific and the
Burlington with coal, as well as for sup-
plying the Butte smelters.
