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LIGHT COMES FROM SALEM

MULTNOMAH CLIP'S ATHLETIO
POLIOY REVIEWED.

Suggeation Is Made That Scoclal Or-
ganisation Casts & Damper en’
Amateur Spert.

BALEM, Or, Jan. 12.—(To the Editor.)—
[n the issne of The Dafly Oregonian of
Monday, January €, 1908, was an article
entitied “Football Season Closes,” in
which the writer seems to have discov-
ored a condition which he is unable to
expinin, which we think we are able to
throw a lttle light upon.

First, that the Multnomah Amateur
Athletic Club football team is not popu-
jur with the home people, which he has
tMscovered by the presence at the games
played on their grounds of an clement
which he has pleased to call “the more-
heads,” and which in reality are com-
posed of Portland people who are In-
terested in football, and who are lovers
of ciean, pure sport on the gridiron, and
who have been made sore time and time
again by being present and witnessing the
unfailr und unsportsmaniike methods used
by the Multnomah football team in the
defense of o champlonship of the North-
west, which they have not now nor have
had since the close of the season of 1898,

Let us go back to the beginning of the
foothall season of 1000, The first game
of any note was playved in Eugene be-
tween the University of Oregon and the
Capital Amateur Athletie Club, of Balem,
mhich resulted in & score of § to 0 In
favor of the Capltal Amateur Athletic
Tlub, There were present at that game
Judge W. M. Cake, president of M. A
A. C,, and George MceMilian, manager and
conch of the M. A. A C. football team,
who watched the game very closely, and
George McMilian, in an interview after
the game, stated that Eugene had the
strongest team she had ever put In the
field. They ware there for the purpose
of sizing up the strength of their prin-
<lpal opponent In the state
Immediately after the gnme the C. A.

C, began negotiations with the M. A
A, C. for & game, or a serles of games,
to be plaved anvwhere that the teams
might agree. At the ficst negotiationa the
C. A A. C. succeeded in closing an agree-
ment with the M. A. A. C. for & series
of three games, the first to be played
in Salem mbout the middle of November;
the =acond to be played in' Portland, on
or sbout the middie of Deoember, and
the last to be played on New Year's day
iIn Portland. As the first date for the
series drew near, the Multnomsh Club
refused to come to Salem to play, and re-
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fused to play In Portiand on the date
on which the first of the series
wns to be pianysd. giving for thelr
reison that they oould not get thelr
tesim to leave Portland, and mnego-
tiations were off. but the C. A A
C. men 4ld not despalr in their at-

tempts to arrange a game with Mult-

nomah, and kept uwp a continuous cor-
respondence untll about the Ist of De-
cember, when Manager Durbin made a

trip to Portland and succesrded In making
another agreement, in which each club
put up & cash bond that it would have
it team upon the Multnomah ground for
the purpose of playing footbhall, on the
1ith of December, and on New TYear's
duy.

Let us quote a few lines from The
Oregonlan prior to the date of Decem-
ber 15, regarding the positions of the two
clubs:

The following conclusion of the relative
merits of the foothsll teams in Oregon
was published in the Bunday Oregonian
of January & 1801, which was as follows:

To rank properly the three leading comtsst-
Ing foothall aggregntions of the mate s a 41M-
cult matter on mccount of the tie game. BSa-
lem has won first plece by defeating the Uni-
versity of Oregon and twice cutplaying Mult-
nomah. Mulipomah iakes second plsce. it hav-
Ing defented the University of Oregon in the
first game¢ played with that elevem, and al.
though it was subsequently outplayed by Eu-
#=ne in the Thamgiving game.

At the beginning of the football season
for 1%, Salem asked for = game with
Multnomah, and recelved mo answer at
ull. The Salem manager aguln wrote and
recelved no answer, and fnally, from the
Irtter of November 20, 182 he recelved
the following answer, which practically
put the question of a game with Mult-
nomih this seasgn, aut of the way:

Muitnanab Amateur Athletie Club, Fortiand,
Gr., Nov. 30, 1901.—Charies L. McNary, Esg.,
Balem, Or —Diear Sir: Tour letter af November
0, 1o Mr., Niwohy, relstive 10 & game with
the Capital Amateur Athietic Club, has been
handed v me, and, in reply, I wish to -y
that our football committes has had this mat-
ter under consideration, and has thought it
impomsibie to give you & game this season.

Ehould anyihing come up that would war
rant & change In ocur views, we wiil communi-
cito wilk you furtber. Yours truly,

Why Multnomah took this action we
have no means of knowing, uniess it was
that she was afrald she would receive
the same treatment at the hands of the
C. A. A C. that she dld last year, and
thought it better policy to “go away back
and sit down™ than to repeat her ex-
perience of last New Year's. It is plain
to those who take an active Interest in
football that Multnomah hss put in her
time this year playing and defeating the
different kid organizations over the state,
and by absclutely refusing to meet her
only worthy opponent In the state. and
we belleve that this attitude taken by
Multnomab Club = responsible entirely
for the unpopularity of her football team
with the Portland peopie. It §s whis-
pered by the management of different
football teams ‘hroughout the state that
Multnomah iz pot only unfalr and un-
sportsmanilke In her maneuvers on the
gridiron, but that she has taken advan-
tage of them from financial standpoints
in matiers of advertising, rent for fleld
and gute recelpts. It Is also whispered
that several of the leading teams will
not play with Multnomah again on Mult-
nomah ground.

