PRILIPPINE TARIFF BILL.

Redoction to Extent of Port Tax in
United States Decided Upon.

Colonel Metealfe was a Major in the
Twentleth' Kansas Volunteers when the
battle of Calopcan was fought and the
charge !» that during the battle he shot
with his revoiver a Filipino prisoner who
was unarmed, and at the time on his
knees pleading for mercy. AfMdavits from
soldiers In the Twentieth Kansas have
beett flled with the comumitiee, and Cap-
tatn Edward Boltwood, late Captaln of
Company K, of this regiment, appeared
before the committee In person, He
pressed for full investigation, saying that
the inquiry which had been made by the
War Department was superficial. The
committee heard Captaln Boltwood
&t length, and at the concluston of the
hearing Chalrman Gailinger referred the
nomination to Benators Simon, Beott and
MecCumber for further Investigation,

Metenlfe Hns No Fears of Outcome.

LAWRENCE, Kan, Jan. 13.—General
Wilder B, Metcalfe, when asked concern-
ing the churges made against him in the
Scnate commiltée to provent his confirma-
tion mas penwion agent at Topeka sald:
