Two other Loulsluna postoffice appoint-
ments, August V. Buelow, st Napoleon-
ville, and Thomas R. Morse at New Ibe-
rin, are significant, as recognizing Na-
tionil Committeeman L. B. Clark for the
first time in the Presidentinl postoffice
patronage Instead of the Wimberley eole-
ment. & heretofore. The entire Domo-
crutic delegation backed the Wimberley
Republican candidates In fighting the
Clark men. The Wimberley faction, how-
ever, Indorsed the New Orleans appoint-
ment.

INCREASE IN POPULATION.

Pereentage In Dfferent Parts of the
Country Imn Last Decade.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 18.—The Director
of the Census announced toduy the per-
centitge Of increase of population in dif-
ferent parts of the country, showing for
the last decade a rapld decrease from pre-
vious rate of growth of population in
the West, a leas marked but decided de-
crease in the North, and a slight Increase
in the Bouth. For the first time in the
history of this country, the population
of the Bouth has Intreased somewhat
more rapldly than that of the North. The
geographically, s Included in the
term North. The rate for the growth In
the North, West and South Is far more
nearly the same than It ever has been.
The officlal announcement divides the
country as follows: West, from the Pa-
cific to the Eastern boundary of Mon-
tana, Wyoming, Colorado and New Mex-
ico: North and South, the respective sides
of & line formed by the Ohlo and Potomae
Rivers and the Southern boundaries of
Missour! and Kansas, The per cent of in-
crease from 1880-8) was 61.9 in the North,
45.4 In the Bouth and 186.6 in the West,

CUBAN POSTAL FRAUDS.

Hathbone Was Called by the Gov-
ernment and Closely Questioned,

HAVANKA, Jan 13.—The hearing of the
charges growing out of the postoffice
frauds was resumed this afternoon. Rath-
bone was called by the Government. The
court questioned him concerning the ap-
polntment of Nealy and Heeves, to which
he replied that both men had been sent
him by the department at Washington.
He =ald that when
D. Lawshe turned over the office and the

postal accounts he highly recommended
Reeves
Much time 'was taken up discussing

the gquestion as to whether Rathbone had
issued an order to the Cuban Postmasters
to render month'y accounts, It was duoe
to the fact that the Postmasters had not
rendered accounts that Reeves was en-
ahlied to issue many duplicate warrants,
most of which Reeves now says Neely
cashed, keeplng the money. Rathbone
maintained that orders for the Cuban
Postmasters to render monthly accounts
were lssued in June, 1898, and that thess
orders were in the form of recommenda-
tions to special agents that monthly ac-
counts be carrled. On these recommen-
dations Rathbone =ays he wrote the
word “ordered."” signing his name below
it The Government contends that the
word “ordered” was not written on the
recommendations when the irregulnrities
in the postoffice were discoverad. Rath-
bone produced letters written to his chief
clerk In May, 190, calling the latter's at-
tention to the fact that the order for
monthly inapection had not been carried
out and asking for an explanation. The
fison! asked Rathbone if it was not his
place to see that his orders were carried
out, as well as to fssue them. To this,
the latter replied that with all the de-
talls of the office, It was impoesible for
him to ses that everything was done

T0 REOPEN SCHLEY CASE

CHICAGO BOARD OF TRADE CALLS
TPON CONGRESS.

Aenolutions Asking It to Form Iis
Own Opinlon—Good Words for
Admiral Dewey.

