Governor Geer Has No Mer-

cy for Wade and Dalton.

HIS ANSWER TO A LETTER

Doctor Writes That One of the Men
Did Jfot Kill Morrow-Gover- nor

Say That la Jast What One
of Them Did Do.

SALDM. Or., Jan. 16. Wade and Dalton
can hope for no commutation of their
sentences from Governor Geer. While
no one has thought that the Governor
would exercise his pardoning power In
their behalf. Governor Geer has not made
public his Intentions until today, when he
gave to the press a letter written on this
subjecu A physician, whose name will
not be given out, wrote to the Governor
urging that the Wade and Dalton sen-

tences be commuted to life imprisonment,
"for the reason that one of the condemned
men did not kill Morrow."

Governor Geer's short but pointed re-

ply to this letter contained the following
statement of his Intention in the matter:

"You will please permit me to offer the
suggestion that I could not consent to
such a commutation, for the reason that
one of them did kill Morrow."

The fact that the names of persons in-

terceding for Wade and Dalton have not
been made public has been taken as an
indication that no clemency would be
shown. It is the custom, where a commu-

tation is under consideration, to make
names of petitioners public, so that any
persons who wish to do so many prepare
remonstrance, and so that the public may
know the character of petition for leni-

ency.

TO LOOK IVTO ROAD MATTER.

Bnlcer City Semln a. Man Over the
Proponed Route to Drerrxey.

BAKER CITY, Or., Jan. 16. The com-

mittee appointed at the Chamber of Com-

merce meeting Monday night to look into
the matter of the construction of a road
over the Blue Mountains to Drewsey met
yesterday and arranged to send an experi-
enced roadbullder over the proposed route.
He is to make a careful estimate of the
cost of constructing the road, and report
to the committee at an early date.

It Is understood that the greater part of
the proposed road has already been con-

structed, and about all that is necessary
is to construct a short road over the
mountain through a father difficult pass,
and the result jvill be an almost direct
road from Drewsey to Baker City, which
will make Baker City the nearest railroad
station to this part of the country by 40

miles. At present most of the trade from
this particular section goes to Ontario.

The committee's representative will start
out at once, and It is expected that he will
be able to make the trip through to Drew-
sey and. complete his report in about two
weeks.

TO RAISE FUNDS FOR UNIVERSITY.

Campaign in Intercut of 'Willamette
to Be BcKnn February 2.

SALEM, Or.. Jan. 16. The educational
campaign in the interest of Willamette
University will be begun at Salem on
Sunday, February 2, when public meetings
will be addressed by Bishop Earl Cranston,
of Oregon, and Rev. W. McDowell and
Rev. M. E. Mills, of New York. On
Monday afternoon, February 3, there will
be" held a conference of preachers and
laymen interested in the welfare of the
university, and In the evening of the same
day a public meeting will be held, at which
Governor Geer will be Invited to preside,
and addresses will be delivered by Bishop
Cranston and Dr. Mills. At a "similar
meeting on Tuesday evening following ad-
dresses will be made by Dr. McDowell
and Rev. J. H. Coleman, the new presi-
dent of the university.

On February 5, C and 7, Dr. McDowell
and General W. H. Odcll, president of the
hoard of trustees, will visit Albany, Cor-vall- ls

and Hlllsboro, respectively, in the
interests of the university. During the
same time Bishop Cranston and Dr. Mills
will visit The Dalles and Walla Walla.

On Sunday, February 9, all these gen

tlemen will address meetings in Port-
land, except Dr. Mills, who will speak
at Eugene. During the same week meet-
ings will be held at Rosehurg and Grant's
Pass, and the campaign will be continued
in other of the cities of the state until
February IS. The purpose is to raise some
$11,000 to aid the university. This sum
is about $1 per capita on the membership
of the Methodist Episcopal church in Ore-
gon. The last annual conferences of that
church In this state and in Idaho and
Washington recommended the raising of
funds 'for the university by the contribu-
tion of $1 per capita from the members of
the church.

MINE NOT YET SOLD.

A Deal Ib on Foot, However, for the
Concord Property.

PENDLETON. Or., Jan. 16. With ref-
erence to the story in circulation that the
Concord mine had been sold to the own-

ers of the Red Boy mine, and that Pen-
dleton men got $400,000 out of the deal,
James A. Howard, who is one of the
principal stockholders in the property,
said today:

"A deal is on foot for the sale of the
Concord mine by the Concord Mining
Company, but It has not yet been con-

summated. The price that has been of-

fered to the company is entirely satis-
factory to the holders, but the story that
it has been sold is erroneous, although
It Is expected that the deal will be closed
in a few days. Most of the stock in the
mine is owned by Pendleton men, but the
list of stockholders that has been pub-

lished is not correct, either as to names
or respecting the number of shares held
by each one. Until the deal is entirely
closed up, nothing further can be given
out."

