FIGHT FOR WESTERN TRAFFIC a

The Projected Clearwater Line May
Be Connected, Wi --- UIo

CHICAGO, Jan. 17. The Record-Heral- d

tomorrow will say:
The Gould and Harriman Interests are

engaged in a struggle for transcontinent-
al traffic which will test to its utmost the
strength of the community of interests.

r,The two Interests have been unable to
get together, although several attempts
havo been made recently. The executive
officials of the Colorado and Utah lines
were unable to settle their differences
In meetings held here and adjourned from
day to day during the present week. As
a result of the unhealed condition of traf-
fic matters in Colorado and Utah, the
officials of lines east of the river are
equally unable to make firm pledges that
rates would be maintained for , another
month.

'The fight which the Goulds have be-
gun for recognition as a transcontinental
factor through the Ogden gateway is the
explanation of the w lthdrawal of the Mis-

souri Pacific from the Colorado & Utah
Association and the refusal of Its officials
up to date to The purpose of
the acquisition of the Denver & Rio
Grande and the Rio Grande "Western by
the Goulds has become plain through the
ilght now in progress. The situation is
this:

"Through their possession of the Rio
Grande roads, the Goulds are laying clahn
to a large percentage of the through traf-
fic from the Coast. Should the Harriman
people refuse to turn over to the Gould
connections the amount of traffic thel
Goulds think they are entitled to, the re-

sult will be problematical. Should the
Goulds decide to get the amount of traffic
they are claiming their position entitles
them to, rates would undoubtedly be cut,
as they were in December, and the bulk
of the traffic would go from Ogden by
the way of Grand Junction and Pueblo,
where it would be delivered to the Mis-

souri Pacific for St. Louis and the East.
It is also understood that a refusal on the
part of the Harriman people to accede to
the demands of the Goulds would mean
an alliance between the Goulds and' Sen-

ator Clark, who would be able to give
the Goulds a Pacific Coast outlet by the
way of the projected Los Angeles-Sa- lt

Lake City line.
"The situation Is further complicated b

the fact that the Northern Pacific inter-
ests have announced their intention of
building a Portland cut-o- ff from Missoula,
"Mont., through the Clearwater district,
thereby tapping rich territory of the O.
R.. & N. Company and the Oregon Short
Line. A line from Ogden to a connection
with the projected Clearwater branch of
the Northern Pacific is among the possi-
bilities of a failure of the Goulds and the
Harriman people to agree. The Missoula
cut-o- ff would shorten the Northern Pa-
cific St. Paul-Portla- line by over 400

GAIN POtt WESTERN OREGON.

Large Numbers Likely to Come on
the New Settlers' Rates.

"The determination of the Harriman
lines to apply the . new settlers rates
through Portland to points on the South-
ern Pacific as far south as Ashland will
inevitably bring much travel to Oregon
this year," said a prominent railroad man
yesterday. "The northern lines must quote
the same rates or lose much trade. Peo-

ple who come "West to 'look for locations
buy tickets to the farthest point possible
for a common rate. They are not obliged
to ride clear through, if they shall find a
place that suits them, but they have the
privilege of going to the farthest point
and purchasers of. settlers' tickets want
to get all they can for their money. In-

stead of stopping at Tacoma or Seattle,
or even Portland, they will buy a ticket
to the farthest point, which will be Ash-
land. And most of the people who buy
tickets to Ashland will come into "Wes-
tern Oregon and look for homes. For the
first time Western Oregon will have the
benefit of common-poi- passenger rates,
and it is likely to profit from this move-
ment more than any other part of the
Northwest.

"Much depends, however, on the welcome
the visitors receive. If they find every-
body bent on making money out of them
by what is vulgarly known as 'pulling
their leg,' Western Oregon will not only
not profit immediately from the influx of
homeseekers, but will be cursed for years
by the victims of the ungenerous treat-
ment. The visitors must be treated with
reasonable consideration, and something
should be done to make their visit pleas-
ant. They should be squarely dealt with
and on a fair business basis. Public com-
mercial bodies In. Western Oregon could
do much worse than make some prepara-
tions for receiving the visitors and getting
them Interested in the country."

Trunk Line Passes.
CHICAGO, Jan. 17. Executive officials

of Western roads have decided that they
will not exchange passes with trunk lines,
which extend Into Central Passenger As-
sociation territory. This is due to the
fact that after the abrogation of the anti-pa- ss

agreement In Central Passenger As-
sociation territory, the three trunk lines
sent Western railroad officials passes
which were not granted east of Buffalo
and Pittsburg, and the Western tnen do
not propose to exchange on that basis.
The action is said to have been taken
with a view to breaking the agreement
In trunk-lin- e territory.

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TO FACE MURDER CHARGE

STEWART FIFE TAKEN EAST FROM
NORTH YAKIMA.

Suspected of Being: Implicated In the
Mysterious Murder of Franlc "W.

Richardson, of Missouri.

