The body of Guy Burnett, sometkmes
known as Guy McGilvray, of Portiand,
was found yesterday on the tde land
above SBvyenson, by W. F. McGregor, o
weil-known lumberman., of the Lower
Columbia. Burnett had been missing
from Portland since Christmas day, when
he left on a duck-hunting expedition In
the vicinity of the lalands two miles be-
low Knappa. A few days later his boat
was found tled to a tree near Knappa,
but no trace could be found of Burnett
| or his gun. He had previousiy sald that
If overtaken by a storm he would strap
| the weapon to the boat, and the fact that
It was niot there ralsed hope In the hearts
| of hia family and friends that perhaps he
| had wandered off, and would turn up at
seme other point,
| About the time Burnett arrived at
Knappa a terrific storm raged on the
Lower Columbia, and It Is probable that
the boat capsized and was found later by
pome fishermen, who tied it to the tree,
but did not report the fact to the authori-
ties. Burnet! was 25 years of age, and
was the son of Mrs. Nancy McGliveay,
who llves In the Union block, at Stark
and First streets. The mother was not
at home last night when the reporter
called, but others in the house wverified
the bellef that the jdentity of the dead
body and the missing man were the same.
Burnett lived for five years at Knappa,
and was thoroughly famillar with the
niver in that nelghborhood.

Before starting on the trip Guy made
| armangements for his brother, Ward, to
| Joln him after the holidays, but when
| the latter reached Knappa he found only
the boat. No trace could be found of his
brother, and he was given up by his
mother and brother as lost. Dynamite
wis Ineffectually used In an effort to raise
the body, but the search had to be aban-
doned. Mr McGregor, who found the
body, reported It to Coroner Pohl, of As-
toria, and the remains will be taken to
that place this morning, snd will be sent
from there to Portiand for burial, No
marks were discernible that would indl-
