BOLUTHERN OREGON ASPECTS OF
THE BUSINENS,

Seme of the Canses Which Have Con-
tributed to Success In He-
cent Years.

CENTRAL POINT, Jan. 15.—(To the
Eaditor. )—S8uch articles as the special cor-
respondence in The Oregonlan of Decem.

those of us not identified In any way with
the business, but who have been interested
speciators during the past 12 or 16 years
of the determined strukgle of the fruit-
growers with the forees of nuture, which
8t times have apparently becn oo great
20 be overcome, Every old ploneer in tbe
state knew what the soll and climate were
capable of before the codling moth and
the Ban Jose scale followed close upon
the advent of the overiand rallroad. SBome
of the locnl fruit exhibits of M years ago
At the plonesr reunions have never been
excelied; but with the coming of the scale
and the gradual decay of the eariler or-
chards, the carly day orchardists con-
cluded the difflculties in the way of fu-
ture succtds were Insurmountable, and it
remained for & younger generation and
for Eastern men to wrest victory from
defeatl by close study of conditions and
the application of modern methods in com-
bating orchard pests and natural condi-
tions. A few men who were “‘next” to
the demands of the Eastern markets have
ever been sanguine of ultimate profit in
the blsiness, but with the greater number
of thoxe who et out commercial orchards
15 years ago, the proposition has appeared
doubtful uwp to within 4 very few years,
When the blighting scale was mastered
and the experimental stuge was passed
in the oontest with the worm, or
codling moth, & close study of which
demonstrated that London purple and
Parls Green applied at the periods when
the lfemale was depositing her eggs upon
the young [ruit served as & specific for
the evil, yet the fight seemed almowt
bopeless, viewed from the standpoint of
commercial profit. Bhippers were eager
to secure the [ttle fruft that was pro-
duced of marketable quality, free from
worms, but when (be bolunce was struck
ut the end of the season, theré was In-
variably talk of grubblag up the trees,
such was the expense ullending the use
of the back-breaking, hand-spray pump,
and thorough cultivation, picking, pack-
ing, eic.

Then oams the sedson when the unos-
teniathous gasoline engine was heard
chug-chug-ing in the Olweail orchand ad-
Jucenl to Central Polnt, all the Bummer
through, and the “only § per cent of
wormy apples” wverdict when the crop
was gurnered proclalmed the victory, and
the entire business of spraying wus revo-
lutlonized. Then & great truth dawned
upon our horticulturists, and it wus seen
that the forces of nature with which they
had been lgnorantly combating for a gen-
cration, were, In reality league with
them. No such signul success hisd uttend-
ed the use of the spray pump east af the
Rockies, np matter how thorough the

It ddd not follow that because all
Oregon red apples were good and hand-
some me well, that our magnificent Ben
Davis, Baldwin, Jonathan or Canada Reds
just filled the bill. One was too close akin
o the umpkin in flavor: one “melted
down™ oo quickly to bear trunsportation:
Another was too shy a bearer for profit.
But one, the glorjous Esopus Splizen-
berg, proved just the thing for the East-
ern markets at Hollday time, and filled
& long-feit want in the children's stock-
Ings mt Christmastide, when expense nor
price cut any figure. Its superd color-
ing fine gquality and carryipg character,
tough rind, and the fact It matures just
al the right time to share honors with
the navel orange on the holiday festal
boards «of the BEustern clties, renders it
pre-eminently the apple for commercial
purposes” in Southern Oregon countles A
close second to this grent leader is found
In the criep, lumoious yellow Newtown
Pippin, which Johnny Bull holds In such
high esteem that with each recurring sea-
son & jarger number of personal repre-
sentatlves of the great London houses
cross the pond and the Continent to, beg
for the producl of our orchards, at prices
that are well-nigh fabulous. They ralse
these apples, such as they are, down about
Lompoc and Watsonville, Cal,, in“curlote
where we produce boxes, as your special
New York lorrespondent states, But Just
now the Callfornla growers are but be-
Elnnlng to. recover from the dynamic
shock they experienced the day before
Christmas last, when a carlosd of our
foothill Newtowns, properly packed, with
the glow of an Oregon mountain sunset
on thelr cheeks sold for 149 61 per box,
while the California product was evers-
where bringing but s to 8s in thay surﬁr
City of London.

Another fruit which has demonstrated
1teell & sure winnér In this section is
the Winter Nellis pear, which drops Into
& place in the Enstern markets apparently
made for It. For yours our growers, while
realiging its merite, have been shy of it
owing to alleged unceriainty of benr:r‘g.'
Here the work of the state experiment
Flations has proven of Inestimable walue,
und the theory of crogs-fertilization is
proven to be correct. The man who sets
out mn orchard of Winter Nellls pears
now, sets along with thie variety to every
Elx or elght rows of Nellls, two rows of
white Doyenne (Fall ‘Butter) pears, and
the bees do the rest. Why two rows of
Fall Butter? To facilitate spraying. the
orchardist will tell you, Some sensons the
frost will catch one wvariety, and the
other will eseape. No use to .apray for
wormsg In Bummer, If no frult on the trees,
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in the present state of deviélopment ot
this section transportation will not be
Incking when the trees get into bearing.
Mr. Stewsnrt is deserving of the titie ol
Father of the Frult-stalsing Industry
here, und his present enterprise at the age
of T years should put to the blush those
who state that iife is too short for toe
man of average age to plant an orchard,
Another variely of pear on which the at-
teation of our leading growers is cobcen-
trated at present s the Du Comice, a yei-
low Winter pear of fine flaveor, which for
the pas: few gpeasons hias commanded &
much higher price than the Winter Nei-
lis, which appeara w0 have fo a periect
bome in Bouthern Oregon, which 4
not open to the objection that It wili need
crose-furtiligstion. The owners of the fow
orchards of Du Comice pears now in bear-
lng here are enthusiasite over their pros-
poects of quick fortunes, as the tres &
very productive,

