Isthmian Canal Commission’s
Supplemental Report.

PLACED IN HANDS OF CONGRESS

FPresident's Commission Accompany-
ing Dorument Was Simply One of
Transmittal—Comparisons With

Nicaragua—Value of Work.

WASHINGTON, Jan. .—The President
today sent to Congress, with a message
simply of transmirtal, the supplemental
report of the Isthmian Canal Commission
in which It & unanimously recommended
that the offer of the new FPanama Canal
Company to sell all of its rights, prop-
erty and unfinlshed work to the United
States for 380,000.000 be accepted. The
Senate ordered the report printed in the
Congressional Record, and also as s dob-
ument After quoting the correspond-
ence which passed between the commis-
wion and the ofMicers ‘of the Panama Canal
Compuny in Paris, the report says:

“I'he totality, without exception, of its
property and rights om the Isthmus™
mentionesd In the cablegram of January
# Inc huln-s the following classes of prop-
erty:

First—Lands Not Bulit On—There are
b6 parcels of land to which the title rests
in the canal company, amounting to
nbout 30,000 acres. which, with the jands
belonging 1o the rallroad company. cover
near! yall of the ground required for the
actunl construction of the canal.

Second—Bulldings—There are scheduled
2481 bullding=, divided among 47 sub-clas-
sifications. usod fHr offices, guarters, store
houses, hospitals, shops, stables and mis-
celluneous purposes Among them, are
two Inrge permanent bulldings in Pana-
ma, one used as the headquarters resi-
dence, nnd the other as the general office;
large general hospitals at Colon and Pan-
ema, und several lmportant bulidings at
Colon.  These bulldings are furnished.

Third—Plani—There s an immense
amount of machinery, consisting of float-
ing plant (tugs), lmunches, dredges, etc.

Fourth—Work Done—The excavation
already accomplished upon the maln
canal, which will be of value In the plan
recommended by the commission, Was
earefully computed and was found to be
3% %8 cubic yards.

Transfer would give title to all the jand
now held by both the Panama Canal Com-
pany and the Panama Railroad Company,
which Includes nearly all the land needed
for the construction of the canal.

There has been
no change In the views of the commlis-
sion with reference (o any of these con-
clusions ¢ reached, but the new prop-
oaltlon submitted by the new Panama
Canal Company makes a reduction of
nearly $90000,000 In the cost of a canal
across the Isthmus of Panama, according
to the estimatea contalned in the former
report.

The report says the reduction
of th export dutles would give to the pro-
ducers In the Phillppines a very substan.
tinl benefit. The reduction of 38 per cent
added to the reduction of the export du.
tes makes a net reduction of sugar, the
principle article of export, of about %
per cent. The report continues:

“In view of the demand for money for
publie purposes in the Phillppines and the
experimental character of our tariff re.
duetions with those islands, a 55 per cent
reduction. in our tariff rates ls &8 much
as it Is prudent to make at this time in
a law which s of necensity temporary,
to meet a pressing emergency.

Platt of Con-
necticut supported the pending measure
as a whole, but offered an amendment
striking from the Bill the proposition te
tranafer the Patent Office. It was ac-
ceplted by Nelson and agreed to by the
Benate. During consideration of the bill
£he Presldent's message transmitting the
supplemental report of the lathmian Canal
Commisslon was recelved and referred to
the committee on inter-oceanic canals,

An amendment to the Department of
Commerce blil relating to the office in the
State Department to take the place ol
the chief of statistical bureau, trans-
ferred in the bill, was agreed to. After
a protracted discussion, Nelson requested
that a vote on the measure be taken at
1 o'clock tomorrow. Pettus objected.
Cockrell offered an amendment, which
was adopted, eliminating, from the bill the
proposition to Aransfer to the new de-
partment the Census Office. Quaries made
an argument In support of placing the
Connus Office under the proposed depart-
ment, and gave notice that he would
move a reconsideration of the vote by
which Cockrell's amendmont was
adapted.
