HUGHES’' FAREWELL ADDRESS

With His Netirement, Session Is Held
in Shude of Sheltering Olive
Branch—Harmony Here-
after, Maybe.

With the resignation of Ellis G. Hughes
{from the presidency of the Port of Port-
land Commission, and-the elevation of M,
C. Banfield to that exalted station, which
two important events occurred at & meel-
ing yesterday afternoon, the erstwhile plo-
turesque procecdings of that body have
become humdrum and business-like, They
have chunged f(rom gay to grave, from
Jively to severe, and the “balderdash™
entered upon the chronicies of the meet-
ings, printed In these columns to the sin-
cere Tegret of Commissioner Bwigert, will
soon be but & memory.

All the Commissioners were present
when the moeting was called to order,
with the exception of Mr. Swigert, who
drifted In mnd took & seat just too Iate
10 hear the glowing tribute pald to him.
sclf and Mr., Adams in the document
which Mr. Hughes was at that time read-
ing. Mr. Hughes wore his usual wvolce
of gladness and a amile. He beamed upon
the Commissioners as If they were his
Bguests at the partition of a Thanksgiving
turkey. He rapped gently but flrmiy on
the table when he discovered thal a guor-
tm was present, and in joyous accents
nnnounced that the first business to come
before the house was action upon the
president’s resignation. Tollowing are n
few cholee thoughts garnerad at random
from the paper which he then proceeded
1o read:

I wan met 8t the outset by the opposition of
a majority, which «fectually prevented me
fromm carrying out my plasa If the
men who composs (he majority have sccon-
plisted anything, I trust one or more of them
will paint It omt. I sbhould have re-
signed lLmmediately on my position becoming
apparent, had 1 not considered it in the Inter-
et of the axpayvers that 1 should hold on and
secure for them what itle T coumld, . . .
What the poart will have In the end (speaking
of dreflges) mo one kiows. What 1 do koow,
mnd that of which I bave frequently warned
this commisglon, 1s that no ooe will be respon-
aible for anything. Ir the hope that I
might secure something from the wreck., by
ubtaining the resipnations of twn of the Com-
missloners who are responsible for this stute of
things, 1 have signed three of the contracts
for parts of what may De a dredge when com-
pleted The resignations Lave baen refused,
the evil i» without present remeds

When he had concluded, Mr, Hughes
cheervad that he would be much pleased
if Mr. Belling would move o accept the
resignation.

“I move that It be aceepted,” sald Mr.
Afdams, cheerfully.

"Second the motion,” sald Mr, Selling
nothing daunted becszuse he didn't get a
place in the race to malke the motion,

“Now, gentlemen,™ gald Mr, Rellly,
us get down to business"

Business was forthwith got down to by
Vice-President Swigert, who took the
ehalr and presided over an election, which
placed Mr. Banfield at the bead of the
commission, his name belng put forward
by Mr. Adems.

Dropping gracefully to the foot of the
table, Mr, Hughes next secursd the adop.
tion of the first measuwre of his that has
gone through without opposition since
long, Jlong ago. He moved the adoption
of a resolution providing thalt a commis
elon consisting of the Port of Portland
Commission’s superintendent, the chlef #n-
gineer of the 0. R. & N. Co. and three
other engineers, to be selected by theae
two, look over the drydock plans sub.
mitted, and report on them. The O. R, &
N. Co., Mr. Hughes pointed out, would be
the heaviest customer of the drydock, and
g dock satlisfactory to them would be
eurely just about the thing. Mr. Adams
didn’'t see the need of passing along the
matier o n second commission. He was
nearly ready 1o vote on the drydock as
matters stood. Mr. Rellly thought that
the commilesion ought to get business
transacted without delay, Mr, MeCraken
sald he thought one oiher engincer would
be endugh. and put his opinlon in the
chape of an asmendment, which Mr.
Hughes accepled, and the resolution was
edopted,

In the glow of this signal triumph, Mr,
Hughes departed, urging busineas clse-
where. Miter he had gone the commis.
slon awnrded the contract for providing
two ladders for the new dredge to Bowles
& Btrow for 2300, and giving the Phoenlx
Iron Works the contract for repalrs to the
dredge outter for H2. Some references
were made to spud gear, but they were
not acrimonicus.

