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NO GROUND FOR A DUEL

FRENCH DEFUTY THOUGHT HE HAD
BEEN INSULTED.

Seconds Falled to Heach an Agree-
ment—Transvanl Question De-
bated in the Chamber.

PARIS, Jan #2.—During the debate on
the forelgn estimates In the Chamber of
Deputies today, Count Boni de Castellane
(Republican) asked for explanations of the
Fovernment's poilcy. He complained that
the French policy in China gave cause
to doubt whether France had compre-
hensive plans of forelgn policy, as In
the case of Russia, Germany and Great
Eritatn. The deputy added that he wouid
like to ste Imperialism exiet in France, as
it does In Great Britain, Germany and
the United Btates.

M. De Estournclies de Constant (Repub-
lican) condemned the wcrease In arma-
ment and the expansion policy, which he
sald multiplied the chances of conflicis
and would lead to & frightful crash. M.
Lasies (Anti-Semite) having Interpeliated
a sarcastie remark, De Constant retorted
that he would not be intimidated by Na-
tionalists. The remark offended M. Las-
fes, who sent wseconds to De Constant,
The seconds falled 1o agree as to whether
the words constituted an Insult, and re-
ferred the gquestion to arbitratonps, who
were also unable to decide this point.
The seconds then throw up thelr mission,
It is sald that M. Deschanel, the Fresi-
dent of the Chamber, has declded to In-
tervene and end the incident, and that
$e has ordered the words of M. Des Es-
tournelles de Constant to be suppressed
from the report of the sitting.

M. Estienne (Republicnn) made & long
speech, urging & more vigorous defense
of French Interests where they come In
econtact with thoee of Grent Britaln,

Repiving to questions, the Forelgn Min-
teter, M. Deleasspe, sald France's position
in the world i satisfactory. He recalled
the success of the government's recent
action towards Turkey, which, he satd,
had completely restored French Influence.
Regarding various questions mised by M
Etenne M. Delecase repited that the gov-
ernment §s closely watching all French
interests. He also alluded to the Franco-
Russlan alllance, which waz the resuit of
perfect nccord between the interests of
France and Russia. The Forelgn Minis-
ter's - statement was greeted with pro-
longed applause,

After a spirited debate the Chamber
votad to maintain the appropriation for
the French Embossy to the Vatican, This
appropriation had been suppressed by the
budget committes,

M. Berry (Comservative), Cilovis Hughes
{Republlcan Bocialist), and Abbe Lemiere
(Christlan Boclallst), Introduced wvarious
interpelintions bearing upon the jack of
action of The Hague peace tribunal in
the matter of the war in South Africa.
The speakers dlluted upon the horrors of
the concentration campes, and sleged vio-
Iatlons of the rules of war. M. Berry
declared thiut Great Britain had excluded
the Transvasl from The Hague confer-
ence because she was intent on forcing n
war there, and contended that certain
articles of the poace convention author-
fzed the powers to Intervene §f they
wished to do s0o. He urged the French
Government to bring about intervention in
South Africa. Abbe Lemiere also called
upon the government! to sid the Boers,
not only by sympathy. but by diplomacy,
10 become n free people. “We made the

« United States free; Jet us make the Boers
free, nlso," sald the Abbe In conclusion,
The speeches of M. Berry and Abbe Le-
misre were warmly cheered.

l#on Bourgeois (Radical Republican)
sald the present situntion in South Alrica
does nop !mply the destruction of the
work of The Hague conference,
Transvanl had not participated therein,
and could not, conseguently, invoke its
intervention. He sald The Hague con-
férenice has not yet closed, that the non-
signatories might later be admitted there-
to, and that the conference containg a
germ which would gradually develop,

M. Deleasse, replying to M. Bourgeols,
snid the peace conference did not prevent
war, but compelled the nations to con-
duct It acconling to the inws of nations
and humanity. France & willlng to in-
voke arbitration when certaln thut the
offer will be accepted, but nothing hus
happened during the Transvasl War o in-
dicate that an offer of medlation would
be favorably recelved. If such an offer
were relecied, continued the Minlster of
Forelgn Affairs, it would be necessary
to impose mediation, which would have
made war inevitable. "“"We nre, there-
fore, abliged to refrain™ sald M. Dei-
casse, “whatever mey be the sympathies
all here profess for the courngeous peo-
ple. Intervention on the part of France
would only resuit in the entangling of

FREIGHT COMBINATION.

Trade Agrecment Reached by Trans-
Atlantie Liners.

LONDON, Jan. &1.—A representative of
the Associated Press hus secured an
authoritative statement rvegarding the
rumored shipping deals, which, while con-
futing the reports of the amalgamation
of severnl lnes, reveals the fact that
negotintions toward a tade agreement
are belng conducted on a larger scale
than hitherto hinted at. What bas ac-
tually happened is this:

Every line trading between England and
America, exceptl one, has agreed to form
a frelght combination upon a basis con-
siderably higher than the rates at pres-
ent In force. That one exception, how-
ever. threatens to upsst the prolonged
negotiations, for today 15 firms withdrew
thelr previous assent, declaring that un-
leas this one exception came in, the com-
bine would be valucless The line which
has =0 disarranged the calculations—for
until today the success of the scheme was
belleved to " be pructically assured—is
comparatively unimportant and plies be-
tween London and the United States

The proportions which the proposed
combination had attained can be judged
from the fact that the 15 withdrawals
constitute 50 per cent of the firms Inter-
ested. The objectors are chlefly com-
posed of Liverpool and Glasgow firms,
who would not be directly affected by
the defection of the London concern.

Mrs. Richardson was apparently. unaf-
fected by the reading of the Indi¢tment.
C. F. Booher, In presenting the case for
the state, told of the murder at the Rich-
ardson home on the night of December 34,
19, Richardson had planned to accom-
pany his wife to a Christmas entertain-
ment. Al the last moment she telephoned
to him at the stors that she had declded
not to go. “Twenty minutes iater,” sald
he, "Richardson was a dead man in his
own home.”

It concerned the shortage of €x-
Secretary-Treasurer Pearce, and alleged
that President Mitchell and Secretary.
Treasurcr Wilson did not give out all the
facts concerning Pearce's actions, and
that they “willfully ‘lled to the miners’
commitiee a4 year ago.”

It was in-
timated that both Mitchell and Wilson
sought to protect Pearce, and for that rea-

only $160,

Becretary-Treasurer Wilson denled the
truth of the statement, and sald It was
the outgrowth of spite. Miss Meredith, he
sald, was recently let out as an asslstant
secretary.

President Mitchell made it known that
he wished to reply to the charges but
after a parllamentary exchange the con.
ventlon adjourned until 1:30.

When the convention reassembled, Mr
Mitchell addressed the delegntes, deny-
ing the stories contained In Miss Mere-
dith's statement. The convention ap-
peared to be with the. President, as his
remarks were frequently Interrupted by
appiause. President Mitchell made aMi-
davit that the statement he mads to the
mine-workera’ convention a year r30o wis
the truth, and the whole truth.
