WORK ON NEW BOATS.

Inman’s Launch Nearing Completion
—~iovernment Barges.

The engines of R. D. Inman's speedy
Hitle steamboat, that is bullding on the
East Side, are In place. Connections
with the boller or propeller have npt yet
been made. A bracket is belng attached
to the stern of the boat, on which will
earry the bearing for the propeller. The
cabins of the steamer are nearly done.
They age very handsomely finished In al-
leroating strips of redwood and spruce,
The craft will be launched in about three
weeks,

It is expectod that the two large barges
buliding for Governrment work will be
finished within the same time. The hulls
have been divided Into three compart-
ments, running thelr entire length, and
nre for the purpose of stiffening the
baurges’ heavy loads. Inasmuch as the
barges will have a carrying capacity of
0 or T tons,-on the decks, It 18 very
necessary Lhat they be buflt so that they
will not sag or twist in the awells of the
sea. Oak knees are now being added, and
the planking will be put on when they
are all in piace, All the wooden materials
of the barges are dressed with preserva-
tive solution.

IDENTITY OF SUICIDE.

She Was Miss Mamie Mosier, of Santa
Reosa, Cal.

Miss Mamie Mosler, 38 years old, of
Santa Rosa, Cal., was shown yesterday,
at the Coroner's ingquest, to be the name
of the young womsn who committed sul-
cide Monday night by swallowing carbolie
acid, In a First-street lodging-house. A
lover's quarrel was responsible for her

action. J. E. Wolff testified that he first

knew the girl when she worked at the
Wolff house, on the East B8ide, three
years ago, and that st Sunday she
‘phomed to him that she probably would
not see him again, “1 understood this to
mesan that she was elther to leave town
or commit sulclde,” sald the witness. It
wns stated that the dead girl had been
born at Sllverton, and that when ahe was
a baby she had been adopted by W. D,
Cramb, now of Santa Rosa, Cal. The
verdict was that the girl had committed
sulcide by taking carbolle acld. The po-
