FRENCH HEIFPLANATION OF THE
SPANISH WAR NEGOTIATIONS.

Sarys England at the Start Stood for
Intervention—General Denial
From Russia.

-

PARIE, Jan. 2 —In view of the state-
ment muade by Lord Cranbourne, British
Under Becretary of Btate for Forelgn
Affairs, In the House of Commons, Mon-
day, on the sublect of representations
made to Great Britain before and after
the outhreak of the Spanish-American
War, the representative of the Associated
Press made inquiry here in an authori.
tative quarter and received the following
explanation, which throws a somewhat
difféerent Bght on the matter:

“In the frst place, In the Spanish ne.
gotiations st the end of March 188 1o
secure the Intervention of the powers In

her favor, Great Hritnin took the same
nttitude an France snd the other powers.
8he neither refussd nor consented to joln
in eollective action. All the powers were
hesltating untll they aseertained the in-
tentlons of the others. Russia settled the
matter by the Iate Count Moraviefl's blung
rejection of the proposal. Bubsequently,
after Genersl Woodford's conference with
the Spanish Premier and Benor Gullon
the Foureign Minlster, at which the latter
indicated the axtent of the surrender 8pain
was willing to make to the Unlted States’
demands, the Austrisn Government, be-
leying 8paln's surrender was sufficiently
complete to satisfy the Unlted States, in-
structed its Ambassadors to propose 1o
the Eurcpean governments that a note be
presented at Washington urging the
United States to accept Bpain's offer and
avert war, The Bpanish Ambassador in
London saw A. J. Balfour, who was at
that time acting as Secretary of State
for Forelgn Aflalrs during the absence
of Lord Ballsbury at Beaulleu, who prom-
ised to imstruct Lord Pruncefots to act
alone or with his colieagues with a8 view
to muintaln peace. No action was defl-
nitely agreed upon, though Russia, France
and Germany were Osposed toward &
movement which would avert an outhreak
of bostilities

“A few days before the war, however,
it was declared that Mr. Balfour had
raised the objection to which Lord Cran-
bourne alluded sgalnet any note which
would have the sppearance of putting
pressure on the United Statex or offer-
ing =n opinion on the Unlted States’ =t
titude, The Austrian proposition then
fell through, and the subsequent joint
resolution of Congress rendered any fur-
ther action out of the question. This was
the extent of Great Britain's action In
favor of the United Statea’

General Denianl From Russia.

ST. PETERBBURG, Jan. 2 —The cor-
respondent here of the Aasoclated Press
has obtained the following statement from
the Russian Foreign Office regarding the
announcement made in the British House
of Commons Monday concerning negotia-
tione between the powers before and after
the outbresk of the Bpanish-American
War, and the assertions made by a Brit
$=h Forelgn Office officlal to a representa-
tive of the Associated Press on the same
subject:

“Russin has alwaye been and now i ex-
tremely desirous of maintaining amicable
relations with the Unlted States. Russia
never had any intention of participating
in apy collective step in the Spanish-
American dispute, which did not diréctly
concern her. Nor did Russia recelve any
proposition having such action in view,
Indeed, we received no Information re-
gurding Austrin’e alleged initiative or of
any attempt on the part of any wof the
powers 10 Interfere in the Interest of

Spaln.”

Apglo-Russian Relations Discussed

LONDON, Jan. £Z2~The debate in the
House of Commons today centered on the
Persian Guif question. The eritics of the
goveromment deplored the loss to British
trade and prestige In that part of the
world, some of them advocating an under.
standing with Russia by which Russia
would confine her activity to North Per-
sif, leaving South Persin tw British in-
flucnce,

Henry Norman, Liberal, tried in wvain
to draw out Lord Cranbourne, the Under
Secretary for Forelgn Affmirs, suggesting
that the Anglo-German secret agreement
referréd to the Persian Gulf and German
Bagdad Rallway schemes, The outcome of
the gquestioning was that Lord Cranbourne
made o geners] reply. in which he sald
Great Britaln‘s maln policy in Asin, includ-
ing Persla, Is to maintain the states guo,
Arsurances have been exchanged between

the Britleh and Russian Governments with
reference 10 the maintenance of Persiun
intcgrity. He saw no reasons why they

could pot simultuneously maintain British
trade and good relations with Russia; but
the latter would no* be bought at the ex-
pense of any rights possessed by Great
Britaln. While anxjous for the mainte-
nance of the Integrity of Persia, the gov-
ernment was far more anxious to main-
tain the balance of power, and it Is qulte
impossible for Lthe Government v aban.

Tumult at a Confirmation.

LONDON, Jan, Z2—The ceremony of
the confirmation of the Rt. Rev, Charles
Gore as Bishop of Worcester today, at the
Church House Westminster, was attended
by an extraordinary scene of tumult. Nu-
merous objectors to the confirmation,
among whom was John Kensit, the no-
torious anti-ritualist crusader, protested
80 vehemently that what was Intended to
be & wsemi-religious cersmony assumed
the character of a disorderly political
gathering. Bishop Gore's ecditorship of
Lux Mundi and the fact that he Is the
founder of & monastic cellbate society,
fgured largely among the arguments of
the protesters.

The Vicar-General ruled out most of
the protests, whereupon Kensit, in vigor-
ous terms, defled the Viear-General to
stifle him, declaring he would continue
to protest untll ejected by force. A gen-
e#rnl uproar followed, and it was only when
the Viear-General prepared to carry out
hls threat to” clear the kall that Kensit
