This was for &n alleged violation of the
purity of elections Jaw, Then Bchool Di-
recior J. B, Casserly was forced 1o resign,
and today E. W. Willlame, Justioe's Clerk,
was foreibly ejected from bis office by the
police, aftor having been suspended, on
the charge that he epent much of his offi-
eial time at the racetrack instead of at
hie office. Thut the new Mayor ls thor-
oughly In earnest was shown today, when
he deliberately disobeyed s temporary in-
junction secured by Wililnms from the So-
perlor Court to restrain him from oust-
ing him from office.

Balr is a confessed counter-
feiter, while his wife Is accused of hav-
ing uttered the apurious cocin turned out
by him. This morning both were &ar-
ralgped by United Btates Commissloner
Heacock and remanded to jall for exam-

ination,

Balr was arrosted at the Oakland race
track yesterday while In the anct of pass-
ing spurious coiln upon & bookmaker,
while his wile was taken into custody oa
khe left a dry goods store on this sifie of
the bay an hour or #0 later. Btlored away
in thelr elegant home In the suburbs of
Oakland, the secret service agents found
A oomplote counterfeiter's outfit and
about §70 worth of spurious coin, which Is
said w0 be the most perfect imitation of
the Bruce coln that has ever been handled
by the local detectives

Balr was formerly & restaurant-keeper
in this city, but pald out about two years
ago and engaged In the more lucrative but
dangerous calling of a money-maker, Since
he began hls career as & counterfeiter
ke and his pretty wife have placed in cir-
culation thousands of thelr spurious dol-
Jurs, and untll recently escaped suspi-
clon on account of thelr sinnding and ap-
parent air of respectablility. Balr
admits having wWon thousande of
good dollars at the jocal tracks through
the medium of his bad ones, while his
wife has been equally successful fn ob-
talning change In return for her hue-

nd's handlwork while muking small
purchases. Her sister, Mrs. Nellio
Schicketan, of Councll Biuffs, who Is vis-
iting her, spent the night in jall with her,
but the secret service agents do not be-
levé that she was cognizant of the eriml.
nul mets of her sister and her sister's
husband and no charge wil] be preferred
against her.

Marion and Linn
Counties will this year elect n Joint Sen-
ator. As Linn goes Democratic more
than half the time, the opposition would
stand a better chance to elect a candidate
to this oMce than to any other in which
Marton County s Intereated, But in order
to be successful even in this Instanace the
Democtats would be obliged to nominate
a man who could draw votes from the
Republican ranka It the Republicans
should nominatae n man who s person.
ally a poor vote-getter, the Democrats
will put up thelr strongest man and try
to capture the Jolnt Senatorship.

The fact that Frank Durbin, the Dem-
ocratie Bherilf, has given atisfaction In
the administration of his duties is all
that gives the opposition hope of elect-
Ing another man to that office. B. B,
Caolbath, the present first Deputy Sheriff,
Is talked of na a probable candidate for
the Democratie nomination. Concerning
other offices, there Is practically no talk,

The Republicans, It would ssem. have
less to fear from the oppoaition now than
they had two years ago. Many men who
left the Republi¢an party in 1596, when the
aliver question was paramount, returned
to the party in 180, and more are now
returning. Bome Democrats and Popu-
lisi» and many Free8llver Republicans
are now frmly uniled with the Repub-
llcan party and will vote accordingly. In
addition to this, many of the former sup.
porters of the fusion ticket will now be
found In the ranka of the Soclalista, s
that the Republican plursiity will be larg-
er still, .

The position of two of the local news.
papers shows esomething of what the
Demoerats will have to contend with In
the coming campalgn. The Capltal Jgur-
nel, which was the volce of the opposi-
tion ln this county In the last two cam-
palgns, Is now Indspendent, with a fre-
quently manifested intentlon to take part
in the discussion of questlohs to be =et-
tled wholiy within the Republican party.
The Oregon Independent, which was a
supporter of Bryan and free sllver, ia
now back In the Republican ranks, and
the nid of this paper will alse be lost
