Z3—A terrible
disaster was narrowly averted at the
public school bullding yesterday afternoon,
The plastering on the celling of the room
occupleod by the third grude gsve Wiy,
and came to the floor with & great crash
a minute after pupils and teacher had
made thelr escape. That no one wWas in-
jured was due to the presence of mind of
the teacher, Miss Eisle Polsom, and the
sanitor, Dougins Glenn, who marched the
littie people out just before the celling fell
to the floor. One of the pupils calied the
sttention of the teacher to the fact thal
ane corner of the celllng wias sAEEInE, and
she called the janitor, who advised the
tmunediste removal of the children. They
had but stepped out the door when the
crash emme, and jeft not & luth or a bit
of plaster hanging on the celling. The
room was in the basement, and wuas pot
originally intended to be used for a
schooiroom, having been fitted up after
the bullding was ecrected.

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In crder to ascertaln the percentage of
afMirmances, a computation has been made
coveriug the decisions published in the
volumes mentloned. This, it 15 belleved
covers & sufficient nomber of cases to glve
a fair view of what the average results
of appeals to the Supreme Court really
are. A: the same time, figures have been
prepared showing the record of each of
the Clreuit Judges whose decialons have
been acted upon and reported in these
volumea. From these figures it appears
that ex-Judge H. H. Hewitt has had the
largest percentage of afflrmances. ot
those Judges who are now on the bench,
Judge Bears has the best percentage, with
Judge Burnett a close second. It should
not bs undersiood, however, that this Is
an attemptl to show by mathemntical dem-
onstration which of the Clrouit Judgea Is
most competent. There are mmany circum-
siances which render the Hgures valueless
for snything of this kind. For example,
there are a number of Judges—Hamilton,
George, Bolse, Benson, Hale and MceGinn—
who have but a small numbeér of cases
that were included in the reporis sum.
marized. A alight increase In the nymber
of reversals would therefore make n great
difference In the percentage. Judge Hen-
ry L. Benson, for example, has but iwo
casex reviewed, and both of these were re-
versed. If two more cases had been re-
viewed, they might have been affirmed, In
which case his percentage of affirmances
would be B0 Then, too, the matter of lo-
cation is material. In an outlying district,
