
A TRANSPORT DEAL

Hill Negotiating for the
Steamers on the Pacific.

WILL BE KEPT IN SERVICE

General Long: to Resign and Enter
the Service of the Railroad Mag-

nate Schurnian's Speech
Deprecated.

ST. PAUL, Minn., Jan. 24. The report
that J. J. Hill has negotiated for the Gov-

ernment transports now plying between
San Francisco and the Philippines Is
practically confirmed by the refusal of
Mr. Hill to deny the statement and the
fact that no denial can be had from the
Secretary of "War. As outlined, the plan
Is for Brigadier-Gener- al Oscar Long to
resign as superintendent of the transport
service and enter the employ of J. J. Hill.
The transports are to be used In the Pa-

cific Coast service when not employed In
transporting troops- to and from the Phil-
ippines. The Secretary of War has re-

cently declared that troops can be moved
much cheaper under private contract than
voder the present arrangement. It Is said
these vessels are to be operated in con-

junction with the Northern Pacific and
Great Northern Roads.

BAD EFFECT ON FILIPINOS.

Publication of Professor Schurnian's
Speech Deprecated.

MANLIA, Jan. 24. Both the civil and
military authorities here deprecate the
publication in the Philippines of Profes-
sor Schunnan's Boston speech and the
minority report in the Senate on tne
Philippine tariff till which, they say, are
liable to have a bad effect on the Fili-
pinos.

General Wheaton, commander of the De-

partment of the Philippines, says men
have been sent to prison here for re-

marks such, as those of Professor Schur-ma- n.

NEW YORK TUNNEL.

Experts Appointed and Work to Be-K- ln

In Early Summer.

NEW YORK, Jan. 24. Bridge Commis-
sioner Gustav LIndenhall, who has been
appointed one of the experts to supervise
and approve all plans for the proposed
Pennsylvania Railroad tunnels under the
Hudson and East Rivers, and Manhattan
Island, in an Interview, said:

"President Cassatt named Colonel
Charles "W. Raymond, Alfred Noble. W. H.
Brown, Charles M. Jacobs and myself as
an advisory committee to decide on dis-
puted questions, not only before the actual
work begins, but during the construction
of the tunnels. The tunnel will be con-
tinuous from the Jersey Meadows to a
point on Long Island, well Inland from the
East River, and every foot of the way an
advisory committee will have Jurisdiction.
All resDonslblllty will fall on this com-
mittee. The work of construction will
be begun within three or four months, and
the work itself will be completed within
three or four years. The cost will be

The preliminary work is being
pushed now. There are legal difficulties
to be overcome, but all will be ready for
construction to be begun In the early
Summer."

RAILROAD COMPANY SUSTAINED.

Ohio Supreme Court's Decision in a
Blacklist Case.

COLUMBUS, O., Jan. he syllabus
of the Supreme Court's decision In the
case of the Nickel Plate Company vs.
Frank Shaffer, Involving the "blacklist."
which was given out today, sustains the
railroad company. Shaffer was discharged
by the railroad company for participating
in a strike. He claimed that he could
not secure employment on any other road
because the company refused to give him
a certificate of service, and he sued for
damages. The judgment of the lower
court in favor of Shaffer was reversed
by the Supreme Court, the ruling of which
follows:

"A master Is under no legal obligation
to give to his discharged servant a state-
ment of his service, and whether or not
it was satisfactory; and a discharged
railroad employe cannot maintain an ac-
tion for damages against the company
which discharged him, for refusal to fur-
nish him a clearance or statement of the
record of his service, although he may
have been unable, to obtain other em-
ployment In consequence of such refusal
by the company."

BIpr Shops for Canadian Pacific.
NEW YORK, Jan. 24. The Canadian

Pacific Railway has completed arrange-
ments for building immense locomotive
and car works in the cast end of Mon--4

treal, says the Montreal correspondent of
the Times. It is said that 7000 men will
be employed, and 350 acres of land has
been acquired for the site. The company
already has locomotive works ln that
part of the city, but they are entirely In-

sufficient to meet the needs of the syhtem.
It has also a number of car shops at vari-
ous points, but all these are to be con-
centrated at Montreal. It Is proposed
that every engine and car needed by the
road will be built in the future In its own
shops.

Medicine and Surgery in 1801.

Dr. W. K. Van Reypen, Surgeon-Gener- al

of the Navy, pointing out the rapid ad-
vances In medicine and surgery in the
year 1901. finds the greatest progress In
surgery ln the employment of antiseptics
for delicate Internal operations. With far
greater confidence that blood poisoning
will not follow, and with the patient's
chances of life correspondingly greater,
the surgeons of today are practically
fearless In entering the many cavities of
the body. Death from an operation from
uncompleted appendicitis is now almost
unknown, he says; and tumors of the ab-
domen, tumors of the brain and floating
kidneys are removed with a boldness
heretofore never employed. The modern
discoveries of thorough antiseptics de-
serve to be ranked on the world's roll of
honor with the healers who first employed
anaesthetics. The much-discuss- theo-
ry that many kinds of mosquitoes
are carriers of disease germs, and the
hope that yellow fever and malarial fever
will disappear if mosquitoes are extermi-
nated, is not fully shared by the Surgeon-Gener- al.

He thinks that coincidences and
consequences may have been confounded,
and says: "It needs more than a few
hastily-gathere- d facts to establish a
theory beyond refutation."