Hke Multnomah, which should be the
Jeader and promoter of all clean, pure
athletie =port In the State of Oregon and
the entire Northwest, should conduct
ftself in a manmer which It has during
the past two years, and as long as such
conduct continues on Multnomah's part,
the club need not expect to have the sym-
pnthles of the Portland people and the
other people throughout the state on her
wide.

Grizsly Tells How the Sania Fe Is
Ballding U'p Sonthern Business—
Deep Water at t\ht Port.

GALVESTON, Jan. 7.—I have been here
now 17 days and have seen enough of the
place to lead up to the betlef that It is the
buslest eity of its size in the United
States. Tts exports of cottop by sea go
above 6,000 bales nearly every wesk, In
addition to the cottonseed oll, corn and
other products of every description. Last
Friday 1 saw two North German Lloyd
st , respectively 4965 and 4557 tons,
0 to sea within sn hour of each other,
one with a full cargo and the other half
full, Intending jo finish out her load at
Eavannah. One of these ships had 14,80
bales of cotton and the other %4 Then
there were at least 15 sea tramps In port,
also joading for foreign ports, in addi-
tion to the Southern Pacific and M
liners. The latter line has six ships, four
of which can carry &0 and two about
880 tons of general cargo. The Mallory
dock s much nearer the center of the
city than the Bouthern Pacifie, but has
not as much warehouse room nor
thing like as much sidetrack. It is fitted
with electric convevors and can joad
about 435 tons per hsur and dlscharge
close to 600. The Southern Paelfic dock
has mot yet gotten its conveyors Into
working order, but will be able to load
or discharge four ships at once when it
does. The Denver In the newest ship of
the Mallory Line and Is as well equipped
As any steamer of her size that I have
ever seen. You must understand that the
shallow water of the Florida coast pre-
cludes the use of any steamers such as
are running Into New York at present.
from 10000 to 20,000 tons, like the Oceanic
and Celtle.

The Mallory ships have finer passenger
accommodations than any steamers plying
out of Ban Francisco, except the three
new vessels on the Spreckels line to Aus-
tralla. The Southern Pacific ships, com-
monly called the Morgan line, make no
bid for passenger traffic, being fitted up
exclusively for freight boats—at least, all
thelr new ones. I made a thorough ex-
amination of thelr two newest vessels, El
Dia and El Valle, and can confidently say
that I never saw better business hoats In
my life. The Mallory line carries more
cotton than the Southern Pacific liners,
but It mnust be recollected that the latter
carries to market all the fruit products of
Californls, of whbick the Mallory ships
get none at all

I look for & materinl change In the af-
falra of coastwise steamers out of this
port In the next three years, If not sooner.
There was a plece of land sold here last
week, and nobody can find out what the
purchaser Intends to do with it, as nobody
has any personal knowledge of him. He
told somebody that the people of Galves-
ton were mere children (n the bullding of
elevators, and that next year he would
show these folks what an elevator should
be. Most people here belleve that he Is &
mere figurehead, and that the real pur-
chasing party is the Santa Fe Rallway
Corporation. Just at the present writing
the Santa Fe is not a very blg toad In
the Galveston puddie. It has no depot
nor shelter for its trains, Its cars le out
in the Winter rains and the scorching
heat of July allke, defying the weather
and getting ajong as best It can for the
present. Just now, whatever It has to
#send to the Atlantic It reships by the Mal-
lory line, and It Is not any great item
of trade, but the Banta Fe is one of those
corporations, that {s always on the look-
out for traffic, and eternally sticking its
teaspoon Into some other corporation's
sugar-bowl,

The Sacta Fe ls a company that has
always to be reckoned with, People sneer
&t it and say [t is just barely out of the
hands of a recelver, but even then, see
what it has done in spite of the official
rescalities that stole it poor In the yeurs
that have Nown. It has—

First—Glven the traveling public the
only decent system of eating-houses on
mny ofe of the slx transcontinental pall.
WAYE

Second—Given transcontinenial passen-
Kers as good sleeping-cars asx any other
on Iits Eastern end, and a good deal bet-
ter than any other In Califorola.

Third—Bullt the San Pablo, the finest
and fastest ferry-boat afloat in American
waters, which means in the whole world,

In addition to all this, 1t must be re-
membered that the Santa Fe was the
first transcontinental road to Introduce
reclining chalrs Into {ta day coaches, and
that it was using them two years befors
the Northern Pacific and three years be-
fore the Bouthern Paclfic Introduced them
on thelr systems. And for s road that
ls barely out of the bands of a receiver,
that is doing pretty well., There has
Gever arlsen any emergency in the mat-
ter of gverfand traffic that the Santa Fe
has not met prompily and gotten away
with It In good shape.