CHICAGO, Jan. 11.—Resojutions calling
upon Congress to regpen the Schley case
and make Its own decision 85 to who was
in command ‘at the battle of Santiago
were passed by the Board of Trade at ta
annual meeting today. The vole was not
unanimous, but the roar of the “ayes”
wis three times a® joud as the roar of the
“noes,” and the vocal vote went unchal-
lenged as expressing the feeling of the
board, A brief but brisk discussion pre-
ceded the adoption of the resolutions, The
resolutions as passed are:

“Whereas, Efforts were made not only
to detract from the glory due to Rear-
Admiral SBchiey for his signal victory over
the Spanish fleet off Santlago, but to de-
nounce his vietorious plans of battle on
that occaslon, and to charge that gallant
and generous officer with cowardice In the
face of the enemy; and

“Whereas, Such efforts were so persist-
ent that Admiral Schley was foresd, out
of melf-respect, to demand & court of in-
quiry by the Government: and

“Whereas, Though the wverdict of that
court of Inquiry left no staln upon his
reputation as a gallant and brave officer,
yet two members of that tribunal de.
nounced his conduct of that battle, In
spite of the fact that a glorious victory
wis won, and denied that he was chlef in
command; and

“Whereas, Our great Admiral, George
Dewey who, by virtue of his abllity and
patriotism, and who, as the hero of the
greatest naval victory of modern times,
was pre-eminently qualified to judge of
the actions and orders of Admiral Schiey
on that memorable day, declared In a aup-
plemental report that the Intter had main-
tained an effective blockade, and, as offl-
cer in command, was entitled to the credit
for the victory off Bantiago;

“Resolved, That we belleve It the duty
of Congress to review the record of the
court, to examine into all the circum-
stances and events tending to throw light
upon the controversy, and to anhounce
itz Judgment as to who was In command
at the battle of Bantlago, and as to the
conduct of Admiral Behley upon that oc-
caston.

“Resolved, That a copy of the foregoing
be forwarded to Admiral Schley, also to
our Senators and Representatives In Con-
ETEse."”

London Meeting Really
Hostlle to the Ex-Premier.

LONDON, Jan. 13.-—The Inaugural meet-
ing of the London Liberal Association, at
Bt. James' Hall,
great interest, principally because it was

the future relations between Lord Rose-
| berry and the Liberal purty. Taken as
| a whole. the demonstration could hardly
be considered an enthusiastic welcome to
Lord Rosebery on his reappearance In
| publlc life. Lord Rosebery was- not
present at the meeting, at which Sir
Henry Campbell-Bannerman., Liberal
feader In the House of Commons, and
Earl S8pencer were the principal speakers,
The temper of the meeting was distinct-
Iy hostile to the ex-Premiler. The speech
| of 8ir Henry Campbell-Bannerman clear-
Iy Indicated that if Lord Rosebery re-
rtumed to the Liberal fold, he must do
so unreservedly, and in full accord with
the present policy of the Liberal party.
| 8t. James' Hall was crowded and thou-
sands were turned away. Bir Henry
Campbeli-Bannerman and Earl Spencer
were greeted vocliferously. Misa Hob-
house, who was the first person to begin
agitation regarding the condition of the
concentration camps in South Africa, was
called to the platform and recelved an
ovation. In the meantime, pamphicts de-
nouneing Lord Rosebery as a traitor to
the party were thrown broadcust from
the galleries. The reading of Lord Rose-
| bery's letter of regret was recelved with
mingled, cheers, hoots and hisses. The
letter was noncommitinl, In It Lord
| Rosebery sald he hoped that the meeting
would alm to secure the unity of “com-
mon-sense Liberalism,” to which he hoped
he had contributed by his recent speech
at Chesterfield. This statemoent was re-
celved with strong expressions of dls-
approval, and the aodlence almost pre-

| vented the conclusion of the reading of

the letter.

Following this episode Sir Henry Camp-
bell-Bannerman began his speech. Amid
interruptions, cheering &nd encourage.
ment, the speaker sald he welcomed Lord
Ros=ebery's return to public life and that
he had frequently urged him to such a
course. But in the next breath he
warned his h>arern that If they expected
to have a strong Liberal party in the
Hotise of Commons it must be a party of
Liberals. He also sald that the points
on which he differed with Lord Rosebery
seemed to bim to be immaterial, and he
expressed the hope that the Liberal party
would have his Lordship's powerful co-
operation on the all-Important subject of
the restoration of peace.