TORIAL LEGISLATURE IN 1855.

One of the Most Prominent Attorneys
in Eastern Part of State--Dea- tk

James B. Condon, a prominent lawyer and
pioneer, died at his home in this city to-

night at 7 o'clock, after an illness of two
weeks, of a of diseases, re-
sulting fn heart failure. He was born in
Clough Leigh, County Cork, Ireland, in
1S27, coming to Maine in 1S32. He was
admitted to the bar in Auburn, N. Y., in
1S19. Since his residence in Oregon, where
he arrived in 1S53. via the Isthmus, he has
held positions of honor, having been elect-
ed to the Territorial Legislature in 1S35.
He was postmaster and twice Mayor of
The Dalles, where he has lived since 1867.
He was a law partner of Orlando Huraa-so- n,

and later of Hon. L. L. McArthur,
and at his death was the oldest member

FROM WALLA WALLA WRECK.

Body Picked Up by Steamer 55 Miles
From Scene of Disaster.

SAN FRANCISCO. Jan. 16. The body of
a man, . supposed to be- - one of those 1

drowned in the wreck of the steamer
Walla Walla on January 2f was brought
here tonight by the steamer Newburg,
which arrived from Gray's Harbor. The
body, which had a life preserver on, was
picked up IS miles off Klamath River and
55 miles from where the Walla Walla
went down. The purser's check, which
was found In tho pockets, called for a
first-cla- ss passage to Tacoma, and entitled
the possessor to berth 3, room J. Freight
check No. 6114, Issued by the Pacific Coast
Steamship Company; a bunch of keys, a
purse containing $S 25, and several cards,
on which were written addresses of people
In this city, were also found on the body.
The unknown was a raarf fully six feet
tall, weighing about ISO pounds, smooth
shaven, with brown hair. The first finger
on the left hand Is missing.

Late tonight the body waa Identified as
that of James A. Gallagher, of St. Louis,
a commercial traveler. When ho pur-
chased his ticket Gallagher gave his name
as James A. Gray, and It was so recorded
on the passenger list.

ON CIVIL SERVICE LIST.

RcsHlt of Examinations, and North-
west People "Who Got Positions.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 5. The appendix
to the annual report of the Civil Service
Commission for the past fiscal year Is
about to be Issued, and contains much
matter of Interest to the several states.
From a table in the appendix it Is seen
that there were six scheduled and seven
special examinations held in Oregon last
year, at which S3 males and 22 females
passed, and 28 males and 20 females failed.
In the State of Washington there were
eight scheduled and 15 special examin-
ations. The males who passed were 69,

and tho females 13, while the males fall--
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Ing were 42, and the females five. Idaho
had but three scheduled examinations. In
this state nine males and three females
were successful, four males and three
females falling.

The eligible list in most branches of the
classified service Is pretty well filled up.
On the departmental clerkship list Oregon
now has 11 males and seven females;
Washington has four males and five

and Idaho three males and one fe-
male. Of stenographers and typewriters
there are few. Oregon has three females,
Washington one female, and Idaho nom.
Of those who are eligible foV appointment
merely as stenographers, Oregon has one
female, Washington none, and Idaho one
male. Thosq who passed the examination
merely as typewriters and are now eligi-
ble for appointment as such number one
male and seven females from Oregon, one
female from Washington, and none from
Idaho. Oregon also has one male eligible
on- - the compositors' list. Of aspirants for
appointment In the railway mail service
there Is generally a great sprinkling, al-
though in this class Oregon has none.
Washington and IdRljo one each.

One of the Interesting statements of the
report Is that showing the number of ap-
pointments in the departmental service at
Washington from July, 1SS3, to June 30,
3300; To the State- - ororcson. arcicreaiea
41 such 'appointments, of which number 26
were mads through examination, one
through reinstatement, and four through
transfer. The1 state, therefore, lias re
ceived but 63 per cent of the recognition
to which it is entitled. Washington has
had 52 appointments in all, 25 through ex-
amination, two through reinstatement,
three by transfer, being 42 per cent of Its
quota. Idaho has had but 16 appoint-
ments, seven by examination and one
through transfer, being 43 per cent of Us
full quota.

IDAHO BANKS FORGING AHEAD.