NORTH YAKIMA, Wash., Jan. 17
Stewart Fife, of Savannah, Mo., who was
arrested here January 6, was taken, last
night to Plattsburg, Mo., by Sheriff Hoi-com- b,

to be placed on trial with Mrs. b
W. Richardson on a charge of murder of
her husband, F. W. Richardson. The
crime wa3 committed on Christmas eve
a year ago. The case is a strange one,
with a thread of mystery running through
it. While Mrs. Richardson stands charged
with murder, liable to the death penalty
if convicted, few who have studied the
case believe that she killed her husband.
No one doubts, however, that she knows
who did kill him, and one of the chief
motives of her prosecution is to bring out
this information.

The arrest of Stewart Fife, the son or
the murdered man's partner, under the
Indictment for the Richardson murder,
gives promise that the mystery surround-
ing the tragedy may be unraveled. If it
is proven, as the prosecution promises to
prove, that Stewart Fife, surprised .

Richardson's company by a wronged
husband, shot him down to avoid an ex-
posure, will Mrs. Richardson be held as
an accessory? If Fife is acquitted as
principal, Mrs. Richardson cannot be held
as an accessory. Will she then be con-

victed as principal? Or will she tell what
everyone believes she knows and assist

her husband's murderer to the
gallows and accept freedom as her re-

ward?
Circumstances of Murder.

The circumstances surrounding the mur-
der were as follows: Frank W. Richard-
son, a leading merchant of Savannah,
Mo., was shot and Instantly killed In his
own home, December 24, 1900. He had
been away in the early part of the even-
ing, but had gone home about 8 o'clock.
He was about to enter his wife's room
in their home the moat pretentious in
town when he was shot and Immediately
fell dead. Mrs. Richardson, so far as has
been proved, was the only person In the
house at the time. She went to a neigh
bor's and gave the alarm. These are all
the facts that have ever been proved
beyond a doubt In the case.

The report at the time was that Mr.
Richardson had committed suicide. But
within a day or two there was an autopsy
and thla exploded the suicide theory. It
was proved by the doctors that the bul-

lets had been fired by some one who must
have been crouching down. The wounds
could not have been d. The
bullet that killed him entered two Inches
below the right ear and came out above
the left ear. The autopsy put an end to
the suicide theory, and showed that a
bloody tragedy had taken place.

The Coroner's jury met Tuesday the
shooting was Monday and during the
next two weeks held several sessions.
Finally It adjourned until the widow, who
was prostrated with grief, could give her
testimony. About three weeks after the
shooting she did give her testimony at
her home, while she was propped up in
bed.

Set & Trap for H1m Wife.
It was asserted in Savannah that on the

night in question Mrs. Richardson had
stayed at home. Her husband had gone
to his store. A Christmas tree was held
at the opera-hous-e, and he was supposed
to have gone there. On the contrary, he
sent the children there, after a conversa-
tion with one of them which may have
a bearing on the case, and went himself
to his own. home. The talk is that he ex-
pected to find another man there. The
theory of the state is that he found what
he was looking for and was killed by
the other man for his investigations. And
the further theory of the state is that
Mrs. Richardson knows who the other
man is, and is shielding him, refusing to
tell his name to protect her own good
reputation. After the Coroner heard the
widow's testimony, which was sensation-
al to a degree, the verdict was rendered
that Richardson had come to his death
"by a bullet fired by his wife or by
some one known to her."

Widow anil Fife Arrested.
Immediately after the Coroner's Jury

had rendered Its verdict, Information was
filed with a Justice of the Peace, and Mrs.
Richardson was arrested while in bed.
She gave bond, with her dead husbands
brother as one of the sureties. One of
the strange features of the whole case
was the avowed belief in her Innocence
expressed by all her husband's family.
In the case against her the grand jury re-
fused to Indict, but Information was filed
by the prosecutor, and came up in No-
vember and was brought to Clinton Coun-
ty on a change of venue.

At this same time Information was tiled
agalnBt Stewart Fife. Several men had
been connected with the case by gossip,
but none had been arrested,- - nor could in-

dictments be found against any of them.
Finally, the matter narrowed down to
Fife, and he left town, saying he would
be back when wanted. Information was
filed by the prosecution against him in
November, and the search has been active
since then. January 6 he was arrested at
this place.

When Fife left Savannah last June he
went to New York and then crossed the
continent again, coming to North Yakima,
where he remained. Fife, it is said, wrote
to a St. Joseph woman, who Is alleged, to
have revealed his hiding place to the
officers.

So a Young: Man Committed Murder

and Attempted Suicide.

last night a horse and buggy stopped at
Hart's livery barn.

The buggy was found to contain the dead
body of Miss Gcrty Clifford, who lived
near Donnelson, and Fred Brockman. al-
most dead. Brockman was aroused from
his unconscious state, and put under ar-
rest. The young lady's death was caused
by an ugly wound through the temple.
Brockman had shot himself twice In the
head. He refused to say anything, ex-
cept that a letter could be found In the
buggy to explain matters. The letter
was found in his overcoat.

Miss Clifford was a member of a highly
respected family, and was about 20 years
old. Frederick Brockman is 20 years of
age, a son of Hiram Brocknjan, of Coffeln.

The letter was addressed to "Kind
Friends, Brother and Sister," and signed
"Fred and Gertie." In it Brockman
stated he was in debt and meant to com-

mit suicide; that he had told the girl
what he was going to do and she declared
she must go too. The last line of the
letter contained a request from Gertie to
be burled beside Fred.