A word ns to what has been done up to
dute in frult-ralsing o this Rogue River
Valley. For three yearas past none of pur
local growers who had established & rep-
utation for quality and pack has thought
of accepting less than §l a bax for four-
tier stock apples, Spitzenberfs or New-
towns, and the present season the entire
output, could have been placed, had the
fruit not bheen contracted 100 early, at
$1M 1o B3 per box of 80 pounds, The
representatives of Chicego and New York
firma who secured the bulk of the output
this year openly declare that for ¥ years
o come the market will continus to im-
prove for strictly fancy stock. As Lhe
Southern Pacific people have made &
through rate to the Atlantle Coast of
mbout 50 cents per box, 1t would ook as
if the middlemen did falrly well them-
selves out of our frult the present season,
Lasing the estimute on reports of 8 10 §
per box to small dealers in New York, for
our Newtowns and Spitss.

Many of our jlocal farmers and business
men who have thus far only watched the
possibiiities of the Industry, are now pre-
paring to profit by the experience of oth-
ers and’ making ready 0 st large or-
chards in fuvorable localities Not less
than 200 aores wil] be set In apples alone
the present Winter in this valley, and the
acreage would be much jarger had not a
favorable Fall for seeding grain ifduced
heavy wheat-sowing. Many contracis are
already belng closed for realty to be set
to fruit next season, by discriminating
purchasers, who realize that the phenom-
ennl profits of the frultmen the present
season can but result jp enhanced waluk-
tion for realty in the pear future. It
would seem a reasonable expectation, ror
numbers of the growers realized returns
to the extent of 3500 per acre from apples
the present yoar. [t reslly seems absura
to rute the most desirable of orchard land
at $36 o 0 per acre under such ¢ir-
cumstances. Nobody deslres anything re-
sembling a boom in jand here, but the
eager ingquiry on the part of outside pur-
chasers wno Know how Lo figure, appears
to indleate a great redoction in the graln-
relting acreage another year in Southern
Oregor. Apple orchards 16 years set have
in favorable loculities produced four good
crope of frult, including the monster yleld
of 1M1, and the (dea has been abandoned
that it takes the betler part of a lfe-
time to raise & frull tree to the bearing
slage.

With the world for a market and the
well-earned reputation of producing the
premier frult of the globe, It s mot prob-
abie that our apple-growers will relax
thelr efforts, and with the demonstirated
certainty of good returns for weli-directed
effort, it wili not be long untll the re-
proach of “not enough to go "round™ will
be removed in Scuthern Oregon, and
with Judicious organisation among fruit
men, even better prices may be jooked for
In future than have prevalled

Birmingham and other centers oftén em-

ploy ocommercial travelers who make
periodical visits o this country, and wi

can always count on thelr usual costom-
ers for orders, Otheéer houses send out

roepresentatives, frequently forelgners, who
in many cascs are nnacgoal d with the
ecountry, lunguage, the people, and their
castoms, and after a short stay, during
which they are unable to get any order,
ihey return home disgusted.

Mexico I8 & market very Jdifferent
ordinary large towns, as on account of
its cosmopolitan nature and the few for-
elgners resident here, it does not afford
and comforts of European
towns of the sasne =ze, and then also,
on account of certaln conditions pecullar

If the British manufaecturer or trader
wishes to open or Increase his trade with
this country It is imperative for him to
adopt other methods, and, first all,
consult the wishes of his customers by
not forcing upon them articles that, (n hia
epinion, might appear suitable, but are
of no wse in this market. As onn be seen
from the foregoing remarks, some of the
same openings still exist, but in a amaller

degree, as American merchants are push- |

Ing thelr trade very conslderably, cither
by establishing branch offices in this cliy
or eise by means of companies which have
sufficlent capital at thelr disposal and by
being on the spot can purchase propertles
and form companjes to work them,
Another reason why the American cap-
itallat & readier to inveat In Mexico
that enterprising flrms of 85t Louls, Mo,

and Dullas, Tex., issue monthly pamphlets |

in Spanish and English, containing suosrt
notices about the principal towns of Mex-
ieo, and giving information abouk new sn.
terprises and the establlshment of new
factories, as well s other infermation
about the country.

There are certaln points, however, that
have been very much overipoked by the
greater part of the Britlah traders and
manufacturers In  their dealings with
Mexigo~their lack of knowledge of the
Mexican tariff being very noticeable,

Btill another point that deserves the at-
tention of the British trader in general ls
the fallure ta give estimates or deserip-
tions when asked for. In soch cases an
order may depend upon a’ full and intelll-
Kible description being given to the would-
be customer in the weights and measures
of the metrical syetem that Is now s0 uni-
versally accepted.

Ax mentioned on former occasions an
Inxtitution Uke the Army and Navy or
Civil Service stores, where goods of pure-
iy British manufacture could be obtalned,
would certainly be the best means of ad-
vancing Britisk inferests, but such an In-
stituticn would Bave to be overiooked by
u Britinh subject, who, as well ar being
u capable man, should also combine a
knowledge of the trade with A knowledge
of the inngunge, people, and customs of
the country,

One of the principal objects of such an |

establishmen{ would be to have always on
hand an assortment of mercoandise
supericr to what I8 found upon the mar.
ket. enpecially in Jocks, Bolts, hinges, &tc.,
and all kinds of hardware, as what |s ob-
tainabie at present i@ of German make,
and of a very infer! guuiity.

These same remarks hold good in every
branch of commerce, and, If the matter
were properly taken up by a number of
British mantfucturers, who, by Jolning
together, could easily afford to support an
estabiishment of the kind mentioned,