Mr. Hughes resignotion,
recepted, follows:

Portland, Jan. 3 — To the Commissionars
of the Port of Portland—Centlemen: In pre-
peniing my rengnation as president of this
comniission, I wish to say a few words to
the taxpayers, whose interests 1 have endesvy-
ored o serve.

If ever the harbor at Portland ahd the
channel from Partiand to the ssa is opened by
this commission, 20 u* 1o admit vesssls of all
classes, nt all stages of water, it will be when
Bome man, having the abllity to thoroughly un-
derntundl what Is tecessary to be dome, the
sppliances 1o be used, and how to provids and
use the wars and meane, and who s wiliing
to devote himself to the work, to the same
extent that the most spcorssful business man
devotes himself to his own private affalrs, is
Finond in chrerge and given a commisston which,

srivate interests to serve, will at
allow him to do, ¥ i does not &id him o
He will not be able to carry the
work through without making some mistakes,
but he will be the first 0 see &nd remoly
them. When this is diune, the river and har-
bor can be kept apen for vessols of any size,
at & cost to thiy port direct but lttle I any
in exces= of the amount now expended for 1itle
or no results. The work canant be done by a
comminelon helding perfunciory sessjons, nor
can a commission be securnd. mve of experis
under pay, each membér of which will devole
the thme 10 the work necessary to enable him
1o so far understand It er to act iotelligently
thereon.

YWhen 1 tock the cffice of presddent of this
commmission 1 had devoted several years o the
study of the work to be done. the applinnees

ways and means might readily be provided,
which would reduce (he Durden 1o the taz-
payers below the rate provided In that sct.

POWELL STREET IN BAD SHAPE.

¥ improve ts Would Cost
About $38 Per Lot.

The plank on Powell street is badly dis-
rupted from Mlwaokie to East Twenty-
first, and In places the street Is in dan-
gefous condition. The Brookiyn branch
of the City & Suburban Railway Company
ts being lald on the south side and takes
up nearly seven feet. The sireet Is oniy
0 feet wide. Of this about 1§ feet are
taken up by sidewaiks, leaving less than
5 feet roadway, while the track takes up
about seven feet, which s planked apd In
good condition. Taking out the apace oc-
cupled by the street raliway there Is
little available room left abutting each
lot. It s estimated that It would cost
between 335 and £30 per lot to replank tha
street, and necesalty for this is great, as

FOSTER MEN MEET HERE

WASHINGTON POLITICIANS DISCUSS
°  HEUSTIS', RETENTION.

If Port Townsend Collector Holds
His Jab, How Can Ide Be
Tarned Out They Ask.

There was a conference of Washington
politicians In Portland yesterday, at which
were present B, D. Crocker, of Walla
Walla candldate for Collector of Customs
at Port Townsend; 8. A. Madge, edilor
of the Olymplan, of Olympia, Wash,
George Stevenson, who Is managing Levi
Ankeny’'s campalgn for the United States
Senate; and Walter Christlan, a well-
known Tacoma lawyer and politician.
Crocker Is also a manager for Mr. An-
keny, and has charge of the Walla Walla
banker's political fences In his home
town.

It has been quite generally understood
that In the event of Crocker being ap-
pointed Collector, Madge was to be his
first deputy, and It was to discuss the
Collectorship muddle, which has been
complicated by the Presldint's tender of
reappointment to F, D. Heustls, the pres-
ent Incumbent, that Messrs. Crocker and
Madge met here. The other partles to
the confervnce deny that they came to
the elty for that purpose, and say they
actidentaily happened to be here

The dispatch published In;, The Ore-
gonian that Collector Heustis was to be
reappointed by the President, If he d=-
sired the place because of hia past record
and the urgent request of Secretary of
the Treasury Gage, has upset the plans
of the Foster adherenta. From the out-
look the apprehension exists that both
Crocker and Hopkins will be turned down.
When lde was talked of for the Collector-
ship it was understood that Hopkins
stood an excellent chance for landing the
Marshaiship But the precedent estab-
Hshed by President Roosevelt in offering
Heustls reappointment upon his past
record would apparently indicate that Ide
would also be reappointed; that the wish-
es of the Washington delegation have
been sidetracked, and the Presldent has J
taken the matter into his own hands.