He "Vent to
The Dalles, Pendleton. La Grande, Baker
City, Sumpter, Pocatello, Boise, Butte,
Anaconda and Helena, but found it Im-

practicable to secure a suitable location
for his business in any of them, except
at a cost for rent that was prohibitive.
He said all the towns he visited were
busy, bustling, prosperous, and crowded,
except Anaconda, and that rents were
higher In proportion In all of them than
in Portland. He found cars and stage
coaches on all the lines of travel crowded.
The climatic conditions were about the
same everywhere, the general complaint
being lack of moisture, no rain, no snow
except on the mountains crossed In getting
Into Montana, and farmers, stockmen and
miners complaining and prophesying poor
crops and poor times next season unless
there Is rain ln the valleys and snow on
the mountains.

The other man was S. H. Blackburn,
of Clark County. Washington, who went
to California five weeks ago with his
wife for the benefit of her health. He
says there has been no rain there, and
farmers are predicting no crops this year.
He was ln Llvermore last Saturday, when
a slight shower of rain fell, and the cit-
izens rejoiced greatly, and said that If a
little more rain came the farmers could
start plowing. In Oakland they had
slight frost on two nights last week.
All over the state, clear, cool weather
has prevailed, and vegetation is suffering
for moisture.

In this section there has been rain
enough to Insure good crops, as the
wheat In the "Willamette Valley never
looked better than It has this Winter.
but the steamboat men and miners are
anxious for snow to fall ln the mountains.
If none falls, the rivers will be vcry
low this Summer, and they say they will
have to put wheels under the boats ln
the smaller streams. There is, however,
yet time enough for all the rain and snow
needed to fall, as an old pioneer says he
has often seen six weeks of steady snow
and rain ln February. That month Is
near at hand, and present prospects are
favorable for lots of weather.

FRUIT IS A GOOD MEDICINE

Disease Is Both Prevented and Cured
by Its Use.

Chicago Chronicle.
It hns not been a secret of the medical

profession that the eating of fresh fruits
Is one of the most healthful habits. As a
cure It Is both simple and agreeable.
Fruits are divided Into five classes the
astringent, the mealy, the oily, the acid
and sweet. Each has an especial value.
The grape Is the king cure of all fruits,
and Is recommended particularly to the
consumptive, the anaemic and the dys-
peptic; also for gout and all liver com-
plaints.

The prescription in each case is very
simple, varying of course according to the
complaint. To begin with, the patient
consumes from a half to a pound and a
half of grapes daily, increasing gradually
to nine or 10 pounds. This diet Is to be
continued until the patient's health shows
a general Improvement. The acid class,
which Includes raspberries, strawberries,
peaches, apples, gooseberries, cherries,
lemons and oranges, stands at the head
of the list. All these fruits are pre-
scribed for stomach troubles.

Milk In Povcder Form.
London Mail.

At the last monthly meeting of the
Swedish Agricultural Society Dr. M. Eck-enber- g,

a well-kno- chemist, made an
Important communication which Is of
great Interest for the dairy Industry. The
professor has discovered that the sub-
stantial essence of milk can be reduced
to a fine powder. If this powder be dis-
solved ln a certain quantity of water it
becomes again ordinary milk, with all its
nutritive qualities, its taste and smell.
Experiments with this milk powder were
entirely successful, and the discovery, as
Is so pften the case, was a pure accident,
which has given the most extraordinary
results. The milk powder, or flour. Is
rather like ordinary flour, and can be
packed ln wood or tins, or even la sacks
?r paper bacs.

AWAKENING OF CHINA

FOREIGN ADVISERS MAY REORGAN-

IZE THE GOVERNMENT.

Japan to Be Taken as a Model Irish
Qnestlon Up Again in the Brit-

ish Parliament.

PBKIN, Jan. 24. The Dowager Empress
and her councillors are seriously discuss-
ing the engagement of foreign advisers to
reorganize the government. Yuan Shi r

Kal, Viceroy of Pe Chi LI, Inspired the
movement. The scheme in Its present
form, after having been discussed by the
members of the council. Is to engage six
foreigners as authorities, respectively, on
international law and finance, military,
naval, parliamentary, domestic and gov-
ernmental affairs.

Yuan Shi Kal and his followers are
hopeful of practical results. They are
taking Japan as their model. Any at-
tempt to Institute a parliament of any
sort would, however, meet with tremen-
dous opposition from the Manchus. '

Bean Presented His Credentials.
PARIS, Jan. 24. A dispatch has been

received here at the Foreign Office from
M. Beau, the French Minister at Pekln,
Informing the officials that he had pre-
sented his credentials.

NO PEACE PROPOSALS.

Another Denial by Balfour In the
House of Commons.

LONDON. Jan. 24. A. J. Balfour made
a comprehensive denial In the House of
Commons today of stories of negotiations
of peace with South Africa. He de-
clared that since the negotiations between
Lord Kitchener and General Botha no
proposals having In view the termination
of the war have been received from any
one professing to have the authority of
the Boer leaders to make proposals, and
that no discussions looking to peace are
now proceeding.

Replying to questions regarding the
government's Eastern policy. Lord Cran-bour-

said the occupation of a port on
the Persian Gulf by Russia or other for-
eign powers would be Inconsistent with
the maintenance of the status quo which
it is the policy of the government to
maintain there. In regard to Manchuria
It is the government's policy to maintain
this status quo in China, as determined
by treaty.