My Dbellef [#, therefore, that the Santa
Fe is wiready reaching out, quletly but
surely, for terminal fancllities at Galves-
ton, and that it will be building whurves
and depot grounds before many more
months have elapsed. 1t is a restless cor-
poratlon and a Jdisturbing element. It
afflicted Stanford and Huntington with
insomnia on more than one oceaston, and
It may yet cause Bre'r Harriman to huy
soveral bottles of valerlan before It gets
through with him. It may purchase the
Mallory Hne, and may oot, for the coast-
wise trade of Galveston |s growing so
surely end rapidly that the presenes of &
third steamship line to New York would
hardiy be felt a year hence: and by bulld.
Ing a new line of Its own It would get the
advantage of all the latest Improvements
In shipbuilding, !n the way of labor-sav-
Ing and fuel-saving devices. Looking
back 0 years, as I do, I can see some
wonderful progress in this direction, In
1651 the Pacific Mall Company bullt the
stenmshlp Golden Gate, of 3000 tons bur-
den. She was a asldewheel ship, with
t@ouble osclliating eogines, and consumed
from 10 1o 14 tons of coal per day, ac-
conding to stress of weather, She aver-
aged about 12 knots per hour. and her
bulky eagines and the immense space that
her fuel demanderd prahibited- her from
carrying over i tons of carge. Now, take
the steamship Alameda, bulit in 1882, She
i equipped with triple-expansion engines,
which work the steam three times, and,
while she Is af just the same tonnage as
the Golden Gate, her economy of space
rnd low consumption of fuek enable her
to carry 23 tons of cargo of an average
consumption of 52 toas dally, and at a
rate that s never less than I knots
hourly, or 33 miles dally. Hence my own
beliel s that whenever the Santa Fe
Eets rendy to go ingo the steamship busi-
ness (es It will have to do whenever it
establishes terminal facilities of Its own).
It will bulld a lne of steamships as up-
to-dute as the new ferry-boal on Sen
Francisco Bay, which I deem the finest
in the world; and my own word for fit,
their ships won't be passenger ships,
either.

What Is making all this commotion, did
you say?® Nothing In the wide world
but deep water at Galveston, my dear
boy. Twenty-eight feel of water at dead
low tide will make any port and keep it
up, no matter how the cyclones may biow.
I stood on the deck of the pllot tug the
other day when El Dia pulled out for
New York She had on about 4100 tons
ali told and was drawing 234 fest at
the stern. Tt was at the full of the moon
and the plummet at the bow sald 2% feet,
but she tacked around the cormer of the
pier, and then the little tug swung her
head around and away she went down
the bay, “sucking™ at every turn of her
engines. When ahe got opposite the Mal-
lory dock, she ran ‘nto a Mttle hump that
had formed there in the previous five days
and reduced the depth of water over ™
Inches, but she plowed through it and
went on her way rejcicing. ‘The Mallory
steamer Cornal lay at the dock and, as

At the Galveston docks may be seen
almost every natlomallly In the world, |
A saucy-looking Frenchman elbows the |
miid-eyed Swede, and the yellow-Zalred

Cod. The dreamy-faced Itallan, the!
tawny Lascar with hip pale blue coat
and sorry turban, the pig-eyed Chinaman,
the |axy-looking Kanaka and the side-
whiskered Spaninrd, all these fly before
you at every hour of the day, to attest |
how ecoemopolitan & port Galveston (s,
and how widely diversified her maratime
trade.

Some of the skippers in the Galveston
trade are old Paclfic Coasters, This Is
especiallly true of the Southern Pacific
Hne, or the “Morgan™ as it s gencrally
called here. Captain Boyd, of “El Paso,” |
went out there In 1887 as first officer on
the “Litsle California,” since rechristened |
the “Bureka;" and Captain Grant of "l
Valle," salled between SBan Francisco and
Puget Sound for severa] years, making
two voyages from Port Madison to Sydney |
with cargoes of lumber. Both of them
say that Callfornfa ls the garden of the |
universe, and | Invariably second the mo-
tion. I start home tomorrow night and
will lay over two days at El Pasc and
the city of preambles known as Juares |
and pronounced "“whereas.” I have had |
& great holldey of alx months and have
sesn & good deal, and [ am getting awtul- |
ly tired of living In trunks.

I cannot close this seriea of letters with-
out pausing to pay a brief but heartfel:

In a word, sll that I have met
have been of one and the same type—good,
plain people, with no end of hospitality
and lots of plain, common sense. Above
all, they are truly American lo character,
and worthy nephews and nleces of that
good old gentieman whom we call “Uncle
Sam.” Galveston has risen from the
Ereatest storm of the last century proud-
er and grander than ever: and In bid-
ding sadieu to her stalwart men and heau-
tiful women, I can only repeat the home- |