Reports of National Institution
Show Material Progress.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 16. According to
reports submitted to the Controller of the
Currency, the 12 National banks of the
State of Idaho are making material prog-
ress, in keeping with the general advance
throughout the United States. The con-
dition of these banks on December 10 com-
pares very favorably with their condition
as reported on September 30. On the for-
mer date their total resources amounted to
55,920,924, but during the interim this item
increase to 56,079,633. The loans and dis-
counts show an advance from 52,013,703
to 52,331,776. While there has been a de-

crease of about 55000 in the gold reserve.
to 52iJ150, the total cash reserve held
shows an Increase frcm 5372,623 to 54H.S3D.
During this same period the total amount
of Individual deposits have advanced from
54.489.73S to 54,633,392. and the undivided
profits show an advance from 51S9,S22 to
5225.9S6.

ROBBERS OVERPOWER WATCHMAN

Three Masked Men Blerr Open a Safe
at Seattle.

SEATTLE, Jan. 16. E. G. Carlson, night
watchman of the West Seattle Grain Ele-
vator, was overpowered by three masked
men at 3 o'clock this morning, and tied
to a chair. The robbers then drilled the
big safe In the office, placed a stick of
dynamite, poured water in the coal stove
to put out the fire, stacked sacks of
wheat around the watchman and set off
the charge. The door of the safe was
blown across the room, and Carlson was
knocked unconscious. TJhe stove wns
wrecked, the robbers' act of extinguish-
ing the fire undobtedly saving the build-
ing and Carlson's life.

Carlson wns found and liberated this
morning, and an examination of the safe
showed that many valuable books and
papers had been destroyed, but the rob-

bers failed to gain anything for their bold
attempt, as nothing had been left in the
safe the night before.

BIG 'YEAR FOR PORTLAND.

Mr. Hahn Reviews Year's Trade for
New York Papers.

New York Times' Trade Review.
The year 1901 strengthened Portland's po-

sition as the chief commercial city of the
Pacific Northwest, bv which Is mount the
States of Oregon, Washington and Idaho,
emDracmg an area 01 Z0O.010 square miles ;

an area considerably larger than that
of all the New England States and New
York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Ohio and
Indiana combined. This Is our trade field
proper; that Is, it Is the field of our great-
est activity, but we job extensively with
Montana, Utah, Nevada, Wyoming, Cali-
fornia, Colorado. British Columbia and to
some degree with Mexico. In this Pacific
Northwest territory Portland has more
than double the mercantile capital of Se-

attle or any other city that does a Job-
bing business on a largo scale.

The year just closed was the greatest
year for business In the history of Port-
land. For the purpose of making a cor-
rect statement to the New York Times, I A
have carefully canvassed the situation.
and received reports from 45 of our largest
firms. Taking these reports for a guide,
I estimate the jobbing trade of 1901. at
5121.000.COO. This allows for an Increase of
10 per cent, compared with 1900, when the
Jobbing trade was reported at 5UO.000.000.
ro firm reported a smaller Increase than
10 per cent, while many went over this
figure.

The principal features of the year's
business have been the follqwlng: The
Pacific Northwest Is growing rapidly In
population and receiving a very excellent
class of people. The buying classes, both
In city and country, are exceptionally
prosperous, and collections are prompt. In
the city merchants arc discounting their
bills. The mall order trade has largely In-

creased, and Forac houses now get a larger
number of unsolicited orders than their
traveling men were able to drum up a
few years back. Many people In the sur-
rounding country come to Portland to
shop, ns our fine railroad facilities en-

able them to make the round trip the
same day.

In drugs the range of prices Is high, and
many orders are being received from Ha-
waii. ABla, and the Philippines. Small
boats are being manufactured here to be
shipped, "knocked down," to Manila. In
automobiles and motor cycles, the tend-
ency is to wait until the Eastern manu-
facturers are done with experimenting.
Jewelers have had mora business than
they could- - handle. In feed and provis-
ions trade has been very active, as the
Government has been a largo buyer. Stock
has gone forward In large orders. The
British and American Governments have
bought heavily of norses. Dealers In ag-
ricultural Implements have been unable to
fill their orders. Coffee and spices have
been active, but tea has been depressed,
as the war tax lessens sales. Profits have
been off In soap on account of the heavy
Incnonse In the cost of chemicals, vege
table oil and animal fats, but the volume
of trade is larger than ever. There are
11 soap factories In the Pacific Northwest,
and Portland supplies more than half of
.tho home manufactured, soap used In this
Country.,

Sales of home-ma- de clothing are Increas-
ing. Ona firm that went Into the busi-
ness four years ago, now employs over
200 hands, and Is counting on Increasing
Its force to 500. Our furniture factories
are reaching out for business all over the
Pacific Coast. They say the volume of
business js limited only by their ability- - to
handle It.