None of the particlpants In the con-
ference would talk for publication. except
to say that their advices from Washing-
ton, D. C., confirmed the announcement
in The Oregonian of Monday. While the
statement was not made In direct lan-
guage, there is reason to belleve that ef-
fort will be continued to prevent the ap-
pointments of Ide and Heustls., Just
how far this opposition will be carried
Is problematical. Senator Foster is a
new man [n Congress, and would hardly
oppose the Administration to the. extent
of fighting Presidential appointments on
the floor of the Senate. :

While the Foster men admit the actlon
of the President (0 mean defeat of thelr
plans, the tender of reappointment to
Heustls ls not regarded as a Wilson vie-
tory. 1If the President retains Heustis
the Foster men do not at this time have
any great hope that Hopkins will be ap-
polnted Marshal, for the President, to be
consistent, will apparently have to re-
appoint Ide upon his record and the
recommendation he has from Attorney-
General Knox, ns Heustls had from Sec-
retary Gage. Altogether it is a puzzle
that may be delightfully amusing to out-
siders, but to candidates on the anxious
seat the only hope Is that President
Roosevelt may again do the unexpected,
overinok Ide's record. and the precadent
of Heustis's probable reappaintment, In
disposing of the Marshalship plum.

1 do not know of any reason why soft-
sheil clams could not be fed In the same
way, &5 they feed on sand and mud; why
not on meal?

“1 not only know of this fact as above,
but do the very same thing today when
I want & good feed out of a good lot of
oysters,

*]1 think my friend Absalom, for friend
I can call him, aa he is u lover of shell-
fish, knows a thing or two about the
good things of this world.

“In fact 1 can mame you numbers of
places here In the East where the same
thing Is done at the Summer resorts'

Now the writer of the article In gues-
tion Is also a lover of ghelifish, and fish
of all kinds, which he eata ln large quan-
titles in a vain offort to restore vigor to
an enfeebled braln He has caught
shrimps, dredged oysters, trapped crabs,
and hardshell and softahell clams, even
the giant clam of the Pacific Coast, whose
neck is a foot In length and as thick
as a man's wristt He has broken the
finger pholas or rock oyster out of the
rockribbed beaches of Oregon, and has
penetrated the bowels of the earth In a
ht chase after the elusive ragor clam,
which goes down In the wet sand faster
than a horse can troi, and never stops
til caught. He has also seen sacks of
oysters displayed In front of oyster shops,
Uiberally coated with corm or oatmeal,
but he has never been able to belleve
that the oysters could add one whit to
their adipose tissue on account thereof.
He has been taught that oysters and
clams feed by passing sea water through
their gills, and extracting therefrom cer-
tain microscoplc organiams or fragments
of marine vegetation, which is their nat-
ural food, and belleves that oatmeal, if
introduced into thelr digestive organs,
would ruln them, and that a clam or an
oyster would reject oatmeal In any form
with as muech disdain as would a Con-
nemara Irishman who had been brought
up on an exclusive diet of potatoes.

Besides, It In well known that clams
and oysters take thelr food under water,
and It would probably be as Impossible
for them to eat out of water, especially
when In a plle or enclosed In a sack, as
it would be for a human being to partaks
of blanc-mange with his head under wat-
er. As to the statement that they feed
on "sand and mud™ this is probably a de-
lusion of the same character as is the idea
that they c¢an absorb meal through their

shells,

that clams dug from thelr beds and put
into a tub of water with a quart of In- |
dial meal will thoroughly clear them-
selves of all sand ahd gravel, and ] up
on meal until It wonld seem that they |
must burst. It makes them fat and a
great deal better flavored, and they can
easlly be kept mlive for a week In cool |
weather In a tub of cold water with the
meal,

This appears muoch more reasonable
than the idea of sprinkling the meal on
the ahells of the clams or on the sack
In which they are, and thers may be
something In It
